PITTsBURG, July 5.—While the local
manutfacturers have not yet signed the
scale, the mil! owners in the eastern
and western districts are one by one
agreeing to Amalgamated association
wages. At noon today the Locust
Point Iron and Steel company, of
Jaltimore, signed the secale. This after-
delegate from Muncie, Ind.,
reported at the Amalgamated associa-
lquarters that the Midland
Stegl company had signed the scale,and
that the hite River Iron company
wonld sign before tomorrow night. The
Muncie Iron company had also asked
for a conference. A dispateh from Chi-
cago states that the Illinois Steel com-
pany is wiiling to pay a § rate for pud-
dling and in all iron-making depart-
ments, provided a similar reduetion is
granted in the finishing departments. It
is likely the Amalgamated association
ofiicials will make this concession, and
peace will be concluded with the larg-
est steel firm west of Pittsbure.

ROW IN THE CHAMBER

French Deputies Get Into a
Wrangle Ovar the:Students’
Riot in Paris.

Riffraff of the City Now Deoing
the Rioting, the Instigators
Having Withdrawn,

Parrs, July 5.—Another disgraceful
scene was witnessed in the ehamber of
deputies today, the occasion being the
riots that have occurred here since Sat-
urday last. The proposal was made
that the chamber should atonce pro-
ceed to discuss the subject of riots, but
M. Dupuy, the prime minister, opposed
such action. His opposition was seized
upon by the extremists to inake a dem-
onstration. A general uproar (ollowed.
For an hour nothing couald be heard but
cries and counter-cries, and the utmost
disorder prevailed. When order was
finally restored the chamber, by a vote
of 377 to 133, postponed consideration
of the question until Monday.

PaRris, July 5.— The body of Nugerat,
the young mun who was killed during

police in the Latin quarter, was sent to
his parents at Lyons today. The stu-
dents and their abettors in the rioting
did not know of the transfer, and there-
fore no riotous demonstration oceurred.
As the day wore on the rioters, hun-
dreds of whom have no conneetion with
the studenlx, gathered in the vicinity of
the market and restarted the dis-
turbance. Several confiicts occurred be-
tween the rioters on one side and the
police and soidiers on the others. The
crowd was composed of the riff-raff of
the city, the majority being men out of
work and men who never work. The
fighting was quite severe, and numbers
on both sides were injured, but by 5
p. M. quietness prevailed in the district
south of the place where the trouble
has heen most prominent. The prompt
action today of the military, and the
knowledge that they have orders to use
any amount of force to disperse rioters,
has had the effect of cowing the mob.

The startling suddenness with which
the scuffie between the students and po-
iice has develcped into bioody rioting
caused the government anxiety. The
original causs of the trouble has been
quite lost sight of in the general riog, in
which all the scum of Southern Paris
was reinforced bythe lawless vazabounds
from Montmartre, Beileville and other
thieves rookeries norih of the Seine,
taking the part of the students. The
agitation was soiely directed against
the manager of the studems ball being
fined for allowing girls to appear
in a state little removed from
nudity. The students, however, have
generally withdrawn from the disor-
ders, and the iesue is now between the
Parisian canaille and the police. A
delegation of students has waited on M.
Dupuy and protested against being
1urther associated with the riots.. M.
Dupuy declared himself satisfied, and
the studeuts have agreed to assist the
police with every means in their power.
They bhave placarded a manifesto on
the trees of the Boulevard St. Michel,
calling npon students to withdraw from
all manifestations. The government’s
anxiety chiefly arises from the ULelief
that the Boulangists are fostering ihe-
riots for political ends.

Rioting was resuwmed at 9:30 o’clock
tonight. A mob in the Boulevard'St.
Michel assumed a threatening attitade
and the police charzed upon the crowd,
driving the rioters down the Rue des
Ecoles as far as the Place Maul-
bert. Chere the: mob made a
determined stand, showering stones
and every kind of missilies on th:
police. A hand-to-hand fizht followed,
and the struggle continued until the
police were reinforced Ly a large num-
ber of civic guards, when the rioters
were dispersed. In the meantime a
body of policegand republican guards
had driven off the turbulent ecrowds tnat

_had assembled in the vicinity of the

Labor Exechange, .which 1is now
occupied by the mob. At 11 o’clock
there was a sanguinary encounter on
the Rue des Ecoles. The exact details
ave wanting, butitis kaown that the
republican guards charged upon the
rioters with drawn swords and that tir2
poliee opened fire with revolvers on tue
crowd.
