Dcs Moines, 10., July o.— is re
ported here tonight from Jolley, eight

miles distant, that a cyclone struck
Pomeroy early in the evening, swept
away hall of the buildings in the town,
and injured a large number of people.
Information is very meager, as no com-
munication can be .reached with Pom-
eroy and other near towns. It is be-
lieved that Fonda and Manson also suf-
fered from the storm. Pomeroy is a
town of 1.000 inhabitants, located
on the Illinois Central railroad, in Poc-
ahontas county, in the northern part
of the stale, and about twenty-five miles
west of Dodge. A railroad message
states that a special train, bearing phy-
siai has been sent fiom Fort Dodge to
Pomeroy. The storm came from the
northeast and devastated a wide terri-
tory. The operator nt Tara, 10., tele-
graphs that 100 are dead at Pomeroy
and 200 injured. Not a building is left
Stan ding in the town.

Ar.TA, 10., July O.— Aterrific tornado
accompanied by hail struck about five
miles from this place about 5o'clock
this eve.ling. A number of persons
were killed. Reports indicate that the
storm extended from near Arell to
Newell, but details are meager.

CIIEItOKEE, 10., July O.— A destruct-
ive cyclone passed through the south
part of tiiis(Cherokee) county this even-
ing, cutting a path ranging from a quar-
ter to three miles in width, and extend-
ing some twelve miles in this county.
Reports of fourteen deaths and a large
number injured have already been
brought to this city. The path
of the storm is marked by com-
plete desolation, houses, barns and
fences being swept completely away.
Crops are ruined and a large number of
farm animals killed. The course of the
storm was eastward, but how far itex-
tended cannot be ascertained, as the
wires aie down a few miles east of this
city. Details are meager.

Sioux City, 10., July G.— At a late
hour this evening news reached here
of a terrific cyclone that had
swept across the country to

southeast. Wires were prostrated, and
itis difficult to get definite information
of the extent of the damag# done.
A Storm Lake, 10., special says

the storm readied that place be-
tween 5 and C o'clock. Four
churches were wrecked and a number
of residences literally reduced to splint-
er-;. Fires were , started in three
localities by lightning. The storm
center appeared to pass tour miles west
of the town, where for many miles
nothing was left standing. Several
lives were lost. Jacob Breecher, a
farmer, was struck by a flying timber
and instantly killed. His five-year-old
daughter was also killed, and his
wife and four children dangerous-
ly hurt. Charles Lotman, another
farmer, is reported dead. Thomas
Wall and his child had their legs broken
and his wile was fatally injured. Others
in the same neighborhood reported dead
are: Joseph Slate, Thomas Johnson,
Henry Straub. An old man named W.
R. Clemens and his wife severely in-
jured.

Mcl City, lowa, July 6,—A cyclone
accompanied by heavy rain and hail
passed over Cherokee, Buena Vista,
Ida,Sac and Pocahontascounties, east of
here, late this afternoon. Wires are
down and little can be learned. The
cyclone struck just west of Quinby in
Cherokee county and did much
damage to property. Many build-
ings were wrecked. Mrs. Al-
len \Varburtoh, of Quinby,
was killed. Near Cherokee, a Mrs.
Molineaux was killed, and other dam-
age was done the town. The cyclone
destroyed crops and demolished the
buildings in its path to the eastward. It
is rumored several people were killed.
Many horses and cattle were killed.
Hailstones fell in great quantities, glass
in the north side of the cars being

broken. Hailstones ten inches in cir-
cumference were picked up. The hail
storm covered an unusually wide area.

A telegram from Fonda states that

five entire families were blown away at
Alta, but no list ofthe fatalities can be
had. D. T. Miller is known .to have
been killed. Mrs. Gordon was killed
instantly by the wreck of her house,
and nothing can be found of the family
of seven. No trace can be found ot Ed
Sargent and family of five. They are
supposed to be dead.

When
news can be had from the county it is
expected that the loss of life wiil be
found to have been very great, as the

'region through which the cyclone passed
is thickly populated.

