What would you advise me
to de? 1 think 1 can get along better in
a city.”

Well, my dear boy, you are not alone
in thinking that you would like a city
life. There are thousands of boysin
this country sho feel just that way.
They think that if they could break
away from home and come into the
city a good, fat salary would be waiting
for them. But they are too frequently
mistaken. After the simplicity of life
on the farm they come to the city and
see sights that give them at first a very
wrong impression. When they see
people hurrying about, fashionably
dressed, driving in handsome carriages,
moving in and out of suburb resi-
aences or strolling up and down
the fashionable avenues,they think that
glittering weaith, and ease and comfort
are behind it all. But,my boy,it is not so.
You only see the outward show. The
inner life of many of these apparently
enviable people is hidden fiom sight,
and it 1s well that it is hidden, for be-
hind all this hes often untold miseries |
and unhappiness in the midst of lux-
uries. Quarreling and jealousies mar
and embitter the lives of many people
who are living in magnificence. The
old proverb, you know, says ‘*‘Uneasy
is the head that wears a crown,” and it
is true of people who do not inherit e
crown.

You are tired of the monotony of farm
life, are you? I grant that there is a
monotony about it, but do you know of
ary kind of life that does not become so
when one is bound to it day after day?
1donot. AsIleave the office in the
evening I meet scores of young men
from the stores or offices or shops down
town on their way to their homes, or
more often to some cheerless boardiug
house in the suburbs of tuis busy city.
1 note their pale faces,narrow chests and
drooping shoulders.and am thankful for
the fate that gave me a country home
in whieb to grow up and in which my
boys could hve. You see that the
hours of business here leave very lhttle
time for seif-culture, either in a physi-
cal or mental way. But supposing that
a boy has time for these things, 1 will
venture to say that the average young
man wihom 1 meet on his way home 1s
as tired at night as you are after
a day’s work in your field. Many of
them are on their feet all day long, shut
within the narrow conrines of an office
or a store. They cannot, as you can lift
thei eyes from the work before them
to rest them with a glimpse of the blue
sky, or the sonz of a robinin a thrush
in the woods near by, or out on the
boundless prairie see the wonderful
cloud affects that are a constant source
of wonder and delizht. Narrow walls
shut them in, and a cheerless boarding
house with a bill of fare that vour
mother would scorn awaits them at
night. Now, I don’t want to discourage
you. Many country boys have sue-
ceeded in the city. Perhaps yvou would
be one of the fortunate ones; then again,
you may not. But let me beg of you to
wait, and in the meantime read all good
books you can find and strengthen your
mind in that way. Don’t think too
meanly of your present life,or too highly
of vne in the city. You are young, but
I can assure you that there are many
men, and women, too, in the city who
would gladly exchange the preecarious
life of a wawe earner for the independ-
ence of life on a farm,

IS THIS A WARNING?

OPINIONS GF SENATOR PETTIGREW,
OF SOUTH DAKOTA.

AN AGREEMENT DESIRABLE,

In Order That Repeal of Sherman
Law May Be Accomplished--
No Summes Bath Houses Will
Sanborn’s Summer Residence
Local Gossip.

While nearly every one Is willing to
bet that congress will at once repeal the
She<man law, or at least the silver-pur-
chase clause, it may do no harin to
glance at the other side. Some signifi -
cant words were spoken yesterday by a
man who has acquired a reputation, not
only for political sagacity, but for ex-
cellent business judgm2nt. 1t
his opinion can be taken as
a criterion, there may be a red-
hot time in congress over the ques-
tion of repeal. More than that, such a
fizht may be precipitated as has not
been witnessed in national legislative
halls for alimost a generation. ‘I'hat the
friends of silver will buck and fight can
readily be taken for granted. It need
not surprise any one if they shall be
joined, or at least encouraged, by others
who have their own pecualiar opinions
on financial matters. These two ele-
ments joined can make a mighty lively
fight on the floors of the house and sen-
ate. But will they? Well, possibly.

There is nothing eeremonious—noth-
ing of red tape—about R. F. Pettigrew,
United States senator from South Da-
kota. He was a farmer- boy from Wis-
consin before he became the *‘Pickerel
statesman’ from South Dakota.

A Grose reporter kunocked on his
door at the Merchants’ hotel vesterday.
There was no response at first, so the
visitor turned the knob and fouund the
door unlocked. Pushing it open, he
noticed the s2nator peacefully slumber-
g on the bed—evidently tired out, as
he had thrown himself down without
even removing his coat. The opening
of the door aroused him, and he asked
in a matter of fact way what was
wanted.

**‘Senator, is the protest of the Colo-
rado silver men going to have any effect
in the Easi?”?

“I don’t know, to tell the truth. After
reading the accounts of their meetings,
I am astonished that a man could be
elected governor of a state who would
makeuse of such intemperatelanguage.’

“Do you anticipate the immediate re-
peal of the Sherman law, Senator?”

“Itis zoing to be yery hotin Washing-
ton during August, and it is enervating
to even sit around in such an atmos-
phere. Nothing may be done unless a
mutual agreement is previously arrived
at. There 1s no closure in the senate,
and a debate 2an, il necessary to serve

any given purpose, be prolonged for
a year. There was at least
fourteen majority in the senate

for free silver when congressadjourned.
Whether all of these men, or anv of
them, have changed their minds in the
interim is an open question. [ have not
consulted with auy senators personally,
and am not prepared to state just what
I shall do or how 1 shall vote. As
look at the matter circumstances will
very largely govern the action of con-
gress assa body.”

*In case the Sherman law isrepealed,
is a substitute for it likely to be en-
acted?”

