FIREMEN GOT MERRY.

THEY DRANK BARRELS OF BEER JULY
4 AND 5, 1892.

LIGHT - FINGERED LADDIES.

Fires More Numerous Than They
Shonld Have Been—Testimony
Given Last Night Which Is
Not to the Credit of the De-
partment.

The Runge impeachment last evening
was an almost ideal one in its resem-
blance to a regular court trfal. The
witnesses were held down to facts, but
enough humor was injected to keep the
aldermen from losing interest. There
was very little in the way of legal quib-
bling. In the main nothiug in particu-
lar was drawn out except what has been
reiterated by the witnesses in the trial
of subordinate firemen, by the fire com-
mittee of the council. Testimony was
adduced to show that Chief Runge haad
been seen drunk, vet in the main the
evidence sounded like an old” story to
the aldermen. They took a considerable
part in the examination of wituesses,
the first one in particular being ques-
tioned in turn by almost everyv one of
the city fathers.

The erowd of spectators was compara-
tively small and very quiet.

The aldermen were all present with
the exception of Ald. Woodward and
Miner. sayor Kustis had a seat of
Lonor beside President Kiichli, and was
greatly interested in the proceedings.
Attorney Fish was not present, nor was
any motion made to reconsider the
action of Monday evening by which he
was debarred from taking part in the
prosecution. j

The first witness called was C. A. Mec-
Donald, who was the main witness at
the trial of firemen named by the grand
jury as having a hand in the thieving
that was going on. He first told about
the Castle Shirt company fire. After
the fire he saw a pile of handkerchiefs,
suspenders and neckties on the floor at
headquarters. Capts. Craigie and
Krake handled them. At the
fire in a confectionery store in
the rear of .the Oneida Dblock,
cigars were taken by members of the
department. At the Manhattan fire
Nick Jurgens broke open a showcase
and took a silk umbrella. After the
fire Chiefs Runge and Canterbury, E4
Thielen, Billy Schwartz, Paday Miles
and others had sealskin caps. Saw a
bundle of caps on the hook and lad-
der truck. There were also hats
taken. At the fire in C. B. Smith’s
hardware store Charles Bradley walked
between himself and Chief Runge with
a number of dog chains hanging down
his back under his coat, but the chains
hung below and could be seen. There
were so many that they jingled. Chief
Runge was laughing. Chief Runge
asked witness if he had seen anybody
steal any revolvers out of the show case,
as the boxes were empty. Witness hasd
vol seen any taken. At the Eberhardt
fire saw Bradley walk off with six or
seven pairs of pants. Saw a letter
written to the chief reporting the cir-
cumstance. There was an investiga-
tion. but nothing was done. After tires
Chief Runge was accustomed to say to
firemen who were not at fires, **You are
about 315 or §20 losers this morning.”

On July 4 and 5. 1892, seven-
teen kezs of beer were drunk by the
firemen at headquarters in a shed near
the engine house. The shed was used
by what was know as the “Owl Club.”
They had glasses, faucets, ete., here,
The beer wagon, seemingly of the Min-
neapolis Brewing Company, called
for the empty kezs, Chief Runge told
tiie boys that he wouid have the door
nailed up. Later it was nailed up. The
chief was present when wagon drove
up and driver asked where the kegs
were, and he replied: *“I don’t know,
ask the boys.” Witness saw the
Hayes truck leave the house
on  some occasions with only
one man aboard. The drinking was
going on every day. Beer was also
drank at Cataract engine house in a log
cabin across the street. Also at No. 4
on Twelfth avenue north. The chief
notified the boys at No, 4 that they must
stop It. Capt. Harvey was drunk sev-
eral times.

The witness also saw three ice chests
made for members of the departiment—
one for Canterbury. Men were absent
from duty without providing substi-
tutes, which is contrary to the rules of
the department. Capt. Hamilton was
off thirty days in this way and Capt.
Traeger ten days. They went out to
the lake. Cnief Runge was at all the
fires of which he had testified.

The second morning after the North
Star Boot and Shoe company’s fire four
or five gunny sacks filled with shoes of
all sizes and styles were brougzht to
headquarters by James Crotty, Charles
Bradley and Nick Loye, and the former
said, *felp yourselves.” The odd
shoes were given to one-legged men
who called at the engine house. Every-
body had shoes. He did not convict the
chief withany of the stealing.

The cross-examination by F. F. Davis,
Chief Runge’s attorney, was an inter-
esting one to all who were present on
account of the witty sallies vetween the
attorney and witness. ‘The latter ad-
mitted he had not seen Capts. Cragie or
Krake put in their pockets any of these
things lying on the floor of headquarters
after the Castle Shirt company fire.

“Did Chief Runee take any cigars at
the fire in the rear of the Oneida bloek?’?
asked Attorney Davis.

“If he did he was too foxy to give it
away,” was the reply.

