SUIT FOH $20,000.

The Minnetonka Dam AffairAgain
Gets IntoCourt.

Herbert M.Carpenter.the Minnetonka
property owner, has begun an action
against the board ofcounty commission-
ers, Charles Burwell and S. C. (.'utter,
hoping to collect thereby damages in
the sum of$20,000. The same plaintiff
brought an action some time ago against
the county because of the maintaining
of a level of water at the lake that
flowed sixty acres of his meadow, that
suit having in question the validityof
the act of the legislature authorizing
the water level.

I
The present suit is on a different line.

Plaintiff states that the board is build-
ing a new dam of sticks, earth and stone
about a mile above the old one without
authority, and thus Riving him a second
cause of action, lie asks that the court
issue an injunction preventing the new
dam from being completed, and also an
order compelling the defendants to re-
move all obstructions from the creek,
that the water may be lowered in the
lake so that two feet and over of water
may leave his meadow and let him cut
hay.

The commissioners let the contract
for the dam some weeks ago, and hope
to have it done before an order of the
temporary kind can be issued, as the old
dam is in a shaky condition, and ifit
should go out there would be great dam-
age to the country below the mills. The
first arguments willbe heard Saturday
next in the case.

ASERIOUS SITUATION:

The Number or Unemployed Men*
inthe City Alarming.

Jit
is estimated that there are in this

city at the present tune anywhere, from
1,001) to 2,000 men out of work. Inquir-
ies at a number of the leading employ-
ment offices of the city show that the
matter isreally serious, and still men
from all over the country come pour-
ins in, hoping here to find work. As
to the number of unengaged men andwages being and to be paid. A. T. Dike-
man, of the Eagle Employment Bureau,
says: "I believe there are nearly
2.000 men in Minneapolis today looking
for work. My opinion is based upon
the number of applications made
for employment every day. We
are placing men tor the hay
field at from 75 cents to SI per day,
which is 85 per cent less than men
would work for last year. They must
Work for what they can get, or starve.
About August they will start for the
harvest fields, and then a large numbercan be supplied. 1 think it willbe safe
to estimate harvest wages at $1.50 to 52
per day, as against 12 and *:; last year.
Men are constantly coming to thecity,
even from districts as far away as Kan-
sas, where unusual droughts have
spoiled the crops. They are coming
from the Duluih mines, Hie Wisconsin
logging camps and elsewhere In the
hope of finding work. We have on our
book orders for men at prices at whichmen could not be hired last year, and
fillthem as fast as they come iv."

FOIITHE FARMERS.

Work Begun on the Interior ofthe
Exposition.

To accommodate the big agricultural

I
display at the Minneapolis exposition
this year a very large amount of shelv-
ing and table room is required. The
work of erecting the shelves was begun
yesterday. Nearly all the first floor of
the buildingwillbe used.and the amount•f lumuer which will be required will
be something- enormous. To facilitate
operations a circular saw has been
brought into the building and connect-
ed with a wicked little electric motor.
Something like 5,000 feet of shelving is

Ito
be put up. The shelves will ba

arranged in pyramidal sections fifty
feet or so long,and each section willbe
devoted to some vegetable or grain.
Wheat, barley, potatoes, corn, squash,
pumpkins and the like will all have
their proper places. There willbe ample
room for the county exhibits, of winch
there will bo a large number.

There seems to have been some mis-
conception of the scope of this agricult-
ural department of the exposition. It
is organized on pracically the same basis
as the similar department of the state
lair and is arranged only for this year
because of there being no state fair.
The premiums are larger in aggregate

\u25a0than the state fair usually oilers and
competition is open to the whole state.
The farmers are taking much interest
in the display and are sending lor great
numbers of the premium lists.

PLENTY OF HOT SHOT

IN THE IMPEACHMENT PROCEEDINGS
AGAI/.ST CHIEF RUNGE.

i'"iiti::?n:\ TELL THEIR TALES.

How Mrs. Johnson liost Her
Watch— Cigars, Overcoats and
Beer on Tap—High Old Times
in the Minneapolis Fire De-
partment.

itwas after 7:30 o'clock last evening
when Chief Runge entered the council
chamber and took his seat by the side
of Frank Davis, his attorney. Chief
Runge did not present the appearance,
outwardly, at least, of a man under-
going the tortures of the inquisition.
President Kiichli presided with his
usual bonhomie. By his side sat City
Attorney Simpson, who from time to
time interposed a remark or suggestion
to Assistant City Attorney Dunn, who
is conducting the case for the people.

