WORLD'S FAIR RATES.

MEETING OF THE WESTERN PAS-
SENGER ASSOCIATION TODAY.

ONE FARE FOR HOUND TRIP.

Difference of Opinion Among St.
Paul Railway Officials as to
Whether Such, a Kate WillBe

Made
—

Transcontinental Trav-

el
—

.Scalpers Not Disturbed.

The Western Passeiurer association
meets at 10:30 this morning in Chicago
for the discussion of a grist of important
topics, chief ante, n:which is the world's
fair rate. As the proposition for this
rate is put in the call for the meeting,
tlie consideration willbe of the world's
fair excursion rates "at a reduction
from the originally agreed basis, tickets
to be sold every day for regular trains,

and good forreturn limit of say thirty
days—one way rates between important

terminals to be based proportionately
upon whatever reduction may be agreed
upon tor round trip rates."

Some difference of opinion was ex-
pressed in St. Paul railroad circles yes-
terday afternoon as to"What vould be
the outcome upon this point, and also
as to what ousrht to be the outcome.
President Egan, of the Great Western,
was absent from the city, so W. A.

Lore-, his assistant, ventured to say
that itwas quite possible the associa-
tion would conclude to make a one-tare
round-trip rate beginning Aug. 1. He
thoutrht the tendency of the association
was in that direction; but at the same
time he doubted that even that iow
rate would increase the travel to any
great extent. "The people simply
haven't the money to travel," said Mr.
Lore, "and it is very doubtful that the
reduction to a one-fare round-trip will
increase the travel enough to make the
tram'c paying to the railways."

The general passenger agent of an-
other very prominent St. Paul-Chicago
line entertained the view that the as-
sociation would not reduce the rate to a
one fare for the round trio, but simply
remove all restrictions from the $13.75
rate. The 513.70 rate is only for certain
days, and the holders of the tickets are
excluded from the sleepers and parlor
cars. "Ifthis $13.75 rate," said the
general passenger agent in question, "is
made the regular rate— the passengers
allowed to go and come when they
please durine1 the tare, and to ride in
the sleepers and parlor cars. Ithink it
will be satisfactory to all, and that
about all who intended to go to the fair
or are able to go will travel. Ido not
think that a lower rate would increase
the volume of travel to any material ex-
tent. Under the present Btrtnirency the
mass of the people cannot afford to go
to the fair at any ticket rate, and the
most of those who can

-
afford to go

would go ifthere were uo reduction/
A high railway official of another Chi-

cago road expressed the views of the
one last quoted. Said he: "Chauncey
Depew voiced the sentiments of every
railway management when he said,
'When the masses of the people are
ready to go to the fair we shall make
rates so low that no one willgrumble.'
This expresses the situation in a nut-
shell. The railroad managements make
a study of situations, and understand
them as casual observers cannot. It
must not be supposed that the railroads
would not gladly make the one-fare
rate if by so doing they could induce
the masses to go to Chicago. Itwould
be to their great financial advantage to
do so. But we know to a certainty that
the masses cannot afford to go to Chica-
go, and that a*ate even lower than that
would not move them. This is why we
have not made such a rate and why we
now hesitate to do so. Itis natural for
a good many to look upon our actions
as inspired by the greed of monopoly;
but such people are short-sighted; they
do not understand what they are talk-
ing about." Another topic which will
cause a t;ood deal of talk at the Chicago
meetiiiir, is the "rate situation as
affected by rates announced by the
Union Pacific to meet the competition of
the Great Northern." The routine will
be devoted to discussion of reduced rates
for families of clergymen; reduced rates
lor army oliicers; the certificate plan
for delegates to conventions; reduced
rates for the (i.A.11. encampment at
Indianapolis, and rates for liomeseek-
ers' excursions.

After this meeting is adjourned, a
special meeting of the Eastern commit-
tee willbe held to discuss the situation
as affected by the .Jacksonville &South-
eastern competition.

THE DREXEL MILLIONS.

PHILADELPHIA'S GREAT MILLIONAIRE
LEAVES ABOUT $30,000,000.

TWO itIILLIOMS TO CHARITY.

The Drexel Interest in the Throe
Great Banking Houses Will
Continue— The Public ledger
To ise Purchased by the Es-
tate.

Philadelphia, July 20.—The willof
the late Anthony J. Drexel was pro-
bnted this morning. According to ar-
rangements made at the request of John
C. Bullitt,counsel for the family, the
witnesses to the will assembled at the
Drexel bankinc house, where they were
met by Deputy Register of Wills Charles
liwin, who brought tho will from the
city hall.

