TORN INTO SHREDS.

FRIGSHTFUL EXPLOSION OF DYNAMITE
YESTERDAY WORNINS.
ar—t e

WAS THE CITY TO BLAME?

It Seem3i to Have Violated One of
Its Own Rules—The Coroner’s
Jury Finds Carelessness the
Cause of the Destructive bx-
plosion.

A frightful explosion of dynamite
occurred on the East side yesterday
morning, tearing into threds a human
being and causing destruction to the
value of thousands ot dollars. ‘The
shocking aceident occurred on a vacant
lot on Fifth street, between Fourth and
Fifth avenues north.

The vietim was Gus Olso, a blaster in
the employ of tne ecity, who was en-
gaged with a large crew in putting in a
sewer on Fifth sureet. His oceupation
necessarily brought  him to work
earlier than his fellows, and at the
time of the explosion he was alone in
the smail shed where the explosive was
stored. A new stock of the deadly stuff
had been received yesterday, in all
three boxes, about 150 pounds. How
the accident occurred will never be
known. The time was 6:09 o’clock,
and few people were in the vicinity.
Had it Dbeen an hour later there is no
doubt a fearful loss of life would have
resulted.

When the explosion came the body of
the unfortunate blaster was hurled high
in the air across two streets and over a
woodshed, through a picket fence and
deposited across the street from the
fence fuily 500 feet from the dynamite
house. Strewn along its course were
fragments that indicated a gruesome
spectacle. 'The sealp was picked up in
the middle of Adams street, and many
bits of flesh were deposited on the tops
of the high trees on Fifth street, show-
ing that the body must have been fright-
fully mangled and torn by the first
shock of the explosion. The fence
through which the body was hurled was
that in front of 426 Adams street. Three
pickets were broken out, and the post
arainst which the body struck was be-
smeared with blood and pieces of flesh.
The remains were a ghastiy sight. The
head had been blown off and the limbs
were gone, all that remained being two-
thirds of the trunk.

Story of the Explosion.

‘The cause of the fearful explosion is

not known to an absolute certainty, and

probably never wiil be, as the only wit-
ness was Olson. He either dropped a

dynamite cartridge, which set off boxes

of the explosiv2, or he stepped on a cap,

which also started the rest.

The sbed in which the dynamite was

stored was a small board structare 8x8
feet In area, and stood in a vacant tract
of land on Fifth street, between Fourth

and Fifth avenues northeast, about 100

feet from the sewer which was being

Jaid in Fifth street. It was sup-

posed to be in a safe place, as

there were no houses within a con-

siderable distance. As an additional

measure of precaution, however, a smail

hole had been dug in the ground under

the shed. and the only means of en-

trance was a trap door in the floor. The

arrangements were thouzht to be ex-

tremely safe. A quantity of dynamite

was kept here, however. as many blasts

were made daily. Underlying the upper

strata of soil, which is only a few teet

thick, is a limestone ledge which must

be rent by dynamite before it can be

excavated. The blasts are made by

dynamite cartrideges, which are smmply

sticks of the explosive about seven

inches long, an inch in diameter, and

wrapped around with paper.

Olson was the **blaster” on this work.

As suel, it was lus duty to charge the

cartridges with eaps every morning be-

fore the laborers arrived. He was gen-

erally on haund about 6 o’clock in the

morning to compiete his hazardous du-

ties. 1t was just about 6 o’cloek when

he passed by Watchman John Kelly,

who was sitting on a box in the enzine

shed, about 150 feet from the dynamite

shed. Kelly was taking off his overalls

as Olson passed, but looked up and bade

bim good morning. Olson responded,

and, with his dog at his beels, proceeded

to his doom. He bad only been inside a

very few minutes when there was a ter-
rific noise and Kejly saw the shed fiy-

ing through {he air. He was uninjured,

and ran out when he had recovered his -
presence of mind. The police and peo-
ple in the neighborhood were soon

on the ground and a search was made

for Olson. There was no use looking at

the site of the shed, for here was noth-
ing buta big yawning hole. The brown
dog was Jying on the ground about fifty

feet away. stone dead, but Olson was

not seen. People who came running
from Adams street reported that a por-
tion of the trunk bhad been found on the
east side of Adams street. A search
was made and shreds of flesh and hair
were found on the ground, on the roofs
of sheds and houses, and stieking to
fences and trees. ‘'he scalp was found
on a neizhboring house, and a piece of
the vertabrie as far away as Madison
street. ‘The fragments were gathered
together in a bushel basket and taken
to Glesner & Washburn’s morgue.

