TRYING TO EQUALIZE.

The Title Insurance Makes a Vig-
orous Kick

—
Other Remon-

strances.
Atyesterday's meeting of the board

of equalization, H. F. Stevens, as attor-
ney for the St. Paul TitleInsurance and
Trust company, appeared and made a
protest against that company being as-
sessed 1375,000 on its capital stock and
personal property, and asked that his
protest be entered on the records. He
stated that the company was organized
under the laws of 18S7 as a title insur-
ance company and not as a trust com-
pany, and should be assessed as other
insurance companies, at 2 per cent on
its premiums. He claimed that there is
no authority of law to tax it otherwise
than as an insurance company, or as a
railroad corporation is taxed. He ad-
mitted that by an act of the legislature
of 1889 the company was given power to
do business as a trust company, but
that the business in that line is very
small, amounting to about £1,000 per
year, and the onlyreason that it wanted
to do a trust business was for conven-
ience in doing business with title in-
surance companies iv a small way in
other stales.

County Attorney Burns interrupted
Mr.Stevens to ask if bis company had
not been assessed last year, and the
matter of exempting it in the same way
is not being contested. Mr. Stevens
admitted that while the company had
been paying 2 per cent on its premiums
since organization, yet an additional as-
sessment was levied hist year, which
tiie company claims should not be en-
forced. He urged the point that such
additional assessment is not authorized
by law, and ifit is desired to tax the
company more on its gross earnings itis
the province of the legislature and no
other body to impose the additional
burden. liestated that the same ques-
tion was raised in the case of the St.
Paul Fire and Marine company and the
Minneapolis Title Insurance company,
and ithas been held that they are not
liable to an assessment other than on
earnings.

The county auditor asked Mr.Stevens
why his company should do a business
as a trust company and not bear part of
the burdens of such companies.

Mr.Stevens asserted that it is only
for convenience in transacting business
with foreign corporations that they do
any such business. The company is
carrying risks that amount to 50 ,JW.OUO
in titles, while its trust business amounts
to no more than $1,000. He quoted the
law as providing that his company is to
be taxed as other domestic insurance
companies, ami insisted that the assessor
cannot lay the additional burden upou
the Title Insurance company. The mat-
ter was laid over for further considera-
tion.

The duplication in the assessment
against W. L. Perkins was referred to
the assessor forcorrection.

Mr. Van Duzee submitted a sworn re-
turn in the matter of the estate of.
Carrie Thompson, which was arbitrarily

assessed at $125,000. The return as
sworn to fixed tne value of the personal
property at $05,524, and the correction
was made accordingly. The request of
D. D. Smith to have a piano and a
sewing machine stricken from his list
was referred to the assessor. W. C.
Sargent had his assessment reduced
from $5,605 to £300, the reduction being
made on account of a mortgage that had
been foreclosed. Chapman, Drake «&
Co. asked for a reduction from -$51,000 to
$.6,000, and the matter was taken under
consideration.

The board adjourned until 4 o'clock'
this afternoon. / v

NEARLY HALF A MILLION FOR NEXT
YEAR'S EDUCATION.

MAYOR'S VETOES SUSTAINED.

Bnt a Little Hot Shot Fired Off*
for Entertainment— Street Car
Transfers Cause the Wrangle

, —No Money for the Real jKs-
tate Exchange. {.Ji-

The nine members of the assembly,
instead of devoting their time to oratory
last evening, settled down to business,
and the result was that in an Inur and
a half after being called to order a large
grist of business had been dispased of
and an adjournment reached.

The mayor vetoed the resolution of
Mr.Keardon directing the street rail-
way company to operate the interurban
and West Seventh street lines on Fifth
street as far east as Wacouta. and gave
as his reason that the passage of the
"loop" ordinance relieved the company
from running the interurban line to
Wacouta street. As to the West Seventh
street line, the mayor holds that as by
the recent ordinance the Seventh street
line is to be operated from one end of
the street to the other by Sept. 1, there
would be no need to change the route of
this line for so short a period.

The vote by which the resolution
passed was reconsidered, and Mr.
Johnson moved it be sent to the
committee on streets. This brought
Mr.Keardon to his feet, who said he
would like to have the opinion of thecity attorney. He thought the mayor
was wrong, and had been informed "by
the c;:v attorney and his assistant that
the "loop" ordinance did not repeal the
one requiring the cars to run to Wacouta
street. >

\u0084-\u25a0 The School Budget.

