Ifitis absolutely essential for the

detectives and police force to have pis-
tol practice as a matter of discipline,
they might occasionally visit Bass lake,
and not imperil the lives of good citi-
zens on the streets of the city.

FRANCE AND SIAM.
A correspondent takes exception to

the Globe's criticism of the French
policy towards Siam— criticism based
upon the telegraphic report of the
slaughter of two or three hundred
Siamese.

The Globe has not said, and does not
believe, that the French people are
cowards. They have too often proved
their valor on the field of battle to have
any such imputation placed upon them.
France is a great, powerful and en-
lightened nation. The aid this country
has received from her in the past is
gratefully remembered by all true
Americans, and will.unquestionably be
reciprocated ifoccasion should arise.

The bravery of the French people
was not the question at issue, or the
basis of our criticism, Itwas the ques-
tion of a powerful country attacking a
weak nation, when the inferior power
had abjectly apologized and acceded to
the indemnity demanded for the offense
committed. That is what the Globe
styled as cowardly. The more so as
this policy was evidently inaugurated
not to avenge the wrong— for reparation
had been offered but for the purpose of
additional acquisition.

The surprise of our correspondent
that a Democratic paper should de-
nounce a wrong and cruel aggression
is a reflection on Democracy.

Democracy is a synonym for justice
and freedom; and not to condemn the
policy of a powerful country in declin-
ing toaccept the humble suomission of
a weak power, but indulging instead in
indiscriminate slaughter tor the pur-
pose of gain, would be to repudiate every
principle ot Democracy.

There is no politics in criticising
such a policy, lt is simply a demand
for the exercise of common humanity.
lt is not true bravery to slaughter a

fallen foe.

LYINGINFIGURES.
The New York city contingent of the

silver speculators' crowd have made a
distinct advance on their fellows. These
have been content tolie in mere words;
the former rashly attempt to lie in
figures. "Figures never lie," because
they are so transparent that when it is
attempted to make up a lie out of them
the falsity is clearly seen. As long as
the assertion was confined to the gen-
erality that, owing to some occult con-
nection between silver and farm prod-
uce, never demonstrated to exist,
produce had fallen in values sympa-
thetically with silver, the statement
hud all that plausibility which attaches
to coincidences, and thoughtless people
took it for an axiom. But the New
Yorkers bring figures to bolster up the
assertion. They declare in their lengthy
array of whereases that "deprecia-
tion in the price of silver bullion since
1873 has caused a decline of over 200 per
cent in the price of our cotton and over
200 per cent in the price of our wheat,
and about one hundred per cent in the
price of our silver since that year."
This is important if true. Itputs the
silver miner in the pitiful plignt of
givinghis silver away, and the planter
of giving a pound of his cotton to the
man who will take as a gift another
pound, and our poor, oppressed farmers
of the West making a gift of another,
bushel of his wheat for every bushel
some one or any one would accept from
him as a free gift. Silver is worth just
nothing at all, and cotton and wheat are
worth twice less than nothing. Really,
these fellows had better stick to words
and quit lying infigures.

NATURALLYA TORY.
George W. Smalley, the New York

Tribune's London correspondent for
many years, gets an occasional sound
and merited thumping from the papers
of this country for his rank Toryism.
He has earned the title of the "Tory
Squire," fixed on him by the Evening
Post. We can understand this treat-
ment when it comes from Democratic
papers; but why the Republicans should
roast him is beyond our comprehen-
sion, unless itbe because they are inca-
pable of recognizing the close connec-
tion, the entire sympathy, there is be-
tween the Tory and the Republican
idea of government. The Tory de-
voutlybelieves that it is the mission of
the government to take care of every-
body, and that he is the divinely con-
stituted administrator of government.

The Republican holds the same view,
and as religiously believes that he and
his kind are the only people fitto be
entrusted with the administration. The
Republican livingin England becomes
a lory as naturally and inevitably as a
tadpole becomes a frog.

REAPING THE WHIRLWIND.

The Hotspurs talked of secession, and
her governor threatened war, with
blood to the horses' bridles, unless the
rest of the country would agree to buy
the one product of the state for which
they seemed to care. The firebrands of
speech fellamong dry and combustible
timber. The idle miners took up the
talk, and gave it local application.
They held checks for their wages on
broken banks. To them the banks
which refused to cash their checks are
the. public enemy. Their talk is ugly
and threatening. The banks are
alarmed. The local militia is called out
to resist the crowd, which threatens
looting. The federal troops are asked
for to give protection to the banks
which went down or were crippled as
the first effect of the panic caused by
the wildmouthings ofthe crazed silver-
ites. They sowed the wind, aud are
reaping the whirlwind.

