A CHILD'S TONGUE CUT OUT.

The DMother and Father Most
Eruatally Eutchered — On His
Return the Next Day to Finish
His Fiendish Work, He Is Capt-
ured and Swung Into Eternity
at the scene of His Crime.

MoxtGomenry, Tex., Aug. 1.—The
most diabolical erime ever committed
in this country was perpetrated last
Saturday night about nine wiles’ north
of this ecity. A negro named Henry
Reynolds entered the house of Mr
Marsh, murdered him, and, atter drag-
ging the body out in the yard, returned,
broke the lez of the oldest son. aged
eight years, fractured the skull ot the
baby, one year old, cut its tongue out,
dragged the mother out in the yard,
outraged her and left her for dead.

He returned the next day at noom,
and finding Mrs. March still alive, said
he had come back to finish her, but was
discovered and captured before he could
complete his fiendish crime. Ie was
fully identified, and last evening at the
scene of his erime he was swupg into
eternity by many willing haunds.
