BONOS FOR THE PEOPLE.

A Kanisy County Official (Sug-
gests a Financial Innovation.

The talk turned on
finance, a subject on which Mr. Daly
has read and thought a great deal.
"Some ofour wisest financiers." said
be, "have expressed their opinion's on
this matter, and yet none of them seems
to have suggested anything that would
restore public confidence. 1 do not
claim to be a financier, but Iwill tell
you what 1 would consider a
sale plan for myself and others.
It would be to" have the gen-
eral government issue say §:200,000.-
--000 in bonds in denominations of £500
and up to 91,000, allowing from \u25a0\u25a0» to 4
per cent interest, and sell these bonds
;to our own citizens. Should any of the
bonds be bought by any foreign govern-
ment, have itunderstood that principal
and interest would be paid in eithergold or silver. This. 1 thinle, would
settle the vexed question of silver for
nil time, and be a means of once more
bringing our country prosperity. The
money obtained from the sale of bonds
could be used by the government to
transact the legitimate business of the
nation, and then instead of paying in-
terest to foreign dukes and counts of no
account, our people would get the in-
terest, thereby enriching instead
pauperising them,

"Inselling these bonds Iwouldgive a
certain amount to all state auditors,
they tosend some to the county audi-tors, the latter giving notice in the
county press and making monthly and
quarterly returns to the United States
treasurer. Or another plan would be to
send bonds to ail presidential postolliccs
and have them forsale the same as they
have money orders. France bas adopt-
ed this mode, and 1know of no nation
that is better off than the French, or
any who use more silver currency than
do the people of France. This Rives
confidence to the party who invests live
or more dollars in a government bond,
because fie is fully insured against lossso long as the government exists.
Itwould also make better citizens,

because the government and the citi-
zen would be. more closely related, at
least in a financial way. 1don't know
of any better or safer bank for the peo-
ple's money than the government, and
had 1 the power 1 would certainly en-
act such a law as 1have outlined."

Green Goods Hacket Worked on
a Nebraska Sucker.

The wave of
financial depression swept over Crete,
Neb., several weeks ago, ami caused a
scarcity of ready money. .1. K. Deerse,
the city marshal of the town, who owns
a big store where everything that coun-
try folk usually require is sold, was
affected by the dearth of cash, lie had
received a typewritten letter from a
New York linn of green goods
merchants, ami be had decided to
come on and do up the metro-
politan fakirs. lie arrived here yester-
day 'morning and put up at the Cosmo-
politan, paying for his room in advance.
lie "flew light," which, in the vernac-
ular of the hotel clerk, means that he
had no baggage. In the afternoon he
met two men, one tall and muscular
looking, and the other small and wiry,
in a saloon at Theo Roosevelt street,
just off Park llow. The muscular man
was the senior partner of the green-
woods firm. He carried a japanned box
about twelve inches long,nine wide and
six deep. The city marshal of Crete
was permitted to look into the box.

He saw three packages of what ap-
peared to be 83 and $10 bills. There
were two £5 bills and one £1 visible.
The marshal did not know it,but art
below the visible $11 were slips ofgreen
paper just the size of the bills. The
New York firm seemed to be convinced
that they had a sucker in" tow,and the
city marshal of Crete felt pretty sure
that lie was coming out ahead of the
name. The man from Crete is big and
plucky, and I.c had a big 44 in his hip
pocket.

The New York merchants said that
there was $5,000 in "good money" in
the japanned box, and that the marshal
of Crete could have it for $1,000. The
man from Crete crabbed for the box and
yelled police. lie cot both, but when
the box was forced open at headquar-
ters the $:'),000 he expected he would
ti'id was justs4,BSU short of that amount.
The marshal will have to pay 10 for
carrying a concealed weapon. The
preen eoods men have lost $I*land a tin
box. The marshal has ?04.07 to carry
him back to Crete.

HAVENFOR NEWSBOYS.

SOME FACTS CONCERNING A VERY
WORTHY WORK.

