FALSE figures;

Theie must be something; radically
wrong in commercial agencies which
purvey financial news to the country
when they give out false figures, or esti-
mates of bank clearances to the detri-
ment of certain cities. A correspondent
of the Globe inquires pertinently as
follows:

Editor Globe: Is there not some-
thing wrong in the estimate "SO.l de-
crease" in St. Paul bank clearings, as
just published. All paners seem to
have these reports alike, but SO.l addi-
tional, or rather, an amount from which
80.1 deducted would equal $.",047,400, is
more, 1 think, than St. Paul has shown.
1offer this for what itmay be worth.

There is something radically wrong
in the above statement, . and the fact
that itappears simultaneously inall the
paners. removes all blame from the
proofreader of any one paper. The av-
erage bank clearances of. St. Paul
banks .for 1892 were $5,488^63.26. The
average for the past seven months has
been, despite the monetary stringe>«cy
and consequent loss of business, $0,047,-
--450.90, or approximately what is stated
by the Globe correspondent. It will
be readily seen that a decrease of 80 per
cent would bring the average bank
clearances of St. Paul down to $1,114,-
--172.00, .whereas, a simple mathematical
process will show that the actual de-
crease will not vary far from 42 per
cent. fifi~:li

Why the various commercial agencies
should thus, apparently, conspire to
saddle St. Paul, which today stands
pre-eminent among the cities of the
Union as sound, solid and substantial,
financially, with almost an"increase of
50 per cent over its actual decrease of
bank clearances, passes the under-
standing of fair-minded business men.

Let the commercial agencies which
purvey news to the people tell the
truth.

MAPLETON ALL. RIGHT.
A telegram from Mankato to yester-

THE WAY PREPARED.
Itis an ill wind that blows no good.

Misfortunes bring with them compen-
sations which soften their hardness and
reconcile us to their blows. The finan-
cial gale which sweeps the country is
not an unmixed evil. Good follows it
with her balm.

There were those of us who chafed be-
cause this wave of silver lunacy swept
across the path of our progress towards
freer trade. We were indignant that
attention should be for moment drawn
off from the great end we. were striving
to gain. We grew indignant when
Millsour leader, was defeated for
speaker; we waxed wroth when the
tariff was sent to the rear and silver put
to the front in the house of the Fifty-sec-
oud congress. We felt as if a sacred
cause was being made the sport of tri-
flers.

"The best laid plans o' man an' mice
gang aft agley." The Fifty-first con-'
gress thought to buttress protection
withanother administration pledged to
protection. Its Republican majority
flirted with the silverites to get their
electoral votes. Itagreed to buy their
silver and pay them in good gold, so that
their future candidate for the presidency
might be saved from vetoing a free
coinage bill and thus give them mortal
offense, . Emboldened by the cowardly
compromise, they grew more defiant.
They refused Harrison their electoral
votes. The "quick poison" of the
Sherman act entered the arteries of
trade and commerce, destroying confi-
dence. The financial gale arose and
swept the country.

Money went into hiding places.
Credit withdrew ber helping hand. Con-
sumption was checked. The strange
phrase, "1 can't afford it,"was heard
again on men's lips. Purchases slacked
off. Manufacturers, unable to get bank
accommodations, checked their output.
Cautious merchants canceled their or-
ders. Production halted in her course.
The nation took in sail.

Thus have our adversaries made easy
our path. That which they built to
obstruct us helps us. Mr.Sherman
and his fellow-plotters have rendered
possible the conditions foran immediate
return to a purely revenue basis of tax-
ation. When such a bill is framed and
ready for operation it willfind the man-
ufactures of the country in good shape
for it. Stocks will have been reduced
to the barest needs. There will be no
great accumulations pleading for con-
sideration." The hard lessons of econo-
my willhave been learned. Men will
have learned the futilityof relying on
the government, or anything but them-

selves. Itcould not save them from
the financial gales; itcannot save them
from anything.

