TRANSCONTINENTAL TRAFFIC IN AN
UNSATiSFACTORY STATE.

REASON OF UNPLEASANTNESS.

Indications That the Entente Cor-

diale Cannot Be Easily Re-

stored—Tourist Car,Traffic at

the Bottom of the Disagree-

ment—General Railroad News.

There is no|present evidence that the
entente cordiale will be restored be-
tween certain great transcontinental
lines.
It is announced that the Canadian

Pacific tourist car traffic over the Great
Northern lias been discontinued, and
further than this, that the Northern
Pacific alsodeclines to haul its cars over
the tatter's line, In local circles the
matter is explained by the statement
that the Northern Pacific isnot satisfied
with the comparatively meager receipts
for a short haul from this point to the
boundary line, especially since it has a
line of its own to the Pacific coast over
which travelers can go as readily as via
the Canadian Pacific. When the latter
can brine about its connection with the
Soo itwillDe in a position to be entirely
independent of the two American rail-
road giants.

igent of the Northern Pacific and Wis-
consin Central lines, is not only a first-
class railroad man but a great "josher"
and fun-lover. He is a natural joker,
but then his constant association with
Cal Stone has not in any waydulled
his talent in this direction. Now. Charlie
is an inventive genius. The other after-
noon he discovered that by taking a
rubber band ana using a pin in
lieu of an arrow he could make
"snap shots" that would carry a pin in
a straight line right from the Northern
Pacific ticket office into the ticket office
of the Omaha diagonally opposite. Talk
about needle guns! They are not "in
it,"compared to Charlie's pins. Straight
and unseen they Hew through space,
entered the door and disturbed the sum-
mer afternoon siesta of Ticket Agent
McCarthy, of the Omaha, who became
uneasy. Even Officer Carey, of the
police force, seemed perturbed, and
shifted restlessly from one foot to an-
other as he stood at the corner of Third
and Jackson withhis immaculate gloves
of white.

lege of certificate plan rate tickets now
held by oarsmen who are participating
in the National association regatta at
Detroit to thirteen days from the end of
the regatta, so as to enable them to
attend the international regatta held at
Lake Geneva, Wis., under the auspices
of the Chicago navy, Aug. 14 to 19 in-
clusive.

Proposed Extension Abandoned.
The Albert Lea Standard is authority

for the statement that the contemplated
extension of the Duluth, Red Wing &
Southern has been temporarily aban-
doned. Had it not been for the wide-
spread financial stringency the line
would undoubtedly have been extended
toAlbert Lea this year.

Merritts Float Bonds.
From Duluth comes the announce-

ment that "the owners of the Duluth,
Missabe &Northern have been success-
fulin floating its bonds in an amount
sufficient to liquidate its present indebt-
edness and to continue the improvement
of Its mining properties. Tnis means
the expenditure of $500,000 ivaud about
the Zenith City.

Omaha Extension Hindered.
Although the laying of the track on

the extension of the Omaha in Nebraska,
between Newcastle and Panea, is prac-
tically finished, trains willnot probably
be run before Sept. 1, as considerable
surfacing still remains to be done. The
hostility evinced by the Nebraska legis-
lature toward the road, itis reported,
has shortened the extension somewhat,
as it was the company's intention to
have auded twenty miles more this sea-
son.

OFFICIALEQUALIZERS OF TAXES STOP
NOT FOR HEAT.

LEASES BY THE RAILROADS

Will Be Investigated by a Com-
mittee—The Trust Company.

v Pleads for the Same Kind ofa
Deal as Similar Institutions

—
County and City Attorneys

Called In.

The board of equalization was inses-
sion yesterday with Aid. Van Slvke in
the chair. Gen. Bishop, in behalf of the
St. Paul Trust company, stated that for
several years that company had been
assessed the same us banks, at 70 per
cent on the capital stock. This year a
raise had been made. He desired that
an equalization be made so that itshould
not be taxed heavier than similar com-
panies, He had no complaint to make
at the rate, provided other companies

be raised. A return had been made
showing the capital stock and other per-
sonal property to be worth $227,000. On
this statement the board fixed the as-
sessment at $158,491 in place of at the
face value of the stock and other per-
sonal property.

