RED-HOT TALK IN THE HOUSE.

Washington. Aug. 11.—"We donot
Intend that any political party shall sur-
vive that willlay the confiscating liana
upon America in the interest of Eng-
land and of Europe, and demonetize
silver in this country: and, my friends
of the Eastern Democracy, we bid you
farewell when you do it." These were
the words of Richard P. Bland In the
great financial contest that opened in
the house of representatives today, and
the applause that followed the deter-
mined utterance demonstrated that the
great silver leader had with him a ma-
terial element of the Democratic party.

Itbrought every member of the house
to a realization that the most serious
crisis In the Democratic party since the
dissensions of slavery was at hand, and
that the division of IS'J3, like the divis-
ion of ISCI. would .be largely on sec-
tional lines. In accordance with the
programme last night agreed upon, Mr.
"Wilson, immediately after the meeting
of the house, introduced a bill uncon-
ditionally repealing the Sherman pur-
chasing law, and Mr. Bland, on behalf
of the free-coinage men, followed with
a resolution providing for the irnme—
diate consideration of the bill ana al-
lotting

Fourteen T>ay* for Debate
before a vote should be taken. The
resolution of procedure was drawn to
especially secure the silver men in
their demands for separate votes on
free coinage at the various ratios pro-
posed, but is m) explicit as to call fora
I'maIvole on the repealing bill at tl'.e
termination of debate, whether the sil-
ver amendments prevail or not. Thus,
in the house at least, the fear of fili-
bustering is allayed, and both parties
are arrayed in line for fair lightand no
favors. The speeches of the day were
marked for their intensity of feeling, and
revealed a wide difference of opinion In
parly ranks. Mr.Raynor, ofMaryland,
was frank enough to unqualifiedly de-
clare for monometallism under present
conditions, and presented the argu-
ments of the repealing men In the
strongest possible light. Mr. Bland
electrified the house by his warning
that the Democratic party would know
the silver men no more if itassisted in
the last drama in the demonetization of
•silver, and Late Pence, the young silver
representative from Colorado, made one
of the strongest maiden speeches heurd
in ihe halls of congress within the last
decade— excepting only the eloquent
tariff oration that brought fame to Will-
iam J. Bryan, of Nebraska, a year ago.

The daily
sessions to commence at 11 a. m. and
continue until sp. in. Eleven days of
the debate on the billto in* given to
general debate under the rules of the
last house regulating general debate,
the time to be equally divided between
the two sides, as the speaker may direct.
The last three days of debate may be
devoted to the consideration of-the bill
and the amendments herein provided,
under the usual five-minute rule of the
house, as in committee of the whole
house. General leave 10 print is hereby
granted.

"The vote shall be taken firston an
amendment providing for the coinage ot
silver at the present ratio, Ifthat fails",
then a separate vote to be had on a
(similaramendment proposing a ratio of
17 to 1: ifthat fails, on one proposing a
ratio of Is to l:ifthat fails, one propos-
ing a ratio of 19 to one; ifthat fails, one
proposing a ratio of -20 to 1. If the
Stoove amendments fail, it shall be in
order tooffer an amendment :renewing
the act of Feb. 68. 187S, restoring the
Standard silver (Joiiar, commonly known

as the Bland-Allison act. 'Die votn
then tobe taken on the engrossment
and third reading of the bill as
amended, or on the bill itself, if all
amendments shall have been voted
down, and on the final passage of the
bill, without other intervening motion."

Mr. Henderson (Iowa) inquired as to

the meaning of the order so far as it re-
ferred to the division of lime between
the two sides. The speaker said that
the right of recognition rested with the
chair, and he would recognize gentle-
men on both sides ot the question.

Mr.(irosvenor (Ohio) suggested that
there were more than two sides to the
question.

Mr. Simpson (Kan.) said ,:that in.
dome manner there appeared to be
so many sides to the question
that tho Republicans were not
able to distinguish themselves
from the Democrats any more. Itwas
right that the Populist party should
have an allotment of tune; and he sug-
gested that the members of that party
besriven three hours. Mr.Henderson
(Iowa)gave notice that the Republicans
were going tocontrol their full share of
the time. There were not going to be
two sides both controlled by the Demo-
crats. Mr. Bowers (California) said
that as lie understood the question it
resolved itself into one between the
friends of free silver coinage and those
opposed to it. Ho objected to Repub-
licans opposed to free coinage control-
linghis part of the time. He was in
favor of free coinage. [Applause].

