Ninth reziment, Minnesota intantry,
but the sudden outbreak of the Sioux
under Little Crow caused Gov. Ramsey
to suddenly cousohdate the ien strong-
est companies then recruiting, and call-
ing it tie Sixth regiment, and send it to
the front, and Comrade Carver was ap-
pointed regimental quartermaster with
the rank of lieutenant, and served as
such with the regiment under Col.
Crooks until commissioned as quarter-
master of United States volunteers wich
the rank of captain, serving on the staffs
ot Gewns. Sibley and Corse, and was
afterwards breveted colonel. He was
popuiar as an oflicer and as a man with
both tne ofiicers and men of the Sixth
Minnesota, and was held in high esteem
by both his superior officers and those
who came under his command. He
was ever mindiul of the wants and wel-
fare of his regiment, which endeared
him to the hearis of all, always looking
out for its interests, and the boys were
always supplied with their full allow-
ance, if said allowance was to be had.
The feeling tribute paid to his memery
and to hls worth as an officer by his
former commander, Col. William
Crooks, at the late meeting of members
of the Sixth Minnesota, was eioquently
expressed, well deserved and fully ap-
preciated by the assembled comrades of
their late companion in arms.

NON-UNION WORKMEN

Laying Brick on the New Agri-
cultural Buildings.

The bricklayers’ union, of St. Paul,
has been considerably agitated of late
over the fact that the contractor at the
state agricultural farm has given work
to non-union brieklayers. A committee
of bricklayers from St. Paul visited the
contractor, who is a Minneapolis man, a
few days ago and asked that union men
be employed on the new masonry at the
farm. They got no satisfaction, how-
ever,and appealed to Architect Aldrich,
who said he would be glad to have
umon men on the work, but that the
employment of bricklayers was beyond
his jurisdiction. The committee also
called upon Gov. Nelson’s private sec-
retary, Tams Bixby, who treated the
horny-handed layers of brick very
courteously, and expressed the belief
that their cause was jast. The commit-
tee reported to the union,which adopted
resolutions of praise of Messrs. Bixby
and Aldrich. Thus the matter rests for
the present.

WORLD'S FAIR “OURIOS.”
The “Tramp orip” and Its Wan-
derings Toward Chicago.
One of the curiosities at the world’s
fair is the “tramp grip,” an admirable
exemplification of the thorough system
of ehecking bagzage that exsists in
America, says the New York Recorder.
It is an exceedingly plain valise, and
about a year ago it adorned the store
window of a large valise establishment
in Galveston, Tex. The story ischata
man with dark hair and no neecktie, at-
tracted by its brightly polished trim-
mings, stepped into_the shop and pur-
chased the valise. Ile wason the eve
of starting for New Orleans. He packed
his valise, purehased his ticket and had
his bagwage checked, little knowing
how soon he was to be called to change
his route for parts unknown and

literally to hand in his checks.

On his way to the train he stopped
into a saloon, became engaged in a
brawl, and a Texas cowboy sent a bullet
wirizzing througih his brain. He did
not take the train, but in due season
his valise reached’ New Orleans. No
passenger came to claim the grip, ana
tne porter. who was a witness to the
“taKing off,” having nothing else to do,
atiached a eard to the handle ecoutain-
ing a witty account of the owner’s exit
with his boots on. The grip was then
checkea to St. Louis, and the baggage
master there, being of a humorous turn
of mind, attached another card, and the
now famous “tramp” was well on its
journey.

After ieaving St. Louis the grip came
East, visiting “allthe large cities and
gathering at each stopping place new
examples of off-hanid wit. After cir-
cuiting the New Eneland, Northein
and  Middle states the tramp grip
crossed the Rockies-to Oregon, Wash-
mgon and California, cencluding its
journey on May 1, when the United
States Express company piaced it on
exhibition at the world’s fair as one of
Ameriea’s curiosities,

The contents of the bag remain a
mystery, as it has not been opened since
its maswer involuntarily deserted 1t. 1t
would ve impossible to enumerate the
number and variety of articles attached
to the valise. On the sole of a shoe
fully a foor and a half long is a pieee of
“tpoetry”  entitled  *Iramp, “1ramp,
Tramyp.” A small pie pan also bears an
inseription. Spoous, plates, old socks,
Shoes, suspenders mousetrans, combs,

are numbered in the queer bundle,
‘There is also a spiendid photograph of
“Grandpa’s hat’? When the tramp
grip was in Missouri the following tayg
was attached to it:
Good-bye, old grip, may youn enjoy the trip,
And never see trouble or care!
Take good advice, ot long stays beware.
For it comes very high to live at the fair,
In California a young maun, who also
attached his photograph, tied ona card
reading:
