TIGHTENING ITS GRIP. J:
That lumber association is utilizing

the powers given it by our "supreme
court to' make itself very solid. The
pains and penalties of its boycott are
now extended to manufacturers or
wholesalers who shall make shipments
to dealers not members, or to con-
tractors or consumers at points where
the non-member dealers have uo yard,
but where a member has one. No coi

-
tractor having a building to put up at |
any point iv this state where the asso-
ciation has a local member can buy his
lumber at wholesale rates from a manu-
facturer and have it shipped to where
his work is to be. That is, he cannot
buy it because no manufacturer can
sell it to him unless he is willingto run
the risk of losing the trade of all the
members of the association. This lie
willnot care to do. and the result is that
the contractor must buy at the local
yard.

This means an increase of cost to hiin
of his material, and that means that the
poor Forgotten Man for whom he is to
do the work must pay the increase.
Should the latter protest that, having
earned his money by selling his labor
or its products in a competitive market,

he has - right to buy ins lumber in the
same kind of a market of whomsoever
would sell him the cheapest, and that no
man had the right to deprive him of
that, the local dealer can blandly inform
him that he is not well informed as to
the rights of others than himself, and
especially of retail lumber dealers, who,

as especially worthy members of the
social compact, are allowed legally to
combine to prevent him from the enjoy-
ment of precisely that right.

Suppose that the Forgotten Mau
should think that this is a game Into
which more than retail lumber dealers
can sit and play. Suppose that he
should go around among the other For-
gotten Men in his locality and get them
to joinhim in an association bound by
rules enforced by lines, in which they
should agree not to buy any lumber of
the local dealer, and thus starve him
out. Suppose, then, that the local
dealer should sue out an injunction to
restrain these Forgotten Men from ruin-
inghis business. What would the su-
preme court of this state say to the de-
murrer of the Forgotten Men? Would
they then say that any Forgotten Man
might refuse to buy of the local dealer,
and that what one could do, ali might
combine to do; that the motive was
nothing, and that the business. of the
local dealer might thus be destroyed
legally and rightfully, and he had" no
redress?

ASSASSINATED.
Fatal Shot of a Brother-in-Law at

Lewis Lake.
