h Compeer gives tothe world
a tale in some respeets rivaling the story
of the castaway Crusoe.

Last fall the schooner Caleb Curtis, a
trim little eraft, sailed for tie far-away
Clipperton island, a mere dot in the
broad Pacific. She went in guest of
guano, reports having been long current
that rich beds of it were there awaiting
the adventurous marine.

On reaching the island the eaptain of
the Caleb Curtis councluded to expiore
somewhat further:; but he did not care
to abandon his clamm to the guano he
discovered there. Accordingly he dis-
embarked four of his sailors, leaving
with them enough provisions for a fort-
night, and promising to return within
that time. Then he weighed anchor
and sailed away. -

Strauge to relate, he did not return.
On the contrary he made for San
Franeisco and paid no further heed to
the men he had left on the lonely
stretch of coral that lifted itself above
the waves in mid-ocean.

The tour saiiors, their provisions ex-
hausted, found themselves in a most
pitiable piight. Far out of the track of
ships, seemingly abandoned by the only
men whe knew a thing about their
whereabouts, they lost hope of ever
seeiug the mainland again. Then, too,
they were most desperately situated as
to food and shelter. This island prison
is a mere desolate rock, lashed by the
waves of the sea and the sweeping
winds that hurry aeross the ocean.
They were obliged to subsist on crabs
and fish, of which, however, they found
an abundance. Clipperton island is
about nine milesin circumference, with
a large lagoon in the center, This la-
zoon is filed with fresh water and
teems with a great variety of strange
fishes. Crabs, tvo, abound, and they
crowd the entire island, some of them
being larze and ferocious, attacking
almost anything that comes within their
reach.

The unfortunate eastaways found the
crab a dauger as well as a benefit, for it
was almost impossible without tools to
construct a sheiter that would be proof
against them.

The men suffered terribly, the storms
and the want of food. and the absence
of fire and the seeming hopelessness of
their situation uniting to make their fot
inexpressibly dismalt.

About tiie time they were nearly ex-
hausted, and when they were aiready
certain that death would soonend their
hardships, help eame.

On the 17th of last March the schooner
Compeer was chartered in San
Francisco to sail to the coral island for
a load of zuano. When she arrived the
sufferers were found and taken aboard.
They were barely alive and presented a
most affeeting spectacle. Everything
that could tend to restore them to a
normal state was done, and little by lit-
“tle they became their old-time selves.

By the time the schooner reached the
bome port they were well and strong
again, although they will probably
always bear evidence of their strange
adventures in the far-off coral isle.

THE PUFF ADDER.

Some of His Capers Among the
People of South Africa.
Philadelphia Press.

South Africa is what herpetologists
call “rich in snakes,” and especially in
puff adders, which. on account of their
size, are among the most dangerous.
At this season scarcely a day passes
without a puff adder incident being re-
corded, and in consequence of the towns
spreading sparsely over wild districts,
with detached residences and extensive
gardens, it is no uncowmnon oceurrenes
to see a puif adder meandering down
the “'street.” Happily, in the majority
of eases the people know how toavoid
them or deal with them, but notwith-
standing presence of mind and good
courage fatalities do occur.

An intelligent school-boy near where
I was staying last November was in-
vestigatiog an ant lull and pnta stick
into a hole, when a puff adder—an un-
suspected occupant—strack atand hit
him on the arm. The boy, twelve years
of age,was nearly a mile from his home,
whither he hastened, sucking the
wound as he went. The wound was
promptly scarified and ammosia was
applied, but the poor feilow died .in a
few hours. The delayed treatment in
the case aggravated the danzer.

Though there are other highly
venomons and equally abundant snakes
at the Cape, they are more of the cobra
kind,while the)puff adders are extremely
slugzish and inaetive reptiles which
do not get out of the way, but lie half
hidden among the herbage or among
roots and stones, with which tney as-
similate in eolor. By their hiss they be-
tray themseives when danger threatens,
and that is all. A very remarkabie
circumstance oceurred at Port Eliza-
beth, where a puff adder was actuaily
in the bed of a° sleeping lady. Thatit
did not bite her can oniy bLe accounted
for by the fact that it coula not der se.
It was under the bedelothes and had no
spaee for action. The lady had "a’ pet
cat who was allowed to sleep in_her
room. X

One mght. when too much asiéep. to
arouse herself, she was vet conscious
of something lying on her echest, but
suppesing it was onty hercat, she did
not arouse but fell off agaia
into deep slumber. In the morning she
saw puss asleep on a -ehair, where
she had settled herself the previous
pight, and a puff adder was in bed.
Happilyv.ihese great deadly serpents a
not aggressive, and do uot attack unless
provoked. The sleeping lady was also
unaggressive, whieh fact, added 1w the
cramped-up pesitivn of the jutruder,

saved her life.
