THE NORTHERN PACIFIC.
The placing of the Northern Pacific
railroad in the hands of receivers yes-
terday comes neither as a shock nor a
surprise to the business community.
Atintervals for several weeks Wall
street has been regaled with reports
that such an event was about to bap-
pen, and, while no one outside of the
officials could say that this would be the
result, the feeling of ils possibility, or
even its probability, has caused any de-
vressing effect of the announcement
to be discounted.

The stock is not scattered among the
people throughout the countrv, as was
the case at the time of the JAy Cooke
failure.. At that time it was almosta
people’s affair. Now the stock and
bonds are chiefly held by parties who
deal in such securities and expect them
to have their fluetuations.
So far as the general public along the
line traversed by the road is concerned,
if it makes a ripple, it will be in an ad-
vantageous direction. There will not,
for the presentat least, be any occasion
to set aside earnings to pay interest on
bonds. The earnings will now be used
entirely for the prompt payment of em-
ployes, the purchase of supplies and
general operating expenses. “The nam-
ing of Mr. OAxkeEs as one of and the
leading receiver shows that there will
be no change of pelicy in the operation
of the line.
The statement of Vice saPresident
WirLiAMs gives the reasons for the
step-very clearly. 1n view of the pres-
ent business situation it was the only
way the whole system could be
kept together. Branches and leased
lines were liable to be cut off from the
main trunk, but by the receivership all
is preserved intact, and the business of
the road will proceed with more smooth-
ness than before.
While such anevent is to be regretted,
as are all business reverses, it is not be-
cause of its material effect upon the
Northwest or the country atlarge. The
very magnitude of the enterprise ren-
ders it certain to be carried by its own
welight,

THE BEHRING'S SEA CASE.
The arbitrators in this noted case
have decidod every point contended for
by the United States against them. The
judgment on all points save one was
unanimous. Mr. HAGLAN, of our part,
and Mr. Tuompsoy, of the English,
dissenting from the decision denying to
this country exclusive rights to the
seals outside of the three-mile limit,
When the contention first arose,
spurred on by the company to which
this country had farmed the seal fish-
eries, Mr. BLAINE took the eutirely in-
defensible position that Russia claimed
exclusive jurisdiction in the waters of
Benring’s sea inside of a line drawn
from the Aleutians to the southernmost
line of Alaska: that England had recog-
nized this right, and that it had passed
with the Alaskan purchase to this
country.

This ground was practically aban-
doned for the more specious and plaus-
ible one that, as the seals came period-
1cally to the land during the time of
gestation and remained there several
months, using the sea at other times as
pasture grounds for themselves and
theivr young, therefore they were to be

considered as esseatially land animals,
the property of the owner of the land,
which the owner did not lose while the
animals were off feeding. It was ar-
eued that the sea was to the seal what
the commons of pasture were to the;
cattle that roamed over them, and that |
as the owner of the latter did not lose

his property in the cattle merely be-
cause they went onto common gronnd

for teed, so the United States did not

lose its property rights in the seals

wihien they ieft the land and went fish-
ing.

All these points are decided against
this country, but the commission, act-
ing under the powers granted in the
treaty creating it, inakes a disposition of
the whole case in the regulations
adopted by it which will be satisfactory
to all except those selfishly interested.
I'he company to which our government
zave a wonopoly of sealing will not be
contented, nor will the Canadians who
have been pirating the seals, but the
people of both countries will accept the
regulations as fair, humane and just
to all.

All parties are prohibited from Kkill-
ing the seals while on the Pribyloff
isiands, or in a zone sixty miles around
them, at all times. The monthsof May,
June and July are made a closed sea-
son in which there shall be no slaugh-
tering. No steam boats shall be used
in fishing, nor steam lannches, nor shall
firearms or explosives be used. All
vessels shall be licensed by their re-
spective governments,and a record kept
of all seals taken. Provision is made
for moditication of the regulations ev-
ery five years.

