SERICUS CHARGES AGAINST
MAGYATE AND OTHERS.

THE

GERMAN INVESTOR I UNEASY

A Conversation Between Presi-
dents Hill and Egan—The Lat-
ter May Be Regarded as In-
dorsed as a Prophet—A Cut of
Salaries Ordered by the North-
ern Pacific Receivers.

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 17.—A stock-
holder of the Northern Pacific railway,
whose name is withheld, has employed
Attorneys Read & Pettit to bring suit
azainst Henry Villard, E. H. Abbort,
Charles L. Coiby and Colgate Hoyt on
the general charze of maifeasance in
o'fice and mismanagement of affairs of
the company in their capacity of direct-
ors thereof. It is alleged that they
bought for the Northern Pacific prop-
erties in which they were persoually iu-
terested. In this manner they profited
Jarzely as individuals, whereas the road
jost heavily. ‘T'en millions of dollars is
the summ named as the amouut of the
vrofits of these four directors. It is
said that Brayton lves, tlenry Clews
a.d Jay Cooke Jr., the committee
wiich investigated the aiffairs of
th: road last year, are back of the suit.
The Loard of directors of the Norihern
Pacifie railroad held a meeting today,
but as the property is now in the hands
o a receiver, the board restricted itself
to unfinished business. It was under-
stood that the counsel of the company
was instrueted to frame a reply to the
letter of Brayton Ives, which accused
certain of the directors of saddling the
company with unprofitable roads to
their individual gain. Counsel was
also directed to oppose the proposed
suit of a stockholder in Philadelphia
azaiust these same directors, to compel
tiem to disgorge. President and Re-
coiver Thomas F. Oakes said the sub-
scriptions of the syndicate organized to
underwrite the collateral trust notes
wouid have to be paid In full. Henry
Millard, formerly a director and cne of
the number accused by Mr. Ives, said he
was not disposed to reply to the latter’s
letter. Everybody. he said, knew the
animus of Mr. Ives’ attacks.

At the meeting of the directors the
following letter from Henry Villard was
submitted:

Miils Building, New York, Aug. 16,
1823. To Thomas F. Oakes Esq., Presi-
dent of the Morthern Pacific Railroad
Company—Dear Sir: 1 duly received
your favor enclosing the communica-
tion of Messrs. Head and Pettit, made
in behalf of John Swope, of the
Northern  Pacific  Railroad  com-
pany, and bearing date of the
4th inst. 1 desire to immediat-
ly place on recorda my unequivocal de-
nial of the charges made, so far as they
in any wise relate to me, and to make
more emphatic my statement, 1 hereby
present to you my  affidavit on the sub-
Ject, as requested by the company’s
counsel, which will show you how abso-
Jutely unwarranted it would be to sub-
jeet me to the annovance and expense
of a litigation over matters in which I
ok no part. Yours truly,

MR. SHIELDS’ JOB.

Interesting Conversation Between
Messrs. Hill and Egan.

An interestlng story was related to a
GLOBE man yesterday, which is very
apropos at the present time to the mat-
ter of the resignation of Cornelius
Bhnelds from the superintendency of
the Great Northern at Seatue. It
Is well known that  President
Ezan, of the Chicago Great Western,
did much, if not everything, to advance
Mr. Snields. At one time Mr. Egan
was general superintendent of the
present Great Northern, and Mr.Shields
was, at the same lime, assistant super-
intendent. This much in explanation
of the story. At the time President
Hill, of the Great Northern, began
making overtures to Mr. Shields to
leave the service of the Chicago
Great Western, the latter, it is said,
was in receipt of an annual salary of
F3,500. President Hill knows a good
man when he sees him. and offered Mr.
Bhields #7,000—just double what he was
then getting. He naturally accepted
this excellent offer, and severed his con-
nection President Egan’s road. It is
allezed that Mr. Egan felt a little *put
out” over this. The informant of the
GLOHE man vouches for the fact that
the two magnates met upon the street,
when the following conversation en-
sued:

President Hill—Good morning, Mr.
Eran. Well, 1 have gotton my man
Bhields back to my road again.

President Egan—He isn’t your man;
be’s mine. 1 brought him out.

President  Hill—Oh, pshaw, I just
loaned him to vou.

President Egan—Never mind, Mr.
Hill, I’ll get him back again some day.

Now, in view of the ract that Mr.
Bhields is to azain enter the service of
Mr. Egan’s line, it would seem that the
latter is about to carry into effect his
declaration to Mr. Hill.
MEETING OF THE MANAGERS
Proved to Be a Fizzle, and An-

other Will Be Held.

CnicAaGo, Aug. 17.—The general man-
acers of the Chicago roads and of sev-
eral other lines near to Chicago, met at
the Grand Pacific hotel today to discuss
the railway situation. The meeting
was a failure, not over one-half fas
many being present as were expected,
and not a single Eastern line was repre-
sented. The general discussion closed
with the appointment of a committee of
five, which will work up ancther meet-

Ing to be held in September.
It was generally supposed that
the question of reducing

wages would be taken up, but it was
pot, and the meeting was entirely gen-
eral in its character. There 1s a well-
defined fear among many of the lines
that tne existing financial conditions
may force one or two of the weaker
small lines into the hands of receivers,
who will run the road with the sole idea
of making enough money to pay ex-
penses, and who will be heedless of as-
sociation agreements. To ward off any

ossible disorganization of business
from this source, and to devise means
of saving such of'the small iry as may
get into deep water, was another reason
tor the calling of the meeting, but in
this respect also nothing was done. All
other matters were disposed of in the
saine way, and nothing looking towards
Retion on any subject was taken.

