now. What manufacturer, what banker,

what citizen would now assume new
obligations'* Debts were peiilous now.
Mr. Cockrell replied to Mr. Sherman
and advocated, the amendment. He
argued that there was no difference in
the government liability between
greenbacks and national bank notes,
because the holder of national bank
notes could demand greenbacks for
them and could then demand gold for
the greenbacks. It was a case of
tweedledum and tweedledee. The
question before the senate was whether
the necesary increase of currency
snould be made by the government or
should be percolated through the na-
tional banks.

After some general discussion, the
senate, without taking action on the
bill,proceedei to execute business, and
at 4:30 adjourned until Monday.

Tho Silver Debate Occupies the
Session.

Washington, Aug. 18.—The silver
debate was resumed immediately after
the reading of the journal, and the floor
was accorded to Sibley (Democrat, Pen-
nsylvania), who is in favorof a bimetallic
standard. • Ho spoke in support of the
proposition suggested by Mr. Johnson.
of Ohio, providing that the holders of
United States bonds might deposit their
securities with the government, receiv-

ing therefor the treasury notes. The
time had come when the clearing houses
of the great cities should no longer dom-
inate aild control the policy of the G?,-
000,000^workers-of this land.^.

Carlisle sent to the senate today the
followingcommunication in reply to a
resolution passed by the senate Wednes-
day, requesting curtain information as
to the reuemptiun of treasury notes
issued under the Sherman act:

•'ln response thereto. 1have the honor
to say that during the present month
treasury notes issued under the act of
July 14, 1890, amounting to #714,036 have
been redeemed by the government in
silver dollars. While Ido not pretend
to have knowledge of the degree of in-
formation possessed by the holders of
the notes so redeemed, 1am of the opin-
ion th.it they were fullyadvised at the
time ofsuch redemption that they could
have gold instead of silver if they so
desired. 1base this opinion upon the
general publicity which has been given
to the terms of tho act, no
less than upon the instructions of
this department to the treasurer and as-
sistant treasurer of the United States,
which has been to the effect that such
notes are redeemable in Silver dollars
at the option of the holders. lam also
supported in my belief by the fact that
In(he circular of this department issued
to the public for their guidance in their
dealings with the treasury, and contain-
ing the regulations which govern the
issue of redemption and exchange of
the paper currency and the :gold, silver
and minor coins of the United Slates,
there is a paragraph which reads as

GAMBLING WITH THE PLUNDER.

Two of the men who took part in the
robbery of the $5,000 bag of cold from
the messenger or the Merchants' bank
Monday are under arrest, and by this
noon itIs confidently expected the other
two willbe Incustody. As soon as the
officials ofthe bank learned of the rob-
bery the case was placed in the hands
of the Pinkerton agency, and there-
sults thus Jar show this move was an

Weber, in charge of the Pink*
erton agency in this city, received a
telegram yesterday morning from W.
A.Pinkerton announcing that Thomas
Fleury, one of the four men concerned;

The money was not missed by
the messenger for several minutes after
it was taken, and his statements about
chasing the thief to the bank door with
a revolver is not credited by the detect-
ives. The only means of identifying
the man who took the bag of gold will
be furnished by an employe of the First
National bank who saw him a moment;

Shown
the pictures of the four men
who had been arrested and photo-
graphed in Minneapolis on the Friday
before the robbery the bank man at
once identified Fleury as the person
who.passed, in. front of his window a
few minutes before the robbery oc-
curred.

He
was directed to leave the city
after being arraigned in the police court
on a charge of vagrancy and having
sentenced suspended.
