The Globe representative was
accorded a most courteous reception,
and the prince expressed himself quite
freely on most topics. He is a fluent
English talker, although having been
in this couutiy only since the first of
January.

Nolan, with her nurse md two children'
Biilfered intense pain, while the men
were scarcely better off. Itwas thought

at lirst that the illness was caused trom
some kind of poison from the milk, but
as the Nolans did not drink any of
the fluid, this theory was given up.
Physicians were summoned, and, when
they arrived, the children were vomit-
ing a bloody fluid. Itis thought that
the poison came from either some sau-
sage" or some pork which the two fam-
ilies ate for dinner. Late last evening
all were doing well.

tired, but the usual scene of crying
babies, cursing men and scolding
women was witnessed. Many of the
women had attended divine services
during the day— such as had apl
paiel suitable. The two sick chi--
dren and the sick woman was reported
getting along nicely. Dnrine the day
the health commissioner had inspected
the barracks and stated that the health
conditions were not of the best, owing
to the large number of people thus
boused. Tne general savor of the
place would amply confirm the
liealth officer's opinion. A number
of young men willleave today provided
with transportation to the harvest fields
of Dakota. This will lend to relieve
the pressure. The busiest man about
Hie ranch is the cook, who is employed
all hours of the day in preparing food
(or his patrons. There are many of
them, and they all eat withan appetite.

DR. BBANHAMDIES

After an Illness of flight Days of
Yellow Fever.

Brunswick, Ga.. Aug.20.—Dr. John
W. Branham. of the United States ma-
rine hospital service, who has been ill
with yellowfever here since Saturday,
the 12th, died at 5 o'clock this after-
noon. He had been unconscious for
twenty-six hours. A pathetic message
from his wite, now illin Maryland, was
uever received by him. Surgeons Hut-
ton and Carter, of the marine hospital
service, have been constant watchers
by Branham's bedside for a week and
have done all in human power to help
their comrade in his battle against the
tearful malady. Within two hours after
the death of Dr.Branham, the remains
were wrapped in sheets, saturated with
bichloride of mercury, wound in tiie na-
tional colors, placed in a steel casket
and interred in the Brunswick cemetery.
l>rs. Hutton and Carter will be sent to
the Black Bead quarantine station to
pass the period of incubation. Dr.
( luicteras, of the marine hospital ser-
Tici-, is reported as saying that the j
town is now in a condition for the
return of those people who left the city
when reports of the disease weie lirst
given out.

METHOD IN MADNESS.

A QUEER CUSTOMER LOCKED UP AT
THE STATION. S' '\u25a0\u25a0-,-:

HE'S SHOT IN THE FEET*

His Underwear Indicates That He
May Have Recently Escaped
From Some State Prison— He
Will Be Kxamined for Insanity

in the Probate Court Tomor-
row.

A very suspicious character has found
his way into the county jail. He was
brought in"by two men from Eden
Prairie Friday night, witn:the report
that he had been • found that J morning
sitting on .'the water tank in
their yard in his stocking feet,
and with his feet bleeding. He
refused absolutely to talk,and thinking

, the man insane they took him into the
house and put him in bed. . When
brought to the jail he still refused to
talk, and there was nothing \u25a0 upon
his person except two 15 bills
and a card addressed, "Mrs. P.
Ritchie. Bloomiugton, Minn.," ]abso-
lutely nothing by which he could
be identified. Saturday morning Sheriff
Ege made a determined effort to learn
his name and address but without suc-
cess. When asked what was the matter
with his feet, he said tney were burst
from walking.,- When asked how far
he had walked, he said he didn't know,
then said h« -

had. walked one day.
It was evident, however, that
the wounds in his feet were the result
of wounds from a shotgun, tine shot
being found in his feet, and holes
through drawers and breeches. Any
question as to where he received the
wound or how he obtained the money
he refused to answer. Yesterday
Sheriff Ege ordered his clothing
to be entirely "

removed • and re-
placed by others. This developed the
fact that he was wearing underclothing

