The chance
for lower rates for the Grand Army en-
campment at Indianapolis has gone
glimmering. The vote on lower rates
for Illinois day was taken without the
roads being represented in v regular
meeting. If the meeting Had been
called it is more than probable that the
Grand Army rates would have had a
fighting chance, but now their last
chance seems to have departed, none
of the roads having made a demand for
a special meeting.

Wheat Yield Below the Averaj* c
in Minnesota.

Washington. Aug. 22.
—

Over the
states of the central Mississippi valley
and from the lake region south to
Florida there was a general deficiency
in rainfall during the past week, al-
though in many localities in the region
named sufficient rain fell to modify the
drought conditions previously existing ,
and especially in the Ohio valley and'
west portions of the Middle Atlantic
states, where absence ofrain has doubt-
less caused some injury to growing
crops. Reports from Indiana and por-
ions of Illinois indicate that the yield

of corn will be reduced owing to con-
tinued dry weather.'

In the extreme Northwest, including
Minnesota and the Dakotas, the week
has been dry,and the weather has been
especially favorable for threshing, the
former being practically completed, but
all growing crops are in need of rain.
Timely rains are reported from Wiscon-
sin, Nebraska, Missouri and portions of
Illinois where conditions were favor-
able and crops were improved.

Drought continues in West Tennessee,
but generally throughout the cotton
region the weather conditions caused
some impovement in crops, except in
Louisiana and Arkansas, where boll
worms are doing considerable damage.
Alabama and Louisiana also report too
much rain for cotton in some sections,
causing rust and shedding to continue.

Some receivers reported the
outlook for increased receipts from Ne-
braska for some time to come, claiming
that there was plenty of old corn there
and that the crop promised well and
was already practically assured.
