NELLIE STONE'S DESPERATE ATTERPT
AT MURDER.

FATALLETTERSTOHDR LOVER

Startling Divorce Case Filed in
Chicago—3irs. Stone,of Nashua,
To., Woulid Poison Her Aged
and Wealthy Husband to Mar=-
ry William H. Hassett, of Chi-
Cago.

Cuicaco, Aug, 26.—In a bill for di-
vorce filed in the superior court today
by Mrs. Belia H. Iassett against Will-
iam 1. Hassett, of this city, some most
astounding charges are made. 1tis al-
leged, and the aliegations are supported
by written evidence, that Ilassett con-
spired with the wife of a weaithy farm-
er named Stone, now living near
Nashiua, lo., tv murder Stone, get adi-
vorce [roin own wife and then
marry the widow of Stone, who by the
letters attached was more tizn ready to
put her own husband out of the
way that she might marry IHassett.
Mrs. Hasset is well known in the better
circles of Cincinuati, where she taught
sehool for several years. Her maiden
name was Beile Cynthis Hieks, and her
widowed mother yvet resides in Cinecin-
nati. Ilassett comes from a wealthy
famiiy in Jefferson, lo. His fauther was
engaged in the hardware businessin
that place for a dozen or more years,
and prior to lis deatt, a short tiwe ago
had accumuiated a fortune, which will
benefit flassett it is said to the extent
of $0,000 or §35,000, He was married to
Miss Ilieks, who at that time lived in
Hamiiton, O., June 24, 1891,

About one yvear ago, while Hassett
was traveling througn lowa, he became
acquainted with Mrs. Nellie Stone, who
was living with her husband, a wealthy
farmer in Nashua. The woman, the
bill alieges. became enamored of Uns;
sett, and, it is charged, made proposi-
tions to wake away with her husband,
who was past middle age and au invalid.
What the initial developments or the
alleged conspiracy to

Muvder Farmer Stone
were, have not been made known.
While ail this was going on, Mrs. Has-
sett remained at her comfortable home.
The aileged piot, as evidenced by the
data attached to the bil!, was to bring
Stone ts Chicago on a trip to the world’s
fair, and then place a quautity of poison
in the medicine he was taking. The
couvle hoped to shield tnemselves, it is
said. frem the cluiches of the law by
giving out that the death of Mvs. Stone’s
husband was from natural causes. Mrs.
Hassett became aware of the so-called
intrizue tiircugh an accident. Not
long ago her husband came home
1 an intoxicated condition and a guar-

fiis

rel arose, resulting in the defendant
telline Lis wife that he had a woman

fiving in lowa who loved him more than
stie, aud if she did not believe it she
would tind a zumber of letters in his
trunk which would prove it. Ars. Has-
selt was quick to act on the information
given her, aud while her husband was
away from home she opened his trunk
and feund the fetters. She was horrified
at their contents,- and immediately
placed the matter in the hands of her
attorneys, who prepared the bill for a
divorce.

When Hassett became aware in his
sober moments that his wife had ob-
tamed possession of his letters he made
an attempt to kill. her, it is said, and
was only prevented from doing so by
the interference of neighbors. lle was
in Chicagzo tonight, but could not be lo-
cated. Mrs. Hasseft was seen tonight
and admitted all the allerations con-
taived in the bill, but was leath to give
any further information.

“My poor old mother 1s dying of a
broken heart, and 1 fear the last cir-
cuinstance will send ber to the grave.”
shie said. ‘I always had impheit faith
in my husband, and believed ali he told
me. [donotknow that I have ever
seen Mrs. Stone, though two weeks ago
a woinan calied here to see Mr. Hassett,
who might have been she.”

*“Do you intend to iustitute criminal
proceedings against your nhusband and
Mrs. Stoue?””

“That 1 cannot tell. The matter is
soleiy in the hands of my attorneys.”

PmMLADELPHIA, Aug. 26.—The man
who committed suicide at the Grand
hotel.

SALTY RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED AT
SiOUX FALLS RETREAT.

TWO PASTORNS SQUELCHED.

