Milwaukee, Wis., Aug. 28.—At a
special meeting of the stockholders of
the Milwaukee & Northern Railway
company held at noon today at the office
of Secretary P. M.Payne,' the sale of
the Northern to the St. Paul company
was ratified. A separate legal organi-
zation, however, is to be maintained for
contingencies.' There were present at
the meeting Henry C. Myers. P. M.
Myers, 11. G. liaugan, J. J. Coleman
and Angus Smith. Out of a total of 01,-
--852 shares, 61.578 were represented. Di-
rectors were elected as follows:.. ""'-.

Henry (J.Payne, P. M. Myers, .J. .1.
Cole man, 11. G. liaugan and Angus
Smith, Milwaukee; Iloswell Miller and
£. P. Ilipley. Chicago. The directors
then elected Henry C. Payne president,
Roswell Miller vice president, P. M.
Myers secretary and F. G. Kanney
treasurer. The retention of a separate
legal corporation is merely a matter of
form. Practically the Milwaukee &
Northern ceased to exist a month ago,
when the matter was settled at a spe-
cial meeting held in this city and Hie
line was rechristened the Lake Superior
division.

ABBOTI'S AFFIDAVIT,

arses of Crookedness Against
the Northern Pacific.

Milwaukee, Wis., Aug. 28.—1n con-
nection with the intervening petition
for the payment of rentals liled by the
Wisconsin Central company in the suit
against the Northern Pacific, there is on
file an interesting affidavitby Frederick
Abbott, which charges the No: them
Pacific withcrookedness inits accounts
with the petitioners. Mr. Abbott, who is
vice president ,of the companies, states
at the outset that, he understands that a
large claim for.improvements will be
urged in opposition to the petition,
which is said to be based on article ID of
the lease under whicn the Northern Pa-
cific operates the Central. This article
provides that when the parties to the
lease decide to make improvements
which cannot be charged to the operat-
ing or maintenance account -tin;

Central . companies shall "lend
their credit" by the issuance- of
bonds, etc., to provide a fund for the
making of the improvements, and that
the Northern Paci He company shall
have the right to make improvements
to the amount of $250,000 a year without
nrsi obtaining the consent of the Cen-
tral companies, provided the improve-
ments tend to reduce expenses or in-
crease the cross earnings. Between
April1, 18!K).and the tune the road went
into the receivers' hands.many improve-
ments were made under the provisions
of the articles, but no claim exists, Mr.
Abbott states, because he is advised
ihat the obligation of the Wisconsin I
Central.companies is mereiya covenant
to lend Hum* credit for raising money,
not to pay money." The hist claim was
presented on April30, 1802. It was for
(208.000 and was not accompanied by
vouchers. Before allowing tiie account
tne Central companies proceeded to in-
vestizate,and the investigation, which is
still on, revealed the fact that the ac-
counts were "exceedingly inaccurate."
Pending the investigation the Northern
Pacific made "urgent appeals" for a
payment on account in view of its
"financial necessities." and the Central
company finally paid it $150,000, with
the understanding that it-,should be'
subject to readjustment at:the close of
the investigation. The investigation of
the account, so Mr. Abbplt claims,
showed that the Northern Pacific had-
charged the Central with work: which
could not properly be charged to itun-
der the article; that it had not given
the Central proper credit for materials
and supplies furnished, and that it, had
charged prices in excess of the cur-
rent prices for similar materials. When
these discrepancies were pointed out to

, the Northern Pacific people they sent
what purported to be "supplemental
bills," but which are really*new bills,
Mr.Abbottsays,coveringthe same work,
anu the Central companies believe that it
is the intention of the Northern Pacific
to furnish them for all or nearly all the
work done. The supplemental bills
were subjected to an investigation, and
so far as the investigation has proceed-
ed "the petitioners have reason to be-
lieve that in many respects the said
supplemental bills willhave to be as
vigorously inspected and revised as the
old bills."
Itis stated that the total balance due

to the Northern Facilic for improve-
ments is only 6181,341.15, while $475,000
is due to the Cential for rental. Mr.
Abbott states that the Northern Pacific I
has admitted that there are no offsets
for the rental of May and June because
it gave the Wisconsin Central compa-
nies collateral for the amount due for
those months.

For the Northern Pacific —
Receiv-

ers Coming to St. Paul.
Milwaukee, Wis., Aug. 28.—Per-

mission to empower the receivers of
the Northern Pacific railway to issue
receivers' certificates to the amount of
£5,000,000 willbe asked tomorrow after-
noon, at which time Receivers iiouse
and Oakes willbe in Milwaukee. This
important legal step will be taken in
this city, and this city only, because
this is the location of the court of chief
jurisdiction in the matter, the same as
Milwaukee is to alt other intents and
purposes the practical headquarters of
the Northern Pacific railroad receiver-
ship. The certificates to be issued by
the receivers are for the purpose of tak-
ing care of certain urgent claims against
me road, such as rentals, salaries and
other preferred claims due or soon to
become due. After a meeting here to-
morrow afternoon the receivers will
probably visit St. Paul, and then make
a tour of the properties which are vow
in their hands.
