SHERMAN ON SILVER.

Senator SHERMAN at least possesses
the courage of his eloguence. Yester-
day he s'ood up and spoke for the repeal
of a measure framed by himself and
strongly advoeated by Liwm in July, 1800.

It is not an edifying speectacle to wit-
uess a leader in either of the great
parties in the actof stultifying his indi-
vidual record. It is a sight which by no
means inspires confidence in party acts
in the past or party legisiation in the
future. The act of pleading compromise
with evil—a kind of political confession
and avoidance—is by no means heroic.
1f the purchasing clause of the SHER-
MAN silver act was a desperate choice
between thie BrLAND-ALLisoxN act aud
absolute free coinage, and we have Sen-
ator SHERMAN'S word that it was, what
can be said for the positive strength of
purely Republican legislacdion in 18902
1f dust has been thrown in the eyes of
the peopie, it is just as well to remember
that it was Republican dust. Senator
SHERMAN says in his speech that he hé-
lieves in *‘giving the devil his due,” but
the stern logic of present events plainly
indicates that in July, 1890, the Re pub-
lican party was, on the question of na-
tional finance, between the devit aud the
deep sea, if not wholly at sea.

It is but justice to Senator SHERM AN
to say that his present attitude on the
absorbing question is sound. More
than this, it is positive in its character,
and his really excellent speeeh of yes-
terday ieaves no doubt in the minds of
people where he stands.  He is for im-
mediate repeal and absolutely against
free coinage. e finds little to criticise
in the message of President CLEVE-
LAND, save that the author does not
zo far enough in the way of suggesiing
remedial agencies. This 1s one of the
most delicate compliments that coutd
have been paid to the head, heart and
honesty of the president. 1t is true that
Mr. CLEVELAND did not write a Har-
risonian essay upon finance, embodying
much labored reasoning upon economie
laws. As Senator SHERMAN says, he
corvectly aiagnosed the disease, and
left much to congress in the way of
nursing the patient. Altogether, Sena-
tor SHERMAN is to be congratulated by
the honest money vortion of the coun-
try upon his able effort in behalf ot
honest money.

It is noliceable that, unlike either of
the speeches of Senators VOORIEES or
Hivu, the remarks of Mr. SHERMAN
are laden with sound logic, bristiing
with faets, and directly to the point.
Ris meaning is plain, direct and un-
equivocal. He does not halt at times to
linger in the underbrush ot ambiguity,
like Voornges, vor float his financial
ideas in the chop sea of political dema-
gogy, like Hinn. He makes the most
of present environment, and his words
should have weight with his colleagues.
Certainly 1t is to be hoped that they
will, in view of the fact that Repubiican
recaleitrants in the senate largely out-
nunbér Demoerats.

A MISLEADING MEASURE.

The seemingly non-essential point of
difference between the WiLs oN repeal
bill passed by the louse Mouday and
the YoOoRHEES bill, proposed in the sen-
ate, may prove to be vitally essential.
While the WirsoxN bill unconditionally
repeals the compulsory silver eoinage
act, the measure proposed by Senator
Vooruees attacnes to the repealing
ciause & paragraph deeclaring that it is
the policy of the United States to use
botir gold and silver as money metals,
and to preserve parity. ‘This declara-
tory paragraph is simply a piece of bun-
combe, and would have no binding effect
upon congress. It might prove per-
nicious, however, as affording ground
for the fear that at some future time
congress might attempt to place the two
metals on a practical, as well as a tie-
orelical parity. The fact that such a
thing is impossible would make no dif-
ference; the apprehension eaused by
that fear would be a disturbing force in
our liscal system, and prove a continual
source of uneasiness and distrust.

There is no need of temvorizing with
an evil. What business men require is
a gunarantee that the monetary affairs
of the country will not be needlessly
disturbed by congress. The threat of
such disturbance conveved in the
VooruEEes declaration will be regarded
as a menace, and will tend to retard
that restoration of confidence which is
already having such arevivifying ef-
tect upon our commeree and industry.

The senate will make a grave mistake
if it shail substitute the VooruEkEs for
the WirLsox bill. It will satisfy neither
side in the pending controversy, for it is
capable of 100 great misconstruction,
We must have no ambiguity in this mat-
ter. Honesty and straightforwardness
should characterize ail legislation on
this subject. Nothing short of this
will be acceptable, or should be toler-
ated. The senate will fall short of its
duty if it fails to approve the house bitl
just sent (o it for coneurrence, and that
right speedily.

