of him who gives nothing 1n exchange
for food. But, where the will to labor
exists, society owes to men either the
opportunity to werk or the food where-
with to maintain hife. Society is bound
to provide for the needy who are willing
to labor and can find no work, and this
duty of society is not one of charity, but
of justice. Moreover, in all agreements

between masters and work-people
there is  always the condition
expressed or uuderstood that there
be allowed proper rest for

soul and body. To agree in any other
sense wceuld be against what is right
and just, for it can never be rightor
just to require on one side or to promise
on the other. the giviug up of those du-
ties which a man owesto God. No
fitter, more fruitful constitutional char-
ter for labor could I propose than Leo’s
encyclical. I beg leave toask that vou all
know it by reading its words of wisdom,
justice and charity. The eneyelical is
and shall be the enarter of Leo’s chureh.
Were she tomorrow to cease her war-
fare for man, for the people, for the op-
pressed and the suffering, she forfeits
her birthright, decries her own record
and renounces Christ. But how faithful
she is to her mission and to all the du-
ties it implies, let the words of Leo
XIIL tell to the world.

He is exceed-
ingiy profuse in the use of the word
liar, and talks about truth when it is
evident that he doés not know what
truth is, or does not wart to know it
when he sees it.

* After a iapse of several months, in
which. the _two members on whom he
relied never showed up at any meeting,
he talks of snap judgment. 1t is curious
now it comes to happen that while I
was out of the city lately Mr. Miller
was on deck and ready.

By referring. 1o ‘I'reasurer Mitler’s
official annual report aud turning to the
pages within mentioned, any one ¢.n
satisfy himself that the above differ-
ences and diserepancies are not ac-
counted for in the report.

Perhaps his memory can be assisted a
little, so that he ean recollect a few
communications, among which is the
following, sent to a committee of the
council, and which disappeared mys-
teriously afterwards:

‘Fo the Honorable Joint Committee of
the Common Council in the Matter of
the Sixth Street Bridge—Gentlemen:
Theundersigned property owners and
taxphyers interested in' the above mat-
ter would respectfully draw the atten-
tion of your honorable committee and
of the common council to the following:
The reference numbers are omitted in
the report of 1802 by C. W. Miller, treas-
urer, the balances do not agree, others
are dropped out, or don't show where
they came from or got to. A simple ref-
erence to-the following pages of his
official report  will eclearly show how
much better it would have been for him
to attend to his

ACTUAL AND REAL DUTIES,

.instead of running after imaginary and

pretended ones, trying to extort money :
and making trouble for the sake of po-

litical ecapital, with bare-faced arro-

gance assuming to override the council

and every other board and official, both

past and present.

Pages 5, 6 and 7 of Mr. Miller’s report
contain the fund balances or the bal-
ance sheet, which is supposed to con-
tain, or onght to contain, the balance of
every fund in the treasury, correctly
given, to correspond with the balance
of its proper account. Now let us look
to Account No. 52, grading Tatum ave-
nue. The balance here given, which
adds up correctly, is £53.55; when we
turn to the same account in the bal-
ance sheet we tind the balance given as
£2.30. The aceount does not show why
this difference.

Look for Aceount No. 36, grading Ran-
dolpi aud other streets: the balance in
the fund aceount is $200. \We turn to
the balance sheet to find it, and it is
entirely omitted, and you cannot tell
what- has vecome of it. Look for Ac-
count No. 95, Fisk street sewer system.
We see here a balance of §100. We now
turn to the balance sheet, and

shows a credit o the balance sheet of
£325.97. Now turn'to the fund account,
No. 15, Sixth street bridge, and you will
see at once that there is no such thing,
and further that the amount of receipts
as given in this aceount does not cor-
respond with what has been actually
collected which you seeon page 12 of
the cash account.

Account No. 105, sewer on Margaret
street, shows as collected $648.45; the
cash account, page 11, shows only
$574.05. \Where is the difference?

