NOTHING WAS ACCOMPLISHED.

Lots ofTalk, but No Turkey—
City Warrant Plan Pronounced
Illegal—Mayor Eustis Says He
Can't Find Anybody Who
Wants Work— Mrs. Valesh's

1 Views

The committee appointed by the city
council to devise ways and means
whereby men out of work might be em-
ployed held a meeting yesterday, lt
was ascertained that there is very little
money on hand -available for this pur-
pose. As to the matter of issuing war-
rants for payment for such work, City
Attorney Simpson reported tbat there
was no authority in the charter for such
action, and that such warrants would be
illegal.

Messrs. Eidness, Malone and Martin
made addresses inbehalf of the work-
iugmen, strongly advocating some ac-
tion on the part of the authorities.

Mayor Eustis wanted to know how
many men, in tne opinion of those gen-
tlemen, were in the city out of work.

Mr. Martin placed the number at
from 3,000 to 4,000.

To this the mayor replied that himself
and assistants had been unable to find
a sufficient number of men in the city
out of work to fill the orders which he
had received from the country. lie
said he had sent out 500 men, and had
orders for as many more, but could not
till them.

Aid. lngenhutt reported that in his
ward, had itnot been for the recent
fire, there would have been a less num-
ber of men out of work than there nad
been at any previous time for years.

Mrs.Valesh addressed the committee,
expressing her gratification at what
had been accomplished. She said she
realized the difficulties in the way, and
suggested as a practical step the exten-
sion of the relief committee work, by
taking it from the board of charities
and from the poor department and put-
tingitin the hands oj, representative
men, and with a representation from
organized labor. She also suggested
a canvass of the city in order that the
actual number of men out of work
intght be ascertained.

City Attorney Simpson thought that
the canvass should be made by the
board of corrections and charities, and
that application should be made to
them.

Mrs. Valesh said the objection to this
was that many needy people would not
apply to the Door department. She
plead for a canvass, and said itshould
be done by the city, or labor would de-
mand a special session of the legislature
to consider the matter.

The matter was discussed for more
than two hours, then the committee ad-
journed without taking definite action.
The understanding is that tne commit-
tee willmeet the representatives o for-
ganized labor for a farther considera-
tion of the questiou, at any time the
latter may desire.

UNEMPLOYED LABOR.

The County Commissioners Dis-
cuss the Subject.

Yesterday morning the board of coun-
ty commissioners discussed the labor
problem. H. B. Martiu appeared be-
fore them and advocated, extensive
work on the roads, the same to be paid
for in county warrants, redeemable in
one year, and which would be accepted
in the payment of taxes.

Commissioner Dwyer offered a series
of resolutions embodying Mr. Martin's
views, and asked that they be laid over.

Commissioner Conroy stated that the
county attorney had advised him that it
would be unlawful for the board to
make appropriations forroad work this
year inexcess of the appropriation. lie
said there was some $15,000 yet to be
expended on this work of the appropri-
tion. which could be used. He advised
work on the Wayzata road, where there
was a deep cut to be made that would
employ men withpick and shovel, per-
haps fiftyof them. Other country work
was mostly team work, and employed
country labor, where they did not need
the money so badly.

Mr. Nash stated that he had found
contractors who were willing to take
the Wayzata road work aud pay the men
incash, then wait for their pay for a
year from date from the county. In his
opinion, that would be the ouly legal
way they could push the work now.
Inthe discussion it was revealed that

at the present time the county was en-
tirely without funds, and that the bills
of this mouth could not be paid. The
majority of the commissioners were of
opinion that the f15,000 of appropriation
still allowed should be put upon work
where the largest number of men could
be hired. Itwas also shown that already
the county had at work three crews of
*nen on various pieces ol work, where
people were putting in their money and
were willingto wait upon the county

Ifor their money without interest. The
matter was then dropped.

At the afternoon session more road
talk was indulged In,and it was decided
toadvertise for bids for work on the hill
of the road to Wayzata, with the under-
standing that no money Is tohe Daid for
the work for one year from beginning
the work. The survey and preliminary
matters will be pushed, so that it is
thought work can be begun on the road
early next week, when fiftymen willbe
given employment.

