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SWEPT BY A GALE

The Wisconsin Fires Still
Raging in Places.

GREEN BAY SUFFERS SEVERELY.

Loss of $50,000 Entailed by
the Burning of a Mill,

DESTRUCTION OF THE FORESTS

Will Amount to Many Hill-
ions of Dollars.

K0 LIVES REPORTED LOST.

GREEN BAy, Wis., Sept. 15.—At 4:3
p’clock this aiternoon a terrific wind
storm set in, and for a half-nourit ble~
agale. During the heavy wind storm
the prairie fires northwest of Huzh Me-
Donald’s lumber mill, in Fert Howard,
increased in volume, and in less than
twenty minutes the fire had reached the
Jumber yards and set fire to them.
Owing to the furious wind, nothing
eould be done to save the large plant,
and in a short time the mill, barns and
Jumber, wood and shingie piles were
entirely consumed, entailing a loss of
£50,000, with an insurance of only $23,-
000. A heavy gale of wind is blowing
tonight, and it is feared that more fires
wili occur before morning.

MARSHFIELD, Wis., Sept. 15.—Never
since the fire of 1871 have such terrible
forest fires burned in this state as have
raged throuzh Northern Wisconsin dur-
ing the past few aays. The extent of
the damage cannot be estimated owing
1o the fact that the fires have cut ofi
telegraphic communication with most
of the smaller tovns. On timver the
losses are, of course, the heaviest, and
Frank McMillan, of the McMillan Lum-
ber company, in an interview tounight
said that the loss to Wirconsin foresis
from the recent fires would probably
amount to between £5,000,000 and $6,000,~
000. This represents a vast amount
of pine, as well as hard-wood
timber, covering a land area whien
even those most familiar with the forests
of Wisconsin eannot estimate. In faet,
it is scarcely an exaggeration that all
‘of Northern Wisconsin is one smoulder-
ing rurnace, o complete is the line of
fires which are ravaging the forests pe-
tween here and Lake Superior, Where
they will end no one can say, but unless
there is rain within the next forty-eight
bours, even greater disasters than have
already occurred may be expected from
the fires. Marshfield 1tselt is entirely
sfirrounded by the tires, and while it is
not now in any immediate danger from
the flames, reporis are hourly brougit
to the city oy residents along the line of
the Wisconsin  Ceniral, Milwaukee,
Lake Shore & Western, and Chicago,
St. Paul,  Minneapolis & Owmaha
railways, of terrible fires which
are raging along these lines, and
which have already made many fam-
ilies homeless and destitute. As yet no
ore has been found who has been able
to confirm the losses of life from the
fiames. ‘That some s:tilers have been
cut off by the tlames and Killed is very
provable, and in another day or two
proot of the death of ‘many persons
may be obtained. So farall who have
been reported as missing, however, have
been located. Many persons escaped
death only after adventures of a wost
thrilling character, and some of the
giories of the refugees who are hourly
driving in from the country to this
place of their escapes from the flames are
interesting in the extreme. On every
side are evidenees of yvesterday’s bartle
with the Hames, in whieh the citizens ot
Marshtield had a hard fight to pre-
venta portion of the city from being
swept away. ‘lhe fire came from the
nortowest, and, sweeping its  path
turough the timber, it wiped from ex-
istence six houses and an old mill
owned by Hemy Sherry, at Manville.
Two of the houses were owned by Mrs.
Michael Powers, a widow, who barely

e~caped from  the house with her four
chidren. John Miller, a neighbor, saw
the flames approaching her residence,

and, rushing to the honse, warned Mrs.
Powers, whao, with her little ones,
rushed to a neighboring hut in a
plowed field, in wiich they found shel-
ter. The woman and the children are,
however, without proper clothing, hav-
ing escaped from their home with only
the clothing which they wore
at the time®f the fire. From Manville
the fHames blew eastmard toward the
city, wiping out several houses as Sher-
ry’s crossing. From there they erossed
the road to this city, where the nght
was made by the citizens.

Reports of terrivle fires at Spencer
end Coloy bave been received here, and
Maj. W. ll. Upham has sent a_large
foree from this eity to guard his logs at
that piace. Just how many families
have been left homeless by fires eannot
be learned, but there are surely fifty.
Nearly all the residents between this
ety and MeMillan yesterday packed up
their goods and moved to this eity, and
getliers trom other parts of the couniy
are fast following in their footsteps.

Where the fires will stop no one ean
tell, but there seewms to be no hope of
rcLief until rain falls. For a few mo-
wents this afternoon it clouded over
and looked like rain here, but the
clouds passed away. There was a shight
sprinkle, which did not even wet the
sidewalks., | Reinforcements have gone
to McMilian from this city and Stevens
Yoint, but it is doubtful if even fresh
men can save the mills, whieh, with the
Jumber piled around them, are alone
worth §250,000. Souc.west of the city
on the Omaha road, there 1s another
fierce fire burmng, and forty men have
gone out from here to prevent its ap-
proach to the town.

