TURN ON THE SEARCH LIGHT.

There are indications that our erudite
mayor has never heard of the foolish
ostrich which endeavored to conceal 1ts
corpulency by thrusting its head in the
sand.

If this historical circumstance had
ever been calied to the attention of the
mayor, we feel gnite sure that the city
salesman of WgIGHT, BARRETT &
STILLWELL,Mr. R. J. MAYBELL, would
not have recently put in a bid for fur-
nishing the city departments with sta-
tionery during the next six months.

‘To those who are not personally ac-
quainted with the chief executive of the
city, we may explain that Mayor
WricntT and the senior member of the
wiolesale stationery house doing busi-
ness under the firm name of WRicHT,
BArreTT & SrILLWELL are one and
the same.

1t was certainly peculiar that Mr.
MAyvBELLshould have secured a con-
tract for the stationery, and it is very
questionable whether an offeuse was
not committed when he was permitted
to bid.

The city charter seems to be very
clear relative to having a city official
directly or indiréctly a party to any city
contract. That the public may under-
stand exactly what it says, we quote the
following:

That no alderman, member of the
board of public works or other officer of
the city of St. Paul while acting as
such shall directly or indirectly be a
party (to) or interested or concerned in
any contract or job with said city, or in
any work prosecuted by its authority,
or in the compensation to be received
therefor, or in the furnishing of sup-
plies, Tuel or other article purchasable
for the public use; and any contract or
transaction prohibited as aforesaid shall
be void, and all moneys which may be
paid tiereon by said city may be recov-
ered back, and the office of such city
odicer so offending snall become thereby
vacant upon conviction thereof, as pro-
vided in section 3, chapter 2 of the
Laws of 1874,

It is due the wayor to say that he
disclaims being a party to the countract.
Per contra, these are the facts.

R.J.MAYBELL, the bidder who secured
the contract, is and has been for some
time the city salesman of tbhe firm of
WeiGHT, BARRETT & STILLWELL.

He is not in business for himself, is
not in the habit of purchasing stationery
from any one to sell, but is employed
by the firm of which the iuayor is the
head, to sell goods to other people.

Tne first delivery of goods under his
contract was made by a delivery wagon
from the house of Wriaut, BARRETT
& STILLWELL.

The book upon which the zooids were
receipted was 8 WRIGHT, BArrerr &
STILLWELL receipt book.

While Mayor WRiGnT may felicitate
himself that the ostrich act deceives the
publie, it seems much more likely that
the star performer in this contract
drama 1s only deceiving himself.

It weulld be well for the autborities to
at least institute an investigation before
any money is paid to Mr. MAYDELL on
this contraet, and it will, undoubtedly,
give the wmayor pleasure to have such
an investization conducted. He will
court an opportunity tc explain.

The investigation should be search-
ing, even going so far as to ascertain
whether Mr. MAYBELL found it neces-
sary to send the junior partner of the
firm of whick Mayor Wricur is the
head to Chicago to purchase a portion
of his (MAYBELL’S) supplies.

As a bit of history, it might be men-
tioned that bids for schoo! supplies
were due to be awarded prior to the sta-
tionery contract.  Mr. MAYBELL was
also on hand to bid for those supplies,
but, coming in twenty minutes late,
the mayor’s private secretary,not know-
ing his counection with the mayor’s
house, refused to receive his bid. The
mayor was absent, and Mr. HickyAN,
president of the board of aldermen; Mr.
WOLTERSTORFF, president of the as-
sembly, and City Treasurer MiLLER
formed the committee to handle the
Lids. Mr. MAYBELL (having been shut
out) and, some others raised the question
of irregularity in the advertisement, and
all vids were rejected and new ones
called for, Upon the sccond bidding
the mayor and Messrs. WOLTERSTORFF
and MiLLER handled the bids,

1f the mayor should desire to enter
the plea of the *‘first offense’ on the sta-
tionery contract, the proper authorities
mixht continue tne inguiry to ascertain
which one of the second Lids submitted
for furnishing school supplies a few
days subsequent to the stationery awara
was made by Mr. MAYBELL, thcugh
submitted in another name.

