Sioux City & Northern and Jack-
sonville & Southeastern the
Roads Affected—The Freight

The Western Passenger association at
a recent meeting, the purpose and ob-
jeet of which has been fully given by
the GrLopr Saturday, took action in the
matter of the suspension of passenger
business relations with the Sioux City &

acts and of pursuing a course in con-
flict with the letter and spirit of the
agreement of the Western Passenger
association and rules and regulations
thereunder, and which has advers.vly
affected the interests of association
lines.”

On the hearing, the ofiending line at.-
tempred to justify its course, which it
failed to do, in the opinion of Chairman
Caldwell, and he ordered thatall tickets
of the Sioux City & Northern sold on
and after Tuesday, Sept.19, 1863, will
not be honored.

corner stone of their nation’s capitol
will find in the recital of our perform-
ance of publie duty no less reason for
enthusiasm and congratulation than we
find in recalling the wisdom and virtfue
of those who have preceded us.”

The exercises were so prolonged that
only an enumeration can be made of the
closing observances. They consisted of
the rendering of the grand chorus *'The
Heavens Are Telling.” from Hayden's
oratorio **Coronation;” a judicial ad-
dress by Associate Justice Henry Bill-
ings Brown, ot the United States su-
preme court; a closing speech by Com-
missioner Marion Barker for the dis-
trict government, and the rendering of
**America” by the Marine band, chorus
and audience.

Thousands of people thronged to the
capitol grounds tonight to hear the
ringing of the chime of bells on the
new library building and to attend the
open air concert by the Marine band
and the grand chorus of 1,500 voices.
T'he concert took place on the platform
where the exercises of the afternovon
were conducted. T'he east front of the
capitol was beautifully lighted, and the
scene was of the most picturesque char-
acter. The programme began with the
ringing of **America” on the chime of
bells. Then the Marine band played an
overture, after which the grand chorus
sang. The programme was a lengthy
one, and concluded with the singing of
“T'he Star Spangled Banner” by the
grand chorus, the audience joining in
the singing.

IT WAS A MURDER,

Neihring’s Victim Dies From Ef-
fect of the Blow.
Speelal to the Globe.

STILLWATER, Sept. 18. — Charles
Neihring, the young mman who struck
Pat McLaughlin with a neckyoke on the
pontoon bridge Saturday afternoon, is a
murderer, McLaughlin having died of
his injuries at the city hospital early
vesterday morning. McLaughlin has
been unconscious from the time he was
struck on the head, but his friends
hoped that he would recover. A con-
stable from St. Joe, Wis., was in the
city yesterday, and, in company with
the marshal of Houlton, went to Som-
erset to arrest Neihring, who will be
taken to the Hudson jail. Acczord-
ing to the statutes, either state can
prosecute the case, but up to last
evening none of the authorities here
knew where the case would be tried.
Washington county does not care to
stand the expense of prosecution, and
St. Croix county, Wisconsia, is no more
anxious to pay the costs. McLaughlin
was a resident of Stillwater, but con-
ducted a saloon in Wisconsin. Several
stories are afloat relative to the crime,
and it is generally conceded by all who
saw the affair that McLaughlin brought
1t upon himself. Some say, however,
that Neihring had no grounds for strik-
ing him. Deputy Coroner Clark is un-
able to say where the post-mortem will
be held. The remains of McLaughlin
were taken to the undertaking rooms
of Cockburn & Garen, and no exterior
bruises could be noticed upon his body,
excepting a small scratch on the chin.
Physicians are of the opinion that he
suffered a fracture of the skull, and
that there was an internal hemorrhage.

CharlesNeiliring, the man who struck
Pat McLaughlin with the neckyoke,
from the effects of which he died, was
arrested yesterday afiernoon by the
Wisconsin authorities, and is now con-
fined in the Hudson jail. An autopsy
held last evening by Stiliwater and
Hudson physicians in conjunction re-
sulted in finding the skull fractured
and large blood clots on the brain, show-
ing thatMcLaughlin’s death was caused
by the blows which he received.

Narcisse Belisle and David Dumond
appeared in the municipal court yester-
day to answer to a charre of stealing
sheep. They pleaded guilty, and were
fined $15 and costs each. Judge Netha-

In the probate court vesterday the ad-
ministrator’s final account of adminis-
tration in the matter of the estate of
William Stock, deceased, was settled,
and the estate was assigned to the
heirs.

Charles W. Kinyon has brought suit
in the district court for a divorce from
Carrie M. Kinyon on the grounds of de-
sertion. They were married in Ovid,
Mich., in 1886, and thé defendant lefi
her husband in Kansas City in 1890,

Both of the St. Croix Lumber com-
pany’s mills at South Stillwater are
now running, the large one, which has
been shut down about two weeks, hay-
ing been started up again yesterday.
William Chalmers says that the mill
will run until the season closes.

