FIERCE FIRES RAGING
HLONG THE LINE OF THE WISCONSIN

CENTRAL ROAD.

ftSJILAM) ANDBAYFIELDSAFE.

Heavy Downpour of Rain Saves
Marshfield, Merrill,Eau Claire

and Other Towns— Some Dam-

age Done by a Small Cyclone

Near Augusta— Destruction of
Timber Very Large.

Ashland. Wis., Sept. 18.—The city

is overhung by a heavy pal! of smoke
tonicht, and bad forest tires are burn-
ing south of the city along the line of
the Wisconsin Central road, within a
mile of the town. Devastating fires are
also raging in the direction of
Bayfield. On the Odanah reserva-
tion and in the White river dis-
trict, according to the reports of land
hunters who have explored the out-
skirts of the burned district, several
settlers have been burned out, although
allefforts tonight to obtain the names
of tho persons whose homes have
been destroyed have proved fruit-
less. The destruction of the pine
on the reservation, however, has
been enormous, and Capt. Day, one of
the pine land hunters, who viewed the
burning forest today. estimates that no
less than 75,000,001) "feet of pine on the
reservation has burned, causing a pe-
cuniary loss to the government of at
least liwO.OuO. Neither this city nor
Bayfield is in any danger from the
fires, despite their close proximity.
The clearing between the burning pine
and limits of the cities is ample to pro-
tect them. Fanned bya high wind the
fires did approach quite close to the
northern limits of this city yesterday.
The water works system has been put
in workingorder again. The fires are
stillburning fiercely along the line of
the Wisconsin Central south of Ash-
land in this and Taylor counties.

The Welcome Rain.
Mabsbfield, Wis.. Sept. IS.—Every

vestige of forest fires in this section was
put out by a heavy downpour of rain
this evening. At Merrill,Wis., a heavy
rain set iiithis afternoon, and is still
falling. Enough has already fallen to
put out all forest fires and all danger is
over. AtEau Claire, Wis., heavy rain
and high- winds were general iv that
section this afternoon, greatly to the
relief of lumbermen there, where mills
and timber were endangered by fires.
It is reported that several houses
were unroofed by wind at Au-
gusta, this county. At Beloit,
the first rain in" several weeks
fell today and there is a prospect
for more." Ithas put out the fires in the
surrounding marshes. Adispatch from
Augusta andjotlier points reports that
the storm was almost a cyclone and
some damage was done to buildings and
many trees toppled over.

DROPPED DEAD

From Fire Excitement
—

Peat
Marsh Burning.

Rochester, Minn., Sept. 18.— The
death of Dr.Henry Clifton, an old resi-
dent of this place, occurred at his home,
three miles south of the city, yesterday
afternoon, under the most painful cir-
cumstances. Dr. Clifton and his wife,
both of whom are nearly seventy years
old, lived alone, he having retired from
the practise of his profession, that of a
cancer and tumor doctor. Yesterday
afternoon flames were seen to issue from
the house, and neighbors who rushed to
their assistance found it past saving.
They with the doctor worked hard to
rescue the household effects, and with
good success. The house, which was of
stone, was burned to a shell. The old
man, it is supposed, over-exerted him-
self in his efforts, and this, together
with the excitement, resulted in heart
cessation, and without a word he fell
dead, lie was an old soldier, and his
remains were taken charge of by Custer
Post, G. A.R., of this city. Itis feared
that tho two-fold stroke may prove fatal
to his wite, as she is prostrated by the
shock. She is under the care of rela-
tives.

Severe Firing Lasted Over Three

Hours.

ANOTHER TRAIN WRECK.
SEVEN PEOELE KILLED AND A LARGE

NUMBER INJURED.

Manteno, 111., Sept. 18.— At9:20 to-
night the second section of the Big
Four Passenger Train No. 45 crashed
into the rear of the first section,
that had stopped unexpectedly
at a point ten miles north of
Kankakee, telescoping one sleeper
and two coaches, killing seven people
and seriously injuring alarge number.
The rear cars of the first section were
the Ohio & Mississippi sleeper and
two chair cars, all fairly well filled
with passengers. As

- soon as the ex-
tent of the disaster was realized physi-
cians were telegraphed for to Kankakee
and Manteno, and ten arrived here at
11:40. The work of rescue was
immediately begun, and one by
one the "horribly .mutilated bodies
of the seven • were removed from
the pile of wreckage.' The passengers
in tlie forward cars,' although they re-
ceived a severe shaking up, and some
were badly cut and- bruised, were
foremost in the work of rescue.
They were taken as soon as possible to
Mauteno, where they are oeing cared
for under the direction of the railroad
officials. No names of the killed or in-
jured can be obtained at this
hour. There is great confusion.
None of the trainmen are able to
account for the wreck, as a man was
sent back from the first section as soou
as the stop, which was made necessary
.by some defective machinery in the
locomotive was made. This flagman
has not been seen since the wreck, and
he is probably the only man who can
eive the real cause of the disaster.
It is thought by the railroad
.officials that the second section of Mo.
45 was running at a pretty good speed,
having no intimation that the first sec-
tion would stop at this unexpected
point and that the flagman failed to get
back a sufficient distance to enable the
engineer of the second train to reduce
the speed.

Jim Keene .Sued.
New Yokk, Sept. 18.—Mrs. Minnie

C. Rankin, wife of Alfred A. Rankin,
of Wayland. Trask & Co., of Wall
street, is suing James R. Keene, the
well-known stock operator, for $200,000.
She claims that $100,000 was given to
Mr. Keene in 1884 by W. 11. Vanderbilt,
to nold in trust for her, and that he has
never repaid any part of the money.

The remainder of the amount asked
for she claims to have earned in tne
services of Mr.Keene between 18S3 and
1889. Her attorneys, Good hart and Phil-
lips,have begun suit in the supreme
court. Mr.Keene, in his answer, de-
nies the existence of any part in favor
of Mrs. Rankin, or that he owes her any
money for services. ;
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BRITISH NAVALFAKES.

"Torpedo Catchers" Which Are
Unable to Catch Anything.

One of the most serious pieces of
news in connection with the naval
maneuvers is reported by the cor-
respondent of the Standard. He states
that when ordered to accompany the
Royal Sovereign at full speed the tor-
pedo catcher Niger could not steam
fourteen knots. Now the Nicer is one
of the latest of an immense class of
vessels, nearly thirty in number, which
has been turned out by the admiralty
to perform a specific duty, says the
Pall Mall Gazette. The torpedo catch-
ers are small boats of from 700 to ySO
tons, with engines offrom 1,500 to 4,500
horse-power. They are intended to be
the British reply to the large force of
torpedo boats which the French have
placed in the channel and in the Med-
iterranean. The theory is that in any-
thing approaching to a sea way they
wiilrun down and destroy the fleetest
torpedo boat.

Their speed is supposed to vary from
ten to twenty-one knots. As a matter
of fact, the whole ciass, withscarcely an
exception, is a notorious and dismal
failure. Few of the catchers can aver-
age sixteen knots: many have failed to
maintain an even lower sbeed. Their
funnels become red-hot when the boilers
are beine pushed, and tongues of flame
from their furnaces indicate their ap-
proach at night. The French have
many torpedo boats capable of running
twenty-live knots and upward. To set
a vessel like the Niger to catch one of
these boats would bo like pursuing an
express train in a hansom cab. lt is
to be regretted that inbuildingsix ships
of the Hawk class, vessels of 215 tons
and 3,000 horse-power, without trying
one boat of the series, the admiralty
is repeating the fault that has en-
cumbered the navy list with over a
score of failures of the Niger type.
