KRUG IN 18HE JUG,
The Seattle Defaulter Discharged
and Rearrested.

Adoliph Krug, who was arrested a lew
days ago and delained in the Merchants’
hotel by azitizen ol Seatile, was before
Judge Ezan yesteriay on a writ of ha-
beas corpus. Mr. Krug is accused of
appropriatiog to s own use $160,000 as
treasurer of the city of Seattle. Subse-
quent to his arrest by Mr. Crawford, of
Seattle, who had vo warrant, Krug was
arrested at the instanece of the couniy
attorney ob this county on a warrant
charging hun with being a fugitive from
justice.

Aftter hearing the matter Judze Ezan
announced very emphateally that M.
Crawford ol Seattle, had no right to ar-
rest and detain the mman without a war-
rant for so doing, but he would remand
Krug to the sheriff under the warrant
or being a fugitive from justice, and
require him to give bail in the sum of

2,000 or o to jail.

While the judge was
speaking of the illegality of the arrest
by Crawford, that gentleman squirmed
and soon after left the room, when the
counsel for Mr. Krug told nim that he
would give him ten mirutes to return
the §74 taken from Krug. In less time
thae that Mr. Crawford returned tothe
judge’s chambers aud handed over the
mouney.

In-
vestigation must go on, he emphasized,
tu prove whether the sacred writings
are reliabie and in accord with truth or
merely based on popular tradition.  kx-
amples of the correetion of long-stand-
ing historiecal errors were cited by Dr.
Brizes to show that namerous tradi-
tional tancies have been removed forever
by the researchies and the exact judginent
of the higher Biblical erities, who work
on well detined principles, by (rained,
accurale methods, with the utmost skill
and delicacy. The results, he beld, are
as sure as thosy of any othier science.

“Scicatific Biblical criticisin canpot
be stayed by any force,” declared-the
lecturer, and then with intense feeling
he declared: *“I'ne chorus of shoutings
of the opposition will be buried beneath
its waves. It does but seek the truth.
It does nol seck the favor of ecclesias-
tics or pander 10 the prejudices of the
peopie.” Turning again to his Biblical
review, Dr. Briggs said: It may be
that evervthing in the Bible isaccuarate;
but how can we Eknow this uniess the
searchlizght of eriticism is turned on.”
The story of Jounh at Nineveh was dis-
credited by implication, and referred to
as being fixed by the higher eriticisin as
an inspired work for the imagination.
The geograpby of fne Bible must be
tested, and a new Biblical history de-
veloped, not based on traditional in-
terpretations of the history rather than
on the history itself, which lies buried
under tradition.

Biblieal criticism, he said, was born
of the necessities of the age, and while
destructive of the errors and erudities
which still envelop the Bible, is essen-
tially constructive, aiming to place
things in their most froitful relations.
By its efforts the true story of Biblieal
history, literature and theology will be
unearthed from their traditional plas-
tering and given out in their true spirit
for all men and all tine. &

GETTING IN HIS WORK ON SCHOOL
SUPPLIES 8Y PROXT.

PEN MIGHTIER THAN THE BID,

—

Awards Made for Faraishing
School Supplies — A Bid for
Pens at 23 Cents a Gross Re-
Jected to Work in a Mayoralty
Pen at 45 Cents—What Will
Prof. Pond Do ?

The purchasing committee having in
charge the bids for school supplies have
awarded the contracts to the St. Paul
‘Hardware company, Adam Decker, D.
S. Sperry, of Brown, Treacy & Co., the
St. Paul Heraid, Rich & Clymer and F.
A. Bristol. City Treasurer Miller was

“in Chicago, and only the mayor and

Mr. Wolterstorfl were present to make
the awards.

There ought not to have been any dif-
ficulty in making the awards, for the
tabulation of the bids showed clearly
who bid lowest on the articles specified:
bur, in keeping with his policy of look-
ing out for the interests of Wright, Bar-
rett & Stilwell, the mayor got in Iris
usual tampering with the .returns.

In the matter of pens, there were
three bidders, their proposals being for
900 gross of pens. D. S. Sperry, of
Brown, Treacy & Co., turned in two
samples, his bid on one being 22 cents a
gross, and on the other, 23 ceuts. The
latier pen s identically the same now
supplied the schools by Wrigit, Barrett
& Stilwell, under last year’s contract,
at 45 cents a gross. 1t is made by the
same firm, is of precisely the same
grade, but bears Sperry’s stamp instead
of the mayor’s firm. Another bid-
der was Rich & Clymer, who offered the
same pen now in use, made by the
same firm, but bearing the stamp of
Ricn & Clymer, instead of Wright, Bar-
rett & Stilwell, and at 45 cents a gross,
the same price now paid Wright, Bar-
rett & Stilwell. The third bidder was
F. A. Bristol, who offered a different
pen, at 35 cents a gross. The tabulation
showed these bids clearly., and the
mayor well knew that the Sperry pen
was the same he is now turnishing the
sehools at 45 cents a gross, yet when the
award was made by himselt and the
president of the assembly Sperry’s
bid was erased from the
list  of the  supplies awarded
to Sperry. It was decided by the com-
mittee to leave the matter of pens to
J. 1. Bond, supervisor of pemmanship
of the public sehools, and it was under-
stood that he would decide in favor of
the bid of Rich & Clvmer, the meat of
whicin is that Rich & Clyvmer is to
all lutents and purposes the firm of
Wrignt, Barrett & Stilwell. 1t s,
then, for Boud 10 say whether the low-
est bidder shall have the contraet for
furiishing the pen which he deciaed
last year was good enough for the
schivols, or wnethier Wright, Barrett &
Stilwell, by proxy, shall continue to
furnish the sawme pen, with only the
stamp ol Rich & Clymer upon it instead
of their own, and at nearly twice the
Lgure ot the lowest bid.

‘The tabulation showed that the Pio-
neer P’ress company and Price, MetGill
& Co. were the lowest of the bidders to
dao the school printing and to make the
senool manual., There were three other
birdders, but they were so mueh higher
than these two that they were left out
of consideration. The bid of the Pio-
neer  I’ress  compauy  was: School
printing, 367.653 manual,  §148.
The bid of I'rice, MeGi & Co.,
was:  School printing, 5; manual,
SIS0, One thousaud copies of the
manual are wanted: but Price, MeGill
& Co. specified 1,500 copies.  The bid of
this firm on school printing is much
lower than that of the Pioneer Press
comnany, but its bid on the manual is
much hizher. ‘T'he aggregate of the
Pjoneer Press bid is #515.65, and of Price,
Metiill & Co. $314.75. Price, McGili & Co.
have announeed that they will uot ac-
cept the contract for the sehooi printing
unless they are also awarded the manual.
PriceMeGill &Co.will unquestionabiy be
awarded the contract for both the sehiool
printing and the manual, and will be
required to print only 1,000 copies of the
manual,
