MALARIA AND TYPHOID,

How I’hysicians Now Accurately
Distinguish Between Them,
New York Sun.

A tew physicians in the United States
now distinguish between malaria and
typhoid fever iu the early stages of cach
by what is esteemed an absolutely cer-
tain diaguosis. The bleod from u pin
prick upon the patient’s body is Smeared
on a glass plate and placed under a
microscope. If the characteriste bacil-
lus of malarin is discovered the proof is
taken as conclusive. ‘This method of
diagnosis will be employed more than
ever this fall, as city folks are already
returning from the country laden with
disease germs, and the knowledge of
the method is speading amoung physi-
cians.
