History of Bank Note Tax.
New York World.

Not one person in ten, perhaps, knows
just what me 1U pvr cent tax on slate
bank notes is,01 when or how it was
enacted.
It is commonly spoken of as a war

measure, and yet it was not adouieii
until February, 1865, when ilie war was
onviously iiearing iis end. and did not
jro into effect until Aug.1. 155»5. tifie>*u
months after L*e:s surrender. It is
usually regarded as an integral part of
the national banking system, but in
fact it was not thought of when the
national hanking, law Was enacted, or
lor two years thereafter.

The original national bank act was
'parsed in February. ISG3. 11was radi-
callyamended in June. 1504. but still
without any discriminating tax oilstate
bank issues. The bill imposing such a
tax was first offered in Feuruary, LSoo,
and defeated. Ou the same day it was
offered again in slightly different fnriii
and passed ityan aecideut. Mr.Brooks, !
of N-w York, bitterly opposed itin

1 deba.e, but voted for it for the purpose j
ot moving a reconsideration. Had he j
voted against itthe result would have ,
been t>7 yeas to05 nays.

It Is Now Parceled Oat Amone
Russia, Knglandand China.

Philadelphia Press.
Asia to-day is practically parceled be-

tween three powers. Russia holds all
Northern Asia. China occuuies Eastern
Asia. Great Britain is dominant in
Southern Asia. Russia comes nearest
being alone in the tract oter which its
power extenus. From the Pacific to the
Baltic ithas no rivals, and its advance
has met withouposilion only as itbegan
to extend southward near to England
or eastward «yer territory tributary to
China. Inneither direction has iimade
any advance since these powers pro-
tested, and it has relumed to China
territory inl.i.unce occupied by Kus-
s.an troops, ihe only backward step
they have taken in central Asia in a
century. China is not alone on tiie East-
ern co t t. but its position at its crut»r
is uuqufstioned.attd ihe.instant France
be?a<i to press northward to a point
which threatened tue Southern Chiuese
coast Cliina interposed a resistauce
winch was effectual.
