BILLS NOT WASIE PAPER.

Judge Cory Discharges Costello
and His Assistants.

In the police court yesterday morning
R.J.Costello, advance agent for Leyden,
the alleged ex-priest, and three boys,
Willlam Edwards, J. Furnell and Frank
James, were arraigned on a charge of
throwing waste paper on the streets.
‘The parties were distributing haund bils
advertising Leyden’s lecture when ar-
rested by Patrolman Yorks. An order
had been issued to the police by the
mayor directing the arrest of the per-
sons who threw paper on the streets,
and the officer was of the opinion that
the quartette were violating the order.
Costello gave bail Thursday night, but
tive lads had toremain in the stalion all
night.

When the case was called in court A.
G. Wedge and Walter Holcombe ap-
peared as attorneys for the defendant
and demanded a copy of the complaint
and the erdinance under which the ar-
rest was made. A consultation with
the city attorney and judge followed,
resulting in the case being dismissed.
Judge Cory, after leaving the bench,
stated that, in his opinion. there was no
ordinance governing the distribating of
dodgers. The ordinance supposed to
cover the case was one which made it

an offense to throw waste paper on the’

streets. The parties claimed they were
distributing the hand-vills when ar-
rested, and not threwing them on the
street. A case identical with the one
just dismissed was brought vetore him

during the Great Northern celebration,
at which time a man was arrested for
distributing official programmes on the
streets. In uhat case the defendant was
discharged for the samejreason, namely,
that the ordinance did not prohibit the
distributing of hand-bills.

EARLY RESUMPTION
Is Promised in the Case of the
German-American Bank.

A. D. Lyuch, of Washington, a spe-
cial national bank examiner, arrived in
this city yesterday morning, and during
the day was in consultation with Messrs.
Thorne and Lawler and other interested
parties regarding the resumpiion of the
National German-American bank. Mr.
Lyuocw’s duties are exclusively with sus-
pended banks, and he eame to St. Paul
from Miiwaukee, his visit to that city
being in connection with the Milwaukee
Natonal bank, which reopened for
business a few days ago.

Seen last evening, Mr. Lynch said he
was not prepared to make any extended
or detailed statement as to the condition
of the German-American bank, but he
had fouud the sitnation very favorable.
I'he examiners,stockholders and dircet-
ors of the bank had accomplished a deal
of valuable work. An amount of money
ceeding $400,000 had been collected, and
extensions secured amounting to $1,-
400,000. Nearly four-fifths of the re-
quired extensions had been obtained,
and with the additional money expected
to be secared, and additional extensions
now being negotiated, the outlook was
very encouraging.

The comptroiler, Mr. Lynch said, is
anxious to allow suspended banks to re-
open, but, of course, desired the resump-
tion to be on a sure foundation. His
report would be made to the comptroller
in a few days, and the comptroller
would then name in detail the condi-
tions upon which the bauk might re-
sume. The comptroller, he said, would
make a decision as soon after receiving
his report as possible, and the matter
would be definitely determined aery
shortly. Mr. Lynch expects to meet the
examiners, together with the directors,
at a meeting to be held this morning at

10 o’clock, at which further progress
will be reported.

DR, L. P, DODGE DEAD,

A Severe Operation Kills the
Noted Physician and Politi-
cian.

Dr. L. P. Dodge, a Minnesotan of con-
siderable prominence, whose home was
at Farmington, died at St. Luke’s hos-
pital in St. Paul at 4:30 yesterday morn-
ing. For five years Dr. Dodge has been
afflicted by cancer of the bladder. 1t
finally became necessary to remove the
cancer, and he went to the hospital to
have the operation pertormeda. Drs.
Charles and Robert A. Wheaton were
selected for the work. Dr. Dodge being
about sixty years old, was unable to
survive the shock.

Dr. Dodge has long been a mmember of
the board of control of the state school
at Owvatonna, and took a great interest
in the work. giving as a reason therefor
that he was himself in his voutha
**bound-out” boy, and naturally felt a
deep interest in homeless waifs. He
was also ehairman of the T'hird district
congressional Republican committee.
He has always been a prominent politi-
cian, and has held several official posi-
tious. Asa physician he was counted
one of the most skillful in the state.
He was one of the founders of Farm-
ington. As a politician Dr. Dodge is
reputed to be one of the highest class,
and it is said of him that he never
stooped to trickery, He was a politi-
cian upon the¢ principle that itis the
duty of every Awmerican citizen to take
an interest in public affairs. Dr. Dodge
is survived by a wife and two children.

Another case needing immediate re-,
lief is a poor womau on Pine street, with’
eight children, needing clothing and
shoes; the woman has been deserted
by her busband, and washes to support
the famiiy. We also found another’
family on Victoria street, where the
mother is ill, with seven small ehildren,
father away seeking employment, with
no food in the house except a loaf of
bread and some flour, which the mother
was unable to use on account of her
sickness; their needs have been sup-
plied with the excéption of clothing
and shoes for the children.

We have just visited the homes of
these poor sufferers, and know what_
they need.
owed and very much afflicted mother,
came in and asked for some flannels for
her ana himself, but we had none to
give him. 'This boy is a gzood chila ax
bas staid by his mother faithfuily. He
is now in a position as cash boy, doing
everything ho can for the comfort and
consolation of bis afflicted.parent. We
make this appeal in behalt of our poor,
because we believe there are many
homes where there are stores of cast-off
clothing that may be sent in to comfort
the distressed.

Contract Let for Boiler Repairs
and Storm Doors Ordered.

At yesterday’s meeting of the court.
house and city hall committee the con-
tract for repairing the boilers for the
building was let to Augzust Wallentin
at his offer of $479.

and 1njurious substance, except one
barrel found at Exceisior, Minn.. a few
days ago, which contained poison, as
stated by the Piloneer Press Sept. 28,
1893, E. N. EaTox.

Charles F. A. Boch, proprietor of the
Northwestern Vinegar works, says that
he cannot account for how that poison
got into that barrel, as they make vine-
gar in batches of from thirtv-five to
forty-five barrels, whieh is all in one
receiver. It could not have happened
at the works, else all of the thirty-five
to forty-five barreis would have had
poisqu in. Being the only cone, he
thinks it has been done by some one
that either wanted to hurt him or the
parties at Excelsior, Minn. He turther
says that he does nol use any che micals
whatsoever in his factory.
