Abath
and a rub down follow, when dinner is
served. After that a mild Perfecto
cigar, and in the evening pool and bil-
liards with the buys. This is the rou-
tine tor one day. Some days there are I
variations from this, but not material !
ones. I

As todiet, 1am simple in my eating!
always, and make no great difference |
in my tood when '.raining, ieat eggs }
ana chops and steaks and potatoes; in |
fact, everything that is good, 1 do not j
need to reduce my weight, and can j
therefore enjviy many things that those
who run to rat must d**ny themselves
when training. 1have never indulged
much ingreasy, fatty foods or liquors,
and so do not miss them when putting
myself into condition.

\\ hen not in training, 1 weigh about
l'.ts or iOO pounds and do not lose more i
than from lour to ten pounds during
my preparations lor a match. Ido not j
try to lose weight at all, for a certain !
amount of nvoirdupois is needed. .and !
the reduction that comes is entirely in-!
cidental.

Ido my'hardest work at the begin-!

nine of a period of training: not that 1
exert myself more at that time, but it
comes hard to train severely until one
trets used to it. Six weeks after 1 begin
training fora big contest, 1 lay off for
a week and tnke on some fat. During
this week of relaxation 1do no training
whatever. About three or four weeks
before the fiuht Ido this again* and 1be-
lieve that tne breaking away from hard
training is an excellent tiling. It pre-
vents a mau from getting stale and
worn out.

My hand ball exeicise is for the mus-
cles of the back and stomach, and also
tor the hands and legs. The value of
the boxing ejeercise is apparent. My
span ing partner wears a rubber jacket
blown up with air in such a way as to
give him three inches of protection, and
this enables me togo at him hammer
and tongs, and strike as hard and as
fast as ican without Hurting him. This
will have a tendency to Keep me m sucii
trim that it will not tire me to do hard
and fast tigiitiugwhen the reai contest
comes off.

My wrestling is done with the idea of
giving me ruguediiess and strength, and
this exercise is not child's piay, 1can
assure you. Very often your opponent
ina tight, will clinch with you and put
all nis weight on you and try to tire urn
out by pulling you around. My walk-
ingand running are to give me steadi-
ness of lens, goon wind and eood stay-
ingpowers. Ihe wrist machines and
the pulley weights 1 consider valuable
adjuncts, as they so develop the muscles
of a man's arms— ifpersistently u?>ed—
that they are not likely to tire in battle.
The punching bag, too, is a greut help
in this direction.

Wiien 1was younger, Idid not fully
appreciate the value ot the bag. though
my trainer constantly urged itupon me.
Duringone of my tights 1 began to get
\try tired in my arms at the end of the
fifteenth round, and then 1 wished in
my heart 1 had given more attention to
the bair. Fortunately my opponent was
more tired than I,and 1 won the tight.
1have ever since been a disciple of the
punching basr.
Itwas when 1 was a clerk in a bank

that Ibecame an amateur boxer in the
Olympic clul\ San Francisco. 1 was
sixteen years old when 1 joined that
cluu, and 1had not the slightest idea
or becoming a tighter or even a boxer.
1did intend to play base ball, but 1
hurt one of my fiugers and could not
play. '1hen 1 took up boxing, entering
and winning the heavyweight tourna-

Iment. JacK Burke, the Irish lad, came
to San Francisco looking lor a sei-to.
The club boys wanted me to meet nitii,

{ fessional ranks, and 1have since fought
j eighteen battles, besides touring the
icountry and meeting all coiners in box-
:ing matches.

After these to th« fact that Ihave .j
striven to lead a regular, temperate life,
to judiciously exercise even when not

What do 1consider the requisites of a '
good tighter? Inthe first place the man
must be of good height and long reach,
strong, but not so massive and powerful 3
as to make him slow and clumsy, for
quickness is an essential born in eye and \u25a0'

movement, it being quite as necessary
that you should know all that your op-
ponent is doing or preparing todo as to •
get in Rood blows yourself. The hand,
of course, must lie perfect, although it
is not necessary that the list must be a
big one. it being the force behind the
hand that does the execution.

Fighters are born,nut made, but every
fialiter knows, after all. that the most j
important requisite toa'winner is a good
training before you enter the ring.

