The Union Pacific put in a 5G5.50
round trip rate from Missouri river
points to San Francisco, and applied
the same rate to Portland without con-
sulting the transcontinental Portland
lines, and it is this action that has called
out the new rate from the Soo Pacific.
The latter has, however, in this retalia-
tory move, gone below the rate of the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
lines, thus antagonizing them.

F. I. Wliitnay, general passenger
agent of the Great Northern, was asked
whether his line would meet the cut,
make a still further cut, or ignore the
matter. He replied that the matter
had not yet been considered, and he
was therefore without information on
the subject. Charles S. Fee. general
passenger agent ofthe Northern Pacific,
is out ot the city, and no one was found
about the general oftices of the road
who could give any infennation upon
the subject.

No idea was expressed in St. Paul as
to what course the Union Pacific will
pursue. Tlie Soo Pacific, as observed,
has cut the Union Pacific's rate to San
Francisco 50 cents, and to Portland
$15.50; hence the Union Pacific is in a
niucb worse position than the Great

jNorthem and Northern Pacific, both of
which lines have, since the opening of
the transcontinental line of the Great
Northern, quoted a s2s one-way rate to
Portland. The S'2s rate is a through
ride, ana conveys none of the slop-over
privileges of the round-trip rate. It

!seems piobable that the two St. Paul
!transcontinental lines will simply
!change their one-way rate into arouud-
|trip$50 rate. They will lose very little. by such a change, as compared with

what the Union Pacific must lose to
meet the cut. The Soo Paci lie's steam-

way willbe very caichy to tourists, and

GOSSIP OF THK RAIL.

Latest About the Union Pacific
—

1he Soo Kate Adopted.
Chicago, Oct. 10.—The Union Pacific

has addressed letters to all of its con-
nections saying that under the receiver-
ship the road will continue doing busi-
ness exactly as heretofore, and tlxitit
desires the co-operation of other lines
as ithas had it up to this time. Noth-
ing is said in the message about the re-
lations the road would sustain toward
the Western Passenger association, but
the existing conditions will not be dis-
turbed lor some time at least.

A proposition was submitted to the
Western Passenger association lines to-
day to use the rate of 820 between Chi-
cago mid the Missouri river, SlO going
and §10 coming, in connection with the
§05.50 rate from the Missouri river to
the Pacific coast, making a round-trip
rate of £i>5.50 from Chicago to California
for tiie midwinter fair. 'Ihe proposition
will,without doubt, be adopted. The
Burlington today put in a rate of 605,50
to the Facih'c coast traveling limit ot
fifteen days, with liual return limit of
April15. 'lhis rate will apply from the
Missouri river; the rate to Southern
California points will be §00.50. The
rate from Colorado common points to
the Pacific coast will be £00 for the
round trip.

A special meeting of the Western
Passenger association lias been called
for Thursday ot this week to consider
routine matters not covered at the last
meeting.

The Western Freight association
lines, in connection with the Union
Steamship company, today met, via
Chicago and Milwaukee, the rate of 25
cents on rlour to the Atlantic seaboard
recently put in by the Soo line.

MIDGKLEY'S DISCOVERY.

ItMay Result in Stirring the
Interstate Commission.

Chairman Midgeley, of the Western
Freight association, lias found a point
iv the interstate commerce law, which,
lie asserts, is unconstitutional. lie says
that the lake line railways have been
and are changing their rates duiiy and
almost hourly, according to the lluetua-
tions in the Liverpool market. Itis ab-
solutely necessary that these sudden
changes shall be made, in order to
keep the commodities moving. These
changes have been going on with the
tacit consent of the ißterstate commerce
commission, which has made no ellort
to enforce the clause of the law that re-
quires that when a line desires to make
a change of

'
rates itmust give a certain

number of days' notice. Mr.Midgley
shows that ifthe commission should en-
force the notice clause on export tariffs
it would be most destructive to export
traffic; and yet by notenforcing itthere
is a discrimination against lines having
CO lake connections. The Eastern lines
of railway are rallying to the assistance
of the Western lines In their efforts to
meet the cuts of the railways having
lake connections.

Rate Sheet Discussion.
The St. Paul aud Minneapolis Rate

association held its regular quarterly
meeting in the union depot yesterday.
Alllines in the association were repre-
sented. E. Valentine, of the Burlington,
was elected secretary and compiler. The
business of the meeting was the chang-
ingof the one-way rate between St.
Paul and Chicago from §7, the world's
fair rate, to 811.50, the change to go into
effect Nov. 1. This changes all Eastern
and Southern one way rates which base
on Chicago. The $25 aud fib lirst and
second-class rates to the Pacific coast,
which were put into effect by the Great
.Northern, upon its opening to the coast,
and have since then been used by all
transcontinental lines individually, will
be quoted in the new rate sheet. This
willgive rate associations which base
on St. Paul the right to use these rates
in their several rate sheets. The most
of the day was devoted to adjusting
Eastern and Southern rates, and the
meeting adjourned to 9 o'clock this
morning, to put in the day adjusting
Norm Pacific coast rates.

