The Democratic party in th<* state
has a smaller number of newspapers of
influence than the Republicans, Rnd is
at a great disadvantage in consequence.
All observers willbe ereatly surprised
if the Democrats succeed, for they are
handicapped in many directions.

THE SEXATK HAS VOTED.
Atlast the senate ofthe United States

has performed its duty to the American
people. Last evening, by a vote of 43
to 32, it passed the Voorhees billrepeal-
ing the clause of the Sherman act which
compels the government to purchaso
the minimum amount of four million
ounces of silver monthly.

The measure has been under consid-
eration in the senate for more than two
months. Itwas daring the lust week in
August that the Wilson bill, passed Oy
the house, was Bent to the senate for
concurrence. There the Voorhees bill
was offered as a substitute, and itis this
measure that has evoked the protracted

discussion that has dragged its slow
length along until the people became
weary, ami heartsick, and disgusted—
almost hopeless of relief from the evils
bred by that spawn of class legislation—
the Sherman bill. Regardless of the
protests and appeals of business men
and artisans, who were fellow sufferers,
and of the admonitions of the executive,
the representatives of the silver inter-
est have persisted in delaying action.
They have blustered and bullied, threat-
ened and entreated. Taking advantage
of defects in the ruies ot the senate, they
have refused to permit the taking of a
vote. Under pretense of defending the
rights of the minority, they have tram-
pled under foot and outraged the rights
of the majority. Tney have talked for
days togetiier with the avowod purpose
of causing delay. Claiming rights, they
have extorted privileges.andhaving priv-
ileges, they have demanded concessions
and compromises. Being denied the
lutter, thanks to the firmness of the
president and his chief supporters, they
have resorted to the most infamous ex-
pedients to cause delay. At last they
have been forced to surreuder, and
there is assurance that the vicious meas-
ure that they have so persistently de-
fended willbe wiped from the statute
books.

The Voorhees bill passed by the sen-
ate differs but little from the Wilson
bill, which received the approval of the
house. The chief point or dissimilarity
is the final paragraph, which declares
that it is the purpose of the government
to maintain, as far as possible, the parity
of gold and silver as money metals.
This declaration is simply a piece of
cheap buncombe, for it has no binding
effect, legally or morally. The essential
features of the two bills are alike; the
effect of either willbe the same.

The billnow goes to the house for
concurrence. Here ther« is no doubt of
its speedy passage. Under the snur of
the previous question a vote may be
had within a few hours— within two
days at farthest. The house will not
permit of any amendment, for the
members of that body, like the people
at large, have lost confidence iv the
patriotism and capacity for self-govern-
ment of the senate, and will not risk
further delay. Theipeople would have
preferred the passage of the Wilsou
bill, for it was explicit and unequivocal.
They will submit to the Voorhees bill
rather than run the risk ol further pro-
longation of a debate that has already
taxed the publ-ic forbearance to its ut-
most limit.

THE FAllt CLOSING.
Instead of with joy and festivity, the

world's fair closes its gates in an atmos-
phere of gloom. The sad tragedy that
bereft Chicago of its chief executive
cast a pall of universal sadness over the
hundreds of thousands who had gath-
ered at the White City. Carter Harrison
was almost as familiar to strangers as
toresidents. lie was the central figure
at every public demonstration. On
every conceivable occasion he was called
upon todo honor todistinguished visitors
and to welcome them in the name of the
city. His activity was ceaseless, his
labors prodigious. With courtly bear-
ing he received the Princess Eulalia,
and acted as her escort at the time of
her triumphal visit to the fair. The
Duke of Veragua was his guest.and the
dusky princess from Honolulu received
his courtesies. Commissioners from
every land learned to know him. and
every one admired him.

