OPIUM CULTIVATION.

How the Stuff Is Grown and Gath-
ered in British India.
Pearson’s Weekly.

As the cultivation of tobacco is pro-
hibited in England, except under a spe-
cial license from the excise authorities,
so the cultivation of the poppy in Brit-
ish India 1s forbidden unless license has
been taken out. When a cultivator
takes out a permit from the opium de-
partment to cultivate a certain area
(usually two-thirds of an acre of his
land), he receives an advance in money
to secure his allegiance, and he binds
himself to deliver to the opium agent,
at a fixed price, ordinarily five shillings
a pound, whatever opium may be pro-
duced upon his land.

Whnen official supervision is efficient
is is certainly very difficult for a man
to cultivate poppy on a larger area than
is covered by his license without detee-
tion. The cultivation cannot be con-
cealed, Itisasort of garden cultiva-
tion, the poppy plants bLeing grown in
little squares or beds, intersected by
tiny water channels for irrigation, when-
ever this is possible. The growtn of
the plant is carefully tended, and at
length the time comes when they burst
out into flower, and the fields look like
a sheet of silver as the white petals of
the flowers glisten in the morning dew.
These beautiful petals are the first
product of the crop, for the women and
children of the cultivators’ families
come forth and pick them off one by one
and carefully dry them, so that they
may serve afterward as the covering of
the manufactured cake of opium.

Then the poppies, with their bare
capsule beads, remain standing in the
open field until it is considered that
they are ripe for lancing. The culti-
vators then come forth in the evening,
and, with an implement not unlike the
knives of a cupping insirument, they
clarify the capsule on its sides with
deep incisions, so that the juice may
exude.

In the early morning the cultivators
rezppear wilth a scraping knife and their
earthenware pots and they scrape off
the exuded juice and collect it in their
pots. And this is erude opium.
