The Tip as to the Whereabouts of
the Jumbo Financier First
Given by a dMember of the Giobe
Detective Bureau, and the
County Attorncy Followed Up
the FPointer,

In spite of the significance attached
to the discovery of the hidiug place of
Louis F. Menage, the wrecker of the
Guarantee Loan company, and the grav-
ity of the circumstances attending his
arrest, the published accountsof the af-
fair cannot help but be amusing. Every
paper published in Minneapolis but one
is engaged in a frauntic effort to prove
that the whereabouts of the swindler
was made known solely through its in-
strumentality or agency, and the excep-

tlon noted squarely admits that
the reason why it does not
claim the credit for the great
piece of sleuth work (sic) is that

it wasn’t in existence uuntil recently. In
its edition yesterday an evening paper
soted five columns of matter in de-
seribing just how this masterpiece of
detective work in journalism was done
Ly its own special artist from sleuth-
dom. The article was divided into
chapters, and the writer cut loose in a
manner that would throw into the shade
the most thriilling romance that ever
found its way between the covers of a
yeliow-backed novel—all of which 1s
good reading, but is lacking in the es-
sential element of truth,

The GLoBE is nothing it not honest,
and its candor 18 only equaled by its
niodesty; but so flagrant an attempt as
this to wear another’s well-earned lau-
reis should not be permitted to pass by
unrebuked. As stated in yesterday’s
GLOBE, the discovery of the where-
abouts of Menage was due to atip given
County Attorney Nye by a member of
the GLoOBE detective bureau. Ever
since his flight this paper has made an
emphatic and unconditional demand
that the swindler should be chased to
his hiding place and smoked out, in or-
der that he should be punished in the
piliory of the law as he was already in
thatof public opinion. It was the GLOBE
that first demanded his retarn, and
the offering of a reward for his capture,
the writer having cousulted with Mr.
Nye on this point betore the reward
was offered, and long before the other
papers took the cue that it was time for
them to wake up and do something.
Moreover, it was a tip given the au-
thorities by a member of the GLOBE de-
tective bureau that led to his final ap-
preuension, and had it not been for a
desire not to defeat the ends of justice,
the news could have been published
some days ago. As it was, the GLOBE
did say at the time that the bhiding
place of Menage was determined, and
that his arrest would take place in a
iew days. With the statement of these
facts, the GLOBE again remarks that it
has the right to modestly consider itself
ndorsed.

HOMEWARD JOURNEY,

Scheig and Floyd Are to Suffer
No Deilay.

Chief of Police Smith said last night
that he had received nothing further
concerning the arrest of Phil Scheig
and Frank Floyd aside from the tele-
gram of Monday night, and what he
had seen in the papers.

“The next business,” said he, s to
bring them back, and our men will start
as soon as the papers are ready. In-
cdeed, they may have sailed tonight, in
iase the requisitions were received in
iime, as I understand a boat was to
eave.”

In reply to a query, he said that De-
tectives Hoy and Lawrence would both
go after the fugitives. At the Bank of
Minneapolis it was also stated that
nothing additional had been learned.

SoUTHAMPTON, Nov. 14.— Frank
Filoyd and Philip Scheig, who were ar-
rested here yesterday upon the ar-
rivai of the steamship Saale from New
York. charged with robbing the Bank
of Minneapolis of £00,000, 1n which rob-
bery Floyd is said to have been con-
cerned, were taken to London teday in
charge of Inspector Jarvis, of Scotland
Yard, who would allow no reporters to
communicate with the prisoneis. Frank
Floyd and Philip Scheig, who were ar-
rested yesterday on board the steamship
Saale, were taken to the Bow street
police court this morning by Inspector
Jarvis, who made the arrest. When
arraigned the prisoners admitted their
identity.

Inspector Jarvis, when he made the
charge against the men accused of rob
bing the Minneapolis bank, testified
that he found on Scheig’s person five
deposit notes of the Bank of St. Louis
for #1,000 each, and thirty German
marks, and that a belt which was found
around Floyd’s Dbody coutained £250.
The prisoners were remanded in order
that the necessary papers may be taken
out to bring about their extradition to
the United States.

The men were arrested at the request
of Henry Gillig, of the United States
exchange, who acted at the request of
the Minneapolis bauk. Mr. Gillig trav-
eled with Inspector Jarvis and the pris-
oners from Southampton to London to-
day, and said that the men wore coarse
clothes, suitable for steerage passen-
gers, but when searched it was shown
that they wore the finest silk under-
wear.

At the Bow street police court, Mr.
Hodson, clerk of the United States em-
bassy, produced a telegram from Sec-
retary Gresham, saying that the papers
necessary to apply for the extradition
of the two alleged bankrobbers were en
route to Englaund.

GRAND JURY NET,

Bank Examiner Henyon Called—
Social Evil—The Menage Mat-
ter. .

