THE HAYOR STAHDS PAT.

KIS

LOMINISTRATION PLACED ON
TRIAL YESTERGAY AFTERNGOWN

BEFORE A JURY OF CLERGY.

The Sunday €aloon Agitation
Gives Mayor KEustis a Chance
to Explain—He Is Subjec:-
ed to a Hot Cross-Fire, Bar

Never Weakens, Saying as
Much a¥ “Mind Your Own
Business.

The administration of Mayor Eustis,
froma clerieal standpoint, was on trial
at the First Baptist church yesterday
afternoon before a jury made up of a
large number of the prominent minis-
ters of Minncapolis. ‘the objeet of the
meeting was to nlace the mayor on rec-
ord concerning his policy regarding the
Sunday saloon, and the conference was
the result of a call on his honor of the
special committee appointed last Mon-
day, and at which it was agreed that the
mayor should appear and exploit his
views. The audience room of tire churels
was filled with the clergy and inter-
ested lavmen, among whom were a num-
ber of the so-called crusaders who bave
been making life a burden (o the better
class of salovn men, the meeting being
in fact a result of their efforts to purge
the city of vice and bringabout the
millennium, especialiy on the Sabbath.
Ihe mayor was on liand prompely at
the hour specitied tor the wquisition to
begin, and e was accorded a seat o!
honor on the platform alongside of tiie
chairman, Rev. F. L. Hayes. After
prayer had been offered by br. Kineaid,
his honor proceeded to exploit nis poi-
icy, wnich has been fully aescribed in

these columns, and before he got
through he was subjecied to a
running fire of remarks and
eriticism  from all  along the line.
A geod many of the questions pro-
pounded to his honor were difficalt to

auswer, but on each oceasion he bobbea
up serenely, and tor every home thrust
le gave au adroit parry, thus maintain-
ing his well-earned reputation as a dip-
lowat of no mean caliver. At times it
seemed as thouszh he was about to get
the worst of it, but if there was any
hesitaney it was only for a mowment, and
then he repeiled the attack with an
adroitness and sang froid that would
have done ecredit to thz most
expert tactician. Incidentally, there
were several surprises, uoiauly when
he called Rev. G. L. Morrill and Rev.
Hoyt down tor circulating the report
that the injuries recently received in an
celdent were the result of a spree
during the visitof the Lord Mayor of
London.  His honor rebuked the gen-
temen inqueston, saying that during
s residence of twelve vears 1 the
city, he had never went slumming on
Firststreet, (a side thrust at Rev, Mor-
rilh) aud in his mind he thought the
man who would wiltully circulate a re-
port of this kind acted in a very un-

christian  spirit, Mr. Mornli  ad-
mitted that he bad heard of
sueh a report, but he afer-
wards regretted that it had gained

currency, as he took no stoek in it. As
for Mr. Hoyt. he declared that he had
never once referred to the ianjuries of
the mayvor. Matters began to wax warm
on this point, when Rev. Wilkinson took
the floor and spoke in behalf of the
mayor, saying that it was not the desire
of any one to humiliate his honor, and
he entered a protest against any such
procedure, saying that in his juugment
the mayor intended to do right.

The mayor went on to explain his po-
sition as follows:

*I am in a novel position this after-
noon, but.1 came to this meeting frecly
and gladly, for 1 recognize that the
ministers are leaders in morality in this
community. 1 know my own motives
so well that 1 think it wouid be almost
4 public calamiiy should the ministers
and the mayor of the ecity misunder-
stand one another and get at logger-
heads over the great work of the pres-
ent dav. Each of us has s duties, and
I should pertorm them. Officially 1 can
have no interest in the religious beliefs,
but am charged with seeivg that the
eity’s normal relatious are maintained.

*1 was nominated for mayor of this
city without any desire for the nomina-
tion or effort to secureit. 1 accepted
fiom a seunse of duty, and went into
office Jan. 1 untrammeled, without a
piedge ot any sort.

I now want to tell you some of the
things this administration has done dur-
ing the ten months of its lJife. Fake
auction shows ran in this city for years,
and the plea was made that they could
not be closed. Efforts were made to
close them, but they failed. Now these
shops are closed, aud I intend that they
shall be closed during the remainder of
this administration. The same way
with gambling, which was running
riot in this city when 1 came into office.
The gambiing houses are closed, and so
far as I know, they shall remain closed.
I found the police force badly demoral-
izad. There was drinking among the
men, 3,000 days were lost a vear on
account of sickness. Now drunkenness
is not known on the force aud the days
of sickness for this year will be cut to
500.