Maxsox, 10., July 6.— Pomeroy is
five miles east of here. Most of the
town lies south of the Illinois
Central tracks, and this part is en-
tirely destroyed. Among the dead are
the wife of W. E. Davie, station agent,
a sister of Mrs. Davie and Dr. White.
Between fifty and one hundred more
are reported dead or fatally injured.
Among the seriously injured is L. M.
Moody, one of the most prominent citi-
zens of the town.

NEBRASKA SUPPERS.

AHouse Demolished and a Whole
Family Injarned.

Rogers, Neb., July O.—A destructive
cyclone passed over the central part of
this county last evening. The
storm struck the house of Chris
Miller about 8 p. m. while the
family was eating supper, and all were
injured except the youngest child. Mr.
Miller had tnree ribs broken, and was
injured internally. East and west of
this place barns, houses and windmills
were blown down, and fruit trees torn
out by the roots. Itwas the most dis-
astrous storm that ever visited this
county.

BLEW A GALE.

A Very Destructive Storm Passes
Over Three States.

Tyi.fh, Minn., July 6.—The most de-
structive wind, ram and hail storm that
this region has ever seen visited this
section last evening. The path of the
storm lay from Lake Benton to Rush-
ton, a distance of twelve miles, com-
pletely destroying everything for a
width of fivemiles. Farmers came into
town this morning telling a most won-
derful tale of sorrow. They say they
have lost everything, the crops being
cleaned out entirely. What the hail
did not do the wind did. Hail as large
as a man's list broke windows every-
where. The following farmers lost
their barns: Eugene Hasen, Chris
Mickleson, Soven Olson, AndrewSandeaii," Tom Kassinussen. Will, Mag--
gaudy, A. P. Warming. The latter
lost a number of cattle and sheep.

Parker, S. 1)., July 6.—There was a
terrific rain and hail storm last night.
Considerable damage was done.

Grafton, N. D., July 6.— Farmers
livingeast of here report a terrible bail
storm yesterday afternoon in the vicin-
ity of Cashel, St. Andrews and Acton.
Astrip two miles wide of wheat was
completely driven into the ground. Jo-
seph and Thomas Hazard lost 200 acres
eacii, withinsurance iv the Fire Marine
for 100 acres each at 10 bushels per acre.

Ackley, 10., July O.— A terrific wind
and rain storm struck this place about
midnight last night.

The Wedding a Brilliant
Function, Attended By

Many Royal Persons.

Queen Victoria the First to
Greet the Newly Married

Couple.

Thousands Cheer the Pair as
They Drive Through the

Streets.

London, July 6.—The marriage of
the Duke of York,Prince George of
Wales, and Princess Victoria Mary of
Teck, an event to which ail England
had been looking forward with deep
interest, took place at half-past 12

o'clock today in the chapel royal, St.
James palace. The wedding was a
brilliant function and was attended by a
large gathering of the members of the
British royal family,continental sover-
eigns or their representatives, 1and many

members of the highest nobility.. The

weather was beautiful, and if there is
any truth in the old proverb. "Happy is
the bride whom the sun shines on," the
new Duchess of York willbe exceed-
ingly happy, for a more splendid
day has seldom been seen in London.

The occasion was made one of nation-
al rejoicing and a partial • British holi-
day. Great crowds of people gathered
many deep along the line of the route
from Buckingham palace up Constitu-
tion hill, through Piccadilly, St. James
street and Marlborough gate to the gar-
den entrance to St. James palace, which
is situated on the north side of the Mall.

'.-|i<- Decorations
along the line of the royal proeesslon
were profuse and beautiful. The road-
way was kept open by the household
troops in their glittering uniforms, by'
detachments drawn from the military
depots, by the metropolitan volunteers
and militia, by Middlesex yeomanry
and by the people.

The scene was fullof life and move-
ment, and the ceremony eclipsed in
pomp and splendor any recent state
ceremonial in connection with the Brit-
ish court. The royal party left Buck-
iiiirham palace in four processions; the
first conveying the members of the

-household and distinguished guests;
the next procession included the Duke
of York and his supporters, th« Prince
of Wales and the Duke of Luxemburg;
the bride came in the third procession,
accompanied by her father, the Duke of
Teck, and her brother, Prince Adolphus
of Teck; the last procession was that of
the queeu; who, accompanied by the
Duchess of Teck. her younger sons and
Grand Duke of Hesse, drove instate to
the ceremonial. Each procession was
accompanied by a Life Guards escort,
aud, in addition to this, the queen had
an escort of Indian, native and Austral-
ian horse. Her majesty rode in the

l-niKlMOiaie Glass Coach
used at the opening of parliament and
on other special occasions. The body of
the carriage, which is of Irish manu-
facture, having been built in Dublin, is
painted a dark red color, and its richly
gilded panels are adorned with royal
arms.