‘*“I'ne monometalists are clamoring
for absolute, uncounditional repeal.
They, seemingly, will be satisfied with
nothing less. But, as I say,1 do not
think any one can prophesy with cer-
tainty what will be done. ‘I'ne law may
be repealed very quickly if a mutual
agreement is arrived at, or it may not
be repealed at all if there is developed
a determined disposition to resist re-
peal. and fight it in the senate.”

Here the conversation was interrupted
by the entrance of a friend of the sen-
ator who is largely interested in the
lumbering business. The reporter vent-
ured a question as to the outlook for
crops and business in South Dakota.

“I'he outlook is good, responded Sen-
ator Pettigrew. St. Paul business men
should do vastly more business with our
people than they are doing at present.
Facilities for coming here and eetting
home again are first-class. A merchant
can come up one night and return home
the next, thus allowing plenty of time
for transacting business. 1 am sur-
prised that your jobbers do not improve
their opportunities more fully.”

The senator left tor home last even-
ing, to prepare for his coming stay at
Washington.

SANBORN WINS.

No Bath House Will Mar His Sum-
mer House.

The bath hoase and pier in White
Bear lake in front of the coitoze of
Gen. John B. Sanborn will not be con-
structed by Ed B. Salsbury and others.
Judge Otis filed an order in the matter
yesterday refusing to dissolve the tem-
porary injunction granted some tinie
since to Gen. Sanborn. Ikis declared
that Gen. Sanborn owns the fee simple
of the premises fronting the proposed
bath house subject only to the ease-
ment of the public for street pur poses.
The defendants sought to establish a
bath house for private uSe and the law
does not authorize the use nor deprive
the plaiutiff of his proprietory rights.

1S BROD ERICK LIABLE?

The Injunction Lies Until the
Court Ascertains.

Judge Otis has directed a preliminary
injunction to issue in the case of John
F. Broderick against Noyes Brothers &
Cutler to prevent them from collecting
from Mr. Broderick a judgment for
£€3,000 taken against the old firm ot
Beaupre. Keogh & Co. The injunction
will be in force until the court shall
have an obpportu nity to decide the lia-
bility of Mr. Broderick as surety, and
also the questions of contribution and
subrugation.

Which Was April Fool?

A reminiscence of April Fool’s day
came up in the police court yesterday
when Anthoiiy Bendick was arraigned
on a complaint issued at the request of
Mary Harroff. Mary alleges that by
reason of certain acts on that day she 1s
now in an interesting condition, and
that Bendick is responsible for the
same. The hearing was continued for
one week, and Bendick was held in
$300 Londs to appear at that time.

AFTER SIAM.

The British Will Likely Capture
the Little Kingdom.
Ficroria, B. C., July 12.—A Singa-
poré paper brotght by the steamer Vie-
toria says: . French entroachments will
precipitate wliat the English and

Siamese prophets have long foreseen—

the establishment of a British proteect-
orate over Siam. A small kingdom like
Siam cannot hold its own unaided and
unprotected during an European rush
for a colomal empire. Siam was ill
advised to submit the dispute about the
Mekong territory to arbitration, be-
cause, in the war of colonial p olicies, it
is customary to support only the rights
ot nations that can defend them. Siam
could be equally ill advised to go to war
with France, for France ianto Siam goes
no times and nothing over. There
is a third course, and the only rational
one open—a British protectorate—it re-
mains to be seen how Gladstone’s cab-
inet will receive applications for a Brit-
ish protectorate over Siam. We have
an uneasy feeling thatif England were
to address a general remonstrance to
France for her conduct in Siam and ask
for explanations France would with-
draw all objection to British occupation
in Egvpt if England would allow France
a free hand in the far East. including
the occupation of Siam. The French
advance upon the Mekong to Stung-
strang was attended with practically
little Dbloodshed. The Siamese forces

were concentrated further up the river,-

where the natural conditions strength-
ened their position.

Gladstone Will Stand.

LoNpoN, July 12.—Rumors have been
current that Mr. Gladstone did not in-
tend to again stand for election in the
Mialothian distriet, and that at the next
general election he would stand for a
Welsh district. Mr. Gladstone has
written a letter, in which all doubt is
settled as to his intentions. He says
that he will again stand for election in
Midlothian, as he believes that the con-
stituency will continue- to support him.
He adds that he has no intention of
seeking election in a Welsh constitu-
ency.

Lose to Be Promoted.

Paris, July 12.—M. Lose, ex-prefect
of police, who tendered his resignation
on the ground that the government in-
tended to make a scapegoat of him in
connection with the :rioting here last
week, has received a semi-official noti-
fication thathe is to bLe appointed
French ambassador to Austria. M.
Lepine, formerly prefect of the Seine-et
Oise, who has been appointed as sue-
cessor of M. Lose, will at once take
charge of the prefecture here,

May Tax Advertisements,

BERLIN, July 12.—The federal coun-
cil is discussing a scheme for taxiug
advertisements, and for making obli-
gatory the placing of stamps upon re-
ceipts. These proposals are made to
cover in part the increased expense that
will be entailed by the increase in the
ariny provided for in the military biil
should the reichstag adopt that meas-
ure.

Chancellor Caprivi IlL
BeRrLIN, July 12. — Chancellor_von
Caprivi is confined to his residence by
inflamed veins. He hopes to appear in
the reichstag tomorrow.

Must Use Canadian Tugs.

OrTAwa, Ont, July 12.—The ques-
tion has arisen in connection with the
lumbering operations. on Georgian bay
whether United States tugs should be
allowed to do sorting work of logs in
Canadian waters, and also whether
boomws of logs which are towed across
to Michizan should come into Canadian
waters free of duty. The controller of
castoms has just decided that sorting
must be done by Canadian tugs. On
the duty guestion the controller holds
that the booms, if of United States con-
struetion, should pay duty on their first