The witn ss stated that after the fire
the firemen who had poor brands of
cigars tried to exchange. *‘Jorgens had
Henry Clay cigars, but I don’t remem-
ber what Capt. Craigie had.”

“They might have been Daniel Web-
ster,”” asked Mir. Davis.

*‘I'hey might have been Bill Nvye
cigars.” [Laughter from all.]

**There was nothing given to boot?”
was the question.

*Not that I know of.”

“Did you get any cigars when they
were passed aronnd?”’

*No, sir: [ didn’t care to smoke.”

“Did vou report that cigars were
stolen. to any body?”

**No, sir.”

Witness confessed that he -did not
kunow whether the sealskin caps that
were worn by the chief and other men at
the headquarters were stolen or not, as
he did not see them taken, but they
were all alike, and had the same design
stamped inside.

Coming down to the fire at the ware- |

bouse of the North Star Boot and Shoe
cowpany, Mr. Davis asked: *“Were the
one-legged men there to get the odd
shoes?”’

**No, the boys went out to get somel
one-iegeed ratlroad men,” was the reply.

*Dyid you see the shoes?”

*I examined numberless shoes to see
if 1 could get a pair to tit me.”

**Oh, so you wore stolen shoes?”

N0, §ir.”?

He did not remember that anybody,
except the chief said that anybody was
a loser Ly not being at fires.

Chief Runge was at headquariers on
the Fourth of July when the Dbeer was
brought in, but did not recolle ct that
the chief saw the kegs brought in.

*Did yon report to the chief about the
beer?’

*No; he knew all about it.”

The Minneapolis Brewing company
donated a keg of beer to every encgine
house every Christmas. One Christmas
Chief Runge was standing outside of
headquarters when the wagon drove up
to deliver the keg.

“When do you want it?” asked the
driver.

*“The chief said nothing to him, ‘but
told one of the boys: ‘Don’t let that —
fool take the key through the house.’”

“The Owl club was running in full
blast until very lately, but it has shut
down after the investigation beg n.
When the boys got babies at their homes
they set up two kegs tor a boy, and one
for a girl.”

*W-s Chicf Runge ever at the Owl
club?”

“Once, on the day of the Harves

Festival. He said, I am pretty dry,
I guess I will go back and wet up.”

“Hugh Fox said, ‘Yes we have got a
big Dutehman out there.””

“Did Ald. Woodward ‘chip’ anything
in Harvest festival day?”’

“I don’t believe he did at that time,
but he did on another oeeasion.”

“Did you report this to the chief or
the assistant chief?”
“",',No, they knew more than I did about

McDonald never saw the chief drink
beer at the Cataract engine. nor was he
present at the time beer was drank.
The boys *‘chipped in” to buy the beer
and drank it across the street. Attorney
Davis went into Me Donald’s past life
and tried to draw out something damag-
ing, but did not.

*Did you ever go by the name of
Dorner?”’ he asked.

“No, sir, but my step-father’s name
was Dorner.”

**Were you ever ordered out of Mem-
phis by the mayor?”’

“No, sir, the mayqr was my uncle,
Capt. Cunningham.”

“*Were you ever convicted of any
crime in St. Louis or New Orleans?”

*No, sir.”’ -

Ald. Snyder tried to ascertain who
made written complaints about the beer
drinking at No. 4, but, aside from the
fact that the name was German and
was like Zigler, he could learn nothing.
To another alderman he stated that le
had been dismissed from the depart-
ment a year and a half ago. Chief
Runge told him that he had Dbeen re-
rorted as drinking, but said that he
would do the square thing; he (McDon-
ald) would be taken back.

Ald. Luckey established the fact the
witness had been dismissed from the
deparunent on Jan. 29, and that he had
asked the chief the reason and received
no answer, except that the witness
had been talking about his chief. In
reply to a question from Ald. Gray, he
stated that he had had no hearing be-
fore the board of engineers according to
the usual custom. To Ald. Flanders
he stated that he had *‘subbed” for two
years, and had been on the pay rolls
slxty days and ten hours when dis-
charged.

Ald. Brazie asked the witness if he
Enew how much each man draunk of the
seventeen kegs drank on the Fourth of
July of 1892.  MeDonald did not, but
the men were great drinkers. Fox and
Crotty on a wager drank a keg. *“‘And
lived?” asked the alderman,

nYeS.V’

He stated further that Ald. Woodward
met him one evening on Third street
and Nicollet, and told him that if he
kept away from the council he would
be reinstated. *‘So I kept still, and that
1s all the good it did me,” he added.

The witness went on to relate that in
January Chief Runge and Alderman
Woodward came to Chemical No. 1, and
the latter wanted him to do up a re-
porter. This was ruled out, as Alder-
man Woodward was not on trial, but
later on Alderman Schwartz drew out
the statement that the reporter was
Fred Briggs.

Witness denied in toto that he had
made any threats against the chief or
was his enemy.