On motiou of Aid. Snyder, a resolu-
tion passed at a former meeting, and
which provided tnat only the two at-
torneys should conduct the case, was
rescinded, and Judge Daniel Fish was
granted leave to be present on the side
of the city. He is not to have the right
to examine, and his presence is really a
concession in behalf of the insurance
companies.

Mrs. T. M. Johnson, a lady with gray
hair and dressed in black, with eye-
glasses depending from a hook in Her
waist, was the first witness of the eveu-
iug.

Witness testified to having resided at
3:iS Nicollet avenue two years ago thecoming August. On tha" 10th of Au-
gust, in 1891, a fire occurred on the third
lloor of the building, when witness lost
watch and chain. The watch had been
left on the dresser; some one had
entered the room from above dur-ing the lire; two firemen were
seen coming from the room. Chief
Runge was afterwards encountered on
the stairway, and when told of the loss
of the watch he said, "Boys, if any of
you have the lady's watch, give it to
her." Witness had never recovered the
watch.

Oncross-examination witness became
rattled under the fire of Attorney
Davis, and admitted that she had not
personally seen the firemen coming out
of her room.

On being asked to identify the chief,
she was not quite positive the accused
was the same man, as he had on his
uniform, but when Chief ltuuge was
pointed out to her, she thought it was
one and the same man.

Another motion was made to strike
out. the testimony. Itwas denied.

C. B.Smith, of 214 Ilennepin avenue,
was then sworn. Witness is a hard-
ware dealer and had suffered a (ire a
year ago last fall.

Witness arrived just as the fire was
put out. Apolice officer and several
firemen were in the store. Inlooking
at his showcase he found that two re-
volvers and a big pair of scissors had
been taken. Chief Kungo called around
the same day, but the loss of the revol-
vers was reported. Witness had never
recovered the property.

Fireman William O'Brien then took
the stand. Witness had been connected
with tho department for Jive years and
is attached to Company No. 12. Wit-
ness recalled seeing a lot of lumber
carried away after a fire in a lumber
yard in northeast Minneapolis.

Witness had driven the engine onth
night in question. He had returned to
the engine house with the horses dur-
ing the lire, and had afterwards gone to
the tire with some coal, lie then re-
turned to the engine house and went
to bed. Afterwards the captain
had called him up and ordered
him to go after the wagon. On reaching
the lumber yard he found that the
wagon had been loaded with pine
boards. He hitched up and brought
the wagon to the engine house, The
next clay the lumber was put in
the shop and the wagon shed.
Storm sash had been made out of some
of the lumber. William Pierce and
Capt. Mangen were present when the
horses were hitched up on the night of
the fire. Bookcases had also been made
out of the lumber by Capt. Mangen.
Tom Erwin and the witness ban pur-
chased foot-stools made from the lumber.
Chief Kunge had not been present dur-
ing this time. Beer had been kept on
the premises in the work shop. Itwas
kept in kegs and pails. The officers
chipped in with the members, and
bought beer, ile saw no one intoxi-
cated.

By Mr. Davis— Did you chip infor the
beer?

W itness— Yes, sir.
"You knew it was in violation of therules, then?"
"Yes, sir."
"Did Chief Runge participate in the

beer drinking?"
"No, sir."
"Did the captains?"
"Yes, sir."
Witness then testified that one dis-

trict was in charge of Canterbury.
Witness had an impression that the
lumber had been stolen. The engine
had been called to one fire on a stillalarm, and Chief Runge was not there.

Beer Kegs had been laying around the
uremises to the knowledge of Assistant
Chief Canterbury. He saw beer drunk
in the engine house on the Fourth of
July.

By Alderman McAllister—Did the
firemen visit the saloon opposite with
uniforms on?

"Yes, sir."
"Youknew it was against the rules?"
"Yes, sir."
Itwas then brought out that Canter-

bury bad informed them that they
could Hood themselves with beer as
long as they did not bring it on the
premises, and this being a recent order.

The drinkingof beer, he further testi-
fied, had been customary ever since he
entered the department.

E. 1. Kingsley, of Chemical No. l,was
then sworn. The witness testified to
Capt. Hamilton being away for thirty
clays at a time without a substitute. He
had also been absent at boat races at
Minnetonka without a substitute. Fore-
man Kreger had also been absent with-
out a substitute.