Within half an hour the proofs and
certifications were made, and the tes-
tament formally probated. Petitions
for the probate stated that AnthonyJ.
Drexel died June 30. 1893, at Carlsbad,
and that the value of the personal estate
was 61,000,000, and of the real estate
ci,000,000. Under the law of Penn-
sylvania when the estate exceeds these
figures it is not imperative that the
excess should be stated. The ex-
ecutors named in the main Instrument
are the deceased man's sons, John R.
Drexel, Anthony J. Drexel Jr., George
\V. C. Drexel; the two sons-in-law, John
R. Sail and James W. Paul Jr.; his
life-lons triend," George W. Childs, and
Richard C. Dale, who drafted the will.
The will was dated December 31, 1891.
In a second codicil the deceased also
named John Lowber Welsh as co-
executor and trustee.

Bythe wijlMr. Drexel devises 51,000,-
--000 to the German hospital at Philadel-
phia, and $1,000,000 as a fund tor the
establishment of a publicart gallery at
Philadelphia. His books, pictures and
works of art are given to the Drexel
Institute.

He creates six separate funds ot $1,-
--000,000 each for the benefit of the six
children leftby his deceased daughters.
Mrs. Biddle and Mrs. Paul, each Having
left three children.

He provides for the acquirement by
his estate of the fullcontrol of the Pub-
lic Ledger after the demise of George
W. Childs, in accordance with an agree-
ment now in existence, and leaves it
within the discretion of~his executors
whether coporation powers shall be
secured for the control and mainte-
nance of the Drexel building and of the
Public Ledirer. He provides for the
continuance of the Drexel interest in
the linns of Drexel & Co., Drexel, Mor-
gan &Co. and Drexel, llarjes <fe Co.
Mr.Drexel further clevises the sum of
8500,000 to Jamea W. Paul Jr., his son-
in-law, as a token of his affection, and
he further provides that in case of the
death of Geortre VV. Childs Drexel
withoutissue, there shall be given $500,-

--000 to his widow in order that she may
be left properly provided for.

The estate is generally believed to bo
worth ?0,0uu0.000, and it will bo seen by
the document that fully $S,OOO,(XK) is
directly disposed.

The residuary estate,after the creation
of funds referred to, is committed to his
executors— not one of whom shall re-
ceive more than $50,000f0r iiis services

—
to be changed and reinvested in their
discretion, and tne income to be divided
among his surviving children. The
witnesses to the will proper, which was
drafted by Richard C. Dale, were Frank
T. Rogers, William Henry Newbold
and Arthur E. Newbold.

Inremembrance of the servants of
the Drexel family, and employes of the
Drexel banking honse sums are left to
each, some of the gifts reaching $1,000.

Mr. Drexel in his willmakes no refer-
ence to the Drexel institute beyond
giving to that institution hia books, pict-
ures and articles of curiosity. During
his lifetime he contributed to the insti-
tute nearly ?fiOJ,OOO for the
building and securities for its endow-
ment which are now worth £1,:3J(),(X)0.
Itis believed that lie contemplated a

further endowment of the institute, but
that he was prevented fiom carrying
out his intention by his untimely death.
Itis understood that his surviving chil-
dren propose to carry out the intention
that they believed that their father had
of further endowing the Drexel inst
tute by contributing among themselves
£1,000,000 to the further endowment of
that institution.

CONGRESS WILL ACT.

SHERMAN LAW TO BE REPEALED IN
ONE MOiTH

AFTER THE EXTRA SESSION

Begins Its Work— So Says Ex-

Senator Henderson— Purpose

of the Letter to Secretary Car-
lisle— Warning Against a Com-
promise.

Nrcw York, July 20.—The Times
prints the following: Ex-Senator John
B. Henderson, of Missouri, has sailed
for Europe, where ho willmeet his fam-
ilyand enjoy with them a short vaca-
tion. A good mauy things have hap-
pened in the silver agitation since ex-
Senator Henderson wroto his now fa-
mous letter to Secretary Carlisle at the
beginning of the present month. He
was quite willingbefore sailing to talk
about them:

"1 look." he said, "for the uncondi-
tional repeal of the purchasing clause,
of the Sherman silver law within a'
month after the assembling of the extra
session of corurress. Trie silver men
perceive the revolution in the public
mind upon this subject, and however
eager or ardent they may be in behalf
of silver, it is my judgment that in the
hope of making

Some Sort ofCompromise
that willleave them no worse off than
now, they will consent to the repeal of
this clause of the present law.

"My purpose in writing the letter to
Secretary Carlisle was to issue a warn-
ing against any compromise upon this
question. Itstrikes me that the appeal
to the country issued by the silver con-
gress at Denver this week trifles with
the intelligence of the country. Colo-
rado is a little young as a state to talk
about the good old tunes which were en-
joyed before ihe demonetization of sil-
ver in 1873. That state is known as the
Centennial sta'e. having been admitted
to the Union at a time when coneress
had passed a law for the resumption of
soecie payments. As a state, there-
fore. Colorado cannot remember any-
thing antecedent to the period when
specie payments had been decided upon.
The good times that Colorado remem-
bers all occurred after the adoption of a
law to pay debts with th* best money
that the world knew. When a Colo-
rado convention siieaks of ancient
times itcannot do so as representing a
state which did not exist until after
these times had passed.