The men employed on the sewer agree
that there could not have been less than
120 pounds of dynamite in the hoie.
There wete two boxes unopened, and
several cartridges hiad been taken from
a third box ‘Uhursday evening. Olson,
1t is thought, was charging a cartridge,
when it slipped out ot his hand and fell
through the trap door on the deadly pile
below. The foree ot the explosion ap-
peared to be upward and eastward, and
QOlson, who was standing right over the
explosion, was toru topieces in a twink-
ling.

1The deceased was fiftv-five years old,
and lived with his wite and five chil-
dren at 2211 Washington street north-
east. Ie had been in the employ of the
sewer department for five or six years,
and is spoken ol as an exceedingly care-
tul man, being considered by his su-
periors as a model in this respect.

Results of the Explosion.

The damages to surrounding property
are of wide extent, though in most cases
singularly smail in materiail loss. They
consist of broken glass, and in the near-
est buiidings to the spot, on all sides ot
the square bounded by Fourth and Fifth
streets and the east end of Washington
sireet and Fifth avenue north, broken
doors, sash and plaster. Here there is
not a window of a house or building in-
tact, and in some of the residences the
plastering is torn from the walls, doors
were wrenched from their hinges and
window sash blewn in throuzh the
frames. The extent of these damages
is the cost of equipping the whole list
of the buildings with new giass and
new windows, and in some cases to re-
plaster some whole rooms. It isesti-
mated that in this part the losses will
aggregate probably 10,000, of which
the folluwing are the principal:

Residence of Policeman La 4 alle,
nearest to the explosion, £1.000; Eustis
Dros., three houses, $£500; the N. H.
Bolton block, #500: Addison I’. Chesley,
residenee and other buildings, £500: S.
Cook, saloon, £200; J. P. Flanagau, two
buildings, £300; branch of Hennepin
Steam laundry, §100: Centrai Machine
works, £300; J. W. Day, ice house, §1,-
000; the Washincton street French
school building, $500; Haoson double
building, $200; Victoria blank house,
$100; H. B. Frye, of Nelson, Tenney &
Co., §200: Cafarelli block, £500; block of
Potter. Thompson & Co., $00; Mrs.
Mary Egan, bouse and out buildings,
$100.

City to Repair Damages.

City Attorney Simpson and City En-
gineer Cappelen went to the scene of
the accident early to ascertain what
damages had veen done. The city was
clearly liable for the expense of repair-
ing the damages that had been done by
the explosion, and a foree of glaziers

was ordered to the scen®, and every
broken window will be put i at ouce,

ifree of cost to the owners of the build-
ngs.

The amount of damagzes to the build-
ings proper will have to be determined
by agreewent butwee;, the proport
owpers and the city. The total los3
estlinalea oy gonservative parties to be
about §10,000. .  F=—EmbH g

t is asscfled that Mrs. Olson will
have no ciaim for indemnity from the
city. as every measure of precaution
had been taken. ‘I'he smallest possible
quantity of dynamite was kept on hand.
As high as 100 pounds is often used in
one day, and there was only 120 in the
hole.  Formerly the explosives were
stored on the floor of the shed, but this
year, to remove all chance of danger, a
hole was dug in the earth for the stuff.
The blame of the accident can be laid
at no ene’s door except Olson’s.

City Violates Its Own Rule.

The city seems to bave violated its
own ordinance relating to explosives in
storing such a guantity of dynamite in
one place. The uvrdinance provides that
not more than five pounds of gun-
powder or one of dynamire shall be kept
10 one place. This section refers par-
ticularly to retail dealers, no reference
bemg madeé to sewer work, though
quarrymen are allowed to keep only
fiivy pounds.

HEAVY LOSS BY FIRE.