The special committee on the -.school'
board budget, through its chairman, As-
semblyman Johnson, submitted the fol-
lowing report:

Your special committee to whom was
referred the annual report and estimate
or "budget" of the board of sciiool in-
spectors, together with the recomuit \ da-
tions of his honor the mayor, would re-
spectfully report that we have carefully
considered the subject, living it that
thorough investigation which the mag-
nitude of the sum proposed to be spent
would seem to demand at oar hands.

We are mindful of the fact that
neitnet your committee nor the common
council has any authority to dictate as
to the internal management of the pub-
lic schools. The law has placed the
entire responsibility and the exclusive
control of this department in the bands
of the board of school inspectors, with
tiiis reservation, that the common coun-
cil shall have the power to reduce the
amount of money asked for by said
board in its annual budget, if in the
judgment of the council that amount
seems too high. :•

This would certainly seem to give the
council an implied right to investigate
the internal workings of the school sys-
tem when they are about to vote thou-
sands of dollars of the people's money
for their maintenance; and, if in that
investigation it should develop that
there was in the curriculum that which
was distasteful to a very large majority
of the people, the fathers and mothers
whose children attend, who pay the
money, and for whose benefit the pub-
lic schools are supposed to be, then- it
seems proper for this council, either .to
strike from the total amount asked that
which is to be expended on the objec-
tionable feature, or, at least, to publicly
call the attention of the board to the
facts and leave the matter in their
hands. ,'.

That there are many evils, in the
present school system of St. Paul, and
much mo:.e/ uselessly spent, your com-
mittee is fullyconvinced. ;:o j

We are of the opinion that a very con-
siderable portion of the supervisors are
superfluous, and a large amount of
money is spent ivoffices that are more
ornamental than useful.

The time reports of many of these
supervisors, wherein the time spent in
each school is recorded, willprove be-
yond a reasonable doubt that no bene-
ficial results are possible.

We are also satisfied that considera-
ble money and much valuable time is
consumed in our present school system
in the introduction of fads which are of
no practical benefit to the great ma-
jorityof the public school children, but
on the contrary are a positive detriment
to the very considerable number who
have only a few years in which to ac-
quire the limited education which must
serve them through life,and withwhich
it is hoped to make good and intelligent
citizens, it being susceptible of \u0094 proof
from official statistics that over jSO per
cent of our public school children leave
the schools before they reach the sixth
grade; and we cannot but feel that

every care should be taken to see that
this large percentage should have thebenefit of the most necessary and prac-
tical branches of a common school edu-cation,'' rather than the soending ;of
thousands of dollars of the people's
money aud the consumption of precious
time in embellishments which are only
half-learned and soon forgotten.

Of what practical benefit to the large
class above mentioned, we ask,- is the
introduction of elementary science,
where hours are spent in dissecting
bugs, studying zoology, mineralogy
and botany, while they are actually de~-
ficleut in the rudiments of mathematics,
in reading, spelling and geography, and
know absolutely nothing of grammar?
Ittends to strengthen the mind, says
one who claims to be an educational ex-
pert; but strengthen the mind with
something that will

-
be of practical

benefit to my child and those who are
most Interested. :JfflgHs"'\u25a0'\u25a0•\u25a0 -'•'K--:

There is another matter which has
been the source of grievous complaint,
but as it does not involve the expendi-
ture of any money on the part of the
city, is hardly within the proviuca of
the council to criticise; yet your com-
mittee felt that as it did involve
the expenditure of vast stuns
by the people, whom we are
supposed to represent, we deem
itnot inappropriate at this time to call
attention to the grievance. It is the
frequent change of books; the com-
pulsory buying of a new reader this
week, only to be discarded and another
new one ordered next week. The
fact that no matter how well a book has
been kept, it never does for the next
little one who passes on to the grade
just vacated by the elder brother or
sister; and your committee cannot but
feel that the interests of our school
children and the taxoaying community,
are entirely subverted in the attempt to
protect and foster the interests of
certain linns, both local and foreign,
whoileal in the commodities referred
to. Our people have long borne this
abuse under .repeated protest, and we
feel that a period should be ppt to it.

To apply the necessary remedial. ac-
tion is the prerogative of the school

board. We have a high estimate of the
present board of school inspectors, and
believe that the next annual budget
will show these objectionable features
eliminated. We teel confident that
they have already made honest effort
to remedy existing evils, and that tne
money placed in their hands willbe
judiciously expended. We, therefore,
recommend that the amount asked for
in the budget be allowed and the ac-
companying ordinance be adopted.

Your committee also calls attention
to a prevailing feeling among our peo-
ple that too little care is bestowed upon
ihe sanitary condition of the schools.
Acommittee appointed. by one ot our
council bodies has submitted a report,
which was indorsed by the city and.
county physicians, as to the condition
of the Humboldt school.