One of St. Paul's most prominent

government into a war with the
French republic. The founder of our
great party, Thomas Jefferson, and
other great Democrats opposed it. Said
Jefferson, in speaking of France and
England: "France was our friend and
ally in war. She has received us on
terms of equality. She is today fight-
ing for existence because, forsooth, she
dared to become a iepublic. England,
on the other hand, has moved heaven
and earth and hell to exterminate us in
war on land and sea, and insulted our
flag in foreign ports.

RECIPROCITY OP WRECKING.

Cleveland Issues a Proclamation
inRegard to It.

Washington', July 28. The presi-

dent today issued a proclamation in re-
gard to the reciprocity of wrecking be- j
tween the United States and Canada. I
The proclamation recites the various
acts of congress relating to the salvage
of vessels in Canadian waters, and con-
cludes as follows:

"Now,therefore, being thus satisfied
that the privilege ot aiding American or
other vessels and property wrecked,
disabled or in distress in Canadian
waters, contiguous to the United States,
has been extended by the govern-
ment of the Dominion of Canada
to American . vessels and wrecking
appliances of all descriptions, I,
Grover Cleveland, president of
the United States" of America, in
virtue of the authority conferred upon
me by the aforesaid act of congress, ap-
proved May 24, 1890. do proclaim that,
the conditions specified in the legisla-
tion of congress aforesaid, and that the
provisions of said act of May 24, 1890,
whereby Canadian vessels and wreck-
ingappliances may render aid and as-
sistance to Canadian and other vessels
wrecked, disabled or in distress, in the
waters ot the United States, contiguous
to the Dominion of Canada, including
the canal and improvement of the wa-
ters between Lake Erie and Lake Huron
and the waters of the Saint Mary's river
and canal, are now in full force and
effect."

National Commission Attend Buf-
falo Bill's Show— Celebration
in the Irish Village Today-
Meeting ofthe Congress of Ed-
ucators

Chicago, July 23.—The world's fair
will be open next Sunday. This decis-
on was reached tonight at a meeting of

the council of administration, when a
long set of resolutions was adopted re-
citing the proieedings in the Clingman
injunction suit, and finally ordering
that "The world's Columbian exposition
and the gates thereof shall be opened
to the pubfic on Sunday next
in the same manner and on like
terms and conditions that prevailed
prior to the said order of. the council,
and itis further ordered that certified
copies of this order be immediately
transmitted 'to the general directors and
the superintendent of the department
of admissions with instructions to ob-
serve and enforce the same."

Next week itis hoped that the matter
will be definitely and finally settled,
and the public will know whether to
count upon a six or seven-day fair.

The only business of importance
transacted by the national commission
today was tne calling of the roll to find
out how many tickets to Buffalo Bill's
Wild West show each member desired.
Instead of making the usual reply of"here" when the names were called,
"four"or "six," according to the num-

work, and when a few matters of minor
importance had been disposed of they
adjourned that the members might at-
tend the Wild West show.

CLEVELAND'S MESSAGE.

What the President Will Say to
the Extra Session.

New York, July 28.— Herald
Washington special says: Members of
congress and statesmen of high and low
degree have ceased the unseemly
scramble for office, and, preparatory to
the coming struggle, are devoting them-
selves to the solution of a problem
which the present financial situation
puts before them.

Well informed administration officials
hold to the belief that in his message to
congress Mr. Cleveland will confine
himself to the matters to which he re-
ferred so tersely iv his cail tor the ex-
traordinary session, and that the mes-
age willbe devoted almost exclusively
to the financial situation, with a pos-
sible reference to the pledges made in
the platform oeanng upou the reform of
the tariff.

They say Mr.Cleveland is too shrewd
a politician to confuse the legislative
branch of the government by presenting
for its consideration subjects which can
just as well wait a few months, and
thereby lessen the importance of the
duty he deems to be imperative— the re-
peal of the Sherman law.

For this reason it is believed that
finance alone will be dealt with. In-
deed, all the data supplied by the de
lpartuients so tar bear upon this subject
jonly, and Mr. Cleveland has given the
I tariff nothing but casual attention.

After congress has repealed the Sher-man act, or at least taken some positive
action, then the other question of party
policy willbe taken up and settled. It
is the money question, aim not the
tariff,in the opinion of most administra-
tion officials, tnat has seized the coun-
try,anu they say Mr.Cleveland looks to
his party to give the relief which can
only come through legislation. This
paramount duty will,it is said, be im-
pressed upon congress, unaccompanied
by other issues.

The length of the extra session is en-
tirely problematical. Ifthe anti-silver
men have the strength to push the re-
peal law to a speedy issue the session
willprobably be short. It is thought
the billcan be easily put through the
house within a* reasonable time, without
resorting to the expedient of shutting
offreasonable debate. The stumbling
block willbe met with in the senate,
where Republican and Democratic sil-
ver members willunite in an effort to
defeat, the bill. if a final result is
reached before December, the tariff
question willprobably be left to the
ways and means committee, with in-
structions to formulate its work during
the recess, and congress will adjourn
"untilthe regular session.