STREET ISAUS BENEFITED.

How the Newsboys' Club Is Man-
aged ami What It Provides
for the Homeless Little Work-
ers—Needs of the Institution
in Certain Kespects

—
A Happy

Family.

Itis very doubtful whether many out-
side of the few generous people who
have given their support to the News-
boys' club since it was organized in
January, lSß7,by Hiss Grace Johnstone,
know very much of the inside workings
of this verynecessary as well as very
useful branch of the charitable work
that is going on in our midst. Just at a
time, when some changes are taking
place in the mode of carrying on this
work,and some additions to the useful-
ness of the institution are being made,

itmay be well for some who have either
the time or the ability or both to be in-
formed as to what is being done, and
also what the needs of the association
are for the furtherance of the good
work.

The employment bureau, which is
run

'
in connection with the club, is

probably as little known as it is appre-
ciated. The roous are open from ten
until twelve every morning for the
transaction of any business, but prin-
cipally so mat poor boys who are out of
work may apply there for a situation.
Persons who need boys for offices, to
work on a farm, to do chores around the
bouse, or, in fact, for anything, by leav-
ing their address at the club will be
furnished with the help they need.
Not indiscriminately, but with care
does the superintendent look
over the list of boys who are out of em-
ployment, and from this selects one
that she thinks can be used in the place
in point. The only places that the boys
never want to go to are some of those
good country homes, where the sur-
roundings would have such a good
effect on the street boy. but this kind of

.a life would be altogether too healthful
and not nearly exciting enough to the
street urchin as long as he can earn a
nickel in town.

In the afternoon the rooms are again
open, but ,as this is me time of harvest
tor the newsboy, he is usually a minus
quantity at the club until the evening.
Then it is that these littlestreet Arabs
rush in, and the games or books or
whatever there js to be had in the way
of amusement is eagerly sought for.

Plans for Boys' Prom.
Among the plans that the new super-

intendent has in view for the boys are
several that willcommend themselves
to ali who know anything of how boys
may be reached. One tilingwhich he
hopes to do is to devote one evening a
week to having a class inmilitary drill,
Another plan is to give one evening a
week to manual training, anil iiis hoped
that some person who understands the
mode of giving instruction in this
science will volunteer his services. A
lunch counter that must be self-sustain-
ingis another of the new features of the
club that some of the members are dis-
cussing.

On the whole, a great deal is hoped
for during the coining fall and winter
months, Wellington is fullofhope
for tho future of tlie newsboys' club.
And yet, although. each month Miss
Kaukiu, the indefatigihle collector,
manages to bring in about enough to
keep all running expenses cleared up,
still there are many ways in which
those who can might help the good
work along. For instance, more games
for the boys are urgently needed, to
say nothing of more reading matter in
the shape of periodicals, etc.

Another feature of this work that
must not be overlooked is the Union
Sunday school, which meets every bun-
day night in the club rooms.
The boys assemble, and, after
a hymn has been sung, and
the Lord's Prayer repeated in con-
cert, the Catholic boys, who are seated
on one side of the room, and the
Protestant boys on the other, are talked
to by members of the church to w,fnch
they should belong for a little time,
alter which another hymn is sung and
they depart. This is probably one of
the few places where such harmony
exists between people of different re-
ligious beliefs.

Rather an amusing incident occurred
during the Mills meetings last spring
Two gentlemen on their way to one of
the sessions met a small boy loafing
on a street corner. They asked
him where he went to church
and were promptly informed ilia
he did not go to church nowhere except
down to the "club." Upon being ques-
tioned as to who preached at the
"club, he Informed his audience that
"Miss Johnstone and all the folks there
preached."

That the success of the work thus far
has been due entirely to the untiring
efforts of Miss Grace Johnstone goes
without saying, and it is a matter of
profound regret that she has been
obliged on account of illhealth to give
up the work which she started and
which has done so much good under her

It will probably only
be a matter of a few days until the ap-
pointment of Mr. Wellington is an-
nounced, and it is expected that Miss
Bankin willassist him in the rooms, as
well as do the collecting.