Mr.Sherman has done for us what
we could not have done for ourselves.
He has put the country in the best of
conditions to begin to build anew on a
sound and solvent basis. The. silver
lunatics have aided us well. They
have taught the people that a.
government cannot create values;
it can only disturb them. They
have, helped to teach the country that
"Money is money and paper is paper."

Now give our manufacturers free
material for their shops. Give our
people a chance to buy what
they need cheapened by a competi-
tion hindered only by the necessi-
ties of government. Then willour shops
and our mills join hands with our farm-
ers in fillingthe holds of'our ships with
the wares the world needs, and new
shops and mills will spriug up to sup-
plement the old ones, unable to fillthe
demand, and the army of tramps will
be mustered out and enlisted In the
army of industry, and we willlook back
on this fearful reign of protection as on
ahideous nightmare.

NO GOOD AT FIGURES.
Worthington C. Ford, of New

York, superseded S. G. Brock, of Mis-
souri, as chief of the treasury bureau of
statistics. Mr.Ford was appointed be
cause he is a statistician. Mr.Brock
was appointed because he was a poli-
tician. When a statistical statistician
goes at a piece of work his purpose is to
ascertain what facts there are in it; he
regards that as what he is there for.
When a politicalstatistician goes at the
same job his purpose is to find what
politics there is Init; that is what he is
there for. Porte it was a politicalstatis-
tician of the census, and ho made a
pretty mess of the facts and a blooming
success of the politics in it.

Mr. Brock's clerks added up the re
ports of all the custom houses showing
the values' of all the various things we
had made in this country and sent
abroad for sale, and put the total into
our credit as exports. Then they took
the Invoices of tha values of all the
goods other people had sent us in ex-
change for what we had sent them and
put the total to our debit as imports.
Then Mr. Brock gravely told the

country that we had bought $93,000,000
more than we had sold, and when the
gold began to go abroad he assured the
cou11 on the word and reputation. of
a real statistician that it was not the
Sherman act that sent the yellow
metal out, but it was going over the
ocean to pay that balance-of-trade debt
of ours. . Ifilvfi-'fir... \u25a0 -f

As was said, Mr. Ford is an actual
statistician, who is after facts and has
no theory to establish nor any political
exigency to excuse and, apologize for.
He leaves that to the politicians. So he
went to work on Mr. Brock's facts of

importations, and he finds that .Mr.
Brock's balance of trade, is at least
$75,000,000 too big. He does this in a
way that would readily occur to any one
except a politicalstatistician. He knows
that in a good many of the countries
with which we trade there are dollars
and dollars just as we had from 1801 to
187* Things here were then wortlione
price in one kind of dollars and another
and a lower one in other kinds of dol-
lars. He finds that the figures given in
the invoices of imports from such coun-
tries are given in the money current in
those countries. InBrazil, for instance,
the silver niilreis is worth about half
of the gold niilreis, and the currency of
that country is the silver coins. Itwas
the silver prices that were given in the
invoices of coftee, rubber, hides and
other things we bougut of that country.
But they sold here for tlieir gold value.
This made the imports from there worth
about half what Mr.Brock's reports
made them. Mr. Ford has gone far
enough in his correction of Mr-Brock's
"statistics" to show that our imports
were at least $75,000,000 less in value
than his predecessor stated.

EATING SHERMAN ROOSTERS.
The Minneapolis Journal, comment-

ing on our statement that neither finan-
cial gales nor- open or secret enemies
could prevent the Democratic party
from redeeming the pledge it made the
people to wipe protection out of. the
tariff, joins the others of itsnear-sighted
crowd in attributing the monetary con-
ditions to that pledge and the appre-
hension of its fulfillment. Such state-
ments are to be expected from partisans
like the Journal more anxious tor party
interests than for those of the whole
people, but occasionally there is one
who speaks the truth _ regardless of
wliere it hits. The Journal has not
read or does not care to read the letter
of Congressman Walker to the Boston
Herald, in which he frankly avows the
bin-pose of the Sherman act and points
to the present conditions for its justifica-
tion.