The cases of the G. F. Swift com-
pany, and Nelson, Morris & Co., meat
houses of Chicago, were considered, and
all the packing companies were laid
over for consideration on Saturday
morning at 10 o'clock.

The sworn statement of G. V. Sloggy,
showing 6200 worth of property, was ac-
cepted. After hearing a statement rel-
ative to the Standard Oil company the
sworn statement of $8,500 gave place to
an assessment of $30,000.

Ahearing was had relating to the as-
sessment of the Northwestern Fuel
company, which made a return of §12,-

--300. Several members ol the board
favored a large increase over that fig-
ure. T. D. O'Brien appeared for the
company, and, while admitting that the
capital stock is $400,000, said that it is
chielly used in the purchase of mines
out of the state and in establishing
docks, etc., at other places. The mat-
ter was referred to the cityand county
attorneys for opinions as to whether the
capital stock should be assessed, and
the matter willbe taken up at the meet-
ing Saturday morn

Yesterday's meeting developed the
fact that additional firms are leasing
property from railroad companies tor
warehouse purposes. Messrs. Lavallee,
Warren and Franklin were named as a
committee to investigate the leasing of
property by railroads, with a view of
placing iton the tax books.

The Dickinson company asked that
the valuation of its store be placed at
$2,500 instead of $20,000, and the change
was made. BEB

STEWART'S VIEW.

He Compares Cleveland's Message
to Mr.Gladstone's Utterances.
Washington, Aug. 9.—When asked

for an expression ofopinion concerning
the president's message, Senator
Stewart, of Nevada, compared Mr.

Cleveland's utterances with those
of Mr. Gladstone in the English
house of commons a few months
ago when speaking of Sir William
Thompson's motion to reconvene the
Brussels conference, and. said: "The
United States is indebted to Europe
nearly 000, 000,000, fully §2,000,000,000
of which is held in London. The
indebtedness is conti acted pay-
able in gold or silver coin.
Great Britain demands one-
half of the world's money shall be re-
tired, and payment be made in gold
alone, which has already appreciated
more than 50 per cent. Great Britain
demands that this indebtedness shall
be paid ingold, because itis tor the in-
teiest of the British creditors.
Mr. Cleveland concurs with Mr.
Gladstone, and demands such action as
shali satisfy the glued of' British bond-
holders at the expense of the people
of the United States. He further de-
mands that the United States shall
abandon the right to mine and coin
money and that itis not the duty ot the
United States to provide a suitable and
sufficient circulating medium for the
country but that we shall have
such money and such money only as
foreign nations prescribe. Mr. Cleve-
land does not suggest that the United
States has any voice in determining the
kind of money that should be used by
foreign nations, and lie demands that
we shall not, but that so far as the
circulating medium is concerned the
United Stales shall be a dependent
attachment of England and other Euro-
pean countries. lie attributes the ex-
port of gold to the Sherman act, and
omits to quote that provision of the act
which requires the secretary of the
treasury to coin a sufficient amount
of the bullion purchased to pro-
vide for the redemption of the
treasury notes issued under the act.
The laws ofFrance and Germany makes
itdiscretionary to redeem their paper
money in goldor silver coin. They pro-
tect their gold by refusing to pay it out
for export, but answer all who demand
gold for export by offering them
silver, and thus maintaining the
parity of the two metals. France
has more than twice as much
sliver as the United States per capita
and maintains the parity of gold and
silver at the rate of $1.33 an ounce for
silver by using silver as money and re-
fusing to pay out gold for ex-
port. The United States alone of
all the nations of the earth accommo-
dates exporters of gold to the injuryof
her own people. Mr.Cleveland cannot
attribute this to the Sherman act, and
he was careful to admit the mandatory
provision requiring the secretary of the
treasury tocoin silver to provide for the
redemption of the notes.