Previous Question Demanded.
Mr. Bland demanded the previous

question on his order. Mr.Reed (Me.)
inquired whether, if the previous ques-
tion were ordered, there would any
time allowed fordebate.

The speaker replied (hat In the ab-
sence of rules there would not be.

Mr.Reed said that a proposition had
been presented which had been agreed
upon by a committee of some sort or
other, of the constitution of which this
house knew nothing officially,and it
was now proposed to adopt that propo-
sition without the slightest debate, He
recognized the importance of the situa-
tion, and had the proposition been sim-
ply to repeal the purchasing clause of
the Sherman law, he could see the wis-
dom of the house coining to a vote at

promise he made in accepting the Dem-
ocratic nomination.

Mr. Bland (Dem., Mo.), the great sil-
ver advocate, was then recognized by
the speaker. He expressed his regret
that a number of gentlemen had
changed their opinion on the silver
question. The gentleman who had just
taken his seat (Mr. Brown) had been
regarded as one of the most ardent
and able advocates of bimetallism.
lie had retreated from a part of the
Chicago platform— -from that part of all
others that had contributed to give him
a seat in the house. He had turned his
face towards tho East and back towards
tho West. The Sherman law was the
only law on the statute books that
looked to the use of silver as a money
of the country. He knew at the
time of its passage that tho element
ttint was striviug to secure its passage
was the element opposed to free coin-
age, lio knew at the time that that
element would demand its repeal at the
first moment it saw its opportunity.
The repeal of the Sherman act iiad
been a

Part of the Chicago J*latfoim.
Another part had been a declaration

for the use of both gold and silver as the
money of the country. Speaking for
the people he represented, he under-
stood that the free coinage of silver in
accordance with the platform neces-
sarily repealed the Sherman law. The
two laws could not exist together.
They were inconsistent.

Mr.Bland men reviewed recent sil-
ver and financial legislation, and con-
tendeJ that it was an apprehension that
the United States would repeal the
Sherman law induced the British gov-
ernment to recommend to the govern-
ment ofIndia the suspension of silver
coinage. Why was there being rushed
innow, he asked, a proposition lo re-
peal the only law which sustained for
tho moment, at least, the value of sil-
ver?

Mr. Bland appealed to members to
stand-by bimetallism and not to obey
the commands of the Shyloeks. France,
he went on to say, had afforded a me-
dium of exchange for all the world
during seventy years at a ratio of 15J-i
of silver to 1 of gold. Atthat ratio
France has been able to maintain the
parity of the two metals all over

'
the

world. That was a proof that the gov-
ernment ol the United States could do
,so at the ratio of ii>to 1. Jf Europe re-
fused to accept that ratio the effect
would he to divert from Europe all the
trade of.every silver-producing country
in" the world. Could England, he asked,
.withstand' this withdrawal of trade?
\u25a0Certainly not. 'Itwas bimetallism that
'made the manufacturers of England so
strong and propersous. Western Europe
would- have to -come. to the1American
standard or abandon its commerce with
the United States and with all civilized
countries. The United States' -'was

for the manufactured products of
Europe; and that market Kufope'couTd
not Jiave unless it• recognized and ac-
cepted silver at the same price the
United States did.

of Europe knew that if this country
went into the free coinage of • gold and
silver at a fair ratio, it would settle the
question for tho world; and hence their
ilnterests and determination to prevent
it. Itis not only a1serious question for

people of the old world appealed. to
.this country to' settle the question for
them, and for the whole world. 7"

He
thought it the duty of the house (espe-
cially of his Democratic associates) to
settle the money question and to settle
it at "ouce, on Democratic lines. It
would not do to demonetize silver and

. then to undertake to restore itafter-
wards.

Over His Departure.