On the whole,the country is to be con-
gratulated on the outcome. We made
claims which were unsound and unjust,
and not so mucl. for the preservation of
tiie seals as in support of a private
monopoly. The only public interest, if,
indeed, it has any at all, is in preserving
the seals, and this is attained. Beyond
this is the greaier benefit of another
vindication of the method of settling
international disputes by arbitration in-
stead of by war. ‘The case adds one
more to the precedents, now happily
accumulating rapidly, which will in
time make war impossible by creating a
controlling public sentiment in favor of
peaceful adjudications of disputed ques-
tions. It paves the way to the estab-
lishment of an international high court
of arbitration.

———

A GREAT ~CHEME,

Proposition for Uncle Sam to Buy
British Columbia With Silver.
SAN FraNcisco, Aug. 15.—The Call

will publish an article tomorrow to the

effect that Horace F. Cutter, political
economist, has prepared a bill to ieet
the present monetary emerzency. Ile
has had the matter under consideration
for three years, and his present
action is the result of encourage-
ment received from both the members
of corgress and the business men of the
coast. Sponsors stand readv at Wash-
ington to introduce the measure, but

Mr. Cutter is so confident of having

solved the problem that he prefers to

lay it before the public first. 1t reads as
follows:

“Whereas, That portion of the coast
of North America bordering on the Pa-
cific ocean and extending from latitude
49 degrees to 54 degzrees 40 minutes
north, now called British Columbia,
should, by its geographical position,
naturally belong to the United States;
therefore, be it enacted, ete., that the
president of the United States be and
hereby is authorized and empowered to
enter into negotiations with the
British government for the vburpose of
acquiring by purchase for the United
States ownership in entirety of said
country now called British Columbia;
and that the sum of $100,000,000, or so
much thereof as may be necessary, be
placed at his disposal to effect said pur-
pose. The sum agreed upon to be paid
either in zold, in ten equal annual pay-
ments without interest. or at once in
silver bars at actual average cost of

same as purchased by the United States |

government. India is agitating the
whole ecivilized world. Oune hundred
millions of dollars, payable in silver
bars at say an average of 39 pence per
ounce, would give England an oppor-

tunity of converting the same iuto
coin which might be made so
as to correspond precisely  in
value to our own dollar. This

silver parity with 2old is now reckoned
at 129.27 per ounce, which would give
the British government an additional
sum of some forty millions for seignior-
age. By international agreement a
similar amount of $140,000,000 could b2
coined by the United States, both giv-
ing $240,000,000 of silver eoins to b2 in-
terchangeable between the people of
both countries, thus taking an immense
step in the direction of the ‘coin

A PLAN TO HANDLE IT WITH VERY
LITTLE CURRENCY,

BY CLEARING HOUSL C(HECKS,

To Be Issuzd in Small Denomi-
nations—A Scheme Calling for
General Go-operation — Bank-
ers, Merchants, Farmers and
Railroads All Interested—Who
Will Lea@ the Movement ?

A correspondent of the Gropg, who
stands high in financial circles, has
evolved a plan for handling the coming
crop. We understand that coul'q_:éucc_s
of bankers, merchants and railroad eaen

are being held with a view of consjiiﬂr-'- :

ing the practicability of the scheme, 'ﬁ'x
is as follows: Rt
To the Editor of the Globe. "

Within the next threz weeks the crops
will begin to pe ready to move. Tha
marketing of these crops will bring
many millions of dollars into the coun-
try to repay the advances which have
Leen made in producing them.

‘I'he harvesting, threshing and mar-
keting is about half the cost of the
wheat crop. lence,to harvest and move
or market the crops requires, within
the next three months, the use of a very
large amount of money.

It seems to be conceded thas the nee-
essary money caunot be obtained from
the usual Eastern sources, and that the
loeal banks can do but little towards
furnishing the needful in actual cash.
To meet the emergency, a proposition
has been discussed that the banks of
St. Paul and Minueapolis should create
a local currency by issuing, on the lines
of the tried plan of Neiw York banks,
clearing house certificates in denomina-
tions of $3, $10, $20 and $50, whiclr could
be loaned to the buyers to be used in
payment of wheat to farmers and of
freights and charges to railways. and

the proceeds would be returned to the
banks, thus puiting them in funds with
with which to redeem the local cur-
reney.