People in the West desiring to attend
the Grand Army encampment at In-
dianapolis can buyv a regular ticket -at
the regular world’s fair excursion rate
to Chicago, and pay $3 65 for the
round trip between Chicago and In-
dianapolis. All three roads to the en-
camupment must go via St. Louis or Chi-
eago, the round trip rate via the former
eity to Indianapolis from Kansas City
being £14.50, and via Chicago $18.15.

This was decided at the meeting of
the Western Passenger association to-
day. Any number of schemes were
proposed, but all of them were sat upon,
and the net result was no reduction at
all, the world’s fair rate being already
in existence and £3.65 being allowed by
the Eastern lines. The matter of low
rates to the fair for 1lllinois day was
killed outright, not a thing toward
Jower rates being done. The balloting
on this was secret, but the highest num-
ber of votes cast in favor of any plan
favoring low rates was 6 out of a possi-
ble twenty.

FOREIGN BONDHOLDERS

Want to Investigate the Affairs
cf the N. P.

BERLIN,Aug. 17.—The Deutsche bank
announces that it has received notifica-
tion from many holders of Northern Pa-
cific bonds, proposing that after the af-
fairs of the company shall have been
investigated, a meeting to elect an inde-
pendent committee for each category of
bondholders shall be convened, as sep-
arate committees for Berlin and Frank-
fort would endanger uniformity of
action. It will also be proposed that
prominent FKranktort financiers be in-
vited to join the committee to represent
the Frankfort interests.

CHEAP TRAVEL,

The Monon Makes a Rate of One
Cent Per Mile.

The Louisville, New Albany & Chi-
cago, beiter known as the Monon route,
has made a round-trip rate from Chi-
¢ ago to Indianapolis of £3.65 on accoun
of the twenty-seventh national encamp-
ment of the G. A. R. in that eity next
mouth, good till Sept. 16. This is a low
rate, being only one cent per mile.

Great Northern at Seattle.

The supreme court of Washington
decided againsi the action of the city of
Seattle in condemning a street through
private property, giving it to the Great
Northern railway to enable that line to
reach its depot property. This will
probably delay work for a time, but the
matter will be properly adjusted in
other‘ways by the building of a union
depot, thus consohdating interests now
scattered all over -the eity of Seattle.

NEw York, Aug. 17.—The receivers
of the Northern Pacific today ordered
the foliowing economies:

Salaries from $1,200 to £5,000 to be re-
duced 10 per cent; salaries from $5,000
to $10,000 to be redueced 15 per cent, and
salaries above $10,000 to be reduced 25
per cent.

WHEAT CLOSES LOWER.

MORE FAILURES AYD SICK CABLES
CAUSED DECLINE.

EXPORTS CONTINUE HNKEAVY.

The Stock Market Dropped From
1-2 to 2 Per Cent—Unfavorable
Reports of Missouri Pacific and
St. Paul Roads — Specualation
Discouraged Because of the
Difficulty in Securing Loans.

CuicAGo, Aug. 17.—Although wheat
is going out of the country at a rate
which if kept up will leave it a scarce
article at home, the price is e lower
than last night. Reports of failures
East and West, more clearing house
certificates issued at New Youk, very
sick closing cables combined to depress
the market. Corn is a shade higher and
provisions are irregular; lower for lard
and higher for ribs.

Wheat at the opening was about /@
l¢e lower than yesterday’s closing,
ruled easy and prices further declined
1 @34e, then became stronger and ad-
vanced lc, again ruled weak, and this
time declined *%c and the closing

was easy at 2 @3c from inside
fizures. The early weakness was
due to the extreme dullness in

trade, the continued weakness in stocks
and the general feeling of unrest and
uncertainty in financial circles. There
was considerable wheat for sale, with
little demand, but the local receipts
were small—only 66 cars, against 577
cars a year ago today—and the exports
were unusually liberal. which caused
some reaction in_sentiment, and early
sellers made an effort to get back their
wheat. When the final returns were in,
showing yesterday’s exports to be nearly
1,200,000 bu in wheat and flour, making
over 2,000,000 bu during the last forty-
eight hours, there was a session of sharp
buying, which soon sent prices up le.
But the market soon eased off on free
realizing and weakened rapidly on state-
ments that the banks were calling in
loans, and on the wide circulation of
other disquieting reporis.

The Cincinnati Price Current report-
ed that late rains had helped the erop in
Jowa and Nebraska; outside of that the
condition had not impioved.and 1n some
of the dry districts the crop was being

“fired.” But the trade was notmuch
affected.
Corn opened rather firm at the

closing figures of Wednesday, and an
improvement of {@3c¢ was gained.
Later the feeling was not quite so firm,
and prices settlea back again lg@!4e,
and closed comparatively steady. In
oats traders inclined to follow the ac-
tion of other grains. The price changes
were frequent within a 1de range, and
the close was at about the lowest point,
with a net loss of 4@?c.

There was no more life in the pro-
vision market today than there was
vesterday. Absence of ready money
for operations is the cause assigned.
Pork is unchanged for September, but
nominally 20c lower for October. Sep-
tember iard is 72¢e lower and Septem-
ber ribs 724¢ higher. There were 23,000
hogs received. and the market for to-
morrow was quoted from 10 to 20¢ lower.
Freights were slow at 1l4e¢ for wheat
and lc for corn and oats to Buffalo.

1t it were a column of ice, and the en-
tire heat or the sun could be concen-
trated upon it, it would all be melted in
one second. and converted into steam in
eizht seconds: which illustrates the heat
of the sun rather than the size of the
sea. The weight of the sea is 1 trillion
and 665,000 billion (1,665,000,000,000,000,-
000), tons, and if a contractor took the
job to move it at even so moderate a
price as 1,000 tons for a penny.he would
require to be paid the awount of the
national debt ten thosuand times oveg
in reward for hislabors.