which certainly was never purchased at
a store and had all the appearance of
being the giftof some state penitentiary
Shirts and drawers are of the same
material— heavy cotton flannel— and
are well made. Large black pants
buttons are on the shirt and
the strap on either side to put the sus-
pender through is of linen, well sewed
on with black thread. In the bottoms
of the. drawers are tine shot holes and
spots of blood. The stocking* are also
bloody, especially in the toes. The
drawers have a mark as of an
indelible pencil,- "32-80." The man
is about twenty-two years of age, has
brown hair, smooth face, peaked feat-
ures and a scar on the left side of his
neck as ofa stab. He is five feet seven
inches in height ana weighs 140 pounds.
From his appearance he is of Irish de-
scent. When tirouiflitinhe was wearing
a white shirt, which was stained all
over with blood, although there were
no stains upon the undershirt norany marks upon his body above the
knees. Whether the shirt had been
used to bind up his feet, or how the
blood came upon it,is a question. 'Ihemen who brought in the fellow told the
followingstory:

"Last Thursday afternoon a mancame to the house of John Goodrich,
living in Eden Prairie township, and
was asked by the women at the place if
he wanted something to eat. About
dusk the same man came back, and
entering the kitchen, picked up a
shotgun which he found there
and started into the main rooms of the
house. Mr. Goodrich hastened to take
the weapon away from him, and sent
him away from the place. To a colored
man whom Mr. Goodrich has wonting
upon his farm he gave orders that if
the fellow should make any attempt to
enter the house during the night to un-
load a charge of shot iuto his anatomy.
Some time during the night some one
was seen getting into the house through
a window, and the negro received him
as directed. The man then ran andescaped. The man brought to the
jailFriday was found two miles from
Goodrich's place, and is thought to be
the same person. He is being held
upon a charge of insanity, but this isonly tohold him fordevelopments. The
sheriff is satisfied that the man
is perfoctly sane, and thinks he
may be wanted at some neighbor-
ing prison. He holds himself aloof
from the others in the pen, showing, at
least, considerable method in his mad-
ness. The rogues' gallery was searched
at the city hall and a picture found
which corresponds very nearly with the
man. When asked point blank if hisname was George Wilson, he onlyshook
his head. To say the least, he is a
queer customer, and if any one wants
him allhe need to do is to telegraph
Sheriff Ege at the earliest possible
moment. His trial willoccur tomorrow
afternoon before the probate court, but
the charge ofinsanity will nodoubt be
disproved. He willthen be held by a
charge of burglary.

BEDOUIN TORTURE

Remarkable Cruelty in the Mid-
way Plaisance.

Cmc ago, Aug. 20.—As a result of a
wild fight in the Wild East show in
Midway Plaisance early this morning
four Bedouins were more or less se-
verely hurt, and three of the sons of
the desert languish in Woodlawn
police station. The name of but one of
them is known, the management of the
show refusing to give aiiy information.
This is Hastab Abhad, and he it was
who swore out the warrants against tne
prisoners Kashad Ago, Mastapha Aba
Halal and Mastapha El Elabras. One
of the concessionaires on Midway,whose
words can be relied upon and who
claims to have been an eyewitness to
the battle, tells a story of remarkable
interest. Here itis:

"Just before sunrise this morning the
three men who now lie behind the
bars stole from their beds, and, taking
out one of the horses, fixed upon ita sort of harness with a long
rope dangling behind. Then they went
to the tent in which Ilastob Abhad
slumbered They pounced upon him, and
before he was fairlyawake had bound
and gagged him. One of the thongs
was passed under his shoulders, form-inga loop at the end. Through this therope was passed and securely fastened.

"

Then the animal was lashed into a mad
lace about the enclosure. Around and
around flew the'horse, dragging the un-
fortunate Abnad over the soft earth.
"It was fearful torture. With the

first leap of the animal one of the hoofs
6truck the victim's head, laving the
skull bare for three inches. Every time
the horse came near the avenging trio
he was unmercifully lashea until he
flew about the ring with the speed of
the wind. The uproar aroused the sleep-
ing camp; soon the place was filled with
the cries of the dusky men women.
Two turbaned men rusued to the assist-
ance of the flying Abhad, but the three
Bedouins responsible for the outrage
beat them back with sword and lance,
while the spectators filled the morn-
ing air with a riot of yells. There
w s a momentary lull in the hostili-
ties between the sons of the desert,
the frightened animal with its bleeding
burden still tearing about the enclosure.
Then from the tents rushed a dozen
brave fellows. Half of them were
armed with swords and bayoneted car-
bines, and they descended upon the
avengers with a yell that awakened
three sleeping guards at the west end
of the street. Apretty fight followed,
in which sabers were freely used with
bloody effect. The trio made a bold
stand, but were beaten into subjection
before many minutes.
. "Trouble has been brewing in the
Bedouin camp ever since itwas given a
position on Midway. The men say that
the management has paid them no sal-
ary for weeks. Three or four days ago
five of the Bedouins appeared before'