Resolutions Adopted Asking That
the Pernetrators of the Attack
on the Bishop Be Dealt With
According to Their Deserts in
the Ecclesiastical Courts—
Funds to Move the Crops.

Sroux FAanns, S.D., Ang, 25.—Vor
several months past there have been
flying rumors about certain charges to
made against Bishop Marty, and a short
time ago it was announced that charges
affecting his integrity, moral character
and adwministrative abiiity were to be
laid before Mgr. Satolii, at Washington.
This report occasioned great surprise
among the Catnolics of the diocese,
where Bishop Marty is beloved lor his
character and his devotion to the
church. The report was traced to one
or two disgruntled priests who had been
disciplined for various derelictions.
Yesterday, during the progress of a re-
treat of the priests of this diocese in
this eity, the following complete ex-
oneration of thz bishop and testimony
to his character were passed by a unan-
imous vote, and were afterward signed
by every priests except two, who were
the cues supposed to be aggrieved. The
resolutions were as follows:

1n view of the manner our beloved
bishop has been vilified in the pubiic
press by certain incorrigible and sali-
cious vriests now known to the prelate
of Sioux Falls. be it

Resolved, ‘T'hat we, the priests of
Sicux Falls diocese in  synod convened,
1eel it our bounden duty to give expres-
sion to our confidence in the estimable
ordinary of this diocese. The santli-
ness of his eharacter, his rare adminis-
trative ability, hiy absolute freedom
from national and party prejudice, his
noble example of every Christian virtue,
are known and felt by the clerics and
lay propie of South Dakora. Further
be it

Resolved, That all articles defamatory
to the character of Bishop Marty and his
priests are vile calumuies, and the origi-
nators thereof are infamous liars and
passicnate creatures of ecclesiasticai
disappointiment. Since patience has its
limits, and, as a philosopher said, “Est
modus in rebus sunt certi denique _finis
ques  ultracitraque  uequitconsistere
rectum,’” be it resolved that we, the'
priests of Sioux Falls diocese, have de-
manded of our diocesan authority that
the perpetrators be legally dealt with
accordiug to their deserts in the ecclesi-
astical courts.

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THE ENGLISH DUKE.

GERMANS SURPRISED AND DIS3AT-
ISFIED WITH HiM.

EMPEROR WILLIAM’S EFFORT

To Get Prince Alfred on the
Throne Vetoed by the Duke of
Edinburgh—Attitude of Queen
Victoria and lkmpress Freder-
ick— Opinions of the German
Press.

BN, Aug. 26.—The suceession of
the Duke of Edinburgh to the rulership
of the duchies of Saxe-Coburg and
Gotha dowinates public interest in Ger-
many, and widely divergent rumors in
regard to the matter are everywhere cir-
culated. Putting all these aside, there is
no doubt that the succeseion of an En-
glish duke has surprised and dissatis-
fied the nation, though the fact is qui-
etly accented by the dachies concerned.
it is probable that Ewmperor William
weuld have preferred that Prince Al-
fred, the only son of the Duke of Edin-
burgh, should have succeeded Duke
Ernst,

Igdeed, it is believed that his maiesty
hastened to the ducal castle of Rein-
hardsbrunn as seou as possible after the
deaih of Duke Ernst, in the hope that
be might induce his uncle, the Duke of
" Edinburgh, to waive bhis claim to the
succession in favor of Prince Alfred.
His majesty is reported to have
told the duke that under any
circumstances a regency would be im-
possible, and that he must take the
throne himself or abandon all connec-
tion with the duchies. Finding the
duke resolute in his determination to
forego noue of his righis, and also find-
inz that his wmother, Queen Viectoria,
was supporting him in s attitude,

The Emperor

put on the best face possible. and
acquiesced to the duke’s succeeding.
He atiended the ceremony of admin-
istering the oath of allegiance 10 the
Germean constitution, being vnwilling to
again excite eriticism trom the family
of his mother, the Empress Frederiek.