MYSTERIOUs MURDER,

Body of a Wealthy American
Found on a Scottish Estate.

GLASGOW, Aug. 50.—The body of a
young man named Hambrough was
found on the Ardlamont estate, near
Loehfyle, in the county of Argyll, on
the 10th inst. Hambrough was an
American and was the son, it is re-
ported, of a very rich resident of the
Uunited States. He had been rabbit shoot-
ing on the Ardlamont estate and his
dead body was found lying near a ditch
on the property. lle had been shot in
the head, and his gun, which had been
discharged, was on the ground beside
him. [t was supposed that the woun:d
in his head had either been self-inflicted
or that it was the result of an accident,
it being thought likely that while he
was carrving his gun at foll cock
he stumbled and the piece was
dischareed, out these theories
did not satisfy the yonng mau’s
iriends and detectives were out on the
case. After nearly three weeks of di-
igent work these men have seeured
enough evidence to warrant them in
declaring that a murder has peen coin-
mitted. Not only that, but they feel
confident that they know the persons
who were concerned in the crime. There
were two, they say, and one of them
was placed in eustody today. His name
is Monson, and e is a {enanton the
Ardlamont. estate, where IHambrough
made his acquamntauce. ‘The other
susvected man is Edward Scott, a
sailor, who was employed on Hawm-
brough’'s yacht. Me has disappeared.
The detectives claim that the motive
for the murder was a desire for gain.
They say they have discovered that
Hambrough had insured hils life for
$50,000 in an American company and
had assigned the policy to Monson. It
was with the hcpe of obtaining the in-
suranee money, they allege, that the
murder was committed by Monson with
the aid. of Scott. The vody ot Ham-
brough will be examined. The arrest
of Monsen aud the statement by the
detective have caused onsideravio ex-
citement,

AFTER BMILLIONS,

The Haggin-Mackay-Jones Syndi-
cate Formead. :

New York, Aug. 30.—1t was reported
here today that a syndicate composed
of J. B. Haggin, John WW. Mackay and
Senator Jopes, -of Nevada, has about
concluded arrangements for the pur-
chase of all the gold mines and inter-
ests in the Beance mining district in the
province of Quebee. 'These mines are
tocated about seventy-five miles north
of the city of Quebec, and are known
as the Gilbert river gold mines. Mining
Expert Dwight Crittenden,who has been
all over Mexico, South America and
South Africa in the interest of the Hag-
gin syndicate, is making an examina-
tion of the mines in the Beance dis-
triet, and has already made one re-
port, in which he says he has found a
large pumber of gold-vbearing quartz
veins.  Any report made by Crittenden,
who is a practical miner, is rezarded
by mining men, it is said, as beyond
dispute, and the very fact that he is
making the examination satisties Wall
strect that- the purchase  of the
Haggin syudicate is practically set-
tled upon. One group of mines
in. this district is owned by a
number of Boston and Portland
merchants, but it is reported that ar-
rangements have been wmade for the
transfer of this property to Haggin and
his associates. The value of all the
mines is way up in the millions. Min-
ing men here are much interested in
the outcome of the deal, as the
same syndicate is- reported to have re-
cently secured some of the richest
mines in Chili in returi for cash ad-
vances made at the time of the  Chilian
war. Crittenden has lately returned from
Chili, where he went in the Interest of
the syndieate, but all be would say
about his trip was that he ‘had secured
some very rich wines. None of the
prineipals who were seen teday would
discuss the deal at all. :

Michael Kartack Has a Grievance
Against a Polish Seciety.

Michael Kartak has apphied to the

district conrt for a writ of mandamus to
compel Rad Cech No. 12, Cesko Slo-
vanski Podjrorujice Spolek to restore
him to membership in the society
named, which is a braneh literary soei-
ety of the Bohemian Stavonian Benevo-
lent Society of the United States,formed
for the purpose of cultivating charity
and beuneveoience, to render aid and
comfort to members in cases of sick-
‘ness, accident or distress, to give
pecuniary aid to widows and orphans of
deceased members, 1o conduet a lyezaum
for mufual instruetion aud improve-
meént of its members in the art of putlic
speaking, and for literary and social
culture. It is claimed by Kartak that
ne was expelled, but the society has re-
fused to call a special meeting to restore
his rights therein as it bhas a right to do.
Judge Ezan bas made an order com-
manding the society to restore Kartak
to meaibership or else to show cause
at special term of the court on Sept. 9
why such restoration should not be
made.