Account No. 20, drains- on Nebraska
avenue, gives as assessments collected
$2,564.23. Now turn to the cash ac-
count and you will vainly look for such
a special account or amount; the eash is
not debited with it. ‘I'he Jocal improve-
ment fund shows an item of a similar
name with aw amount of §84,095.17, but

Account No. 91, pavisg and sewering
East Sixth street, shows as collected
$30,171.42. Now turn to the same ac-
counts in the cash statements, page 12,
under pavings, and you will see that the
sum of the two corresponding accounts
is £14.50 less than what 1s reported as
collected on Account No. 91.

On page 9 of the cash account, under
the head of receipts for openings, there
appears State street $4,220.01 correctly
footed, so thatthere is no error in print-
ing. Now turn to State Street Opehing
Account No. 74 and you will find that
the amount received is given as $229.67,
a difference of §.000.17.

In the very same aceount, No. 74, you
will find the following: *‘Local Im-
provement Fund 2 transfer” $220.67,
aund if you turn o Account No. 1, local
improvement fund, it is not there. '

Account No. 142, Neither the $609.56
nor the $125 before mentioned can be
found among the receipts in the cash
account. Where there isa credit there
must also be a debt, but where is the
cash debited here for what is said was
received?

Account No.115. tax levy certificates
of indebtedness,shows that £1,019,000 of
tax ievy certifieates were issued in 1802
and shows the funds for which they
were issued.

Now turn to the cash account under
the same head and you will find the
amount given as $£004,000, making a dif-
ferefice of $114,000 for which certificates
were evidenily issued, but which are
not aceounted for in the cash, nor does
the report say where they are if they
were invested in the city funds,in which
ease they should have showa to be on

sawme as in similar cases the year vre-
vious. See.report of 1891, which i ives
the certificates on hand invested in ey
Tunds and their numbers.

Now, where are the $114,500?

Aceount No. 4, city park fund, shows
n‘warrants paid,”” $201,145.19. Now, you

look in the disbursements in the cash
account, page 14, and you will find,
park commissioners warrants. $114,-
875.27, a difference of $35,269.92, which
is said to be paid out more on the one
page than on the other; besides, there
dou’t appear to have been as many war-
rants issued at all as can be seen by the
comptroiler’s report, Exhibit No. 24.

The balance to the eredit of the fund
at the beginning of 1892 was $150,599.74;
at the end of the year only 321,173.18:
with the credit balanees transferred and
cash: receipts the account toots up $223,—
063.69. But where did it get to? ‘The
transfers don’t account for it, and don’t
agree with -each other in several in-
stances, and where is the difference
above noted in the amount reported as
paid out, $85,260.922 .

Accouat No. 12, Pleasant avenue
bridge, shows an amouant of £20,000
piaced to its credit and charged to the
general fund, but when you want to see
what has Lecome of thg $20,000 you see
nothiug but the entry, “Sundries, $20,-
000,”” and that’s all; and what's peculiar,
nowhere else is it shown in the reporis
that anything was paid out at all in the
reports.

Now, what has become of the $20,000?

I'he above are a few facts of the dis-
crepaneies with which the report is
tilled, but they are safficient to show to
every intelligent mind, by simpiy re-
ferring to the pages of the report, that
the aeccounts do not agree, and that if
the report is claimed to give the ac-
counts as they appear on the books,
then both must be wrong and cannot
agiee or properly balance. With the
exception of typograplhical errors, per-
haps, which might sometimes oceur, and
of which scarcely any appear in the re-
ports before you, and can

EASILY BE DETECTED,
there is absolutely no excuse whatever
for any u istakes in these reports, par-
ticularly in those parts dealing with
the cash account and the fund accounts.

The official annual report is required
by law, and is for the pubtic and tax-
payer in order to furnish the means for
every citizen to satisty himself without
examining the books of the treasurer’s
office as to the condition of the treasury
aud the different fund accounts.