There
is also some trouble over the purchase
of an ambulance for the removal of in-
jured animals and over the changing
headquarters to the .Lumber Exchange.

GRAND ARMY MEN WILL BEGIN OP-
ERATIONS TODAT.

ADJUTANT GENEK HEPOKT

Gen. Harrison Addresses the

Woman's Relief Corp—Suffer-
ings of War Times— AllHonor

to the Wives, Widows and
Daughters of the "Late Heroes
—Gov. Matthews' Welcome.

Indianapolis, lud., Sept. s.—To-
morrow the sittings of the G. A.R. en-
campment proper will begin. The au-
nual reports nave been completed and
printed. That of Adjutant General
Gray is probably the most interesting
from the Grand Army point of view.
He shows that the present encampment
is composed of 1.187 members. The re-
turns for June 30, 1§93, give a member-
ship in good standing of 397,223.

The number of posts is 7.626; depart-
ments, 45. Inaddition to the member-
shin in good standing there are returned
delinquent 4.670, and remaining sus-
pended 41.661. The delinquents are
such as ore ingood standing, have paid
dues, and but for the neglect of.post
officers would be -so returned. There
has been a net loss of membership in
the past year of 2,165. During the
year tliere were 7,002 deaths in
the order, larger than in any pre-
vious year. From June 30, 1892,
to June 30,1893, under the column "ex-
pended incharity," there was reported j
1178,845.52. Since these records have
been kept there has been reported un-
der this head $2,500,000. The report of j
the quartermaster. Gen. John Taylor, j
shows receipts of §21,840 and expenses
§9,052. balance in the treasury §12,-

--187. There remains in the Grant
monument fund §8,758. An itemized
statement of contributions to the follow-
ing fund, is given and a summary
of amounts contributed in different
states; also the number of flags issued
and where issued. The totals are:

§1,375.03; number of flags issued, 52.258.
Inspector General George 1. Goodale
complains that the department offi-
cers and post commanders are direlict
in enforcing the rules of inspection,
and consequently, in many cases
there is nothing to report to the
inspector general.

Second— No installation of officers for
the ensuing year shall be held at the
first meeting in January, or any until
the post has been inspected. The in-
stalling officer shall ascertain whether
or not the post has been inspected for
the previous year, if it has been, he
shall proceed to the work of inspection,
deferring installation of officers unti
its completion.

Third
—

The national countersign
shall not be issued to any post until
report of inspection has been received
at department headquarters.

Fourth— Department inspectors shall
make their reports to the inspector gen-
eral within thirty days after the com-
pletion of inspection in their respective
departments.

The report of Surgeon General Will-
iam C. Wile, M. D., shows the ranks of
the Grand Army to be composed, as a
rule, of as hardy and sturdy a set of
men as can be found anywhere, age and
condition taken into consideration.
Consumption, however, and grave lung
tr oubles seem to have a good footing in
the ranks, which is due, probably, to
the exposure of camp duty.

Gen. Harrison Gives the Women
a Warm Greeting.

Indianapolis, Ind., Sept. 5.— The
reception by the Ladies' Citizen's board
to the Woman's Relief Corps and other
auxiliaries of the G. A.R. occurred at
Tcanlinson hall from 8:30 11 o'clock

tonight. The hall bore the same beau-
tiful decorations that it did Monday
night when the reception to the officers
and delegates to the. national encamp-
ment ofthe G. A.R. was given. Mrs.Flora
Witchener, chairman of. the ex-commit-
tee, welcomed the guests in a neat
speech, trusting that the pledges made
last fall at Washington had been car-
ried out. When she, inintroducing him,
mentioned the name of Gen. Harrison
there was prolonged applause. The ex-
president bowed his thanks and made a
short, concise address, pleading fatigue
on the part of both the audience and
himself from the exercises of the day
and the tact that many others were to
follow him, as a legitimate excuse for
brevity.
-He related how when the war broke

Out the call to action came to the men.
They were in the shock of battle, they
were to bleed to die, yet not less de-
serving was the work done by the loyal
women of America. He spoke of much
easier, in parting from

'
those who

are dear tous, it is to go from them
than to have them go away from us.
He had noticed that his little pet grand-
son goes away from him under the ex-
citement and enticemedts of a journey
without much apparent sorrow, but
when he leaves the" little fellow there
seems to be a burden upon him. This
feeling is a common one. What the
women endured in the homes, that be-
came so quiet when the father had gone
only C"'lknows.