THE CATHOLIC BURYING GROUND
was burned over, and today blackened
gravestones and ash-covered graves
mark what yesterday morning was a
cemetery tall of beautiful monuments.
By hard work, however, the citi-
zens stayed the flames atthe dividing
line betwern the Catholie aud city cem-
eteries,  No buildings in Marshfield
were  burned. So great was  the
danger that the militia was cailed out,
and, aided Dby ciuzens, conducted
& mest suecessful fight upou the flames.

Most of the militia remained on duty all
night, keeping a cluose waten until
early morning. A more desolate place
than the woods wihich have been
laid waste by the forest fires cannot
be imagined. Little more than ash
heaps remain, except here and there
blackened stumps whieh mark the place
where some proua tree onee stood. The
fire absolutely sweeps everything clean,

and from the west boundary of
this ecity to Manville the land
is literally covered’ with piles

of ash heaps and half-burned stumps
which mark the path ot yesterdas’s nre.
That a portion of the resiaence part of
the village did not burn 1s a wonder,
as the fire seems 1o have ap-
proached the city from every point
which could be attacked. Wild ani-
mals of every kind have Leen seen the
past few days in the outskirts of the
eity, having been driven toward civil-
ization by the fire. Friday a bear was
seen by a large party near MeMillan,
while last nighta large herd of deer
was discovered near the sawmill there.
AGAIN IN DANGER.
Marshfielu 1s azan tomght a be-

leaguered city. Un every side of
the twown tierce forest  fires are
burning, and a ternible gale
this aiternoon - ave added danger

to the flames.  Of all the fires, the one
whicnh surrounds the large vlaning mill
plant of Frank MeMiilan at MceMillan,
a little station  tive miues west of here
on the Milwaukee, Lake Shore & West-
ern road, is the most dangerous, and at a
late hour tonight 1t seemed as ir the
piant was certainly doowed.: For weeks
the will has been goarded by men
azuinst the luies, Only a narrow rail=
way embankment separates the plant
from the hre, the sizht of wiieh,
roaring and ecracking in  tie tor-
esl, is a spectacle of awful grand-
eur.  Every moment it seems
as if the tlames, which are partially
bidden by a dense voiume of white
smoke, must leap ihe track and con-
sume the miil and  lumber vards. Now
ad then the firebrands troin Uns angry
furnace  wiil e blown across
the track, ully to be . im-
mediately extingaished by the guard.

It was trom the embanisment, which
like a fortress »till protects the mall,
that the fire was viewed by an Asso-
cinted Press reporter today. Far along
the norizon lay the never-ending lines
of smoke, while here and there in the
forest the flames could be seen leap-
ing up toe side of some large tree, and
aseending  like a sheet of - flames
to the hignest branehes, Suddenly there
would be a crash Lke the reportof a
caunon telling of the fail of svine large
ouk 0 hickory whieh had at last sue-
cumved. Often these  erashes came
close gether, showing _that two, and
perhaps three trees, had fallen at the
same time.

AT OTHER POINTS.

Osukosy, Wis., Sept. 15.~The fires
to the nortn of this city have been tie
cause of a peculiar phenomenon. ‘T'he
vity is enveloped . with strong, pungent
stoke, and the sun is s0 obs ured that
even at noon it has the appearance of
an eclipse. The city is_in a state of
semi-darkness and has been so for sev-
eral days.

MariNETTE, ‘Wise., Sept. 15.—The
smoke in this ¢ity today was so dense n
this eity today from the forest fires that
the publie seools nad to be-closed. - A
thundershower toward evening brought
great relief. i

Suawano, Wis.,, Sept. 15. — Fierce
winas this afternoon started up the
smoldering forest fires, and, for a short
time, the town seemed in great danger.
Much loss of property is feared, and
perhaps lives will be lost in the coun-
try. i

GrAND Rarips, Wis., Sept. 15.—Ter-
rible fires are approaching Centralia
from the southwest under a heavy wind.
The air is full of smoke and cinders,
and the city is in danger. A new fire
started southeast of Grand Rapids to-
day, and is approaching the city. The
sprinkle ot rain did little good. Several
Polish . settlers on  Bear ereek, nine
miles northeast of here, were burned
out yesterday and today.

Tuorre. Wis., Sept. 15.—Forest fires
are still raging hereabouts, with nomi-
nal damages so far. No rain has fallen
here for six weeks. The wires are
down east of Withee, and the Popple
river railroad bridge burned last night.