1t might also be well to inquire
whether City Treasarer MiLLre did not
object to Mr. MAYBELL putting in a bid
on the 12th inst. for furnishing the sup-
plies to the scheol board, and whether
the wayor, who was one of the commit-
tee to open the bids, did uol refer the
matter Lo the third member of the com-
mittee, Mr. WoOLTERSTORFF, On the ob-
jection of Mr, MiLLER.

It might be weil to inguire (Mr. Wor.-
TERSTORFF 1ot replying to Mr.
WricHT's queries) whetber the mayor
did not say we will tarow out our bid.

AN APOSTLE OF ISLAM.

MomAMMED ALEXANDER WATSON
WeBB is now engaged in a remarkable
crusade—an effort to convert the people
of the Upited States to-Mohammedan-
ism—and, in order to further his pur-
pose, has started a publication in New
York, devoted to an exposition of the
doctrines of Islamism, and. proposes
shortly to undertake a tour of the coun-
try, holding missionary meetings in all
the larger cities. and founding societies
wherever it may appear that proselytes
may be obtained. He is at present in
London, perfecting his plans and rais-
ing money with which to proseeute his
mission, and from that ¢ity gives forth
an outline of his programme.

MomaymyeED WEBB, it may be noted,
is not a **chiid of the desert,” as many
of the Mohammedans are. Indeed, he
has no affection for desert places,
and much prefers the luxurious ease
that is afforded in the large cities of
Christendom to the arid plains of Ara-
bia or Egypt. He began his career as a
reporter for a New York newspaper
some twenty years ago. He was bright
and enterprising, and eventually re-
ceived a roving commission from one of
the metropolitan journals, ana in that
capacity he visited many Oriental lands.
With the free and easy habit common-to
men in his line, he readily fell into the
customs of those with whom he was
associated, and became one of them 1n
religion as well. He would as readily
have become a Brahmin, a Confueian,
or a fetich worshiper if his surround-
ings had tended in either of those direc-
tions. We find him, however, a zealous
follower of the prophet, filled with en-
thusiasm and anxious to convinee the
world that *“L'here is but one God, and
MouAMMED is his prophet.” The news-
paper instinet dominates. Heis looking
for sensations. They are essential to his
being. Notoriety feeds his vanity, and
he gloats in contemplation of the stir he
expects to create throughout the Chris-
tian world when he matches the faith of
the prophet of Arabia agaionst thav of
the prophet of Judea.

MomamymeD WEBB professes to be.a
firm believer in polygamy as & cure for
he social evils toat prevail in Christian
countries, and claims that it will ele-
vate woman to that exalted and ad-
mirable position which she is fitted by
nature to occupy. *“Go with me,” he
exclaims, *into any large American or
European city, and see the evidences of
that resistless torrent of vice and crime
that rushes and seethes through the so-
cial fabric; go with me and see the po-
sition in which noble woman, one of
the grandest works of (God, has been
piaced by the usages and the customs
of this niueteenth century civilization;
take up the newspapers and read the
records of divorces, social scandals and
marital woes that fill us with shame
and disgust, and then tell me that these
so-calied Christian 1aws and Christian
customs are good things. And where
is the remedy for all this? In Moham-
medan laws and customs—in Islamic
prinecipals. Christian laws and cus-
toms have been tried for manv cen-
taries and have failed utterly. Now
give Islam a trial.”