Clerk of the Court Doe says thatthere
are a great many people in Washington
county who hold imperfeet naturaliza-
tion papers. The papers in themselves
are all right, but the records are imper-
fect. He has found in all forty-uine
cases where the records were wrong,
and there are others that do not look
right.

Silver Cloud Resting Over the
Monetary Situation Prevents
Favorable Conditions From
Having Effect. on the Stock
Market—The List as a Whole
Characterized by Steadiness.

~ CHIcAGo, Sept. 18.—Corn was leader
today in activity and strength. The
market for that cereal advanced in
spite of enormous receipts. Wheat had
a good deal to contend with in the
shape of a break in the weather, the in-
creasing primary market receipts and
visible supply, and it succumbed to the
extent of !Je deciine. Corn had also
much to bear up against, bu: the bulls
1n that article, instead of forgetting all
the strong features of the situation, ap-
geared to have concluded that their
uying could be more advantageously
done now than if they waited until the
receipts dried up.

flgures Saturday. English cables were
I1;d lower; there was an increase of
1,160,600 bu in quantity of wheat on
ocean passage, the shipments from In-
dia were larger, it rained, which was
more favorable for fall plowing and
seeding. There was pretty free selling,
and the market turned decidedly weak
when the visible supply showed an in-
increase of 1,191,000 bu against an
increase of 2,651,000 bu a year
azo. The firmness 1n corn was due
in a measure to the quite liberal
shipments reported from this mar-
ket. The increase’ in the visible
supply—=805,000 bu—was smaller than
generally anticipated, and this had a
stimulating effect temporarily.

Sales were at l;@!{c aecline,
but later a stronger feeling developed
and prices advanced J@3/e, and the
close was strong at about the top, with
a net gain of @3 ¢. Trading was only
fair. The visible supply decreased
967,000 bu,but the local stocks increased
77,000 bu last week.

There were a few buying orders from
the outside in the provision pit, but it
was found 1mpossible to fil! them at the
price they were limited to for want of
sellers. A bid of the previous quotation
met with no response when an attempt
was made to fill a buying order and
prices were advanced upon very few
trades.

NEW YoRK, Sept. 18.—Today’s stock
market was characterized by steadiness.
The volume of business was contracted
by small traders, and the range of prices
was narrow except for some of the
specialties in which even a very slight
pressure to sell results in a heavy de-
cline. ‘The bears, who were in the as-
cendant at the close of business on
Saturday, renewed their operations at
the opening, and there appeared to be
no serious opposition to their move-
ments. But while there was no very
active buying for the long account, the
efforts of the short interest to bring out
long stock were not attended by much
success, and the pressure to sell
was not heavy at any time dur-
ing the day. There was some selling
orders from London, mainly for St. Paul
and Atchison, but they did not cut any
considerable figure in the trading; !h_ey
were based on the belief which is gain-
ing ground gradually abroad as well as
at home, that the inaction in the senate
and the dilatory taetics of the silver
states’ senators means the defeat of un-
conditional repeal and the disturbance
of the national finances. It is the silver
cloud resting over the monetary situa-
tion that prevents the many favorable
conditions from having effect, as, Sat-
urday, when the bank statement favor-
able though 1t was beyond the expecta-
tion of the street, failed to do more than
rally prices a fraction,only to be knocked
down a peg or two by a small bear raid.
So far as the money market could be
depended to influence the speculation
it was entirely favorable; the re-
ceipts of currency from the in-
terior were large, both today and
on Saturday, and out-of-town savings
banks are in the market as purchasers
of bonds sold during the days when all
financial institutions were strengthen-
ing their cash balances to meet a possi-
ble drain upon their resources; but this
satisfactory state of money afiairs did
not bring rehet to the depressed market,
and, except for an occasional rally, the
market was weak throughout the day
and closed heavy in many instances at
the lowest point touched, the chief
declines ot the day’s business being
American Tobaceo, 4: Congolidated Gas,
317; Minneapolis & St. Louis preferred
trust receipts, 2i: Pullman palace
and Chicago & Alton, 2; Manhattan
consolidateq, 1¥;; Louisviile, New Al-
bany & Chicago and Colorado Fuel and
Iron, 114, and Sugar, New Jersey Cen-
tral, Lake Erie & Western, Richmond
Terminal preferred and New York,Sus-
quehanna & Western preferred, each 1
per cent. Louisville & Nashville moved
inaependently of the general market.