How do 1 feel before going into a
light? vVell, you can imagine, perhaps,
how a man would naturally feel when
there is £50.000 or £00.<K)0 up, his own
reputation and the good name of Ameri-
cans as fighters at stake. Knowingthat,
besides these things, his entire future is
dependent on the outcome of tin- con-
test, he would bti more than human if
he did not get a bit anxious to do his
level best.

Has .Mr. Mitchell ever seen me tight?
No. 1 don't think he ever has.

Where does he get his lino on me?
Well, in the first place, lie knows that
Sullivan was a better man when he
fought him than when Suiiivan fought
me. and MeAuliffe. who seconded Sulii-
vas, has told him •litchell) just how 1 j
light,so that of < .use he muat be very i
well posted m to my points and methods j
of righting. Beside*, Jim Hall, with
whom 1sparred two years ago, is now
Mr. Mitchell's sparring partner and
trainer. lam free to say that 1believe
Mr.Hall knows all about my fighting
ability,and will undoubtedly give Air. j
Mitchell some valuable points about I
me.

Mr. Mitchell may also derive some i

confidence from the followingcircum-
stance: On one occasion we met on
the Bowery, in New York. Mr. Mitch-
ell seemed disposed to have a little i

amusement atmy expense, which 1didn't I
feel called upon to resent, for 1 remem- I
bered that we were not then in the ring, j
and that the place we were then in was
no place to light.

Who do 1 think is the best man Iever
met? John L. Sullivan, in every re-
spect, and as Mr. Mitchell fought Sulli-
van to a draw, and claims that he had j
him defeated when the tight was de-
clared a ('raw, Mr. Mitchell ought to be
able te make me bust It*to defend the
championship when we n.eet in Decem-
ber before the Coney Island Athletic
club.

make the association a circuit of eight.
Among the cities applying for the three
remaining positions are St. Paul. Den-
ver, Omaha, St. Joseph, Grand Rapids
and "liockford. Itwould seem that St.
Paul. Omaha and Denver should be the
three most available points. However,

it is understood that an objection is
urged against St. Paul in favor of Rock-
ford, the assertion being thai, while
Kockfoid is not a seventh as large as
St. Paul, itcontains twenty times the
enthusiasm of .his city, and wouid af-
fora a much larger patronage to the
games than this place.

J. J. Ahem will be at the meeting of
the association at the Grand Pacific in
Chicago on the 25th, and it is safe to be-
lieve that he willlook out for the inter-
ests of St. PauL But if Mr. Ahem
must go to Chicrgo without the assur-
ance that Sunday baseball playing will
be permitted in the city, he will stand
no show whatever of winning. A dele-
gation will interview Mayor Wright
upon the subject, and unless he gives a
positive assurance that Sunday play-
ing willbe permitted, the whole matter
willbe dropped so far as St. Paul is
concerned. There is no reason to doubt
that St. Paul will furnish a handsome
support for the games played here, and
the only thingstanding in the wayof the
city's entrance to the league is the want
of assurance of Sunday games. It is
believed that ihe mayor will gladly
grant the assurance. The probabilities
are, so itis stated, that the rules of the
national league willbe adopted by the
Chicago meeting.

Moore is training hard at the Phoenix
club under the handling of Tommy
Hogan. and Costeilo is in faithful train-
ingat Fort duelling under the handling
of Sam Fitzpatriek, who trained Peter
Jackson for his contest with Corbett
two years ago.

ers, who could always be relied upon to
keek up the prestige of the home col-i
ors. There was. therefore, some doubt
as to the outcome of yesterday's match. j
But the doubt was quickly removed.
Though the play of the home
team was not faultless, they displayed
sufficient evidence to indicate that it
willrequire a very strong team to carry
off the pennant so gallantly won last |
season.

The game drew a large crowd of spec- j
tators, and the experience with them
demonstrated that the managers of the
matches yet to be played have a stiff
contract on their hands. The people
paid no respect to the ropes around the
field of play, but surged onto the
ground, which is not only annoying to
the players, but decidedly unfair to j
those who remain outside the inclosure. |

The referee (Loui3K. Hull)had to stop |
the progress of the game to have the
people ordered outside the ropes. An
order of this nature Is imperative and
should be rigidly enforced.

Minnesota won the toss, and elected
toplay with the wind slightly to their
advantage. The visitors at the outset
attempted to break the home line, but it
was unpenetrable at this point. Not
the slightest headway could be made,
and then the home men secured posses-
sion of the leather, aud were quickly
into their opponents' quarters. The
Kansans seemed to break away under
the heavy onslaughts.