Government Itights.
Washington, Oct. 10.—The officers

of the department of justice are still
considering what steps to take to insure
the protection of the government rights
in the Union Pacific railroad. Itseems
to be settled that the department will
select some competent and experienced
person as counsel to represent itIn all
such and other proceedings that willin-
evitably result from the placing of the
road in the receiver's hands. The in-
terest account with the government is
said to have grown as large, if not
larger, than the principal. There is an
equal number of first mortgage bonds
which were issued by the railroad com-
pauy, and which, it is said at the treas-
ury department, have a firstlien on the
property.

Cheapening Copper Hauling.

Tho shippine of cooper ore is so ex-
pensive that the copper miners of Mon-
tana have long racked their brains to
devise some means of lowering freight
rates. The Montana Ore Purchasing
company has recently come into the

possession of a new and very cheap
method of extracting the copper from
the ore, forming the metal intopig, thus
reducing many times the buik to be
shipped. A specimen of the pig-copper
was received yesterday at the office of

General Traffic Manager Fiuley, of the
Great Northern.

Denver &KioGrande.
Denver, Oct. 16.—Chairman George

Coppell, of the board of Denver &Rio
Grande directors, arrived in the city
yesterday. After the meeting of stock-
holders of the road, which occurs to-
morrow, Mr.Coppell will make a trip
over the Rio Grande, returning to the
East early next month. Inspeaking of
the approaching meeting, Mr. Coppell
said that the stockholders of the road
are well pleased with the management,
and the old board of directors willbe
re-elected.

Local ltailroad Notes.
Itwas stated at the Great Northern

general offices yesterday that the stock-
holders of the Great Northern were in
session, but devoting the day to routine
work,and that they had not readied the
point of electing directors. No idea of
how soou the election will be held was
given out.

Rumored Receiverships for the
Atchison and Missouri Pacific
Itonds Cause a Big Bear Raid
on the Stock Market—Half of |
the List Went Up and the
Other Half Dawn.

CnrcAGO, Oct. 16.—Acomplete change
of feeling in the wheat pit late in the
session was the feature of trade today.
Dispatches reported thirty boat loads
worked for export at New York. The
absence of anything like liquidation
after an extraordinary rush.of selling
caused shorts to become good buyers.
A great lot of wheat was recovered. It
was a bull market the last hour, and the
final quotations were }{@}{cover Sat-
urday's dose. Corn was well bought at
somewhat lower prices at the start, and
closed with a net gain of %Q. Provisions
are about unchanged.

Wheat at the opening was weak, and
prices 9£@lc lower, advanced about %c
above opening figures, then ruled easy
again, and prices declined s£c, fluctuated
some, and then advanced l'lial^'c, held
quite steady, and the closing was %c
higher for December and J4c higher for

jMay than the closing \u25a0 figures Saturday.
IFor a while the feeling was very unset-

tled. Itwas claimed that about 5,000,-
--000 bushels of "long" wheat was closed
out. The trade started in with a panicky
feeling on weak and lower cables, pros-
pect of a great increase in the visible
supply of wheat and the very heavy
Northwestern arrivals. On the curb
previous to the opening tbis morning
Pardridge lent his influence to depress
prices, and lie was a liberal seller at the
opening of the regular market. The
heavy long line ot wheat held for Wall
street seems ..to have been princi-
pally in the niind's-eye of some people;
but Schwartz- ft Co., Baldwin-
Faro urn, MiImine, Bodnian <&. Co.,
Nortn-Worthiflgton, F. G. LoLan &Co.
and otlx-r prominent houses with close
New York connections were good buy-
ers. Inaddition came the announce-
ment that Chicago stocks decreased
nearly 300.000 for the weeic. The .lakes
came in witha decrease of 029,000 bush-
els. Eit:ht primary wheat points had
1,010,000 bu. for tl}« day, but this was
lightcompared with 1.871,000 bu same
day a year ago. When the visible stocks
were all in, the increase was under
2,000,000 instead of the predicted 3,000.-
--000, and but little more than half
the 3,384,000 increase a year ago.

Corn at first was rather easy, in sym-
pathy with the weakness in other mar-
kets, and prices ruled 3£@%c lower. At
the decline there was quite a good gen-
eral demand, a portion of which was
credited to the "short" interest in the
Southwest. This, in conjunction with
the small increase in the visible supply,
imparted a little more strength, aiid
prices during the latter part of the ses-
sion gradually advanced %®%c. and
the appreciation was fairly well sup-
ported to the close.
'Ihe oats market was held up prin-

cipally by the firmness of corn, and was
fairly active. Holders did not seem
anxious to sell, and shorts were cover-
ing to some extent. Prices had We
range, and closed }£@Mc higher than
Saturday.

Provisions were dull. Prices fell off
a little as a result of the slumpin wheat,
but reacted later, following the rally in
that cereal.

Freights were dull, with fair offerings
of vessel room at 2c for wheat and 13*40
for corn to Buffalo.