His ceaseless energy from the opening
day of the fair up to the hour of his
untimely death was the marvel of Mr.
Ilarrison'sfriends. He endured fatigues
that would have whollyprostrated those
of half his years. He was ever at the
beck and call of the citizens. No occa-
sion was so trivialas to be overlooked
by him. lie dispatched the business of
the municipality with expedition, and
then surrendered himself to the social
obligations imposed upon him by virtue
of his office. As on off-hand speaker he
had few equals. Graceful compliments
flowed from his lips for those whom it
was his duty or his pleasure to honor,
and on every occasion he took care to
sound the praises of Chicago. His ego-
tism was of the manly sort, and his
boasts of the greatness of the won-
derful city for which he spoke,
though sometimes extravagant, were
always seasoned with wit and that
adroitness which avoided the giv-
ing of offense. Only on one occasion
did he permit himself to chide his au-
ditors. On Manhattan day he took oc-
casion to refer to the jealousy that had
been so frequently and obnoxiously
manifested by New Yorkers toward the
fair, and boastingly defied them to point
out wherein Chicago had been remiss in
her duty, or in what pespect she could
have been, surpassed by New York.
But, though vaunting; his remarks were
so cleverly clothed with politeness as to
conceal to the superficial listener the
covert sting they contained.
Itwas eminently proper that on these

last days of the fair respect should be
shown to the memory ofMayor Harrison
by abstinence from noisy demonstra-
tions or unseemly hilarity. Such doings
would have jarred upon the sensibilities
ofa large majority of the people. Ifhe
had been an ordinary man— an official of
the average type— less conspicuous in
public affairs.it would have been unnec-
essary to interrupt the progress of the
final festivities; but as itis, itwas emi-
nently proper that trappings of mourn-
ing should envelop the buildings at
the world's fair, and that all sounds of
gayety should be hushed in the White
City.

Those Denver banks that are resum-
ing business on the eve of the repeal of
the silver billare discrediting the Col-
orado senators ina most emphatic man-
ner. Teller and Wolcott have both been
declaring for months that to discredit
silver would be to bring on a financial
crisis in the Rocky mountains. The re-
peal is nearly accomplished, and yet the
banks seem to Invite the blow which
these sage statesmen insist is impend-
ing. Very evidently the bankers place
no confidence in the sagacity of the
aforesaid statesmen.

The most pleasing result of the as-
sassination of Mayor Harrison, if any-
thing can be pleasing bearing upon such

a deplorable tragedy, •is the universal
willingness of both the press and the
pulpit to pay tribute to the 'merits of the
deceased. The bitterness of" political
rancor with which ho was assailed

'
has

now been forgotten, and his many excel-
lences are alone remembered. Ameri-
cans seldom cherish political animosi-
ties long; they always forget them at
an open grave.

i Now that the silver repeal bill is
passed in deference to the demand of all
the press and most oSv*he people, and
that alleged cause of iprfinancial scare
is out of the way, our Republican
brethren are harking back to their old
cry about trie tariff,and their readers
willbe assured daily and weekly, from
now until the tariff billpasses, that the
fear of reduction of taxation was the
cause of tlw panic and the only hin-
drance to the return of the blooming,
booming old days.

"Who is the silver-tongued orator of
the senate?" asks a correspondent.
Really, the Globe cannot decide as be-
tween men of such nearly equal merit.
Stewart's silver tongue is probably the
most enduring, Teller's the best fora
sprint, Wolcott's makes the most noise,
but in a long-distance race Allen's
would undoubtedly be the safest to
bet on.

Anxious Inquirer: President Cleve-
land has been too busy of late to take
time to sign the commissions of success-
ors to Republican incumbents of the
federal offices. As soon as the silver re-
peal billpasses he willhave more time
at his disposal, and will doubtless at-
tend to the matter to which you refer,
provided the applicant is indorsed by a
repeal senator.

Pbehbebgast, Mayor Harrison's as-
sassin, is confined in the cell in
the county jail in which Lingg,
one of the condemned anarchists,
committed suicide a short time before
the day set for his execution. Prender-
gastcould not confer a greater boon
upon the community than by following
the example set by Lingg.

LONDON PRESS*

President Cleveland Strongly
Commended.

Loxdox, Oct. 30.— Standard,
commenting upon the passage of the
repeal billby the senate, says that a
weaker man than Cleveland would have
been beaten, owing to the division of
opinion in the United States. The de-
feat of the silver men is the first
step in the return to better hab-
its in many things besides the
currency. The most urgent step which
may follow the repeal of the silver-
purchasing clause of the Sherman act is
a reduction inthe tariff. If President
Cleveland can accomplish this lie will
stand for the greatest administration of
the United States in the present gener-
ation. Without a reformed tariff a re-
form in currency would do no perma-
nent good, though itmight for a time
alleviate triesuffering.

The Times says that the victory over
a powerful combination of well-organ-
ized and wealthy silver men, and greed,
shows the firmness and courage ofPres-
ident Cleveland. "We can only hope
that the repeal of the silver-purchase
act is about to restore that monetary
stability which lies at the foundation of
national credit and sound commercial
relations."