The grand jury has reached the banks
at last. Yesterday afternoon it began
the investigation of the affairs of the
| Farmers and Merchants’ bank, located

in the Century building. The only wit-
| ness called was Bank Examiner Ken-

' yon, who remained in the jury room
alout two hours. As there are halfa

| dezen of the suspenaed banks,the grand

| ury expects to be busy for at least ten
| days more.

in the forenoon the jury cleaned up

the residue of the smaller eriminal cases.

No indictment was found against Thom-
i as Lawler, who was charged with shoot-
ing Mr. Schlenk.

The effort to prevail upon the grand
jury to Indict the keepers of houses of
ill tame fell flat. Mayor KEustis, Chief
Smith and Clerk Allen, of the municipal
court, went before the grand jury and
explained how the social evil was man-
aged, including the collecting of monthly
fines from the keepers of the houses.
‘The jury was also informed that a strict
surveillance was kept over these places,
and that street walkers and roomers
were arrested as soon as detected. When
tiie jury came to a vote on the indict-
ments which had been previously draft-
ed in the county attorney’s office, the
negative ballots far outnumbered the
others, This ends this attempt to erad-
icate the social evil, which Mayor Eustis
says cannot be totally suppressed in a
city of this size,

‘T'he monotony of the ordinary grind
was varied yesterday by calling a re-
porter ¢f a morniug paper which re-
cently published an account of eertain
grand jury proceedings suspiciously
verbatim in its character, Itis believed
thatsome member of the jury has leaked
and the reporter was put upon the rack
to ascertain who it could be. e denied
that be had received information from
any juryman or official.

1t 1s rumored that the grand jury may
take a hand in the Menage matter and
investigatc the actions of a certain man

who is charged with assisting Menage
in escaping from the country.

TOO MUOH SLASHING

Is Opposed in the Appropriations
for Mission Work,

The board of home and foreign M. E.
missions continues to grind at Wesley
Methodist church, the very character
of the work, involving, as 1t does, the
expenditure of so much money, making
progress extremely slow.

Yesterday morning the board took up
the consideration of thé mission neads
in South America and Mexico. The
chair was oceupied by Bishop Mallalieu,
and the special committee on the latter
submitted its report. The committee
recommended the total amonnt of last
year’s appropriation be scaled one-
ninth, and that $2,250 of the Mexican
appropriation be given tothe South
American work. This would have ziven
Mexico $46,223 for the work and $£5,900
for property, aud South Awerica $56,123
for work and §8,000 for property. Last
vear South Ameriea had for all pur-
poses $64,940 and Mexico $64,050.

The report was objected to by Dr.
Buckley for the reasoun that he was op-
posed to much scaling, and, besides, he
did not see the propriety of taking
£2,250 from Mexico to give it to South
America.

Bishop Newman made an earnest
plea for the continuance of full forces
I South America. A discussion en-
sued, and Bishop Winden and Elder
Chaffee wanted the report recommitted,
when Bishop Fowler got in one of
his eloquent pleas for a renewal of zeal
in Mexico.

He appealed for an appropriation for
the mission work at Guanahoata, with
which locality he became familiar dur-
ing Mrs. Fowler’s illness in Mexico. He
recited a few facts about the work that
has already been accomplished there,
and of the dangers that threaten it. He
said the mission was likely to find itself
homeless in the near fature, and ad-
vised that an appropriation be made to
purchase the present quarters, as the
owner is under the infiuence of the
priests, and is being strougly urged to
turn them out. The bishop moved that
§3,000 be appropriated for the puarpose
of purchasing the property, and the
motion prevailed. More discussion fol-
lowed, and when the time for adjourn-
ment came the matter was disposed of
by recommitting it and adding to the
committee Bishop Alden and Dr.
Speare.

Yesterday afternoon the committee to
whom the matter of South America and
Mexico work was referred made its re-
port. It recommended that $51,671 be
appropriated for the South American
work, the sum to beredistributed by the
South American committee and tbe
resident bishop, under the approval of
the board, and $53,378 for all purposes in
Mexico. The report was adopted.

The following sums were appropriated
for foreign missions: Africa, 1893, $10,-
0203 1894, #5,700. North Germany, 1893,
$17,667; 1894, $13,600. South Germany,
1893, $14,533; 1894, $14,000. Switzerland,
1893, £10,000: 1893, $8,000. Norway, 1893,
$15,85 1894, $14,000. Sweden, 1893,
$22,5005 1894, $19.500. Denmark, 1893,
$0,000; 1894, $8,000. Finland and St.
Petersburg, 1803, $4,754; $1894,83,872.

The committee on new work and that
on the Hawaiian lIslands, together with
several miscellaneous committees on
appropriations, have yet to report, and
it is thought the work of the session
may be finished today.

GHARGED WITH MURDEA.

REED ACCUSED OF BEING INPLICATED
IN HARZIS' (SSASSINATION.