*I now come down to a question in
which you gentlemen are doubtless
more interested than in what 1 have
been saying, the question of the saloon.

*In discussing the saloon as an evil
we should not lose sight of oiher evils
and push the saloon iuto too great
prominence. When 1 came into ofiice
the question naturally came to my
mind, what shall be done with the sa-
loon? 1 recognlzed that there had been
failures in the past, and that the city
bad made little progress. Heretofore
we have had ounly two kinds of adminis-
trations—a wide-open one and a closed
one. In the former the tough element
was in full control, and in the latter the
ministers and moral men of the city ar-
rayed themselves against the saloons,
and much strite and bitterness resulted.
You couldn’t eonvert saloon men in this
way, even if you could get them within
sound of your voices.

“We are frequently inelined to lose
sight of the fact that there are men in
the saloon business who are men of
heart and brain and who are entitled to
consideration. Take such men as J. C.
Oswald, Titus Mareck, Jonas Brown
and others I might name, who stand
high in this community and are entitled
to consideration, and you ean see that
the liquor traffic is not entirely in the
hands ot bad men.”

Incidentally he remarked that the
officers had been tempted to drink while
on duly, but ip every instance they had
dechined, one officer having been in-
vited six times. He further explained
that his objeet was to strike the golden
mean and thereby secure the co-opera-
tion of the better class of men in the

business to co-operate with him in
whippmzg the lower element into line,
He gave a history of the saloon journal
and of the division of the saloons into
four classes, his main idea Dbeing to
maintain order, and rigorously exclude
the sale of liquors to a minor or habit-
val drunkard.

**1ihe minute,” said he,*that a saloon-
keeper sells to the latter, or harbors g
crook or disreputable person, he takes
his hicense in his owu hands,and I have,
and shall continue to hold each saloon-
keeper responsible for what takes place
in his saloon,”

He wanted to create a sentiment that
would conduce to law and sobriety, and
not antagonize the better elements of
society by creating a Chinese wall and
impassable gulf between the salvon-
soepers and the men who drank and
the church. He believed, he said, that
the best zood was to come from har-
mony between all classes, and this could
be ontv accomplished by observing the
sb rit and not the letter of the law.

Thg mode of issuing licenses was then
deseribed, together with the process of
keeping tab on saloonkeepers.

lu reply to queries he said if all the
saloons were closed on Sunday men
would get in through trap doors, or lay
in their supply the night before, and he
predicted more drunkenness than at
present. In this connection he said
there was now less drunkenness o
Sunday thar ever, and that his objeet
was to produce the best results with the
material at his disposal. The saloon
wen, he said, paid $275,000 a year to
conduct their business, sufticient to pay
the police force, and warming ap, he
continued:

*1t is my business to look after the
legal business of Minneapolis, and I
cannot handle 1t 1n the spirit laid down
Ly the ministers. They have their work

odvand I have mine, and if you will
attend to your business I will try to look
after that of the eity.”

After further discussion the commit-
tee retired and sbortly returned with a
set of resolutions about the same as was
adopted at Monday’s meeting.

The resolutions cited the fact of sa-
loons being open on Suanday, to the
Ruowiedge of the administration, and
that the responsibility for the execution
of the laws rested upon the head of the
city, who 1s bound by his oath of office,
and in conclusion the mayor is called
upon as in duty bound toclose the sa-
loons ou Sunday. 'T'he resolution was
adopied, after which the mayor was
commended for enforcing the law
ln othier respects, especially as to min-
ors and drunkards. Bishop Foss was
callea upon, and he made a short ad-
dress. 1t is likely that as lonz as the
mayor stands pat on his policy a new
line of acuon will be adopted by the
ministers, who will be heard from again
in afew days.

KIICHLL \+ Ax s LIGHT,

Zut Not From tne Brush Electric
Light Company.

The lezality of the city’s five-year
contract with the Brush Eleetric Light
company is soon to be tested in the dis-
trict court. Joseph Kiizhli, president of
the city council. began an equity action

esterday to have the contract declared
illegal, null and void, and that it be se*
aside. The defendants iu the action are
the electric light company and the
wmayor, city treasurer and comptroiler,
whom the complaint seeks 10 enjoin
from issuing, signing or paying any
warrant to the electrie company under
the contract.