Brief Sketches of the Future
Kinif and Queen.

Prince George
Frederick Ernest Albert, DuKe of
York, Earl of Inverness and Baron
Killarney, K. G., is the only surviving
son of the Prince of Wales. He was
born at Marlborough House on the 3d
of Jui-jj, ISOS, aud baptized at Windsor
castle on the 7th of June following. He
was educated at Sandringham and Marl-
borough -house. When fourteen years
old Prince George was entered as a
cadet on board if.M. S. Britannia. He
became sub-lieutenant on the 3d of
June, ISS4, and a lieutenant on the Bth
of October, 1885. In 1SJ)0 he
was appointed to the command
of a gunboat. In 1891, soon
after his appointment as commander iv
the navy, he was stricken with typhoid
fever and lay at Marlborough house at
the point of death for several days. His
recovery was the subject <>&• general re-
joicing. Last year he resumed his sea
duties, and at the beginning of this year
wasappointed a post captain. At the
present moment he is the junior captain
of the navy. Shortly after the death of
his elder brother, the Duke of Clarence
and Avondale, who died a few . weeks
before the time set for his marriage to
the bride of today, Prince George re-
ceived trom the queen, his grand-
mother, the royal dukedom of York. He
is naval aide-de-camp of the queen, cap-
Tain of the First Prussian dragoon
guard, honorary colonel of the Third
battalion, West Yorkshire' regiment:
Third Middlesex rifle volunteers and
the Suffolk Yeomanry cavalry. In 1.84
the queen conferred upon Prince George
the Order of the Garter, and yester-
day her majesty made him a knight of
the Order of the Thistle.
Itisdoubtful ifany princess was ever

held inhigher esteem than is Princess
May. Her modesty and inherent kind-
liness have made her a great favorite,
and her sympathy with the poor, and her
endeavor to improve their condition
have made her au. idol where royalty,
as a rule, is not weli received.

No AtltlitlonalBodies Found
The opinion was expressed that so in-

tense had been the heatlu the center of
the boat that even had any of the oc-
cupants failed to escape, nothing of
their remuins would be left to tell their
fate. Rev. David Morgan, superin-
tendent of the Bethel, stated yesterday
that the register had been burned, and
he had no means of telling definitely
how many people were on the boat atthe time of the lire. In his opinion therewere about fiftypersons, but there might
have beeu more or less than that num-
ber. He was certain the fire was not
started by a lamp explosion, but could
give no other explanation as to the
origin. The bodies of the two men
found after the fire were taken to the
morgue, and yesterday morning one of
them was identified as John. Sin-
gelton, engineer on the boat.
Singelton had been employed
by the association since May, and had
charge of the bath plant which was re-«cently started in connection with the
lodging house. He was about sixty
years old, and his home was in Wiscon-
sin. The body of the other man has not
been identified, but itis thought to be
that of a stranger who came to the boat
several days a_o and had been confined
to his room by illness siuce his arrival.

the responsibility would bs placed
where itbelonged. The bursting of the
lamp made it appear that the blame
rested with the oildealers, he said, and
there is reason to believe that the fire
resulted from carelessness, as did the
one a few weeks ago. A Globe re-
porter was shown the fragments of the
lamp that exploded Jt the former fire,
and itwas something that would havedisgraced the last century, being com-
posed of tin and cemented together with
lead. The supposition is that when the
lamp became overheated it fell apart
and the contents had full .wing. The
wick, too, had not been cleaned
evidently for over a year. Sincetaking charge of the office Mr.
Foote has had printed a series of blanks
on which the deputies are required to
make reports of all the tires that occur
from oil, gasoline or naphtha. He hasalso, for the first .time, inaugurated a
perfect system of^bookkeeplng, show-,
ing the number of barrels of oil in-