Though the evidence against Ald.
Woodward had been ruled out, Ald.
Anderson went into the matter, as the
witness had stated that Chief Runge
was drunk at the time he came with
the alderman to Chemical No. 1. Me-
Donald said that the chief did not say
anything except to ask *‘where is Me-
Donald?”’ but sat in his buggy all the
time, about bhalf an hour. He inferred
that he was drunk from the manner in
which he sat in the buggy.

“When the chief asked *Where is Mec-
Donald.” you answered *Here,’ or ‘Lord,
I am nere,” *” asked Attorney Davis.

*No, I got down on my knees,” was
the surprising answer.

*Oh, is that so?”

“No, it ain’t. I was only trying to be
funny like you.”

*You did not get down on your knees,
then?”

“No, sir.”

“",\’Vell then, you were not funny at
all.
McDonald was succeeded by P. W,
McElroy, an older fireman than his
predecessor, but, like him, discharged
from the service last January. His tes-
timony was very much like that of Me-
Donald: Was not present at the North
Star Boot and Shoe company fire,
but saw shoes at headquarters,
He bought two pairs of shoes
with the North Star trademark from
James Crotty. He had seen lots of
drinking at headquarters in the Owl
club shed and had given money him-
self to buy a keg of beer. He had seen
three kegzs of Dbeer drank at
the Cataract engine house. Mr. McElroy
corroborated the story of McDonald
that Capts. Hamilton and Traeger had
been absent from duty for thirty and
ten days respectively, without hiring
substitutes. Had himself been off in
the same way.

The most serious statement was the
positive one that during the last ex-
position he had seen Chief Runge
drunk at Cataraet engine house, near
the exposiiion. The chief fell to the
pavement,staggered and went up stairs,
where he was seen aiterwards by wit-
ness sitting on the bed. The other fire-
men at the house had seen the chief,
and had remarked upon his condition.

Dennis Gorey, a fireman of seven
years’standing who had been discharged
last January, followed. He stated that
he had seen the chief at occasion re-
ferred to by MeEiroy. and that the
actions of the chief were those of an
intoxicated man. He admitted that he
had himself been on the ecarpet for
drunkenness, but harbored no malice
against the ehief.

An adjournment was taken until 1
o’clock this afternoon.

He is traveling in the same
class as the lunatic and the poet.

The Same O0ld Story.

1t happened in the usual way. Five
weeks azo Dr. Shaw had never heard
of Miss Bacon, and she thought of him
only as a famous literary man and

matter.

That this action was justifiable is con-
clusively demonstrated by the fact that
when Dr. Shaw arrived at Mrs. William
C. Childs’ residence, 4742 Evans avenue,
last night, a young lady was observed to
burst tumultuously from Mrs. Frank
Trissal’s next door, throw her arms
about his neck and kiss him in the sight
of all men and squarely on the lips.

The marriage day has aiready been
fixed, but Dr. Shaw refuses to say any-
thing more definite about it than that it
will be in September. The wedding
will take place at the homeof the bride’s
parentsin Reading, Pa., and the honey-
moon will be spent in Paris, and the
bride and groom will make their home
in New York, where Dr. Shaw edits the
American edition of W. I. Stead’s mag-
azine for 215,000 a year.

Everybody knows Dr. Shaw. He is
one of the most promising of the rising
young men in literature. Born in
Butler county, Ohio, in 1857, he was
graduated from lowa college, Grinnell,
Ia., in 1879. Soon after this time he
entered upon his journalistie career,
though he abandoned it long enough to
o to Johns Hopkins unlversity for a
post-graduate course in history and
political science. As chief of the
editorial staff of the Tribune, of Minne-
apolis, which position he held uuntil 1899,
hie bore an enviable reputation through-
out the Northwest, as well as distin-
guished himself by his contributions to
the Contemporary Review and the Fort-
nightiy Review, of England. He also
wrote for the Century and other maga-
zines. His stay in Europe in 188S and
1859 was devoted to the study of muniei«-
pal government in Great Britain and on
the continent.

During his residence in Minneapolis
he wrote a monograph ecalled **Co-
operation in a Western City,” which
was afterward enlarged and reprinted
as a part of the “History of Co-operation
1n the United States.” He frequently
deciined most flattering invitations from
various institutions, and in 1800 was
elected protessor of poiitical economy
and municipal institutions and interna-
tional law by Cornell university, He
did not accept the call, but was induced
by W. T. Stead, the eminent London
journalist, to founa thie American Re-
view of Reviews, to be published and
edited in_close association with Mr,
Stead’s Enpglish 1agazine of the
same name. The new Review appeared
in 1891 and has been an unqualided
success, so mueh so that ina year’s
time it had reached a circulation of
75,000 copies, a most unprecedented
triumpn.  Dr. Shaw holds lectureships
of Johns Hopkins and the Wisconsin
state university’s school of historical
and political science, and frequently
lectures on his favorite topics in other
institutions. He contributes to leading
periodicals and does a large amount of
writing each month for his own maga-
zine.