Witness recalled purchasing a pair of
shoes from Lieut. Carpenter, of Engine
Company No. 15. This was soon after
a lire. The shoes were too small forCarpenter. Beer, he testified, had been
drunk at Engine houses Nos. 11 and 4.
He had seen Capt. Hamilton under the
influence of liquor. lie was boisterous
and funny.

By Attorney Davis— Was he in a
beastly state of intoxication, and was he
troubled with his mouth or legs?

The Witness— The trouble seemed to
be mostly with his mouth.

The witness then corroborated the
foregoing testimony concerning beer
drinking at the engine houses.

He had bought the shoes after the
North Star factory tire. Carpenter had
stated afterwards that they were
Star factory shoes. Witness could not
state whether they were bought or sto-
len.

On the cross-examination ittranspired
that Hamilton and Capt.Krey had taken
frequent lurloughs, although going
home at nights.

Examined by Aid. Gray, witness tes-
tified that he had been transferred three
miles away from his home, when one
mile was the rule. This part of the
testimony was stricken out.

Evidence of cruelty on the part of the
firemen at engine house No. 11 was sub-
mitted. This consisted in pulling the
head off a live turkey.

T. C. Campbell, of No. 11 engine
house was sworn. He testified: "1
recall Chief Canterbury requesting me
to take some stockings and mittens. I
was drivingfor Chief Canterbury at the
time."

A squabble here ensued regarding
the admissibility of the testimony, in
which Aid. Harvey, Rand, Haynes
took a hand, and witness was permitted
toproceed.

lie then proceeded to repeat the testi-
mony given before the special commit-
tee at fire department headquarters, in

which he stated that Canterbury had
directed him to throw stockings out of a
window. Witnepß complied, the goods
being taken to Caterbury's house. At
the Nevens fire overcoats had also been
taken.

The witness testified to having, seen
Capt. Hamilton drunk.

Cross-examination by Davis:
"Were you obeying orders when you

stole, and is there arule against stealing
in the department?"

"There is, sir."
"If your superior officer ordered you

to killa man, woujdyou do it?"
"No. sir; but this is different."
"Ifyou were ordered to throw my

goods out of the window and take them
away, would you do it?" .

"Yes. sir, iftold to by my superior
officer."

He then admitted having received
some of the stolen mittens from Chief
Canterbury, and he testified that he had
never stolen anything before.

At the market house fire Frank
Uliue had passed around the cigars,
and witness had followed suit.

ByDavis— Did you ever trump your
suit?

'"No, sir,Isimply followe:! suit."
"How many pair"of mittens did you

get?"
"One pair and two pair of socks."
"Why did you not report these

things?"
"Because Ithought Iwould get the

worst of it."
On further examination he could give

no reason for the latter supposition. At
the Nevens fire he had seen men take
things in the presence of Runge. Wit-
ness could not say who took the things.
He had seen Paddy Miles put on a coat
at the latter lire while Kunge was fif-
teen feet away.

Witness had seen a number of men
trying on duck coats at the same time.
He had been a driver for Canterbury,
and felt kindly 10 him. That is, they
spoke as they passed by. The mittens
taKen were ordinary fleece-lined mitts
worth about- 75 cents per pair.

By Aid. Gray—Were you before the
special committee voluntarily or ou a
requisition?

"1came on a written order."
Adjourned to 7:30 o'clock this even-

ing.

AN UNKNOWN FLO4TER

Found inthe Mississippi at River-
side Park.

The body of an unknown man was
found inthe river yesterday at Kiver-
side Park, by some boys who were play-
ing in that vicinity.. The South side
police were informed of the ghastly dis-
covery, and by them Deputy Coroner
Niperel was notilied. The body was
removed to Amor's morgue.

The stranger was evidently about
thirty years old at the time of his death.
He was five feet ten inches in height,
and weighed between 17.r) and 180
pounds. His clothes were comparative-
lynew, dark gray coat and trousers of
goo.l quality. In his pockets were
found a check, No. 19, Newport house;
also some papers, but no money. A
chain was fastened to his vest, but no
watch.

The check, it was learned, balonged
to the Hotel Daumaik, whose pro-
prietor formerly conducted a Hotel
Newport out of town, and he had sim-
ply used one of those old checks. At
Hotel Danmark the satchel which the
check called for was found, but the pro-
prietor had no recollection ot the man
having stopped there, and if he had
registered his name could not be identi-
fied. Th<* satchel contained nothing
but a few old clothes and papers, noth-
ing to furnish a clue to his identity.