"ItIsI'tter iVoiisenge

for Colorado or any other slate to at-
tribute good times in tills country to
silver, because the government of the
United States never coined silver in
any large amount until 1878. From
1792, when the original coinage act was
passed, until 1873 the coinage of silver
in dollars amounted to only 88,000,000.
From 1792 to 1853, when the Hunter
coinage law was passed relating to the
coinaee of subsidiary silver coin, there
had been coined in subsidiary silver
only $73,000,000. It was perfectly well
known that more than one-half the sil-
ver coined up to that tiiuo was used by
silversmiths, and had gone out ot
the country. Silver then sold at
a premium, being worth at one time
103. against par for gold. Itwas much
cheaper for silversmiths to buy coin
and melt it than it was to buy bullion.
and the purpose of the Hunter coinage
act in 1553 was to lessen the value of
silver in subsidary coin in order that
small chance mightbe kept in the coun-
try. Itwas sixty-two years in which
not mure than §84,000,000 in silver was
coined. The government coined about
59J0.000.000 in gold. Gold was much more
abundant as a circulating medium
among the people than silver. Icannot
now.reinembsr having seen a silver dol-
lar for twenty years previous to the
passage of the Bland act of 1878. As 1
have said, all the silver that the silver-
smiths could utilize had been taken out
of the country. '1his argument cuts
both ways when Isay that the country
did not enjoy large prosperity untii

After the Demonetization
of silver in 1873. Every one knows that
gold went toa premium of 2SO in war
times, and that between the war and
1873. when silver was demonetized, the
margin between gold and silver steadily
narrowed. For several years before the
war, beginning, indeed, with the panic
of 1857, times were very hard. The
trouble then, however, was not that the
country did business upon the gold
standard, but that confidence had been
abused with the depreciated currency of
cross-road banks, it makes no differ-
ence what the form of depreciation, the
same evils will come about. Ifa gov-
ernment maintains two currencies, the
depreciated currency will stick and the
good will leave. A depreciated cur-
rency was tue cause of the panic of 1857,
and other panics may be traced to the
disposition of the government or of the
people to trifle with the laws of trade,
that are stern, and that insist upon a
uo ruial enforcement."

10,000 MKNIDLE.

Money Raised to Send Them From
Denver to the East.

Denver, Col., July 20.—The closing
down of many silver mines and smelters
and the reduction of working forces of
coal mines, railways and manufactories
in this state, because of the reduction in
the pried of silver, has caused a de-
plorable condition of affairs among the
laboring classes. It 13 estimated that
tad&y there are in Denver 10,000 men
unable to secure employment. There
are 20.000 in outside towns in the same
condition, one-half of whom are making
Iheir way to this city, where they will
become a public charge if conditions do
not speedily cransre. Inorder to avoid
ihis all the commercial bodies in tliis
city willmeet with the representatives
of Eastern roads at (jo'elack this after-
noon, and the latter will be asked to
make a low rate from here to tlie Mis-
souri river for this class of people. Itis
argued that these men are not paupers,
but ifthey can get into the agricultural
districts they willbe able to secure em-
ployment in* the harvest fields, where
men will soon be in demand. The
typographical union at a meeting last
night appropriated f1,000 for the pur-
pose of sending unemployed men to
their homes in the East. The railways
have been asked t>> make a low rate for
the men to any point between here and
Chicago. A conservative estimate of
the men discharged by railways, mines,
business houses and factories since the
silver panic started places the number

COVERING OF SHORTS AND BRISK
INVESTMENT DEMAND.

CALAMITY NEWS SCARCE.

"Wheat Move Up aPeg, While Cora
and Oats Are Off—Stocks Bet-
ter inBoth New York and Lon--

Cheap Stocks inGood De-.maud.

Chicago, July 20.-Wheat was con-
valescent today. The upturn was due
to comparatively steady cables, con-
firmation of good export transactions,
higher quotations forstocks, less sell-
iug pressure, unfavorable crop reports,
covering of shorts and a brisk invest-
ment demand. Corn and oats sold down
sharply on great crop prospects. Com-
pared with yesterday's close, wheat is
up %c, while corn is off J£c and oats lc.
Provisions were in good demand from
shorts. Lard shows a gain for Septem-
ber of 27}^c and for October of22}*c.
Ribs for September improved 17)£c and
Dork 15c.

Wheat developed a decidedly better
tone at the outset. There was no fresh
calamity news, and, on the contrary,
the situation was thought to have ma-
terially improved. Stocks were better
in both New York and London, which
was taken as conclusive evidence of
more confidence In financial circles.
The cash purchases yesterday aggre-
gated over 1,000,000 bu at various points
which reported. Wet weather inEng-
land, where.the harvest is going on,
was also an element of strength.

The selling was light and indicated
apparently that the weak holders had
pretty generally unloaded and that
liquidation was about over.