The Lane Planing Mill, Valued at
$18.000, Totally Destroyed.

The planing mill of .J. S. Lane & Co.,
Fifth avenue and Division street south-
east, was completely destroyed by fire
last evening. The loss, including fum-
ber, machinery, ete., is about §18,000,
aud is total, as there was no insurance.

The mill was not in active operation,
and bad been rented to Nudd & Tayler
for the manufacture of gutters and
eves, and to Edward Cooley ior a feed
mill. Their joint loss will probably be
aboot §800. Some of the surrounding
property was also scorched, so that the
whole loss will be about $20,000.

The fire was first discovered in an
empty shed in the rear of the mill a
little after 5 o’clock, and the material
being dry as tinder, the flames spread
with great rapidity. First, second and
third alarins were sounded in rapid
succession, and nearly all the fire ap-
paraius in the city came clattering upon
tile scene. There was no saving the
mill and contents, however, as the fire
had too much of a start and a brisk
wind was Dblowing. The whole plani
and a considerable guantity of lumber
were in a short time in smoking ruin.
It was thought at one time that several
of the houses in the immediate neigh-
borhood would aiso be destroyed, but
hard work on the part of the firemen
and many streams of water prevented
any wide-spread havoe. The dwelling
house of C. C. Lyon, 419 Ninth street,
was partially burned, and likewise that
of G. E. Gribbin, 413 Ninth street. The
loss on the former was £500 and on the
latter §300. The flames jumped across
the tracks of the Minneapolis & Duluth
railroad and began to eat into a large
pile ot edgings owned by the Minneapo-
lis Furniture company. The fire there
was finally drowned out after a loss of a
few hundred dollars had been sustained.

It is thought the fire was started by
two colored boys who were seen enter-
ing the shed with lightea cigarettes a
few minutes before the outbreak of the
flames.

Several accidents occurred in eonnec-
tion with the fire. Engine No. 2, located
at Main street and Thirteentih avenue
northeast, was tipped over at Second
street and Central avenue. It was
badly demolished and blockaded the
street car track for about au hour. No
one was hurt. The driver was ex-Police-
man Gonyea.

Engine No 3 met with an acciaent at
Washington avenue and Ninth avenue
north. One of the horses siipped and
rell,and the engive came upon the pros-
trate animal and injured it terribly.

Fred Grabow, a substitute with En-
gine Cow.pany No. 4, while stationed in
a dangerous position where the smoke
rolled in billows, was overcome by the
smoke and hear. lle was carried to a
place of safety in an uunconscious condi-
tion, but eventually revived,

GETTING IN sHAPE,

The Farmers’ and Merchants’
Bank Being Rapidly Reorgan-
ized.

Turough the strenuous efforts of the
members of the committee of stoekhold-
ers, ine affairs of the Farmers’ and Mer
chants’ bank are assuming regular
shape once more. The members are
making rapid progress in securing tne
agzreements of depositors of the bank to
have the affairs taken up by the stock-
holders, in the nature of a reorganiza-
tion, and the bank taken out of the
hands of the court. Theassicnee of the
bank has recommended such a course,
on the ground thatin the present con-
dition in which he finds the institution
there will be*comparatively nothing re-
alized by the torced settlements which
he would be compelled to make. Inthe
other plan he holds the view that it
might be possible to work out very much
more for the bank’s creditors, with the
result that in some form or other the
bank or another in its place would get
into shape again, and less loss be suf-
fered.

JAPANESE SECTION OPENED.

Russian Exhibition Still Closed/on
Account of the Action of the
Custom House Inspectors—LoOw
Railroad Rates Increase the
Attendance. ‘

CHicAGo. July 21.—This was the sec-
ond day of the Swedish
the fair. No formal programme had
been arranged. and the visitors spent a
quiet and restful time taking in the
fair. At 3 o’clock this afternoon the
second of the series of concerts given
by the Swedish societies drew a full
house at Festival hall, and this e vening
the Swedish exhibitors were tendered a
banquet at Windsor park.

Many of those in attendance at yester-
day’s celebration came from different
cities throughout the country. ‘They
will remain in'the city but a few days
and will lose no opportunity to see as
much as possible of the fair.