That report indicates a grave neglect
to properly guard the health of the in-
mates of the building,anil yet the su-
perintendent is authority for the. state-
ment that this is not the worst of the
schools, as was indicated by more seri-
ous outbreaks of disease among the
pupils of at least two of the other build-
ings.

A HEALTH-GIVING EXCURSION TO IN-
VALIDLITTLE ONES.

HAPPY BENEVOLENT SCHEME.

Inauguration ofa Series of Fresh-
AirExcursions

—
Pleasant Day,

Enjoyable Occasion and Good
Work Well Begun—Drs. Mead
and O'Brien as Chaperons.

Some of the children in St. Paul will
have an event to date from after this.
They are those of the crowd that en-
joyed the fresh air excursion on the
steamer. George Hayes yesterday. The
hour for departure was. announced as
7:30. and before that time a large part
of the eager crowd was waiting on
the wharf at the foot of Jackson street.
Drs. O'Brien and Mead.who had charge
ofthe trip, were on hand, and all were
subject to an examination, so as to be
sure that no children having contagious
diseases were permitted to embark. It
was desired that mothers having sick
children should be provided with cer-
tificates from thei*»«\vn attending physi-
cians, and In som e cases the mothers
who were on the boat yesterday were
so provided, but many were not. It
will simplify matters a great deal for
those having these beneficent outings
incharge ifall the doctors in the town
who have sick babies among their pa-
tients will provide the mothers with
certificates, and induce them to take
their babies on these pleasant trips.

The inspections over, the crowd of
mothers and children, ranging in ages
from two months to four or live years
old, were ready to embark; but the
George Hayes had had a big day's work
the day before and was not on hand.
One of those somebodies who are
always around and know everything an-
nounced that the Hayes was on a sand-
bar somewhere up on the other side ot
the river—so those tireless workers. Drs.
O'Brien and Mead, proceeded to embark
their waiting proteges on the smaller
steamer, the Gracie Mower, and its
attendant barge. The embarkation
was hardly complete, however,
when the • Hayes came steam-
ing merrily into view with flags
flying and whistle blowing, and all
hands standing by to run out the gang-
plank.and "tote" the big rope up the
wharf, where they made it fast; and the
doctors invited their guests to pass from
the Gracie Mower onto the vessel tirst
designed for their pleasure, It was
nearer '.)o'clock than 7:30 when the little
steamer swung away from Her landing
and turned her nose up stream on her
way to the Mimiesota river and the
fresh air and invigorating breezes tiiat
blow over its green banks. There may
be many who doubt the need of
such, expeditions as this for the
denizens of so clean and airy a
city as St. Paul. Indeed, some of our
citizens have not hesitated to so express
themselves in vigorous Anglo-Saxon.
But the doctors, who better than any one
else are calculated to understand the
difficulties that surround delicate chil-
dren who come into the world handi-
capped with inherited weakness and
surrounded by bail sanitation, as well as
by ignorance, are not among the scull-
ers or rilling the seats or the scornful
in the matter. That they ear-
nestly believe in the good
these fresh air excursions will
do these pitifulmites of humanity is
proven by the fact that they are willing
to give of their busy days to this work
and that they are willing to put their
hands into their pockets to find the nec-
essary sinews of war to carry the mat-
ter to a successful issue. They have
funds enough on hand to pay for yes-
terday's trip and for the one to be given
next week, and more promised for fut-
ure work. Every is done to se-
cure the comfort of the little patients as
well as to make the outings pleasant to
the mothers.

In announcing the excursion for yes-
terday, the mothers were asked to each
bring their own lunch, but these kind
doctors, knowing how hard it is for
mothers to fix lunches when their hands
are fettered by the care of "these little
hindering things," had thoughtfully in-
duced kind Mrs. Hayes, wife of the cap-
tain, George Hayes, to make a generous
supply of coffee and tea, as well as a•liberal amount of more fillingviands, to
supplement the home-made:liiiiches,and
these were free as well as the ride, tiie
ice water and the good willorthe Hayes
family
Itwould have done any heart good

to see the look of- interest and pleas-
tire that lit up the wan faces of the
little patients as we steamed along
between the green banks of the Minne-
sota river up to where the Hennepin
bridge stretches its iron length across
the shining water. Here we paused,
because, forsooth, a traction engine had
passed over the bridge and done some-
Thing to itso it could not be opened.
The Children got a lot of flowers here,
the well ones, of course, who were
allowed along this time by the kind-
ness of the "doctors, but will not be
again. The steamer turned back and
steamed to Minnehaha and from there
back to the city,reaching the home
landing between 5 and 6 o'clock.