Trouble Still Continues Among
the Kansas Strikers.

PITTSBURG, Kan., Aus. 4.—A meet-
ing was Held last night between the
business men's committee and a num-
ber of the striking miners and at its
close the latter concluded to meet with
the business men's committee at some
convenient lime in thenear future.

The business men's committee will
meet with the operators tonight. Amajority of the operators have already
agreed to meet with the millers in a
body, but not with the executive boaid
of the union.

This mornine: about 200 strikers vis-
ited the different works of the small
operators and prevailed upon the men
to come out. Upon those who refused
to stop work force was used. As a re-
sult the Minard & Co., the Arnott &
Lanvun and some of the strip pits are
again idle.

AtLitchlield this morning the same
tactics were used by the strikers upon
the. workmen at the Kansas it Texas
Shaft Mo.10, but the strikers met with
quite a resistance, and during the
melee one of the workmen was badly-
beaten over the head witha club. About
fifteen of those engaged in the trouble
have been served witn injunctions, and
now will be placed under arrest for con-
tempt of court.

PAYINGPENSIONS.

How the Old Soldiers Got Their
Money.

Indianapolis, lncl., Aug. 4.
—

The
payment of pensions began in tliis city
at 0 o'clock tins morning by checks
issued on tho subtreasury at New York.
Inorder to expedite matters four of the
leading local banks agreed to furnish
currency to the amount represented by
checks presented in person. This action
was made necessary by the suspension
of the Indianapolis National bank some
time ago, which was a United States de-
pository. This morning the banks sent
a representative with §105,000 to the
pension office, and a» noun this sum
was about exhausted. The banks say,
however, that they will continue to fur-
nish the money, and when the payment
is completed willexpress these checks
to the sub-treasury at New York. The
cheeks are being taken up without ex-
pense to the pensioners.

The crowd presenting certificates this
morning was greater than ever before
on the first day of the payment of pen-

i sions. Quite a number, on appearing
at the oliioe, learned that the payment
of their pension a had been suspended,
and, taken as a whole, the long line was
an uneasy one.

A Woman's Head Split Open and
Her Body Burned.

Dallas, Tex., Aug. 4.—A News
Texarkana special says: Henry Ar-
mour, a neero who lives in the suburb
known as Swampoodle, quarreled with
his wife Fannie last night. Both had
been drinking through the day,
and the quarrel continued to a
late hour. Finally the woman fell
asleep, and the husband went out, pro-
cured v heavy bar of iron, and, return-
ing, struck the woman with it,splitting
her he aciopne and spattering her brains.
He piled the bedelothini: over the body,
aud, saturating the mass withkerosene,
set fire to it.and then left. Lucy Moore,
who lived in the other end of the house,
witnessed the horrible affair, but was
powerless to interfere, as Armour
had locked her ill her room. As soon
as lie 'vas cone Lucy gave the alarm,
and neighbors burst open the door and
extinguished the fire, but not until the
body iiad been badly burned. The
officers and a srreat many negroes are
in pursuit of Armour, and, iffound, it
is believed the negroes willinsist on
burning him at the stake.

BULIiET IX HIS BitAIN.

Board of Trade Operator Fnils,

and Then Ends His Life.
Chicago, Aug.4.— Nelson Van Kirk,

a board of traiie operator, shot himself
to death this afternoon in his office In
the Kialto building, lie was seventy-
live years old, and was a member of the
firm of Van Kirk «fc Osten, which went
bankrupt about a month age.

After the failure he had reorganized
his affairs and resumed trading. Today
he was again iorceu to the wall. Going
to hif office, back of tne board of tradebuildine, lie committed suicide. Report
of the tragedy immediately became cur-
rent on the board, and created a
tremendous sensation, coming as it did
on top of the disastrous times of last
week. The dead man was not a large
trader, but he has been on 'change
many years, and was well known.