Mr. Walker is in a position to know
what he is talking about. He was a
member of the conference committee
from which that act came. He was in
Sherman's confidence. He terms
Sherman. Conger and himself as "the
trio." He bluntly avows their purpose
to have been to cure the nation of its
free coinage delusion. The Allison
act was a slow poison bringing about
silver monometallism. They adminis-
tered the stiller dose of the Sherman
act to make the patient "sick to
nausea." "Our sole thought and discus-
sion was how we could allow a larger
use of silver as an object lesson to de-
feat free coinage." He would have
voted for the Sherman act even had he
known that the president would veto a
free coinage bill. "1 am now of the
opinion that the results are justifying
our action with a promptness and a
thoroughness that rarely attend the
most successful statesmanship."

We commend those who have "noth-
ing to eat but the Cleveland roosters
of '92," as weil as the Journal, to a con-
sideration of this statement of the
objects and results of the Sherman
act, which sufficiently accounts for -the
most of present conditions, as author-
itative, fi'y .- '

"The country wants more money."
Why? "Because there is not enough in
circulation to carry on the business of
the country." Where is it? "Well,
locked up in safe deposit vaults; hid
away In stockings; kept in pocketbooks,
Isuppose." Why? "Ob, because peo-
ple are afraid to trust itto the banks or
put itinto business, and think it safest
to just hide itand hold onto it." There
was enough before the scare? "Yes."
There would be enough now but for this
scare? "Isuppose so." People have hid-
den allthey have, haven't they? "Yes."
Ifthey had more they would hide it,too,
wouldn't they? "1guess so." Well, if
they have hidden what they have and
would hide mote ifthey had it, what
good would more money do? It isn't
more money but less tool scare that is
wanted.

An Anoka correspondent demurs at
the statement of the Globe to the effect
that the United States mints gold dol-
lars. This is a mere quibble and a play
on tense and syntax.' For more than a
hundred years the United States minted
the coin known as a gold dollar. Re-
cent popular demand induced congress
to enact a statute prohibiting the mint-
ing of so inconvenient and so unpopular
a coin as a gold dollar. But so long as
the United States mints turn out S3. SIO
and $20 gold pieces they mint dollars,
and the proportion of grains of gold in
each piece is the same as in the mintage
of the single gold dollar. Yes, the
United States mints gold dollars, and it
mints millions of them.

THECOMING MESSAGE
\u25a0

Recommends Unconditional
Repeal Sherman Act.

TARIFF FLEDGES TO BE KEPT.

Nkw York. Aug. 7.—The World's
Washington special says: Followingis
an authoritative statement regarding
the message which President Cleveland
will send to the two houses of congress

tomorrow:
He dwells most particularly upon the

.deplorable condition of the country as
lit,- affects the masses. The banker
and broker and capitalists, he reas-
ons. Can take care of themselves,
but the -.vorkingmen are practically
'helpless when such a condition of affairs
a^ now prevails exists. To substantiate
this argument he shows in concise
language the actual effect of the
law known as the Sherman act,

now in force. lie calls attention
;to the dearth of confidence arising
therefrom. He deals not in theories,

but in facts, to demonstrate the truth ot

his assertion that the burden inflicted
upon the country by this unwise law
falls: most heavily upon the working
man.

Itis for this reason he believes that
the demand of the country for repeal
is so strong and universal. It
is the plain- duty of all patri-
otic citizens intrusted with the responsi-
bility of government to heed such a
demand. Therefore he . recommends
unconditional repeal, without hint of
compromise or substitute of any kind.
There lie stops. Whatever might- be
his views regarding the future use of
silver as a national currency, to be
fixed possibly by well considered legis-
lation after a suitable time shall have
elapsed, he makes no suggestion and
outlines no plan which might meet
with his approval. He confines his rec-
ommendation and directs the attention
of congress solely to the pressing need
eftbe-hour —prompt repeal. lie notes
the fact that people in the last elections
made an emphatic demand for revision
and reform in tariff legislation. The
pledges then made must be kept. But
since that time an untorseen exigency
has arisen, and it must be met and mas-
tered.
ltis the plain duty of congress, there-

fore, to afford relief to tire country by
placing repeal of the financial statute
ahead of all other contemplated Legisla-
tion relating to the tariff or any other
subject.