"After Mr.Gladstone has suspended
silver coinage inIndia to depress the
market and stampede congress, silver
fell below the cost of production, and
the administration failed to buy the
4,500,000 ounces in the month of "July,
required by law, and bought less
than half that amount. Mr.
Cleveland does not explain thisfailure, but those who have investigated
the question understand very well"that
there was not silver bullion enough in
the whoie world to furnish four
and a half million ounces in the
month of July. Any attempt to
purchase that amount would have ad-
vanced silver to par and thwarted the
purpose of Mr. Gladstone and Mr.
Cleveland in depressing the Drice of
silver -degrade and destroy it,and
thereby coerce congress.

Mr.Cleveland does not explain how5148,000,000 of legal tender treasury
notes issued under the act have caused
this panic, nor how the country would

;be relieved by withdrawing that
amount from the circulation. The
only relief proposed by him is
to make less money by stopping-
the issuance of treasury notes and
adopting the gold standard in the hope
that foreigners might lend us money
for the present on the certainty of tak-
ing all our property In the fuiure. My
remedy for the panic is more legal
tender money and 1have introduced a
billtoday for its immediate issue."

AN OLD-TIMEIDIOM.

"Had Rather" Finds a Doughty
Champion of Its Correctness.

Hartford Couranl.
A teacher in one of our Eastern

schools has prepared a list of words and
phrases t<, be shunned by the youth of
the land who wish to grow up in the
fear of the laws of language. FJe has
got together a lot of popular vulgar er-
rors and slovenlinesses and done good
service in printing them, but one of the
idioms he slips up on. as better men
have done before him. namely, the stu-
dent is cautioned against using "had
rather" for "would rather," and "had
better" for "would better."

This is all wrong. The idiom 1had
liefer is as old as Chaucer, and in the
sixteenth century or thereabouts 1had
rather was formed by analogy and has
held its place in the best usage, writtenor spoken, ever rince. Itis a piece of
silly modern pedantry and purism to
object to it. Of course, the argument
used against it is that in the sentence I
had rather go, you are really saying I
had rather go than do something else,
and this is nonsense.
Itis true that itseems tolack analytic

meaning to the modern language-user
or hearer; but the answer is. that in
older days the meaning was there, be-
cause t ie verb have, vyhich is now used
mostly as a pale auxiliary with no more
of independent life than the verb be,
had then a strong independent life and
a far more vigorous signification. Hence
the odium, once obviously right, has be-
come securely lodged among the uncon-
scious speech processes of wielders of
English and is still right, though harder
to urove analytically. We. are glad to
see. on turning to the Century diction-
ary, that the correct view o! the case is
set forth and wi.uld rather is not counte-
nanced at all.

GOVERNMENT REPORT INDICATES IN-
JURY FROM DROUTH.

BUYING ORDERS NUMEROUS.

Wheat Crop inMinnesota Affected
.by Drouth—A Light Yield in

.Wisconsin and North Dakota

\u25a0 Bears Unusually Aggressive
Lowered the Price of Many

. Stocks.
Chicago, Aug. 9.—The corn pit was

the center of interest most of the time
today. Wheat was largely a side issue.
The government weekly weather bul-
letinshowed a serious damage to corn
inmany states by drouth, and reports
from the country were more emphatic
than before regarding the imminence
of a great disaster to the crop. There
was some weakness near the close on a
report that rain was falling in Ne-
braska. Compared with last night,
May corn left off lc higher. Wheat is
%@&o down. Pork and ribs are each
up 20c, and lard 40c.

Transactions in corn were not con-
fined so much as of late to the local
trade, the outside interest increasing
and buying orders being numerous.
The government weekly weather crop
bulletin demonstrated that t.'ie past
week was a hard one, inflictingmore
damage than any previous. Today
there were scattering showers through
Colorado and the extreme South-
west, it beins dry .and hot else-
where, and private advices reported
considerable injury in Nebraska and
other leading corn-raising states, which
a shoit time back promised an Immense
yield. The money situation is in such
shape that the cash trade is greatly cur-
tailed, and has a dampening effect on
the near futures, exchange cutting con-
siderable of a figure.

Market opened at yesterday's final
figures, and under an urgent demand
from shorts, advanced l@l%c for Sep-
tember and l?.fc for May, working back
respectively ?-,,'<« ?£c and l^c. and at the
close' the former was up %@}£c and the
latter l@l%c.