New York, Aug. 11.— President
Cleveland, accompanied by Secretary
Lamout, arrived at the depot of the
Pennsylvania railroad inJersey City ob i
the Richmond & Danville express at j
12:43 o'clock. Mr.Cleveland and Sec-
retary Laiuont were driven to the Vic-
toria hotel. After lunch at the Vic-
toria the president and Col. Lamont
entered a carriage and were driven to
Dr.Bryant's house. There a consulta-
tion was held. Dr. Bryant was of the
opinion that the president's trip \u25a0to
Washington had the effect of staving

the progress back to health he was
making at the seashore. The president
complained that his weight had not
been reduced materially, and he sut-
feied from superfluous avoirdupois. ;-

Dr. Bryant packed up a portmanteau
and entered the carriage with the presi-
dent. Col. Lamont advised that to all
inquiries .respecting the president's
health the assurance should be given
that he never felt better in his life.'
This programme was carried out to the
letter. Col. Lamont entered another
carriage and the party drove back to th«
Victoria. At 3:30 o'clock they started
for the boat. Col. Lamont did not ac-
company them. The .carriage was
driven very slowly,and did not reach
the Fall River Hue dock, at the foot or
Barclay street, until nearly 5 o'clock.
The carriage was driven out on the
dock to the gangplank :of the
Puritan. Dr. Bryant alighted, fol-
lowed by: the president. His step
was not so elastic as when h» came
from Buzzard's Bay last week. lie
walked slowly, carrying a light over-
coat on his arm. His eyes looked heavy.
They stood for a moment at the footof
thoigrand staircase. The purser stepped
forward and.led the way. to the cabiu to
be. occupied by- the 'president. It is
known as the "president's room," being
the room usually occupied by the presi-
dent of the steamboat line.

KGOLD FROM ENGLAND.

HONES OFFERED ON TIJIK.

Four Millions Loaned in New
York,Much ofItfor SixMonths—

Mercantile Houses Will Soon
Feel Relief— Sudden and Vio-

. lent DropinSterling Exchange
Creates Comment.

New Yokk, Aug. 11.—The steamship
Nonnannia, from Liverpool, which ar-
rived this morning, brought £906,967 iii
gold.

London. Aug. 11.— sum of £265,-
--000 in gold was withdrawn from the
Bank of England today for shipment
abroad. Of this sum £220,000 is. destined
for the United States and £45,000 for
Montreal. The bankers here expect that
the large withdrawal of gold willcause
the directors of the Bank of Enaland to
further advance the discount rate at
their meeting Thursday next. Itwas
only yesterday that the directors raised
the rate 1per cent.

Chicago, Aug. 11.— Chicago has so
far ordered $3,000,000 sold direct from
London, and will get the first install-
ment next Monday. The method is to
buy New York exchange at the big dis-
count, and then get cable transfers in
New York. The result is that Chicago
collects its New York balances via Lon-
don, helps itself, and helps Ne\t York
at the same time.

New Yokk, Aug. 11.— Probably tho
most important development in finan-
cial circles today was the amount of
money •

Offered on Time.
This afternoon $1,000,000 was loaned at

6 per cent for six months, and the
total transactions 'in this line for the
day foot up fully $4,000,000. One mill-
ion was renewed at (> per cent for six
months. Mercantile houses ought
to be the next, to feel relief,
and the deadlock on the market
for mercantile paper will prob-
ably be broken shortly. The clearing

New Yokk,Aug. 11.—The Post says:
There were several noteworthy develop-
ments in the money situation today,
somewhat confused incharacter. The
most conspicuous of these was the sud-
den and violent drop In sterling rates.
Exchange began to decline before the
close of yesterday's market, . and rates
for actual demand and cablo transfers
by this afternoon had fallen fully three
cents from the week's -highest..quota-
tions. ;-This extraordinary break had •
undoubtedly a double cause; :the heavy
sale, at the; higher rates, of bankers'
bills—perhaps against future exports of
merchandise— and at least a partial de-
crease in demand. That the second of

these causes was not the sole
Controlling Factor,

appeared from the fact that gold was
again engaged for New York in Lon-
don. A million more was taken from
the bank this morning, in the face of a
sharp further advance inLondon's open
market discounts, which rose to be
above the Bank of England's rate. More-
over, though the feeling of foreign
bankers is'that the present gold move-
ment can hardly continue at its present
rate, itwas learned today that the Bank
of France has been practically forced to
sell American coin, the purchase being
profitable so lons as the local premium
on gold exists. This can apparently not
be long: a premium on further contracts
was hardly traceable today. Yet pre-
dictions regarding such a foreign ex-
change market as this should be ex-
tremely cautious.