The question whetnher this plan can
be worked seems to depend largely upon
the co-operation of three classes, viz:
the banks, the jobbers and the raii-
ways. .

First—Will the banks perfect their
organization and follow the example of
New York and other banks and issue
their certificates for this purpose. This
is a question for the banks to decide.

Second—Will the farmers aceept such
certificates in payment for waeat? The
answer of tnis question will depend
probably upon whether the local mer-
chants will accept them in payment
from the farmers, and the answer of the
local merchant wili probably depend
upon the willingness ot the jobbers of
St. Paul anil Minneapolis to accept
themin payment from the loeal mer-
chants. ‘I'his a question for the jobbers
to decide.

Third—Will the railways accept this
currency for freight? This is a question
for the railways to decide.

Hence, it would seem that if this plan
of meeting the emergeney is acceptable
to these three classes it could probably
be successfully carried out. The prac-
ticai decision rests upon so few it would
seem that the plan should be adopted or
rejected speedily, and if adopted put in
execution in season to meet the necessi-
ties which are clearly not more than a
few weeks distant,

But each individual of each class is
so intently engazed in his individual
affairs that it seems impossible to have
matters of general and vital importance
considered. As faras the writer is able
to judge by expressions of those he has
come 1n contact with, the general out-
lines of the plan would be approved,
but the banks seem to wait an expres-
sion from thie customers and the cus-
tomers are awaiting the lead ot the
baniks,

MINISTER BLOUNT'S ARRIVAL

Refuses to Say iuch, but Wiil
Soon Report to Cleveland.

Sa~N Fraxcisco, Aug. 15.—Minister
Blount, on his arrival here today,
would talk but little about Hawaiian
affairs. He said that affairs there were
quiet, or he would not pe here. [a re-
fused to answer questions as to the
nature of his teport to President Cleve-
land, and also declined to express
an_ opinion . as to the stability
of the provisional government, if it
should be decided to allow Hawaii to
conduct its own government. Mr.
Blount is accompanied by Mrs. Blount
and his secretary, Ellis Mills. The
party will devote several days to sight
seeing about San Francisco before start-
ing east. Mr. Blount has not decided
whether he will goto Washington or to
his home in Georgia first, and has wired
the state department for instructions.

In reply to inquiries shortly before he
left Honoluiu, tne minister said in sub-
stance:

*] am going owing to the pressure of
my private affairs. Iam doune with my
work here, and tnere is no necessity for
me 10 rewain. Besides, 1 shall Jeave
things here in good shape, and there is
no anticipation that trouvle wi'l be pre-
cipitated during an intervai of thirty
days, whieh will likely pass before my
successor can arrive, if he does not
come on the Australia before 1 leave.
I have notified the'state department of
my intended departure. I shail turn
over the archives ot the government,
with other property, to Consul General
Severance at noon of Aug. 8 if the

Gaelic arrives in the morning.
There is no danger ot any
disturbance from annexationists, and
in conversation with leading

rovalists, I have learned that they will
make no further opposition to the pro-
visional government until after the de-
cision of the United States is announced
on the proposition for annexation. 1 am
anxious to get home, and am confident
ihe provisional government is capable
of preserving the peace and quiet of the
country.”’

Throughout the interview ran the
prevailing idea that Minister Blount
considered the provisional government
as a fixture, not to be disturbed unless
the United States should see fit to
changs its policy hereafter. When ap-
proached about the contents of his re-
port, he replied that he intended leay-
ing Hawaii without expressing an opin-
ion on either side of the question at
issue. But the entire tenor of his con-
versation went to show that his re-
served oplnion was that the government
of the United States should uphold the
present island government 1n the inter-
est of Americans and America.

HAWKEYE REPUBLICANS,

Meeting of the lowa
League Clubs.