Director General Davis and complained .
that because they demanded their
wages from the

- managers they
were T- kicked out of

'
the show.

The three men who perpetrated the
outrage on liastab Abhad were sympa-
thizers with their exiled brothers, and
had been threatened with similar pun-
ishment ifthey didnot cease complain-
ing. For this threat they held the vic-
tim of today's torture responsible. They
grew desperate at last and determined
to get even somewhere."

WINGED ROAD AGENTS.

Train Load ofPassengers Held Up
by Hornets inMexico.

Ihave had just one experience of be-
ing held up by train robbers. It was at
the hands of some Texas gentlemen,
and in company witha good-sized train
load of fiery Southrons and mild Eastern
folk.and Iwell remember how the sand
sifted out of the boot heels of the whole
crowd, and we sat or stood or crouched
and cowed like helpless, scared infants
under cover of two medium-sized
Winchesters, says the Kansas

- City
Journal. But 1 was aboard . a;train in
Mexico \u25a0 that was held up and gone
through under circumstances of horror
and terror that were beyond anything 1
have heard of or imagined.

We were running along smoothly
through the state of Coahuila one
wretchedly warm day last fall when,
just as we entered a patch of woods,
the brakes were clapped tight on and
the train stopped with a jerk that shook
us up considerably.

The idea of train robbers seemed in-
stantly to strike every one, and there
was a hurried secreting of valuables.
But itwasn't tobe that kind ofan in-
vasion. The decayed trunk of a big
tree had fallen squarely across the
track. Itwas too big to take chances
on thrusting it aside by charging it
with the pilot, so the train hands and
some of the passengers started with a
rope to drag itout of the way.

The: rope was fastened round the
stump, there was along pullall together
and then a frightened howl and a wild
break by everybody for the cars, every
man threshing his arms in the air like a
windmill.

'

"Hornets howled the burly brake-
man, who headed the rush, as he hurled
himself into the first car, incontinently
slammed the door in the face of the
others and dived under a seat. Ihap-
pened to be on the platform of this car
and got in iust ahead of him. Probably
half a dozen passengers were in the
cars, the rest having stepped offto in-
vestigate the trouble.

Ailthe windows were open, and in a
few seconds the train was in possession
of several hundred bigMexican hornets,
the wickedest things on wings, with
business ends like a dose of future
punishment administered with alive
wire. . There were at least three
hornets' nests in the decayed tree, ana
the hauling of the train hands brought
out the inhabitants.

There was a moment of gaping sur-
prise, then a chorus of howls, and every
man and woman leftin the cars tried to
crawl beneath the seats, pullingcoats,
dresses, anything over their heads with
shocking disregard of the proprieties.
Not forty train robbers nora whole tribe
of hostile Apaches could have inspired
such demoralized terror. -'

The conductor, witn rare presence of
mind, who headed the crowd who had
hauled on ttie tree, shouted, "Break
for the baggage cars," and, as only the
one door of that car was open, the score
or so of passengers, once bundled in,
were comparatively safe, although
hopelessly prisoners. The hornets
buzzed angrily, or maybe gleefully, out-
side, and about the smothered pas-
sengers in the coaches, and all was a
burning blank.

But we couldn't stay there, yet we
daren't turn out and light them. Final-
ly,so 1 heard later, the fireman vol-
unteered to face the horror for us.
Tying his blouse around his head, he
ran forward, tied the rope, still fast to
the tree, to the pilot, jumped on the
engine and started her back with a
lively jolt.

The tree was dragged almost clear
and the rope broke. ;

But the fireman was having too warm
a time to tryfurther experiments, m> he
kept her running back at a mighty gait.
The hornets either flew out or blew out
ofthe windowb, and, after running bacK
a couple of miles, he stopped the train
and coaxed us out, a sore and sorry
crowd.