‘I'he Empress Frederick, it will be re-
called is the elder sister of the Duke of
Edinburgn. All such danger is now
aillayed. The extremist press, Radical
and Couservative alike, are indulging
in anglophobia eriticism. They harp
upon the inexpediency of admitting a
relative of a powertul foreign lhouse
into the secrets of the federation.
An important exception to this attitude
of the radical papers is Herr Richter’s
Frewsinnige Zeitung, which says that
the Coburgers stand in noneed of pity be-
cause instead of being succeeded LY any
voung officer of the guards Duke Ernest
is succeeded by a man of the world of
mature political experience. 1t adds
that if Duke Aifred introduces English
constitutional ideas 1n lieu of a cabinet
government the people may thank their
good fortune in having him for their
ruler.

The Gotha Tageblatt, a moderate pa-
per, embedies the opinton of a majority
of the people of the auchies in weicom-
ing the new duke for the reason that he
comes from a country where the rights
and liberties of the people are univer-
sally respected.

Despite the sense of popular opposi-
tion, however, it is impossible to deny
that there is an uneasy feeling that ev-
ervthing way not pass olf quietly aund
smoothly. ‘The changes that wiil be
made in the ducal ministry are likely to
be the ftirst

Proof of This.

Herr Ketelholdt, who is believed to be
Duke Alfred’s confident, 1s marked as
the eoming prime minister. He has
become increasingly popular within the
past ten years, while Prime Minister
Strengzes’ popularity has correspond-
ingly waned.

Nothing is yet publicly known as to
the disposition of the late duke’s prop-
erty. It has always been supposed that
he was immensely wealthy, certainly
his estates were extensive enough.
Apart from the palaces, castles and
shooiing lodges owned by him in Ger-
wany, he was the proprietor of one of
the linest sporting domains in Europe,
situated in the Austrian ‘Cyrol.

All these properties are entailed and
pass to his successor. Sometning more
ihan coldness existed between the late
duke and Emperor William. T'he former
regarded the dismissal of Prince Bis-
marck from the chancellorship as a
mistake, if not as actime. He never
visiled the emperor or Berlin after
Prinee Bismarck went out of oifice.
Duke Ernst was on good terms with old
Ewperor William, while he entertained
the

Warmest Frienaship

for Emperor Frederick, who informed
him of everything, and consulted him
on ail important matters. The volumi-
nous letters that were exchanged by
Emperor F¥rederick and Duke Ernst,
which letiers are now preserved in the
archives of Coburg, would make an in-
teresting volume.

Reports gather credence that Frince
Luitpold will resign the regency of
Bavaria in favor of his son. Owing to
the Klug affair there is a feeling that
he is losing control of the government
and is being hoodwinked.

Herr Krupp, the great gunmaker, is
about to open at Essen a unique exhibi-
tion of the progress made in the manu-
facture of artillery since 1864. The
most curious exhibit will be a gun of
24-centimeter caliber, having a range of
twenty kilometers. The weight of the
projectile thrown by this weapon is 215
kilozrammes. while the charge of pow-
der weighs forty-tws kilogrammes.

A cyclone passed over Eastern Silesia
on Thursday last. One hundred houses
at Neustadt, Kozel and Oberglogau
were unroofed, crops were destroyed
and several persons were kiiled.

‘The youngest daughter of Hon. Theo-
dore Runyon, the Ameriean minister to
Germany, has entered the St. Augustan
Elocution institute at Charlottenburg.

Mr. Jackson, one of the secretaries of
the American legation, has returned to
Berlin, his leave of absence having
expired. His vocation was ehiefly spent
at Rayatz and Hamburg.

CAUSE OF THE RIOT.