Kariak is one of the two oldest mem-
bers of the society in thiscity. He
claims that he is entitled to have his
dues paid out of a fund that had ac-
cumulated. This fund was diverted
from its purpose and used to purchase a
banner. The society expelicd Kartak
without a hearing for not paying dues
of 83 on Aug. 1.

How They Eat.

Dr. J. M. de Peralta, assistant com-
missioner of Costa Rica, deseribed the
great coffee fields of his ecountry. Aud
g0 almost every nationality gave some
account of its country. There were also
some interesting comparisons of the
mauners of eating, or the number of
meals taken a day. In Costa Rica they
take a lunch of eoffee and roils at 7 a, m.
They take breakfast at 10:30, dinner at
5p. m., and a lunch at 9 p. m.

The Turks eat their first morsel at
sunrise. This consists only of bread
and cheese, and is intended asonly a
means of enabling the people to smeke.
They breakfast at 10, eat a light lunch
at 3 p. m., and their heaviest mezl of the
day half an hour after sunset. The
Turks make bread only once in six
months. The loaves are no thicker than
crackers, and are made each with a hole
in the middie by which they are strung
on_a stick and huwng up for use as
wanted. When bread is wanted one of
the loaves is Lroken off the stick and
soaked in water until it is soft enough
for use.

The Ruossians eat several times a day,
at times ditfering from our hours of
eating. But the most peculiar feature
of their system is tne fact that they eat
their heaviest meal of the day at mid-
unight. 'T'his relates ouly to the classes
above farmers and mere day laborers.

000 for bank note paper, $200,000 for re-
eoinage of subsidiary coins and $75,000
for clerks to representatives.

The house then resumed the consider-
ation of the new code of rules. Mr,
Hopkins, of [llinois, spoke in favor of
an amendment whieh he proposed to
offer at a suitable timwe, baving in view
the vrevention of filibustering. Mr.
Kilgore criticisea the rules ot the Fify-
first congress. The congress had as-
sembled with tne declaration that iv in-
tended to do business; and it had done
business. Its first action had been to
clothe the speaker with autoeratic
power, and the speaker had not been
uuwilling to accept the crown. Like
Casar. he had not thrice refused the
crown. The congress had done busi-
ness, and the people had heard of it and
returned a large Democratic majority
to the next house. The geutlewman from
Maine (Reed) had said that the su preme
court had vindicated him, but there was
a tribunal higher than the suprewme
court, higher ihan congress, and that
was the tribunal of the people; and that
tribunal had not vindicated the gentie-
man or his congress. 5

The discussion was continued by
Messrs. Grosvenor, Holman, Dingley
and Outhwaite. ¥

Mr. Hooker, of Mississippi, offered a
motion to inerease the membersiip of
the committee on rales from iive to
eleven. it was advocated by Messrs.,
Bryan and Pickler, and opposed by Mr.
Breckinridge, of Arkansas, McCreary
and Henderson, of Iowa. Mr. Heuder-
son said that the genilemen supporting
Mr. Hooker’s motion were endeavoring
to reverse the verdict of the last elec-
tion. 'I'he Democrats bhad won thag
election, and put the South in control.

The roll call of the committees showed
that the South controlled the majorily
of those committees that framed the
legislation of the country, and held the
chairmanship of a majority of the coi-
mittees. Tbat was all right; that was
the logical resuit of the election. ‘I'he
South comprised the body and brains
of the Democratic party. The geuntie-
man from Nebraska (Mr. Bryan) had
aided to bring the massing of Dewocralie
power, and should not try to wiggle away
frow the legitimalte effects of it, and en-
deavor on the floor of the house 1o ob-
tain fair treatment for ali sections of
the country. 1t was now too late w seel
to remedy the evils in whicih he found
himself. 'U'he place fer that to have
been done was at the polls last Novem-
ber

Mr. Riechardson, of Tenessee, denied
that in the make-up of tiie cominitiees
tire South had been favored while the
North had been slighted. Oun the con-
trary, every important committee was
composed of a wajority or represeinta-