These annual reports are imade al the
end. of the fiscal year, when all tuc
books are supposed to have been
checked over, and to give the true coll-
dition of things after all errors have
been cerrected and  all charges,
back charges and transfers have
Leeu properly -accounted for, thus
giving the desired informatien without
looking over the books or hiring experts
to do so. 'I'o omit from what is intended
to be the balounce sheet, certain fund
balances which are clearly given under
the proper accouuts without alry at-
tempt to show where they got to, 1s cer-
tainly subject to the gravest retlections.
Oa the other hand, the appearance of a
smaller sum or the entire omrission of
such as appears as actuatly collected or

the f:ulurq to property charge the cash
account with the same, is. most eertaigly
a4 ost marvelous piece of stupidity it
nothing else, particularly in an oflicial
annual report, required by law, and in-
tended for the ase of the publicat large,
and certainly calis for serious attention.

IS IT A. K. DUGAN?

AN UNKNOWN DEAD MAN MAY BELONG
TO A ST. PAUL FAMILY.

FOUND IN THE BDETROIT RIVER

Surmise That the Body May Be
That of Alexander K. Dugan,
Who Has Been Missing Two
Weeks—Went Away Desvoad-
ent, But fs Highly Spoken of
Here.

A dispateh from Detroit published-in
the GLOBE of yesterday states that the
badly decomposed body of a man about
thirty-five years old ‘was found under
the wheel of the City of Alpena there
on Saturday. The man was about five
feet six inches tall, with sandy mustache
and light hair. He was verv well
dressed. In the pockets were found a
bagezage enheck of the Western Trans-
portation company. There was no
further clue to the identity of the de-
ceased.

This description answers to that of
Alexander K. Bugan, for some time a
resident of this city, who has been miss-
ing fronr his home, at 513 Marion street,
for about two weeks past. Mr. Dugan
was last seen on the day of the return
. of the Minnesota Boat club erews from
Geneva lake. Atabout 11 o'clock on
that day he went to Donnelly’s saloon
on Wabasha street and stated to the
barkeeper, Edwin S, Pruden, that he
had been suffering from a dzcayed
tooth and proposed visiting Dentist Ma-
graw to have it extracted. He wished

the latter had charge of the refresh-
meunts spread on Raspberry island for
the entertainment of the boat club, he
was oblized to decline. The twain
made an appointment to meet later in
the afternoon, but Mr. Dugan failed to
keep the appointment. Inquiry at Dr.
Maszraw’s office showed that he had not
been there. A man answering his de-
scription slept at the International hotel
that night, and left early in the morn-
ing without stating his destination.
DUGAN WAS DESPONDENT.

Mr. Dugan for some time past has
been employed in the office of the dis-
buarsinzg depariment of the Great North-
ern raiiway. When last seen by Mr.
Pruden he was in low spirits. He had
just been notitied of the eut in wages of
all the employes of that line, and al-
though he was drawing a gzood salary
he felt despondent, and spoke of seek-
inz employment elsewhere. Mr. Pruden
advised kim against such a step, and
counseled him to remain where he was,
as the reduction would in all probabili-
ty be but temporary. On parting he re-
marked to Dugan that after he had had
his tooth pulled he would probably feel
in better spirits.

Mr. Dugan has been married for sev-
eral years, but has no children. His
mother came on from the East several
wonths ago, and has since been makine
her home with him. Ile-also has a
brother residing in St, Paul. AIlL the
members of the family have been mak-
ing a diligent search for the wmissing
man ever since his disappearance, but
no intelligence other than that related
above has been obtained. Members of
his family as well as Ins intimate {riends
do not believe that he has committed
suicide, but fear that some accident has
befallea him. Perbaps, they think, the
dispatch noted above may afford sa clue
to his fate. His brother has telegraphed
to Detroit, and may visit that city to
ascertain if the dead maun is the one he
is seeking.

DID HE GO TO DULUTH?

Mr. Dugan is spoken of as asfaithful
and competent man by those in the
offices of the Great Northern railway.
He was. not a hard drinker, and was
never seen under the influence of liquor.
His family relations were extremely
pleasant, and no reason exists, as far as
any of his acquaintances know, that
would prompt him to take his own life.
The belief is general among his friends
that he took a train fer Duluth and
there embarked on the City of Alpena
for Detroit, and that he fell from the
deck into the river. He carried but
little money on his person at the time
of bis disappearance, but 1t is thought
that, owing to his familiarity with trans-

riation matters, he had no difficulty
n obtaining free or reduced rates on
board the steamer.