Then A reward on high,ifnot here,
for that, quiet, patient, suppressed de-
votion which bleeds without showing a
wound and without challenging public
sympathy. He spoke of how hard it
was for those who had livedin the cen-
ters of information, who could read
the day after the hattie tbe
lists of the killed and wounded,
to withstand the suspense, and how
much harder itwas for those who dwelt
in the byways of the country to endure
the long intervals between the times
when they learned by a passing neigh-
bor the results of the last battle. Itis
difficultto sum up these quiet, patient
sufferings; only the poet's fancy can
bring them to us right. The woman's
work was not alone to be patient, un-
complaining. She was to be useful,
active, stirring in behalf of her
country. *\u25a0 All this patriotism, this love
of country was born of woman. From
the mothers of this land the courageous
libert-yloving young men had drawn
their impression of loyalty. When the
battle was ou, and the maimed were
sent to the hospital, their usefulness
speedily became apparent. He honored
them for their work, and still honors
the wives, widows, daughter and sisters
for continuing this good work of minis-
tering to the needy survivors of the
great war.

Gen. Noble followed Gen. Harrison in
a very brief address. Gov. Matthews
spoke less thau 10 minutes, and wel-
comed the members of the W. R. C. to
Indianapolis. Inspeaking oftheir work,
he said it was of the highest and noblest
character, and that itwas never ended.
Mayor Sullivan talked but a few min-
utes; his address of welcome was a flu-
ent one. He stated that Indianapolis
welcomed the W. R. C.and appreciated,
tne fact that they had chosen this city.

Fully 100,000 people witnessed the
display, and conceded itthe best ever
given inIndianapolis.

INTHE HOUSE OF LORDS.

:London, Sept. 5.-.More than usualInterest centered today in the house
of lords, it being known that the homerule bill would

"
be presented. . The

hour of the meeting was 4 o'clock,
and at that hour several peeresses
were inthe gallery, and the space re-
served for members of the house ofcommons was filled. Fifteen minutesalter the appointed time of meeting
there was a thin attendance of lords onthe floor of the house. Earl Speucer
being the only peer on the ministerialbench. He. as the first lord of
the admiralty, represented thatbranch of the government. At half-past
4 the clerk of the house arose aud calledtne home rule bill. Lord Spencer was
f6ehly cheered as he stood np to move
the billto its second readiug. Ue madea tame speech, barren of original
thought or expression. He claimedfor the

'
government all honesty

of intentions in its work
for the billand credited the opposition
with being equally conscientious. He
reviewed at some length the history of
Ireland since the union. Allso-called
remedial measures of the successive
governments, he said, had come
too late to help the country, even
had they not contained 'radical
defects which would have rendered
them useless early or late. His own
personal experience satisfied him that
home rule was the only possible solu-
tion of the Irish question. After dwell-ing upon the beneficieut results
to be expected from several
provisions of the bill, Earl Spen-
cer closed with the declaration
that the Gladstonian plan of home rule
was calculated to satisfy all aspirations
of Ireland to self-government. The
Duke of Devonshire, Liberal-Unionist,
moved the rejection of the bill. Lord
Spencer made an elaborate speech in
defense of the bill. The Duke ofDevonshire replied at equal length
to Lord Spencer's arguments. He said
that the house of lords, not being a rep-
resentative assembly, and not sharing
In the Democratic principles which
were constantly progressing in this
and other countries, would be
unwise, unpolltlc and unpatriotic to in-
sist upon mere personal preferences,
but he claimed that the home rule bill
would never be accepted by the coun-
try, and declared that it simply eman-
ated from the brain of a single man,

The debate was continued until mid-
night, the Duke of Norfolk, Lord
Brassey, Lord Ribhlesdale, the Earl of
Cadogan and others taking part In it.
The Duke of Norfolk, speaking in
opposition to the bill, said that he bad
no confidence in the measure which was
goiug to be administered by Catholics
who had defied the authority of thepope.