CmipPEWA FALLs, Wis., Sept. 15.—
The wind has been blowing nearly a
hurricane all day today, and has fanned
the forest fires 1nto great fury. Fires
are raging south of this city, and for a
while it was thought that the Paint
creek bridge on the Wisconsin Central
would be burned. At Bloomer and
this side farmers are fighting to save
their property, and some are compelled
to leave evervthing, snd flee for their
lives. The city sent a steamer to Withee
last night in response to a telegram
from J. S. Owen for help, and as yet
has not returned, although the mayor
has telegraphed for them to return on
account of the fires in this county.

AsHLAND, Wis.; Sept. 15, — Forest
fires broke out again thisafternoon, and
a terrific gale is blowing. It is feared
that several small lumbering towns near
here will be wiped out. Several rail-
road bridges have burned and trains
are delayed.

Wavusavu, Wis.,, Sept. 15.—A terrific
wind storm passed over the city this
afternoon, unroofing buildings and tear-
ing down lumber piles, scattering the
lumber in every direction, prostrating
shade trees and creating general havoe
throughout the city. The large ircn
refuse burner at the Alexander Stewart
Lumber company’s mill was badly

wrecked. People rushed for their homes
in great terror,and for a time it looked as
though the town would be swept out of
existence either by fire or the fearful
storm. Forest fires still rage around
the city without abatement. The coun-
try is still dry as tinder, dry vegetation
L furnishing an abundance of food for
the flames.

SteEVENs PoixT, Wis., Sept, 15.—The
forest fires, which have done consider-
able damage in this vicinity for several
days, are still raging. While a great
mmnount of hay has been burned up, the
greatest loss has been the growing tim-
ber. In some instances. growing
crops have also been destroyed. A num-
ber of settlers living within a few miles
of this city north and west have fought
fires night and day, and with diffieulty
saved their houses, barnes and stock.
The buildings at the Stevens Point
boom have also had a close call from
destruction, the entire croew being
calied cut to save them. On the west

side of the river within the city
limits a larze force of men has been en-~

gaged in Keeping the fires trom eross' ng
the Central tracks, and burning cinders
and ciuarred leaves have been carried
for miles by the wind. Mill-owners
have extra watchmen on duty night and
day, and with this precaution it is
thoughi no further damage will ensue,

MANY FARMERS DESTITUTE.

Forest Fires wipe Out Their,
t.arthly Goods.

MERR!LL. Wis., Sept. 15.—As a resulit
of vesterday afternoon’s  and  last
night’s terrivle fire twenty-five farmers
of Lineoln county are destitute of all
world!y pussessions, and two ehildren
are dead. Miles Swope lost his resi-
dence, barns and saw will and lumber
yard., His loss is estimated at §25,000,
with $17,000 insurance. The fire was
one of thie most  terrible  witnessed in
this part of the country. The wind was
blowing a gale, and huge sheets of
flames shot throuzh the woods and
swept everything before them as if it
were straw.  Many miraculous escapes
are told. Miles Swope’s family saved
themseives in a small milk house, in
wiiich there was a pump, »nabling Mr.
Swope to keep the hitle house from
being burned.  The tire struck William
Wege’s place when he and the hired
man were out in anotber field, and Mrs,
Wege, with tour chilaren, ran into the
potaio paten and Jaid down, Mrs. Wege
covering Lthe caildren with ner clothing
the best she couid: but two of the
youngzest sufoeated, and she hal most
of her elothing burned. H. Frieberg
and family reached the river, and were
neacly burned in the water, they having
their hair and eyevrows badiy burned,
dome of the farmers had ouly small
clearings, thougn a good many had bue
houses aud a good ueal of grain,

CHECKED BY RAIN,

DEADWOOD, S. D., Sept. 15.—A sleep-

Bankers, lawyels, merchants,
doctors, lavoring men and every body
touk & hand 1 the tight, and by their
exerlions managed to save the city, AL
11 o’cloek last night the fire had reached
a point on Forest bill oniy a mile dis-
tant from town, ¢

‘Lhe wrack of flames was two miles
wide, ana lay through a region tuick
with dry brusn and thnsver. ‘The wind
was blowing a zale, rendering it im-
pussible by reason .of the beat and
smoke to approacih nearer than 100 teet
to the blaze. The Hames were leaping
1o the top= of pine irees, and jumping a
hunare feet high. Along wue Line or
this wall of fire were scaitered a Lhou=
sand men or more with axes, shovels
and pine bLouzhs, culting aown trees,
building braces and hguting back ke
fast-advancing flames.