1t is to be feared that the enthusiasm
of this apostle of Istam has run away
with his judement, provided that jude-
ment enters into his crusade at all.
Murders are committed, thefts perpe-
trated, and ail manner of evil exists in
every country on the face of the globe.
Does it follow that the existing laws
for their suppression should be abro-
zated, and that license should reign?
Shouid the safety of human life depend
upon the fact that thirst for blood nad
been sated by indulgence? Shouid the
endeavor be made to prevent robbery
by giving every thief a!l he could de-
sire? Such a course would bs folly,
and so would be any endeavor to repress
licentiousness by placing no limit
upon the number of wives a tnan might
keep. We are sure no woman in
Christendom would care to exchange
her lot, however hard it mght be, for
that of the women of the Mohammedan
countries, and become mereiy the play-
thing of a licentious brute, the sharer
in a part of his affections znd atten-
tions,

It would be an insult to the intelli-
gence of MomaMMED WEBB to suppose
that he has any expectation of making
converts to Islamism in this country.
His thirst for notoriety is, no doubt, re-
spousible for the mission he has under-
taken. He will be talked about and
criticised; perhaps he may meet with
miid persecution and be lodged in jail,
if he succeeds in breaking up a few
family cireies, as Korversa TeEeED and
Apostle SCHWEINFURTH have done.
He wiil be gratified if notoriety alone is
his purpose, but our people are too en-
hghtenea to contribute to any great ex-
tent to his bank acconnt.

A NOTABLE ANNIVERSARY.

One hundred years ago tomorrow the
corner stone of the national ecapitol at
Washington was laid with appropriate
ceremonies, GEORGE WASHINGTON act-
ing as master of ceremonies 1n his dual
capacity of president of the United
States and grand master of Free and
Accepted Masons. The centennial of
the event will be appropriately cele-
brated at the national capitai tomorrow,
both houses of congress, the executive
departments and the judges and officers
of the supreme court participating. The
event promises to be one of the most
interesting of all the centennial celebra-
tions ot late vears which began with
the Philadelphia exposition of 1876,

1t required seven years to fit the capi-
tol for occupancy, the first session of
congress having been held within its
walls in the year 1800. Toe original
building was completely desiroyed dur-
ing the bombardment by the British
fleet in 1514, and the present building
was begua several years afterward.
Additions have been made to it trom
time to time, until its present propor-
tions and completeness of detail have
been aulained. The total cost of the
building, including the furnishings,
works of art and embellisament of the
grounds, has been somewhat less than
twenty million dollars. Many of the
state capitels have cost more, particu-
tarly the New York capitol at Albany,
and are vastly inferior to the Washing-
ton structure in design, in material of
construction, in finish and in furnish-
ings.’

1tis eminently proper that the cele-
bration of Mounday should be an impos-
inzone. It will call to mind the early
struggles of the zovernment for exist-
ence, and reawaken an interest in those
sturdy patriots who struggled so hard
and saerificed so much in the cause of
huwman freedom. 1t will recall the sim-
plicity that characterized our public
servants in those far-away days, and
perhaps some comparisons may be insti-
tuted not at all flattering to the people
of the present day.

*THE WORLD OF CHANCE.” _

All religious have taught all men that
there is somewhere some sentient, om-
niscient power that directs and guide'i!
the affairs, great and little, of the un¥
verse. For centuries Christianity' has
taught and addressed its prayers to a
Creator who numbers the hairs on the”
heads of each of us, and without whose
cognizauce not even a sparrow falls to
the ground. Science, patiently, tire-
lessly searching for fact, probing phe-
nomena, cver putting nature in the cru-
cible to extract her secrets, refusing to
accept the dreams of men as answers to
her questions, persistently gathering
and collating facts of cause and effect
that the law that controls may be spelled
out; science, thus equipped, tells men

jects ol laws as certain and inflexible as
are any that govern the other processes
of nature.