Discussing the effect ofthe repeal of
the Sherman act, the Times says:
'•Everything seems to point to the dis-
solution or the present party lines and
the formation of new combinations.
Mr.Cleveland personally has nothing
to gain or nothing to lose, since he
cannot again be a candidate for the
presidency, lie can afford to do bia
duty without fear of party management,
and he has now rendered such to his
country, the value of which willout-
weigh the disadvantages of discontent
among mere politicians. The latter,
however, the Times remarks, must not
be wholly disregarded.

The Daily News says that President
Cleveland's shrewdness and sagacity
have won a decisive victory for honest
money and common sense. We may ex-
pect the McKinley tariff law to go the
same way as the Sherman act. Un-
doubtedly the repeal of the Sherman
act willbe regarded with the same sat-
isfaction here as it.is in the United
States. _

The
queen arrives and is greeted by the
king and Jabez, Prince of Ophir, to
whom the Queen of Sheba is be-
trothed. As Hiram is about to leave
the hull Balkis calls to him. She
also is a Syrian and has loved Hirani

since her childhood. He greets her
rather coldly. She resents itand is in-
formed that he is inlove with a picture.
When he shows it her she recognizes
the queen, and as Tamar is being led
into tlie palace she leads Hiram oft into
an ansa room. When, by a mistake, a
few moments later, in answer to the
queen's call for Balkis, the door opens
and Hiram sees the original of his
picture, he causes great consternation
in tne assemblage by falling on his
knees and crying, "Ilove thee." The
indignant queen orders Jabez to regent

the insult for her, and after a short
passage of arms he lies wounded upon
the floor.

WAR AMONGIRISHLEADERS
T. P. O'CONNCR'S VIEWS ON THE PAR-

NLLLITEPOLICY.

EEB.nONDS RKCEM KK.IIAIIKS

Latest Move or the Radical Irish-
men Denounced as Insanity

—
Home Rule Can Never Win Ex-
cept by a Majority of British,
as Well as Irish Votes—Dyna-
miters Denounced.

[Copyriehted, 1803, by tho Associated Press.]
London; Oct. 30.—T. P. O'Connor,

member of parliament for the Scotland
division of Liverpool, editor of the
Weekly Sun, and president of the Irish
National League of Great Britain, was
asked by the Associated Press to give
his views upon the Irish situation in
general, and particularly upon the atti-
tude of John Kedmond, the Parnellite
leader, in announcing the Intention of
Hivinghis supDort and that of his fol-
lowers to the Conservatives, and to

oust Mr. Gladstone from power, should
it be round necessary in his opinion to
do so. Mr.O'Connor in reply writes as
follows:

"To the General Manager of the As-
sociateu Press: Your request that Iex-
press my views in regard to the recent
pronouncement ofJohn Kedmoud conies
at a moment when 1 scarcely feel com-
petent to make a statement. 1have
just returned from a tour of the dis-
tricts in England where the irreat coal
war is rasing, and the sights and scenes
of misery seen during the course of this
tour pursue me like the oppression of a
nightmare, and Ifind it difficult to torn
my thoughts and atteution to a very dif-
ferent subject.

"1 regret very much the recent
peeches ofJohn Kedmond, and for rea-

sons not dictated by any hostility to any
section of the Nationalist following his
lead. My view as to the attitude the
Irish party should take up towards the
Parnellites has notoriously been that by
patience, moderation and avoidance of
injunctions and offensive epithets we
should be free to prove to their mis-
guided judgment apprehensions they
have been tauirht to leirurd us with are
unfounded, ana that they should in this
way be free, by the absence of incite-
ments to their passions and their recol-
lections of Paruell. to consider tiie at-
titude of

THE IRISHPARTY
withsomething likedispassionate spirit.
"1did not see that the fact that there

was a party of Nationalists professing
more extreme doctrines than we was
altogether unmixed withevil. Inshort,
the attitude 1always thought sound and
wise in regard to the Parnellites was to
treat them as one of the factors workins
for the National cause, and to utilize
them for that i:ood object. Up to a few
weeks ago itappeared to me that this
was also the view of their own leaders,
and Iam not sure that itis not the view
uf the majority still. They still keep up
the appearance of being more extreme
than other Nationalists, and in keeping
up the appearance undoubtedly had to
sail very near the wind and to some-
times subject the Irish cause to immi-
nent risk of shipwreck. For instance,
the attempt to retain the Irish members
in their full strength in the imperial
parliament after home rule was very
near landing us in terrible disaster, as
the retention of over eighty mem-
bers forms one of the most effective
weapons auainst home rule ivthe next
campaign. If we had succeeded in
forcing on the government, as we might
perhaps have done, the retention of the
fall number, Iregarded our success iv
another election campaign as impos-
sible.