WARRANT SWORN BY THE SON

Unable to Walk, Reed Was Carried
into the Court Room,and He
Presented a Pitiable Appear-
ance—The Examination Set for
the 24th Inst,—Held Without
Bail.

Alfred J. Harris, a son of James R.
Harris, who was murdered iast June in
this city, swore out a complaint yester-
day charging Richard Reed, Sheriff
Ege’s prisoner, with murder in the first
degree. At 2o’clock in the afternoon
Reed was taken froip the county jail in
a closed carriage and driven up to the
municipal court. Reed is not yet able
to walk, in consequence of the bullet
wound in his leg. Two deputy sheriffs
carried himm into the municipal court
room and sat him inachair. Reed looked
poorly. His face is haggard, and bears
traces of mental anxiety as well as
with physical suffering. ‘The clerk read
the complaint eharging him with mur-
dering James R. Harris on the night of
June 16 last. Keed was visibly affected.
The court inquired if he bad an attor-
ney present. .Reed said: ‘**Not yet,”
but produced a letter from a lady friend
in St. Paul stating that Dawyer Me-
Cafferty would defend Reea. McCaf-
ferty is the ex-United States commis-
sioner whose rulings in the famous
census cases surprised the legal fra-
ternity by reason of their originality.

The court set the examination of Reed
for Nov. 24, and remanded him back to
the county jail.

No more arrests have been made yet
in connection with the Harris murder,
but it is believed that ail the guilty
parties will ultimately be captured.

WILL THEY CO-OPERATE?

**We cannot crown him with laurel
wreaths of victory. We cannot honor
lim with a grand triumph, but we can
thank him for the work he has so ably
done, and eneourage him for that which
1s yet for him to do. We ean assure him
the triumph he won in the recent spe-
cial Bession of congress, although in the
end he was defeated, was far more
glorious, more serviceable to all the
people of our country and to the world
at large than was the barren victory of
the other side.” Senator Teller re-
sponded inja brief but eloquent manuer,
thanking nis friends for their enthusi-
astic reception given him, and speaking
words of hope and encouragement for
the silver cause. The senator’s remarks
were received with the greatest en-
thusiasm. Hon. Charles M. Thomas,the
Colorado member of the national Demo-
cratic committee, then delivered a ring-
ing address. eulogizing the senator. He
was foliowed by Hon. Joel A. Vail,who,
In the course of his remarks, said the
battie for silver was not waged for
Colorado alone. Although important to
this state, it was more so to the great
manufacturing industries and produe-
ing interests of the East. Hon.S. H.
Elbert was the last speaker, after which
the people were given an opportunity to
speak to the senator. The demonstra-
tion was a most remarkable one, and
showed the people of Colorado are a
unit on the silver question.

The citizens of Pueblo have arranged
for a reception for M{. Teller for to-
worrow night, in order that they may
show their appreciation of his course.

SETTLE THE TROUBLE.

Now the Manufacturers and the
Laborers Will Get Together.

PITTSBURG, Nov., 14.—Manufacturers
in this vicinity feel very much encour-
aged over the prospects thata settle-
ment of the trouble between them and
the Amalgamated association may soon
be reached. While the Amalgated offi-
cials refuse to give an opinion as to
what will be done at the extraordinary
convention of the association next
Thursday, the manufacturers are hope-
ful that owing to the continued depres-
sion in business, a reduction in wages
will be conceded. President Garland,
when asked what matters would be con-
sidered at the convention, said this
afternoon:

*“The primary object of the conven-
tlon is to consider the condition. It
was brought about by the fact that a
Jarge number of mills are idle and oth-
-ers that are making a feebls attempt to
run are not doing much business. The
questions we wiil consider will be those
©f scales. We will eompare notes and
then probably determine upon what
course it is best to pursue. ‘The §4.75
rate for puddling was never consiaered
in conference. 1 do not deny that that
xate was discussed informally. The
mapufacturers held out for the $4.50
rate, and said if we had anything ftur-
ther to offer they were willing to con-
sider it, We in turn adhered to the §5
rate, and said we were willing to con-
sider anytiing turther the manufactur-
ers; had to offer. The convention was
then ecalled to consider any plan where-
by a settlement might be reached.”

It can be safely stated that the $4.75
rate will be considered by the conven-
tion, and some go so far as to predict
that this rate will be agreed upon.
‘There are abouta dozen mills iu the
Piutsburg district that have signed the
regular 5 Amalgamated scale. These
miils will be entitled to the reduction
in puddling if asy is decided upon at
the convention. All Pitisburg manu-
facturers, it is thought, will be satisfied
with the $4.75 rate, and this rate wiil be
pald for puddling at non-union as well
as union mills, it accepied by the asso-
clation.

1t is not so certain, however, that the
$4.75 rate will satisty the Youngstown
manufacturers, as they are still firm for
$4.50,