Mr. Kiiebli brings his suit in the ca-
pacity of a private citizen and a tax-
payer. ‘The coutract which it is sought
to annul was entered into Aug. 6, 1892,
and it provided that the light company
should furnish 635 lamps for five years
at tue price of $150 for lamps in service
all might aid every night, and $125 for
those lamps regulated by the moon
schedule.

Mr. Kiichli claims, first, that the five-
year countract is illegal, and that the ac-
tion of the council in making it was un-
authorized by law. as by the charter the
council i1s prevented from *“‘creating
any debt or hiability against the city in
excess of the amount of revenue actu-

, ally levied and appropriated to pay such

p——

liabilities.” The council appropriates
only envugh mouney every fall to light
the eity for the coming year. The con-
tention that the countraet is illegal is ap-
parently supported by a recent decision
hauded down by Judge Seagrave Smith,
holding that the five-year contract
with A. J. Boardman for gaso-
line lighting was void, because it
violated the charter, whieb, in the opin-
ion of Judge Smith, allows the city to
contract oniy from year to year. Mr.
Kiichli then gives reasons wily the coun-
tract with the electric company should
be abandoned. He alleges that the
prices—s$150 and $125 per lawp, as before
stated—are very excessive. The charge

{ of £150 per lamv for all night and every

night service is $65 in excess of the
necessary cost to the city, and that the
charge ot §125 a lamp, moon schedule,
is $60 in excess of what the city ought
to pay. By reason of these exeessive
prices, it costing the city about $89,000 a
year for its liznt, and that from Jan. 1
to Nov. 1 of this year the city has paid
§50,000 more for its light than it should
cost. At the end of five years, if this
contract should bLe continued, the city,
so Mr. Kiichli alleges, will have ex-
pended $200,000 in excess of a fair and
reasonable price for its street lighting.

The electric light company has re-
ceived all its pay except a bill of £6,501
for light furnished last October. ‘fThe
complaint asks that the mayor, treas-
urer and comptroiler be restrained from
paying any of this mopey to the com-
pany, but no temporary injunction is
asked for, and none will be with refer-
ence to this bill, which will be duly
paid. The caseis set for the December
term, and the plainuff will not apply
for any provisional remedies or inter-
mediate orders, but will wait for the
decision of the case itself. 1t the court
declares the contract illegal, the city
will begin arrangements to putin an
electric plant ot its own.

Associated Press representative had
with the prisoner at Hallowell
jail today. It appears that
President Richard 1. Kirby., of
the Minneapolis bank, cabled to
President Gillig, of the United States
exchange here, who represents the;
bank, that he would take care of Flovd
and brother, and thatthe mother begged
him, referring to Irank Floyd, to tell
him, Alr. Gillig, where the remainder of
the money was hidden. Louis Floyd,
according to advices received here, was
arrested on the steamer \Wadsworth.
Mr. Gilhg, aiter the receipt of Mr.
Kirby’s message. had a long interview
with Frank Floyd, but was unable to
prevail upon him to tell what had be-
come of the missing money.

An Associated Press reporter saw
Floyd soon after Mr. Gillig had left the
prisoner. Floyd was evidently much
agitated about Mr. Kirby’s message,
and talked freely upon the subjeet, say-
ing:

*1 should be glad to tell if I knew
anything about the remainder of the
money, if there was any; but I don’t
know anything. Mr. Kirby says that
mother and my brother want me to tell
where the money is. He knows more
about the affair than 1 do. He managed
all the financial part of Scheig’s
affairs.”

When pressed further, Floyd said:
**Neither of us know anything. When
we left home with Scheig 1 knew noth-
ing about the money stolen, and thought
he was leaving on account of domestic
troubles. 1 changed my name beeause
I was always known as a friend of

Scheig, and did not want them
to trace him through me. We
never had any of his money be-

yond what we spent. 1 knew he
had those deposit notes, and a big il
of bills. I saw the latter last at Charles-
ton. On the night before we sailed I
saw the story of the embezzlementin a
New York paper, and that was the first
I knew of the affair. 1 taxed Scheig
with the embezzlement, and he admitted
it. No, 1 did not think it strange that
he was so flush with money, as he al-
ways seeed to have plenty of cash. [
told Scheig that we were certain to be
captured, and that we had better make
the best time we could on the voyage to
Eurcpe. A few days before we landed
Scheig was ill, and he gave me lis
money belt; this is the oniy money of
his that I ever had.