A card was found in one of the pock
ets, however, bearing the name C.
Skjelwik. This was probably the man's
name.though this could not be definitely
determined. A billwith a printed bill-
head containing several memoranda was
also found. This showed that he had
been in the employ of one Hugh H.
Price, of Ilixon, Wis.,' about a year
ago, and that he had purchased
several articles from him. Price is a
fanner and lumberman at the place
indicated.

The body had evidently been In the
water three or ftnir days. Itwas not
yet badly decomposed. Dr. Nippert
found no signs of violence on the body,
and the case is thought to be one of
accidental drowning or suicide.

The body was buried in the county
burial ground last evening. The coroner
will communicate with some one at
llixton, Wis., to learn more particulars
regarding the man.

SINGLE TAXITES.

They Indulge in an Interesting
Meeting.

The Single Tax league of the city
held a meeting at their rooms in the
Northwestern Life building last even-
ing,at which about fiftymembers were
present. Inthe absence of E. B. Bar-
ber, the president of the league, S. A.
Stockwell acted as chairman. The
\u25a0meeting had been called ostensibly to
elect delegates to the national con-
vention to meet in Chicago dur-
ing the week beginning Aug. 2S.
Itwas ordered that allmembers of the
league who would be able to attend the
convention should be declared delegates
and provided with the necessary cre-
dentials. Dr. Sample and Air. Buell
willrepresent Minneapolis on the pro-
gramme of that convention. Consider-
able routine work was also accom-
plished. It was decided to invite
Louis F. Post, of New York, a gentle-
man who has been intimately associated
with Henry George, and is a well-known
lecturer, to visit this city during the
coming winter and deliver a lecture
here. A committee, consisting of Mes-
dames Buell, Robinson and Bell,
Messrs. Goodrich and Ericksou, was ap-
pointed to complete arrangements for a
picnic to be held at Minnetonka in the
near future. Under head of "Good of
the Order" a number of livelyspeeches
were heard. "Pa" Chase, of St. Louis,
now vegetating at Lake Minnetonka,
was present and greatly amused the

CONTRACTORS ARE WORRIED

They're Wondering Whether They
Will Get Their lay.

Certain contractors who have done
work for the city are wondering
whether or not they will receive their
pay.

The South side aldermen who suc-
ceeded in having contracts awarded for
paving Thirdstreet, from Thirteenth to
Cedar avenue; Washington avenue,
from Cedar avenue to the bridge, and
Riverside avenue, from Twentieth to
Twenty-fourth avenue, are much
chagrined at the rebuffs from various
quarters. On .June 30 the resolution
awarding the contracts for the work
was passed. The mayor vetoed it,and
at the last meeting a motion, which does
notneed the approval.of the mayor, was
passed. This motion directed the city
engineer to pave the streets named at a
total cost not to exceed 97 cents per
square yard for Third street and Wash-
ington and SO cents for Riverside. The
contractors were willing to go ahead
with the work.

The engineers estimates of cost
would not be ready until the work was
done, and City Comptroller Nye was
asked if he would at that time certify
to them. He replied that he probably
would not, as the payments are to be
made by tlia- five-year plan, which the
mayor held was illegal unaer the char-
ter.

THE FLOUR OUTPUT.

More Flour Turned Out Last
Week Than Any Since March.
The mills made a big ruu last week,

turning out more flour thah they have
in any week since March, says the
Northwestern Miller. The week's out-
put was 183,210 barrels, averaging 30,535
barrels daily, against 133,260 barrels tho
week before, 118,970 barrels for the cor-
responding time in 1892, and 133,935 in
1891. The present week week also prom-
ises to show a big run, though itmay not
equal that of last week. One mill of

2.500 barrels capacity, that has been
undergoing improvements for 3 month
past, was started Monday. Another of!
1,700 barrels, vHiich h.as been idle on
account at the poor markets (luring the
greater part of a year, willbe started as
soon as repairs can be completed on It,
and that will take about two weeks.
This mill is put In service by a firm
that has three mills, because it has ac-
cumulated enough orders to require
this additional capacity.

The Minneapolis shops had the most
satisfactory business last week that
they have had in any week since the
middle of April. Allsave one or two
made made moderate sales of barrels,
and the spirits of the working coopers
rose correspondingly.

ITIS DONE.

The United Norwegian Church
Will Establish a Rival School.
The Uuited Norwegian churck made

a bold move yesterday rnornine, and in
consequence there will be a new the-
ological school of that church at Minne-
apolis.