Tomorrow bLeing a holiday, it will
bring a large ecrowd of local Swedes to
the park, anda programme for their
entertainment is being arranged. It
will be another big day for them. Ac-
cordingly, tnose at the fair today hailed
a quiet day with delight as giving them
an opportunity to recover from yester-
day’s pleasure and get their strength
for the final celebration.

The Japanese sectionin the art build-
inz, which has been delayed owing to
lack of space, was formaily opened to
the public today without caremony.
The collection excites the admiration of
ail art connoisseurs who wvisited the
section today. The twelve Dbronze fal-
cons, exhibited by Tadmassa Hayski, of
Tokio, Japan, were the objects of spe-
cial attention, and execited many ex-
pressions of admiration.

The Russian Row.

Assistant Commissioner C. Rougaso-
Soustchevsky, of Russia, addressed a
polite but firm note today to the col-
lector of the port of Chicago, John M.
Clark, reciting the circumstances of the
affair in the Russian section of Manu-
facturers’ building and the provocation

for the charges for booths and show-

cases by the exhibitors. The latter did
not say in so many words that the im-
perial commission demanded satisfac-
tion for the act of the custom house in-
spectors, but it explicitly eonveyed the
infermation that representatives from
ths ezar approved the action of exhib-
itors coverinz their displays until they
were assured that the agents of the
United States government would not be
allowed to repeat the alleged offence.

A copy of the letter was received by
the director general. but he declined to
turnish it to the press on the ground
that it was not addressed to him. Col.
Davis said:

“I have not had time to consider this
matter yet, and do not know what steps
I should take to restore the friendly
feeling which the exposition shouid
bear towards the Russian exhibitors. . If
the customs inspectors were as impo-

ite, and it is reported they are, I think
they should be at once discharged from
the service of the government. 1 have
no doubt but this unpleasantness will
be straightened out in a day or two.”

“Did the letter from the Russian com-
missioner say that the Russian exhibits
were closed by official order?” ,

*No, it was pacific and mild in tone,
and made no particular reference to the
conduct of the customs inspectors which
led to the covering of the exhibits. The

commission, however, did not disap--

prove of the action of the exhibitors.
Some of the exhibits were not closed, 1
understand.”

‘The Forelgn Commissioners
remained longer in sessiou today than
when they usually do at their regular
weekly meetings. The two important
subjects discussed were the sale of ex-
hivits and the grievance of the Rus-
s1ans. A lengthy and excitable discus-
sion was held in regard to the guestion
of sales. The commissioners finally
decided to request the council of admin-
istration first, to reply to them what the
articles which are covered by exclusive
concessions; second, as to the percent-
age which the concessionaires have
contracted to pay ou such sales in the
exposition buildings, and third, to give
such information as quickly as possible
to the commissioner that action was in
the nature of an ultimatum which will
be replied to within a week, and the
present situation warrants the con-
clusion that an amicable %adjust-
ment of the difficulty would be
reached before the next meeting of
the commissioners. The only way in
which the Russian matter came before
the commissioners by a speech of M.
Scustchevsky. He deait with the mat-
ter more as question of impoliteness of
the custom officers which would be set-
tled in a satistactory manner. There
would be no official order for the cover-
ing of exhibits and had no grievances to
present to the commissioners and no
action was taken in the matter. It is
likely that a letter from Collector Clark
and Director General Davis will correct
the matter. Director General Davis and
Chief Allison paid an informal visit to
the Russian section during the day but
did not induce the exhibitors to remove
the coverings. The national commission
consumed the afternoon session almost
entirely inu a tedious debate on the legal-
ity of the proposition to reduce the
quorum of the meeting from fifty-five to
thirtv-five. A report of the judiciary
committee favoring the measure was
on and showed 20 in favor and 25
against. A point of no quorum was
raised.