That is the substance of the message
Itis pronounced by members of his cabi-
net, who alone have read it,the ablest
state paper Mr.Cleveland bas ever pro-
duced.

ITIS RUSHED RAPIDLY ALONG IN THE

DURING BALFOIU's ABSENCE.

London, Aug.7— There was consid-
erable excitement among the Conserva-
tive members who were present at the
opening of today's session of the house
of commons. The report stage of the
home rule bill was reached at an earlier
hour than was expected, and Mr. Bal-Ifour, the Conservative leader, who hadan important amendment to offer
to the bill, was not present to
submit the amendment. Mr. Balfour's
proposed amendment is intended to
prevent the Irish members who shall be
retained in the imperial parliament from
votingon any questions except motions
that are offered to amend the home rule
billafter the bill shall have become a
law. The Conservatives were exceed-
ingly desirous ot having the amendment
submitted. George Bartley, who rep-
resents the northern division of Isling-
ton in the Conservative interest, re-
quested to be permitted to act as his
substitute in offering the amendment.

Speaker Peel ruled that at this stage
substitutes could not be allowed. A
number ot Conservatives, who had
expected that there would be a pro-
longed debate on Mr. Balfour's pro-
posed clause, had taken advantage of
their expectations toabsent themselves,
intending to be present when notified
that a vote was about to be
taken upon Mr. Balfour's proposal. By
their absence they also lost their chance
of moving amendments to the bill.
Among those who had important amend-
ments to offer, but who were absent
were Sir Julian Goldschild, ViscountWolmer, Edward Heneage, and Maj.
Gen. Goldsworthy.

Search was made for them, but they
could not be found. A number of
clauses were then proposed by other
members of the opposition, but the
speaker ruled them out on the ground

j that the notice had not been given of| their submission, or that the proposals
did not comply with the rules of the
house.

The Unionists stood aghast| as theysaw the report sweeping through with
lightniug speed. Tneir fright was
allayed, however, when James Parker
Smith (Liberal Unionist), member for
the Patrick division of Laharkshire,
after having eight new clauses proposed
by him ruled out, obtained the speaker's
sanction to move that the boundary
commission under the bill be instructed
to inquire as' to the better division of
the Irish electoral districts.

The debate on this motion was taken
up, and this gave the opposition time to
breathe. The Conservative and Lib-
eral-Unionist whips were at once dis-
patched in search ofthe absentees to
summon them to immediate attendance
at the house. ".-j;;<-.-:

Messrs. Balfour and Heneage and
other members of the opposition ap-
peared in the house in time to take part
in the debate on air. Smith's motion.Eventually the motion was defeated by
a vote of 1% to 152.

SOCIALISTS FIGHT,

Excitement in the International
. Congress at Zurich.

Zurich, Aug. 7.—Today's session of
the International Socialists' congress
was marked by a great deal of excite-
ent. Fust there was a heated debate

on the question whether anarchistic and
independent socialists duly certified
as delegates should be permitted
to attend the congress. Mr. Ca-
han. of the United States, advocated
the exclusion of the French and Dutch
delegates. Finally a resolution was car-
ried toadmit delegates only from soci-
eties recognizing the necessity of the
organization of labor concurrently with
political action. The adoption ot this
resolution, which was tantamount to the
exclusion of the anarchists, led to a
great uproar. The avowed anarchist
delegates positively refused to
withdraw, and several of them
had to be ejected by force,

In the midst of the excitement HerrLandauer, a Berlin anarchist, used a
stick and precipitated a hand-to-hand
fight, in which he was at length over-
powered by the by-standers. When or-
der had been somewhat restored, the
congress proceeded to the discussion
of the agricultural and other items on
the progainine. Committees were ap-
pointed, consisting of three representa-
tives of each nation, to systematize each
day's Agenda. Herr Singer, of Berlin,
was elected chairman of the congress.Is