A leading money broker said that
premiums on currency and gold are
merely nominal this afternoon, and he
looks for their entire disappearance
shortly. Arrangements have been com-
pleted to import gold from Paris.sl,ooo.-
--000 having been engaged there today
for shipment to this side. Ihe Bank of
Germany took precautions today to
keep its stock of gold intact by raising
its rate of discount to 5 per cent. The
withdrawals from tne Bank of England
today were £-2:20,000 for shipment to the
United States. Offerings of spot gold
for immediate delivery tuis morning
were *:!per ceni, but the trades were
declined. It is intimated that by Mon-
day morning ?r>,000,000 willbe added to
the stock of yellow metal. The assay
office, as usual, is giving checks for 90
per cent of the volume of gold received
in bars immediately on deposit of the
bars.

TRACY TALKS.

The Ex-Secretary Says the Cur-
rency Famine Can Be Relieved.
New Yokk. Aug. 11.—Gen. B. F.

Tracy, ex-secretary of the navy, was
asked today to tell what, inhis opinion,
was the cabse 'of. the present fiunu-
cial .situation. He said the question
was too comprehensive to answer off-
hand, but that he might, after due re-
flection, attempt to give his views on it.
He consented to talk of the currency
famine. He said: "The administra-
tion has ample power to relieve the cur-
rency famine in forty-eight hours by
exercising authority with which itis
clothed by statute."

'•How may this be done?"
"The act of July ;14, 1890, known as

the Sherman act, directs the purchase

of four and one-halt million ounces of
silver bullion monthly, and in the third
seotion provides that the secretary of
the treasury shall each month coin two
million ounces of silver bullion pur-
chased under the provisions of this act
into standard silver dollars until the
first day of July, IS'JI, and after that
time he shall coin of the silver bullion
purchased under the provisions of this
act as much as

flay Be ».-<-s«ai y

to provide for.the redemption of the
treasury notes herein provided for, and
any gain or - selgnoraue arising from
said coinage shall be accounted for and
paid into the treasury.

"The amount of bullion purchased
but not coined, under this provision,

ipiior to July, ISOI, was about 30,000,000

ounces. Atthat date President Har-
rison's administration suspended the
coinage of silver dollars. The accu-
uiulated purchases of bullion since that
date amount to 110,000,000 ounces, mak-
inga total of 140,000,00;) ounc.es of un-
coined silver in the treasury today.
Against the silver treasury notes have
been issued toits bullion value, but no
standard silverdollars have been coined
with which to redeem them. The sec-
retary of the treasury is therefore at
liberty todirect that all or any portion
of these 140,000,000 ounces be coined
intosilver dollars.
"'. The profits of seigniorage for the coin-
ing of this bullion would make up-
wards of $50,000,000 ifthe whole amount
were coined. The moment the secretary
of the treasury

Decides to Coin
this bullion and places itat the mint for
that purpose, he can treat the gain or
seiguorage thereon as already secured.
The profit is so much additional cash in
the treasury. To coin the whole
amount would, therefore, set free not
only for circulation, but disbursement,
$50,000,000 of tho silver coin now held in
the treasury for the redemption of
silver certificates issued against it from
time to time, and would set it free im-
mediately. Allcoin so held would be re-
placed by the bullion in process of coin-
age at the taints. :

"The coin thus made available could
be immediately deposited at national
depositories, and, being there deposited, j
would at once enter into the circulation
of the country. The present falling oft"
in the receipts of the government indi-
cate that unless the step is taken of in-
creasing its resources by the profits to
be derived by the coinage of the bullion
now in the treasury, it will be under
the necessity of selling bonds if it
would escape a deficiency of at least
$50,000,000 at the close of the current
fiscal year.