Dis MoiNes, Aug. 15.—-The lowa
League of Republican elubs met in an-
nual session at Calvary tabernacle to-
day with over 1,200 wembers in attend-
ance, besides hundreds of delegations
to the state convention, which meets
tomorrow. It wasa most enthusiastic
gethering. Hon. Lafe Young, who it is
believed will be nominated for gover-
nor, deliverec the prineipal address,and
was greeted with cheers lasting fully
five minutes. Mvr. Young said that it
the American people had the same dis-
trust of the Democracy the day of the
clection as they bad thirty days
after the olection the country would
not uow be in the condition it is.
Continuing his remarks, Mr. Young said:
*“The Dewocratic party may not be
the cause ot the present distress,
but it has been caught under very
susbicious circumstances. ‘Lhe soverign
voters of the United States, in putting
the Republican party in the soup, seem
to have put the country in also. The
country is standing still today because
it realizes that for the first time since
1856 the Democratic party is in full nos-
session of all departwments of the gov-
ernment, and knowing the determina-
tion of the Democratic executive the
country has been palsied with fear lest
he should compel the fulfiliment of pis
party’s pledges. In the present crisjg
the Republican party pieads for sych
wise and patriotic action as shall bripo
contidence te the business world anﬁ
unlovse purse strings of those who gre
hoarding their money, and it is in favor
of such action whether it shall bring
glory to the Democratic party or not.
The Republican party nas no interest
in calamity or adversity. It has no
partnership in rags. The enemies of
our country at homs or abroad are the
enemies of the Republican party. The
friends of the country mav not all be
l:ep'ublicuus, but none of its enemies
are.”’

Following Mr. Young's speech, re-
marks were made by Col. Hepburn, A.
B. Cammins and John Y, Stone.

Thomas C. Dawson. of Council Bluffs,
responded in lieu ot Johnson Brigham,
president of the league. He said that
although it was a great honor to pre—
side over such a convention, he did not
blame Brigham, as this houor was not
to be compared with that of being at
the same time a bridegroom and revre-
sentative of bis country abroad. enjoy-
ing a honeymoou and a salary from the
Demacratic administration. ~After ap-
pointment of committees and an ad-
dress by Chairman Blythe, of the stato
committee, the league took a recess.

At the meeting tonight speeclies were
made by Chairmaun Biythe, of the state
central eommittee, lHon. A, B. Cum-
mins, of Des Moines, and Hon. W. Me-
Farland, secretary of state. Mr. Blythe
spoke on “*The Necessities of the  Or-
ganization,” Mr. Cummins on “Ilhe
‘Tariff,” and Mr. McFarland on **The
Prospects of the State Campaigu.”  Mr.
Cummins declared the test of party
fealty to be protective tariff, and that
one who believes in the principles of
protection without regard to the details
of application, 15 a sound Republican
everywhere, He held that the Demo-
cratic party 1s largely responsible for
the hard times of the present. A great
deal of interest was taken in the resolu-
tions,but when the committee appeared,
it was found to be restricted to indors-
ing the national platform adopted at
Miuneapolis and the platforus of the
national league at Louisville.

‘Lhe Democratic party was denounced
for the precipitation of a panic
and for its insults to old soldisrs. The
prohibition plank of the platform was
limited to a deelaration in favor of the
advancement of the morals. Officers
elected for the ensuing vear are: ‘i,
K. Conway, Brooklyn, lo., president,
and 1. J. Wilcox, of Northwood, secre-
tary and treasurer.

Before the close of the meeling Joel
P, Davis, of Des Moines, introduced a
resolution for woman suffrage, ‘ollow-
ing declarations made at Louisville in
Clarkson’s speech. The resolution was
voted down and ended with a laugh.

A canvass of the delegates to the
state Republican convention tonight
shows Jacksun apparently still in the
lead for the gubernaworial nomination,
with  Young fellowing, a close
second, .and Gen. Drake seemingly
the Dbest  third. All estimates
are very uncertain, as caudidates are
largely dependent upon the action of
the platform committee. ‘ihe resolu-
tions will be read and adopted bofore
any nominations are made, and
will uvaturally affect  the ecandi-
dates. The liberal element of the
party is largely represented
and it is predicted that references to
prohibition will be meager, if not en-
tirely absent. Ex-Seuater Harlan, who
will preside over the temporary organi-
zation, received an ovation tonight, and
there is considerable talk of bim as a
candidate for goveruor should the lead-
ers lock horns,