But we couldn't go back, and we
could't stay there, and we were loth to
take further chances with the hornets,
which we imagined to be lying in wait
for us up the track. Finally all the
windows and doors were closed tight,
the engineer shut himself in his cab,
and We went plunging ahead.

Lie said the pilot struck the old tree
and sent itHying sky ward.enveloped in
a cloud of hornets thus dislodged from
smashed nests. But we were out of
range and sight in a few seconds, and
slid past the next way station at a pace
that brought the sleepy Mexicans to the
platform inamazement

An occasional howl during yet an-
other hour or two told the discovery of
a lingering hornet in the cars, and
when we reached the next village we
bought up the entire stock of ointment,
oils and soothing salves in the single
drug store, and the train was a surgery
for the remainder of the day.

inanson, of the county board. President\u25a0Wenter, of the sanitary board, the pres-
idents of the park board and prominent

inviting co-operation In the

task of providing work for the depend-
ent unemployed. The proposition from
the trades assembly . will .be
met, inall probability, more than halt
way by the prominent men whom it
was decided to invite to the conference.
Aconference was held Saturday among
several large employers of labor and
moneyed men, and it was practically de-
cided then to arrange a meeting' be-
tween leading capitalists and laboring
men to devise methods of providing for I
the great number of unemployed men
in Chicago. The plan will probably
take tangible shape the latter part of
this week.

The Bine Coat as a Preventive of
Starvation.

Washington, Aug. 20—An army
officer connected with the recruiting
service says that the prevailing hard
times have driven \u25a0, a large number of
men into the army as a means of liveli-
hood. At present, he says, the army
is nearer its maximum limit of 25,000
men than at any time since the
war. There are rarely more than
22,000 men inthe ranks, but now there
are only about 254 vacancies in the :
whole army, and orders have been
issued to recruiting officers at the vari-
ous stations to restrict the number of
recruits. The physical examinations
are very severe, but, in spite of this,

the number ofapplicants for the service
has greatly increased.

WAGhS AKUCUT,
And There Are Indications of a

Coining Strike.
Kansas City. Mo., Aug. 20.— The

employes of beveral of the departments
in Armour's packing house here re-
ceived notice yesterday that hereafter
and until further notice their wages
would be 10 per cent less than here-
tofore. The announcement caused
much dissatisfaction among those af-
fected. Fifty plumbers, steamfitters
and blacksmiths laid down their tools
and announced they would not take the
reduction. Interviews with the men
today show that 150 more men willjoin
strike tomorrow. The strikers willbe
composed of the remaining steamfitters,
blacksmiths, plumbers and machinists.
There is no indication of a strike In the
other departments.

Nashville, Term., Aug. 20.—Presi-
dent Thomas addressed a meeting of
trainmen and operatives of the Nash-
ville, Chattanooga & St. Louis railroad
today, numbering about 300, and an-
nounced to them that onSept 1the road
would be forced to make a cut Ivwages
to the extent of 10 per cent on all re-
ceiving less than $300 per month and 20
per cent for those receiving over that
sum. This affects the entire line and
branches. Itis not known whether the
cut in wages willbe accepted or not, as
the men affected have not acted upon
the matter yet.

Seek a Substitute.
Boston, Aug.20.—The Central Labor

union today adopted the followingreso-
lution, which was ordered forwarded to
congress: - .

ROBBED OF REASON.
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AWFUL ABBATH DEED OF A CHICAGO
SWITCHMAN.

HE KILL*HIS.'LITTLE'<S!tILD,

Sends a Bullet Crashing Into the
i Brain of His Wife, and, Plac-
\ ingthe Weapon in His Mouth,
1:;Puts Out Hi« Own Life in an