Anti-French Agitation
Makes Trouble.
RoME, Aug. 26.—The riots during the
past few days in Naples, which have

in Italy

generally been attributed to strik-
ing cab drivers, have a wider
and deeper significance. The
troubles had their origin 1in the

anti-French agitation following the
Aigues-Mortes massacre of Italians by
Frenchmen. The demonstrations at
first were intended solely as expressions
of indignation against the Freneh.
The cabmen  took  advantage
of the excitement to strike
for higher wages, and the rioting
which then occurred had no connection
with the Aigues-Mortes affair. The
troubles of Thursday last were due to
the cabmen who had apparently
concluded that their cause was a
lost one-—but in creating disturb-
ances they found allies in the
poor of the eity, who joined in fighting
the police. assions and discontent
arising from many causes found vent-
in rioting, and the police found
themselves unable to ecope with
the mob, which tureatened
to take _possession ot the
city. The police, it is ebargzed, added
to the serlousness of the situation

the brutality they displayed. lnstead of
facing the parading strikers and
their supporters, it s said
the  police fired at children
and peaceable people whom they
found sitting outside the caios. The
troops dispatched to the city have

police.- Sgr. Giglitti, prime wminister,
and minister of the interior, has ordered
that an inquirv be made into all the
facts in eonnection with the disorders.
He also ordered that the director gen-
eral of public safety direct the police
until the inquiry is ended.
‘The city 1s now quiet.
Tram cars, cabs and other vehicles
are beginning to run as usual.

CHOLERA,

Fear Throughout England—Sev-
eral Cases in Berlin.
Loxpox, Aug. 26.—The good veople
in the city of Hull ate in a state af
alarm just now over the report thata
case of cholera is in their midst. The
report has spread throaghout the coun-
try that the dreaded disease has found a
footing in England, and the authorities
in London have been overwheimed with
inquiries frowm health boards and private
persons in the various cities of the
country as te the truth of the rumor.
Tha scare has been so general that

the government board found it nee-
essary to issue a formal state-
ment to reassure the people of

‘the healthful condition of the country,
and of the impossibility of cholera get-
ting a foothold. The board met to-
night, and after discussion decided that
the fears which had been aroused
throughout England by the reported
case at Hull must be allayed, and that
this could be done only by a statement
from them. They therefore sent outa
docament, in which they asserted that
an epidemic in Englaud at the present
time was impossible. Since the begin-
ning of the year the strictest investiga-
tion of all vessels arriving at the vari-
ous ports has been made, and complete
arrangements have been provided for
isolating any cases which may arrive.

There have been reports of further
suspicious cases in Germany today. Iin
Naples seven deaths from chotera oe-
curred today.

‘There was one death from cholera in
Rotterdam, and two new cases were
reported. The people of Marseilies are
in a state of wepidation lest they have
another experiente with cholera. A
steamer has arrived there from Jeddah
with a number of piigrims from Mecca.
The officers report that twenty of the
pilzrims died of cholera on the voyage.

BerLiN, Aug. 26.—Ten persons are
under medieal ouservation in the Moabit
cholera hospital. ‘Three fresh cases ot
choleras beve been found 1n  Berlin
today. Ail tie bathing places along the
Spree, which flows through the city,
have been closed, as the river is be-
lieved to be iniected.

RUSSIAN TROOPS

Preparing to Occupy Herat With
a Strong Force.

VIENNA, Aug. 26.—The Freie Presse
has advices from Russia that Russian
troops are making preparations to oc-
cupy Herat with a stronz force. Rus-
sian diplomatuic officials are indulging
the hope that the ameer will not
try to recover Herat, but that Great
Britain will seek compeunsation by the
oceupation of Cabul and Candahar, and
in that way become involved in a con-
flict with Afghanistan.

The ameer’s forces at Herat number
hardly 500; all his other troops are
massed on the eastern frontier.
‘I'ne Russians are reported to be fortify-
ing Penjdeh, Sarakhs and Pulikhatum.
The trvops at all three stations
will be reinforced probably in the au-
tumn from the Caucasian division of
the Russian army. All Russian troops
in the Trans-Caspilan provinces are be-
ing armed with repeating rifles.

Big Republican Majority.

Panis, Aug. 26. -1t is expected that
the second vallots for members of the
chamber of deputies, rendered neces-
sary through the failure of many of the
candidates to secure the requisite major-
itiesin the general elections held Sunday
last will result in the retorn of 65 Re-
publicans, 31 Radicals, 30 Socialists, 9
Conservative Rallies and 29 Reaction-
aires. 1t 1s probable there will be in
thie new chamber a majority of 176 gov—
ernment Republicans on purely poiitical
questions.