All mght long tney battled, while re-
inforeemwents kept pouring in from the
city and neighboring towns. Siiil the
fire advanced. helped on by the wind,
and the contest seemed hopeless.  Just
when the men were  exhausted and ail
hopes almost given un the wind veered
and blew away from town for about
half an hour.. The precious momenis
were taken advantage ot; a path 100
feet wide was eut in tront of the fire;
the timber carried off, and when the
wind agzain changed and Llew towards
the aity the flames found nothing to
feed on. Occasionally they would leap
across the elearing. but 100 men were
ready to beat them out. So all night
the tight lasted, and this morning it is
thought all danger is past. Five hun-
dred men still remain to wateh the
flames, but unless a high wind arses
no apprenension is felt.

The damagze to growing timber is so
vast that it cannot be estimat +d,in addi-
tion to which the ciy has expended
about £10,000 in controtling the Hames.

'HORRORS OF A FLOOD

Death and Destruction From
the Raging Torrents,

SPANISH VILLAGES WIPED 0UT.

Death Roll, Which Is Appall-
ing, Cannot Be Estimated,

SIXTY DROWNED IN ONE TOWA,

Cities Isolated and Many Rail-
road lracks Swept Away.

DELUGE EQUAL 70 KOAH'S TIME.

MADRID, Sept. 15.—The provinee or
Totedo  has been swept by violent
storms, and muclh damage has been
done 10 property. Large iraztsof conn-
try are fiouded and many lives have
been lost.  Korty eorpses have beep, so
far, recovered. In addition many peo-
ple have been more or less seriously
injured. ‘lwenty-five miles of the
Southern railway track is submerged,
and the stations at Tambleque and Vil-
lacanas are isolated awid the swollen
waters.  Relief trains have Leen dis-
patetied from Aran Juez and Aleazar.,

As the day elosed, additional Informa-
tion regarding the horrors and disasters
caused by the floods reached this city.
At Villacunas the death roll is said to
be appalling. ‘I'he peasants, upon the
rising of the waters, sought refuge in
large and small caves on the hillsides,
and at night when all were sleeplug the
walers rose suddaenly, swept into the
caves and drowned the hapless beings
who had there sought sheiter from the
flonds. The Rianzeras is now a raging
torrent, carrying death and destruetion
in many direetions, and the Manzueres
is also looded and doing much damage,

Some small villages and groups of
houses have been entirely washed away
from the face of the earth: houses
erumbled like pasteboard before the
rushing waters, and those who on boats
or rafts sought safety rrom the-deluge
were either drowned or ecrushed to:
death by the huge trees or pieces of
timber which were carried Jike straws’
oh the raging waters.

Relief parties hive been sent gut
from this ciry and™elséwhere, but at
the most endangered places, the rails
ruad tracks are vither washedawaror
are under water so deep that trains ean-
not pass, and thus this evening a mim<
ber of villages are eut off from the out-
side worla, with no hope of assistance,
and death staring their inhabitants in
the face. ln one of the villages only
eizht out of sixty-four people are known
tu have escaped the floods,

BRITISH MUTINY.

A Rebelllous spirit Lrowingin the
t.nglirh Army.

DUBLIN, Sept. 15.—In spite of auy-
thing that the war officiala may say to
the contrary, the spirit of mutiny in-the
British army is srowing day by day.
Within the last year or so there have
been mutinees in which the Coldstream
guards, Grenatier guards, life guards
and the Sceteh guards, artillerymen and
others have taken part. The latest ex-
hibition of mutinnous spirit took place
Wednesday night. A number of pris-
oners belonging to the First infantry
brigade, wiio were confined in the guared
room here, managed to obtain liquor
bv the instrumentality ef their comrades
outside of the guard room. The result
was that they began shouting and sing-
ing, and tinally made a combiied attack
upon the door of the guard rovmn, which
they broke down. ‘The prisoners then
threw themseives upon the guards,
overpowered them, took away their
arms, disarmed the sentry, smashed all
the furniture in the guard room, and
started out with the intention of break-
ing out of camp if possible. The’ dis-
turbance, however, raised an aiarn,
and gaards were turned out from ail
sides and the mutineers were overpow-
ered.

MANEUVERS ENDED,

Emperor Williats and ths Italian
Crown Prince Were There.
STUTTGART, Sept. 15.—The imperial
maneuvers in West Germany ended to-
day with the parade of the Thirteenth
army corps, at Cronstadt, four miles
from this city. The Thirteenth is the
Royal Wurtemburg corps,and its Second
infantry regiment bears the name of Em-
peror William, king of Prussia. Thou-
sands went out to the parade ground
early in the morning. The emperor
rode out with King William of Wartem-
burg, the Italian crown prince, the
Grand Duke of Baden and the Prussian
prince. Queen Charlotte of Wurtem-
vurg, Empress Augusta Victoria and
Chancellor von Caprivi also were pres-
ent,and King William rode at the head of
the column as It passed the emperor.
Both going and coming the emperor
was cheered almost constantly. Chan-
cellor von Caprivi received hardly less
enthusiasm.