And yet, despite the claims of religion
and the assertions of science, most men
and women have a belief, more or less
repressed, that their affairs are oraered
larzely by chance, and that their fate
here is determined largely by what they
term their good or their bad luck. They
find this belief reinforced by their own
experiences. They recall how this dis-
aster was incurred, or that one closely
avoided, by the merest chance. Why
should the bullet strike my comrade
next me, and not me? Why, in the
street brawl, does it miss its meant aim
and strike an innocent passer-by on the
epposite side? Why should the switeh-
man keep the switch closed for the train
on which I am, and negligently leave it
open to hurl over the embankment the
train on which my brotuer is? Why
should A hit the rich mine, and B al-
ways find nothing at the bottowmn of his
prospect hole? What brings about the
juncture of the passing man with the
stone falling from the edifice to erush
him?

HowEris, in his *World of Chance,”
makes this the study of the book. The
young author’s book, in spite of judi-
cious advertising, falls flat on the mar-
ket. His publisher believes that the
fate of a book is determined by chances
which no man cau calculate. All he can
dois to priat it, boom it by all the de-
vices of his trade, tempt the publie ap-1
petite for it and toss it out into the great
flood of books which streams from the
presses of the world, to take its chances
of catching or missing the favor of the
populace.

For months *“The Modern Romeo”
drifts with the other flotsam of un-
notliced ereations of brains and press.
No reviewer notices it to either stal
with rnidicule or anoint with praise. At
last, one day the bouk reviewer of a lead-
ing paper gathers up some books at the
office to take hoine for review. When
he zets home he findsthat he picked up
“The Modern Romeo” iustead of the
one he purposed taking. One of the
books is on hypnutism, and interests the
reviewer. When he has finished the
rest, in mere idle curiosity be opens the.
**Romeo,” and, by chance, at the pa;:eq
where the crisis of the plot turnsona
hypuotic effect. He is interested, turns
back and reads the book, is charmed,
and turns in a three-coluinn review of
the book., The author wakes up the
next day famous and successful.

This seems to be a case of pure luck.
What compelling force direcied the re-
viewer's hand, disobeaient to his will,
to the *Modern Romeo” instead of the
ook he wished to take? What was it
made him open it at the precise page
to catch his awakened attention? Was
it mere chance? Are we the mere pup-
pets of circumstances directed by no
law, always just happening? Is it all
casualty and not causality? Is there
something more than chance that makes
oue man shah of Persia and avother one
plain SHAw? 1s cause and effect lim-
ited to tue material world, and are men
exempt? Or islaw supreme and uni-
versal, and is our bad luck ouly the
scapegoat of our indolence, our heed-
lessness or our inability to sense the
scheme which is an ordered whole in-
stead of a jumble of Inconerencies?
KANE, the time-nellowed pnilosopher
of the book, musing on it, says “we
might get back to faith by taking a
wider sweep and seeing God in our per-
sonal disadvantages, finding Him not
only in our luck but in our bad luck.
Chance may be a larger law, with an
orbit far transcending the range of the
little statutes by which fire always
burus and water always finds its level,”
And the author of the chance-favored
book, ruminatiue on it all, is made by
HowELLS to conclude that *justice rules
the universe. Nothing,then,that seemed
chance was really chance. It was the
operation of a law so large that we
caught a glinipse of its vast orbit once
or twice in a lifetime, It was Provi-
dence.” And to this conclusion we atl
come who ponder long on the reason of
things and the experiences ot our lives.

The Catholic opponents are maa-
“ufacturers, capitalists and merchants,
and they recently sent a strong petition
to parliament against the bill, which
was signed by mauy thousands of them.
It seems to be unknown in this
country that the Irish tenaunts are
better off than the tenants in
Eogland. They have a land law which
provides that in case a teuant believes
that his landiord is extorting an un-
reasonable rent from him, he may ap-
peal to the courts, and a board of ar-
bitrators will be appointed to give a fuil
and impartial hearing of the matter. If
this board finds that the rent is too
high it fixes a figure, to which the land-
lord must cut the rent. If a poor man
rents a piece of ground, and is unable
topay the first year’s rent, thé rental is
paid by the state and the poor man is
given a long series of years in which to
settle the mauter. Now, the English
tenants are not favored with any such
law. = Should Ireland have home
rule, it would be under the power
of the ignorant classes, and you
can hardly form an idea now terrivly
destructive they are by inclination,
‘The industries of Ireland wouid soon
be paralyzed, and we should see all the
heavy manufacturers moving their
plants to Kngland. 1t is a great pity
that so Urilliant a man as Giadstone
should have gone off on such a de-
structive tangent. All the home rule
that Ireland needs is a law enabling it
10 make certain public iimprovements
without going before parliament in each
case; such as bridge building, ete. We
do not want political home rule. Iam
a full-bleoded Irishman, and my anzes-
try en all sides were Irish as far back
as they can be traced, su 1 feel that 1
have a right to speak my mind upon the
subject.”