"This urging forward, too, of the de-
mand for amnesty for political prisoners
1 regard not only as perilous to the
cause of home rule, but even more de-
structive to what little chauce these un-
fortunate men have of ever getting re-
leased. The ideatiiat home rule involves
sympathy with dynamite methods (and
such an impression, though ill-founded,
would Lhs spread if the Parnellite policy
was adopted) would of course mean the
defeat of home rule at the next election,
and the defeat of home rule would mean
the accession of a Tory miuistry, and
the accession of

A TORY MINISTRY
would likewise involve the permanent
imprisonment of these men.

"Bat forall these things Ihave been
willingto make a certain allowance. To
D.it it frankly, the Parnellites had to
ki»ep their extreme followers on their
hands. Mini Iam willingto allow them
considerable latitude in political tactics
In doing so. But, on the other hand,
the Parnellitus as a body, supported the
government of home rule loyally
throughout last session. They ijiade
mistakes, and they did wronsr things;
all that 1admit: but, considering their
difficulties, their record uu the whole
was good.

"But what is the meaning of this lat-
est cry? 1have not had the opportun-
ity of seeing any of my colleagues for
many weeks; therefore 1 am without
knowledge of the inside history of this
latest move of Kedmond. 1 must say,
however, that his policy seems mere in-
sanity. The fundamental point to be
remembered about home rule is tiiat it
has finally to pass into law by a ma-
jorityof British as well as Irish votes.
Unless we get a majority of British con-
stituencies, as well as Irish con-
stituencies, It will be impossi-
ble that we should ever force
measures through the opposition of the
lords. What then every practical Irish
politician has to consider is what are
the methods and measures with which
to get a majority of British votes for
the Liberals at next election. Every
vote then given for the Liberal party
willbe nven for home rule, and every
vote taken from the Liberals willbe
taken from home rule.

"Now what is to get British votes for
the Liberal party? Itodmond must be
strangely ignorant of electioneering
history if he does not know that one
meaDS by which we can get

r.TBTiiRAT. VOTES
is too pass Liberal legislation, and if
anybody has any doubts upon it he has
only to study the tactics of tke Tories'
and Unionists' obstinate obstruction.

"Obstruction to the home rule bill is
dictated as much by the desire not
merely to impede the bill,but also by
the resolution to limit this parliamentary
session to home rule; for a strong card
with the Unionists and Tories has been
that the home rule measure would
destroy allpower of the Liberal min-
istry to carry any British legislation,
aud to that the British working-
men could therefore be called
upon to resist the retura of tho
Liberal ministry on the distinct ground
that by so doing they would destroy all
their chances of getting their own sore
needs attended to. "That is the reason
that the Unionists ao streuuously re-
sisted the autumn sittings, which be-
ginnext Thursday. In short there is
no political party not agreed in the
opinion that ifthe ministry has to co to
the country without British legislation,
its chance of getting a majority is de-
stroyed.

"What, then, is Redmond asking for?
Why is it that the Liberal government
should do the very thing the Liberals
aud Tories alike believe would lead 10
its destructive defeat? He asks that
Irish questions t>« dealt with (for that
is what the dfemaud comes to); he asks
fora dissolution next year. In other
works, he asks the LiDeral ministry togo to the country without these British
measures, which form their oue chance
of getting amajority.

"Inshort, Mr.Gladstone, Mr.Cham-berlain, Mr. Morley, Mr.Balfour, Mr.
McCarthy and Lord Kandolph Churchill
agree in thinking withthe ministry thatno Liberal work will be done, which
willmean that the Liberals willundergo
a crushing and overwhelming defeat
and that a.bigLiberal defeat aud a big
Tory majority mean, perhaps, the de-
struction of the home rule cause inour
generation.

"This, it appears to me, is where
John Redmond's policy is leading us.