*1f you telegraph any of this to Min-
neapolis,” said Floyd, **don’t let them
think that [ am going back on Scheig,
but 1 am ready to tell everything:t
know of the affair, the same as 1 told
you. 1do notbeheve that Scheig had
more than $10,000.” -

Scheig admits_all, and says that he
will tell everything when he zets back
to America. Floyd was dressed in a
long white mackintosti, and had a

queer-looking cap on his head. Mr.
Gillig has kindly agreed tosend meals
to both of the prisoners from a neigh-
boring restaurant.

Skoglund, the plaintiff,
testified that he paid Johnson £ com-
mission, and tnen went to Halsted,
and from there to the farm to which
Johnson directed him. ‘The other men
did the same. When they applied for
work they were told, so they say, that
threshing was all over with, and that
there was no work for them. After
numerous makeshifts they managed to
get back to Minneapolis.

Skoglund sued Johnson for 2475 dam—~
ages. Ifthe jury gives him a verdict,
the other men wiil also sue.

Johnson claimed that the men went
to Halsted at their own risk and on
their own responsibiiity, and that he
informed them before they started, that
he did not guarantee them a job there.

and means commitiee has been cailed

to meet tomorrow morning in general
conference, and it is expected the meet-
ingz will have the effect of clearing up
the uncertainty that has existed for
some time with reference to several of
the important schedules in the new
tariff bill. Tte members of the com-
mittee who have Leen favoring the pro-
vision for an income tax feel confident
that the result of the series of confer-
ences to begin tomorrow will prove tihat
the majority of the committee favors
sucih a plan. The iron ore and coal
schedules will be discussed, and the
question of placing these two articles
on-the free list probably finaily settled

in the affirmative. The tobacco, beer
and- whisky schedules are also
expected to Dbe considered in

fuil committee, and there now ap-
pears; little doubt that there will be a
material increase in the tax on whisky
and other distillery outputs. The propo-
increase of 35 cents a gal-
lon on whisky is now being informally
discussed, and some members of the
cominittee even mention an increase as
hizh as 60 cents a gallon. The United
States Association of Brewers have filed
with the committee a long argument of
the members showing why no increase
should be made in the present internal
revenue tax on beer. Chairman Wilson
today nad under consideration the ques-
tion of the revision of the administrative
act. Among importers there is much
complaint against the classification
clauses of this measure, and a commitiee
of New York importers, cousisting of P.
B. Werral and Daniel McKeever, today
presented their views on the subject to
Chairman Wilson and the treasury of-
ficials. Jt was suggested, among other
Jnatters, that the classification question
be taken out of the hands of the general
appraisers, leaving them to act as ap-
praisers on questious of value only.

ELECTRICITY ON THE CANAL.

The Erie Boats Will Ee Run by the
Lightning Carrent.

NEw Yorxg,Nov. 15.—The programme
for the official test of the etficiency of
electricity in the propulsion of canal
boats upon the Erie canal, which is to
be made by Supt. Hannan, of the state
public works department, was made
publie here today.

The inspecting party will consist of
Gov. Flower, superintendent of public
works, state engineer and surveyor and
several other state officers, including
the controller, also the superintendent
of public works of the states of Ohio,
Pennsylvania and New Jersey. Be-
sides this there will be present execn-
tive officers of the Cataract Construc-
tion company, the Niagara Power com-
pany, the Cataract General Electrie

ompany and the Westinghouse Elec-
ric company, and, in addition, repre-
sentatives from the banking houses of
Drexel, Morgan & Co., Brown Bros.,
Winslow, Lanier & Co., Vermilye &
Co. and L. van Hoffman & Co. and also
the celebrated electrician Nicola Tesia.

The New York party will leave the
Grand Central depot in special cars at
9:15 Friday night, and be joined at Al-
bany by the gubernatorial partyina
private car. They wiil arrive at Pitts-
ford, where the test is,to be made, at 10
o’clock the following morning. After
the official test, the inspecting r{’
will b&é entertained at dinner by F. W.
Hawley, vice president of the Cataract
General Electric company. at his sam-
mer home, *“Pittsford Farms.”

A special train will carry them to
Niagara Falls, where an inspection of
the great hydraulic tunnei and wheel
pits just completed at a cost of $5,000,-
000 and the electrical subways will be

made.

This will be the first applieation of
electrical power to the propulsion of
commercial vessels, electricity having
been ased heretofore only upon pleas-
ure boats.