The church trustee 3. having complet-
ed their labors, delegated full authority
to act in all matters further to members
of the jointcommittee, announcement
of whose appointment was given in the
Globe Wednesday. The committe met
yesterday morning, and decided to
waste no more time on the case, but to
proceed immediately to organize an-
other school. It was agreed that the
general plan of Auirsbunr seminary
should be followed, and that the faculty
for the present should consist of three
tneologiaiis, Profs. Bochman and Lund
ana Dr. Schmidt, supplied from the
former faculty. The other two profes-
sors of the former faculty are not, as at
present understood, to be retained. In
this connection itis rumored that there
are charges against some of the former
faculty that are under consideration,
and sensational statements are made
regarding them, including surreptitious
changes in the organic articles of the
seminary last winter.

'there will be a preparatory or colle-
giate department in connection with the
new school.

The task of securing a building for
the school was entrusted to Messrs. Lars
Swenson and A.L.Himel. They have
spent some time examining a isuitableplace iv the Augsburg vicinity, but are
inclined to take Anderson hall at the
corner of Twenty-sixth and Franklin
avenues.

The jointcommittee had under con-
sideration yesterday the reports of the
different school boards. Prof. Lokkeus-
gaurd reported for the school at Madi-
soti, Wis., making a creditable showing,
and Prof. Luve reuorted in favor ot
Canton, S. D. The latter school is to
have additional fellowships.

The joint committee willremain in
the city some time, engaged in setting
the new school house on its feet, and in
charge of the church affairs generally.

FOUND UNDER WATER.

Minnesota Story of Vain Pursuit
by a Band of Indians.

"Dive for your life, and coiue up un-
der the tree!"

These words 1yelled from inside of a
hollow tree thirty years ago to a man
pursued by Indians, says a writer in the
Post-Dispatch. The tree was on the
shore of a large lake, near Pelican
llapids, Minn. The whole country was
swarming with the fedskins that took
part in the great •'lndian outbreak." It
was an early autumn day. 1 had been
out limiting, for the Indians had been
tiniet for some weeks, and no
tears were entertained of immediate
trouble in our section. Idid not take
my dog, for 1knew it would be risky to
have a dog in case ofan attack by sav-
ages, when tiie least noise might betray
me. The sequel proved the wisdom of
my boyish judgment, 'though but
eighteen years old Iknew every path
in the wilderness as well as the rabbits,
and in summer spent most of the days
bathing in the lake. .Notwithstanding
all my outdoor exercise Iwas a slender
and delicate-looking youth. But wasn't
1glad one day that Iwas thin. I'went
in swimming' alwayl near a big
dead tree that luted its gaunt
form away up into ih.- sky. It stood
so close to the water that the waves
had swept under itami washed away
the earth from the roots, making a big
cavity where it had once drawn nour-
ishment forits branches. Ihad often
longed to look under there and know
all about the mysteries of that cave. So
out' day, feeling more than usually
rdckless, Itook a long pole, poking
around in the hole to see whether I
would get caught in any roots, and then
dived in. As Igot well under
the hill I discovered that the
cave was light, a;ul that I
could see bottom. Ikicked back tillI
got out. Here was a mystery sure.
Another breath and down Iwent again.
This time 1 turned on my back and
looked up. Agreat tloud of lightcame
down the old tree. File-storms of years
above and below had jointly eaten out
the old trunk tillitstood a shell from
root to top.

Once more fillingmy lanes with air, I
dived directly under the lisiht. Then I
reached up and felt the opening.
Through this 1 stuck, my head and one
arm. Then breathing was easy, for
there was plenty of aii. 1 told nobody
of my secret and chuckled every time
1 thought of my wood parlor. The
next day Itook with me an ax and cut
out the opening till itwas large enough
even for a man. Tneu Icut little eye-
holes (1called them "peepers'") tlirough
the sides so that 1 could see any one
approaching. The day when it really
uecame a retreat Iwas sitting on the
bank of the favoiite spot, debating
whether it was too late in the year
and whether the water was too cold for
takinir a farewell plunge. Ihad almost
made up my mind not to co in when a
rifle shot came booming across the lake.
The shot was still echoing among the
trees above me when a wnite man
dashed down the shore and ran along
the beach. Athis heels came a band of
Indians. Every now and then 1 could
see one raise his bow and let fly an ar-
row. Back into the woods tho fleet
white man darted, taking my direction.
A few minutes and they mightbe upoti
me. But1smiled as 1 thought of the
tree, and quickly threw off my clothes,
which 1 tied in a bundle and fastend
about my waist.