By Unanimous Consent
Commissioner Roche, of South Caro-
lina, was allowed to make a motion that
the secretary of the treasury be request-
ed to inform thelcommission if it could
consistently with the act of congress
reduce the quorum below a majority of
the commission. This motion and "the
report of the judiciary committee will
be taken up Monday at noon, to which
time the commission adjourned. It is
not likely that Mr. Roche’s motion will
prevail, as Sexretary Carlisie is likely
to inform the cominission that the best
thing tor it to do in the case of no
quoruim 1s to go home and stay there.
As a result of the council of adminis-
tration’s consideration today of the mat-
ter of distributing the £150,000, or more,
of a relief fund for the families of the
fire victims, President Higinbotham
will recommend that the mayor’s
committee, the board of trade commit-
tee and the world’s tair trustzes act
conditionally in the work of distriba-
tion, putting all the money together
and apporlioning it to one sun. Presi-
dent Higinbotham said he had not de-
ciaed when the distribution should be
made, as money was still being re-
ceived, and he would wait until the
contributions stopped. The foreizn
cominissioners’ contribution to the fund,
as announced at the meeting today,
amounts to #957.

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HOARDING OF MONEY.

Senator Jones Gives It as a Cause
for Financial Distress.

Senator James D. Jones, wife and two
daughters are at Hotel St. Louis, Min-
netonka. Inan interview on the Sher-
man law, the senator said last evening:

*The present situation is a grave one,
and one not to be acted unon from preju-
dice or impulse. It is a time requiring
the coolest judgment and greatest con-
servatism.”

*What causes the difficulty cannot be
stated.because the causes are unknown.
My impression Is that the mucb-dis-
cussed Sherman law has nothing to do
with it. There is an element among
bankers—not all bankers, but an ele-
ment of them—which has raised the
Sherman law as a false issue. These
bankers wish the purchase of siiver
stopped. They have endeavored to
create dissatisfaction, saying that gold
is driven out of the country as the re-
sult of the purchase of silver under the
Sherman law. [ am not of this opinion.
I believe that one of the causes, and by
no means an insignificant one, is the
hoarding of money on the part of the
banks themselves.

“My own impression,” continued the
senator, *'is that tlie ditficulties in South
America and Australia have embar-
rassed Great Britain and other Euro-
pean countries, and European holders of
American securities have simply been
obliged to realize upon them, not for
want of confidence in American sccu-
rities, but merely because they needed
moaey. This state of affairs has been
taken advantage of by certain classes.”

“What will congress do?”’

*No man can answer that question.
This difficulty may be straightened out
easily, or it may require the financial
genius of a Hamilton. 1 have no doubt
but numerous propositions will be made,
varying all the way from absolute free
coinage to the opposite extreme.”

‘*How do you think congress is di-
vided upon the Sherman bill?”?

“1 have no idea. At the time con-
gress adjourned, it is safe to say that a
majority of both houses would have
voted against any repeal of the Sher-
man bill. But what changes may have
come over the spirit of their dreams I
have no means of knowing. Undoubt-
edly a faction will demand the uncondi-
tional repeal of the bill. I myself am a
bimetallist, and opposed to any action
adverse {o silver.”

*Do you think that the special session
will be a long one?’”

**Yes, it will probably outline into the
regular session. Congress will probably
be in session a whole year.”

An Amendment to the Constitu-
tion Is Voted Down.

The Trade and Labor assembly had a
very light attendance last evening.
The usual list of K. of L. assemblies
was offered and new delegates seated.

Most ot the tima was occupied by the
discussion ot the Labor day celebra-
tion. A formal invitation is issued to
every labor organization in the city to
participate in the Labor day parade.
The Labor day committee will meet
every Iriday evening at 7:30 at Labor
Temple. The committee will at that
time be ready to give any information
to unions interested, or to transact any
business 1n regard to Labor day. The
place of the picnic has not been de-
cided upon.

Tne retail clerks made an extended
report of their early closing work. It
was decided not to join with St. Paul in
the Labor day celebration.

Delegate Erickson offered an amend-
ment to the constitution which provided
for a special order of business entitled
“*Welfare of Organized Labor.” He
defended it in an able speech and said
he thought the trades assembly ought
Lo devote some time to the cousideration
of general industrial matters and give
less time to routine business. The
amendment was voted down, however.

Routine business cecupied the rest of
the evening.