Instant

The Murderer Mad-
, dened by Drink. -

Chicago, Aug. 20.—Crazed by liquor,
Douglas Curtis, a switch thrower in the
employ of the Western Indiana Rail-
way company, made a ;desperate and
successful attempt at murder and sui-
cide at his home in Auburn Park today,
lie shot and instantly killed his:seven-,
year-old daughter Leslie, as she slept in
bed with her mother, and then, placing
the muzzle of the weapon close to his
wife's head, he sent a bullet crashing
Into her brain. Satisfied that he had
killed both, and deciding that with-
them gone life was not worth living,he
stretched himself on the floor beside
the bed, and, placing the muzzle of the
weapon in bis mouth, sent a bullet
through his brain. Death for him was
instantaneous. Ills little daughter
never moved from the position she oc-
cupied when- shot. But Mrs. Curtis,
bleeding from a ragged wound in her
head, staggered from her bed and apart-
ments to another room in the house,
from which place she was removed to
the Mercy hospital by the police. The
hospital physicians :tonight could not
say whether she would recover or not.

The Terrible Affair
had been deliberately planned. Curtis
started out on a spree about three weeks
ago. The little,money he had laid by
for rainy day was soon dissipated.
When itdisappeared itdid not lesson in
any particular his desire for drink. He
left his familyindeep distress, without
any money to purchase food, and de-
pendent wholly, upon the kindness of
neighbors. Mrs. Curtis spoke of the
condition of affairs to her husband some
days ago, during a temporary period of
comparative sobriety. It seemed to
affect him greatly, and he promised to
do something to bring his family from
the pitiable condition into which they
had fallen on account of his conduct.
But the unfortunate Curtis, if he in-
tended to make an effort to reform,
seems to have forgotten it when away
from his wife's side. The next man to
whom he spoke about his actions
was Samuel Leper, who lived
across the hall from » him. It was
a conversation diametrically opposite
to that he had held with his wife.
From his pocket" he drew a revolver
and said: "Iam going to kill myself,
my wife:and Leslie." '-. Curtis arose
about 7o'clock this morning, and went
into a saloon close by for his morning
drink. He took several, and bis mood
changed. He waited about a moment
and then left the saloon with a nervous,
unsteady step. Everything shows that
from this point he had at last intended.
to murder his family and himself. He
walked up stairs and let himself into
bis own room. Pulling

*
off his.. shoes,

his coat and vest, he drew a chair to the
washstaud and wrote the following
note: :

His Last Letter.
Please notifyJohn F. Craig, No. 19 North

Fifth street, KeoKuk. Io.;also MyranCurtis,
La Norpe, Hancock county, 111. Cause, ad-

\u25a0•• ;Douglas Curtis.-
He drew a revolver from his pocket

and crept into the room where his wife
and daughter were sleeping.' The
crazed man reached across the bed and,
thrusting the muzzle of the revolver
close to his daughter's mouth, he pulled
the trigger. The bullet went crashing
into the child's brains from the revolver,
which was held close enough to burn
the flesh.

'
The terrible thing had done

its work well, killingthe girlinstantly.
The shock had in a measure unnerved
the murderer. With the report his
hand trembled and he fell forward
across his wife. Though slightly deaf,
the stunning \u25a0 report and the heavy
weightof her husband across her in the
bed awoke her, and she struggled to get
free. As she turned from him in her
efforts to get up, tie placed the muzzle
of the pistol to the back of her head.
There was a flash, a report, and a smoth-
ered groan, and she fell back on the
bed unconscious, though . not dead.
Then, cocking the revolver with his
left hand, he placed the muzzle close to
his :own

'
head and pulled the trigger.

Death was instantaneous. Itwas some
moments after the last shot had been
fired that Mrs. Curtis blindly staggered

from her blood-soaked bed, reached the
door, and, descending to the floor be-
neath, walked Into Mrs. Whitehouse's
apartments. "Give me a drink, lam
shot." gasped the wounded woman.
Mrs. Whitehouse led- Mrs. Curtis to her
own bedroom and sent for a police offi-
cer and a physician. When the latter
arrived they found Curtis and his
daughter dead and Mrs. Curtis uncon-
scious. She was at once removed toSt.
Luke's hospital, and the bodies of the
dead were removed to the morgue and
prepared for the coroner's inquest,
which willbe held tomorrow. Mrs. Cur-
tis' relatives live at Keokuk, 10. Her
father Is W. B. Ray, of that city. He is
said to be quite wealthy.

"Youare discharged," said the
justice to Vischoffsky, "because the
evidence is insufficient to hold you, and
for :the failure of the police to swear
that you had made those remarks.