FIISS POLLARD TALKS.

Devoted to Col. Breckinridge for
Nine Years.

WasniNeTox, Sept. 16.—Repeated ef-
forts by the brightest men of the press
in this city have failed to elicit a word
from Madeline Valeria Poilard concern-
ing her relations with Congressman W.
'C. Breckinridge, of Kentucky. but today
two correspondents induced her to
break the long silence. Her story is
graphic and explicit, and is over her
own signature. She cominences by say-
ing that she has been silent under the
advice of counsel, but that the neces-
sity for silence is now removed. 1in her
exordium she says:

*1 feel an irresistable impulse to tell
the story of my life; the amount of de-
ception in which 1 have been forced to
live for nine years, for my infatnated
devotion for Col. Breeckinridee, kept
alive uatil a few months ago by his
own devotion to and his consider-
ation of me. For him aione, and
to shield him from his guilty rela-
tions with me, 1 have ever resorted
to falsehood and deception. With this
man alone have I ever been guilty of a
single impure thought ornet. The mis-
erable reward of my fidelity is a ser-
mon in itself to show how low the high-
est devotion the human soul is capable
of may fall.”

She then tells of her life in Frank-
fort, Ky., from childhood on, of her
early engagement to James G. Rhodes,
of her education under his care. It was
at the home of the widow of Gov.
Blackburn that Mr. Breekinridge made
first public recognition 2f her as bis
fature wife. From tnat time on she
says she had given up her whole life to
him. The statement concludes as fol-
lows:

*1 always sat in the gallery to hear
his speeches on the floor, and signed to
him if his voice wastoo weak,or if atten-
tion waned. He never made a speech
that there was not a tessage di-
rect to me in it, and, though it be-
longed to the speech, and may bave
been very prosaic, it meant much to
bim and me. Mr. Breckiaridge always
introduced peoole to me and treated me
with the utmost deference and respect,
and in no way in the nine years of our
life together did he fail to do this until
he bezan the denials of our engaze-
ment.”

Gives an Account of the Bold

found 150 feet from the track at the
scene of the robbery, and bolts had been
taken from fishplates of the rails.

Alil wore linen dusters, buttoned to the
neck. After the train passed Lhewm they
got on the track and walked along
a few yards and then dis-
appeared in the underbrush along-
sude the track.” Conducior Urfels
said: **When we arrived at the cross-
ing we stopped and let off some ladies
and children. 1 saw four men standing
in fronteof the frame snanty ocevpied
for sheltering passengers awaiting
trains. There was a child on the other
side of the train that got on agzain, and
as soon as 1 helped it on 1 looked
toward the engine to see why it was that
instead of making'a full stop, the train
was moving along azain almost the
same that it stopped, and to give them
the signal to go ahead, and I then weut
into the car and passed through; saw
oue of the men crawling into ihe ex-
press car through the door.

CAPTURED BY SOONERS.

They Get Choice Lots in One of the
Best Towns.