Then Ilaved my ear to the ground
and listened. Tramp, tramp came the
dull sound of running feet, growing
clearer and clearer. 1 hesitated no
longer, but plunged in and soon had my
eyes to tiie "peepers." The water had
scarcely dried on my flesh when, crash-
ing through the underbrush, came the
hunted man. The terrible spurt
of speed by which he had mo-
mentarily left his pursuers behind
had told ou him. and now, breath-
less, pale and ready to foil, he
leaned against the tree. He liad thrown
away his ntle in the race, but now he
drew his revolver, and, hiding behind
the tree, prepared to meet arrow with
bullet. Iliahead was only a few inches
from my mouth as 1cried to him to dive
under the tree and come in. The cry
so near him only added to his fright,
and his revolver nearly fell from his
hand.

"Don't be afraid*. Iam inside the
tree. Join me and you are safe."
1leaned over tlie opening and extend-

ed a helping hand into the water. There
was a splash, and in a second Ihad fast
hold of a buckskin-clothed arm, and 1
drew him up into the tree, he shivering
with the batn and awful fear. 1 had
only time to set back to my "peepers"
when the blood-thirsty troop came
bounding on his track. Hia sudden
disappearance stunned them. Downon
their knees they went, examining

every detail of his footprints. Some
leaned against the tree, and Icould
have whispered in their ears. To the
very spot from which he had dived
they tracked him, and" then they
waited, lie will swim the lake, they
thought, and we will watch for him,
When no head appeared above the
water the braves fell into a dispute
about the trail, and finally, after" an
hour of waiting, disappeared In the for-
est. We tworemained in the tree until
dark. He told me how he was carrying
messages from the military camp when
he had stumbled upon the Indian band
and how they had sought to search him.
He had killedthe first one that had laid
hands on him and then fled. When the
first stars came out we dropped through
the opening into the water, but we did
not land near by. We swam fullya
quarter of a mile before landing to de-
ceive any crafty eye that might have
been observing us. In half an hour 1
had piloted the scout safely to the stock-
ade aud the soldiers.

THE PANTHEON.

The Classic Attractions of the
Famous Glory-Church ofParis.

Home aud Country Magazine.
"The bas-relief and paintings orna-

menting the Pantheon are as diverse in
their nature as the ever-chancing
uses to which this remarkable structure
has been adapted, borne of the most
distinguished French artists are here
represented.

"Erected upon the site of St. Gene-
vieve's tomb aud from designs by
tjtmfriot, the foundation stone of this
euilice was laid by Louis XV.in 1704.
Originally designed for a church and
consecrated to St. Genevieve.the patron
saint of Paris, itwas not until IT'JIthat
it was secularized as a memorial temple
dedicated 'Aux grands homines la patrie
reconnaissante.' Inisoo itwas recon-
secrated, but the revolution of July.
1830. was responsible for it being used
once more as the resting place for the
remains of the great men of France.
Again in ISSI this magnificent pile was
used as a place of worship, and it was
not until the death of Victor Hugo that
it was dedicated, let us hope per-
manently, 'to the great men of a grate-
fulcountry.'

"The form of the Pantheon is that of
a Greek cross, witha beautiful, artis-
tically modeled dome in the center and
a columned portico extending across
the front.

"Above the entrance is placed a pedi-
ment, the field of which is ornamented
by an immense bas-relief, whereon fig-
ures of the great men of France, such
as Fenelon, Rousseau. Voltaire, Mira-
beau, Laplace, Cuvier and others are
represented.

"Among the classic attractions of this
glory-church are the pictures of St.Genevieve and 'The Sermon of St.Denis,' by Pierre Puvis d<* Chavannes-
and P. V. Galiand; 'The Martyrdom of
Saint Dionysius,' by Leon Boiinat, and

.'The Maid of Orleans at the Stake,' by
J. E. Lenepyen.

"The most characteristic picture of
the new decorati ms of the Pantheon is
'The return of the Victorious Chlodwig
from the battle near Tolbiacum.' This
painting is the work of Paul Joseph
Blanc, who painted it in lSSOand intro-
duced the litrures of Gambetta, Clemen-
ceau, Barthelemy St. Hilaire, Coquelin,
Loekroy, Paul Bert and the German
emperor. Itis needless to say that the
wnole picture is but a historic sarcasm.
Ihe veiled idea of ridicule is a keynote
to the whole canvas."

Washington Front Doors.