PERRY, O. T., Sept. 16.—This town,
the county seat of County **0,” and the
principal town-site on the line of the
Santa Fe road, fell into the hands
of the sooners. Seven minutes after
noon a humber of horsemen were seen
scampering in this direction from the
flint hills over towards the east, and
five minutes later a party of 200 horse-
men under the lead of Jim Masterson,
mounted on Bill Dalton’s famous horse,
descended upon the townsite and occu-
pied the choicest lots. They ehose
the Jots immediately surrounding
the land office where the business
portion of the town will doubtless be
buiit. That they were sooners who had
been hiding in the flint hills is abso-
lutely certain, for no horse has yet been
found who can make nine miles in
twelve minutes. At 12:45 the honest
boomers began to come in. They, too,
were mounted on horses, and they beat
the Santa Fe excursion trains by eight
minutes. 1t is estimated that 5,000 peo-
ple have claimed lots during the after-
noon.

Early this morning the United States
troops imade a last hunt for sooners.
They discovered an even score, among
them being Mrs. Silver, known all over
the West as being the proprietress of
dance hails in mining eamps and boraer
towns. The troops brought them to
the guardhouse here and kept them in
confinement until late in the afternoon.
Up to 6 o’clock this evening there had
been no serious disturbances here,

FIRED TH: GRASS,

ARKANSAS CITy, Sept, 16.—The cow-
boys on their ponies took the lead in
the race from this place. They had
gone but a short distance when they
spread out over the prairie and, dis-
mounting, set fire to the thick
prairie grass, hoping thus to turn
asid those who were following. The
fires spread rapidly at first, but the
wind was blowing from the north
driving the flames south, and they were
soon stopped by a deep zally which
parallels the Cherokee three miles
south of here. Horses could not be
urged through the tlames, and many
were turned back. No damage was
done by the flames so far as known,
further than destroying the grass and
impeding the racers.

Anold man named James H. Hill, of
Kingborn, N. J., was shot and instantly
Killed by a soldier at the southwest
corner ol the Chilocco reservation. He
started into the strip berfore the signal
was given. The soldiers warned him to
stop, but Le did not heed their orders
and they fired upon him. The sum of
£300 was found on his person,and it was
turned over to the sherifrl.

TERRIBLE STRUGGLE

GurHRIE, Sept. 16.—The arrival of
morning trains from the south was the
signal for the opening of the Cherokee
strip. The people in the trains wanted
to remain, but the deputy marshals with
guns and clubs drove them out like
S0 many cattle, telling them they must
£o to ihe lines a mile away, and many
walked there. Then came a change of
orders, and the cars were again thrown
open, and the crowd at the depot surged
in, filling them to the roof, wniis men
hung upon the trucks, upon the tender
and upon the mail car guards, and hun-
dreds climbed upon the roofs, while
those who had obeyed orders and had
gone to the line waited in vain for the
traius to come there,and were compelled
to get into the last train, leaving all
hope of getting lois or land during the
terrible struggles to get upou the first
trains. Oune man had his shoulder
baoken, one leg dislocated, and a
woman an arm broken. Twenty others
were badly trampled upon. A mighty
shout went up as the first train moved
out over the prairie, followed by a sec-

ond, third, fourth and fifth. The
run to the townsite of Perry was
made in forty-five minutes but

when the trains came in sight of the
town, two-thirds of the Dbest lots were
taken by “soovers.” W. C. Rawmseyer,
of Eldorado, Kausas, was the first horse-
man to arrive from the south line, and
staked a fine corner lotat 12:25. He
says a large portion of the towusite was
taken Ly “‘svoners™ who wele walking
leisurely into the town from the west
when he arrived.

By mistake the lund office at Perry
had been built on a square of private
lots, and things are in such contusion
that tonight the street, atleys aund ail
are being held by lot stakers. The
whole affuir has been badly managed
from begzinning to end,and loud are the
denunciations ot theUnited States mar-
shals and Secretary Swmith for the
shameful abuses that have been al-
lowed. Hundreds of people left in dis-
gust tonight, but there are still 20,000
people there holding down lots on the
site, and all over the adjoining claim.
