
FLEURY'S DEFENSE BEGUN,

THE REMARKABLE STORY OF A WIT-
NESS FOR HIM.

TVROXG JtIEN ARE ON TRIAL.

!The State Rests Its Case— Defense

Produces a strong Witness-

He Saw the iiobbery and Says

the Perpetrators Are Not the
/Hen on Trial—Sensational De-

velopments.

The seventh day ofthe hearing of the
how famous bank robbery case opened
at 10 a.m. yesterday, the crowds being
as compact as heretofore, both in the
galleries and on the fioor. Great inter-
est was manifested throughout, all
seeming to be impressed with the con-
viction that something interesting, if
not sensational, would be developed
during the day. The general appear-
ance of the room was unchanged from
last week and the pile of lugtrane still
loomed into prominence.

After the call to order, the court pro-
ceeded to business.

John Mallia sworn: Have been inSt.
Paul seven years; have seen defendant,
pointing to him, and talked with him
Wednesday or Thursday before the rob-
bery; he was witiiHoward, Meiggs and
Wilier and a young and taller gentle-
man in the saloon on Jackson, near
Fourteenth street (photograph shown
witness); had conversation with de-
fendant; the others were in hearing dis-
tance; he said he was from California,

and was interested in mining there;
ne wanted to know how many
men were likely to be dischareed
from the factories here; he asked
how far it was to Stillwater; asked
about White Bear and other places;
wanted to know the railroad fare, and
said he thought itwould be as cheap to
hire a team ;asked about cost of con-
veyance for four or five men to go to
Stilhvater; told him Iwould take him
over. They then left the saloon and
had a consultation together on corner
of Jackson and Fourteenth streets;went
next\u25a0 tia\ to the agreed place, but they
were not tliare; can't say what day I
had this conversation with them, but it
was in August: 1saw the others

AFTER TIIEIH ABBEST,
pointing to three of the indicted sitting
ina low back of defendant.

Martin Milon—lran a saloon at 044
Jackson street last August; they

\u25a0were in my saloon, four of then; he
pointed out three ot them: one came in

rirst. and then walked out; then all of
them returned together; they called for
beer; asked about West St. Paul and
how much population was there; asiced
about Stillwater; he said he'd like to
see it;he inquired about how to get his
baggage there; none of them ever were
in my saloon except on that occasion;
this was on Wednesday or Thursday
preceding the robbery. No questions
by defense.

John Eugene Shaw— Am now em-
ployed at Saddle Bock restaurant;
worked last August at California wine
house; saw defendant, Howard and an-
other man 1don't see here; 1waited on
them until near 12 o'clock; talked with
Howard; 1knew him before; he talked
about prize lighters; next saw Howard
next day with Miller; they had a meal
then, and stayed until 3 o'clock; he paid
for the meals with a ?10 gold piece: he
came to my house to room Ausr. 5; have
beard him in the room, but never saw
him it)my house; be sent for me per-
sonally to wait on him that night; it
was then 12:30 o'clock or later; 1never
saw him again until after his arrest.

Mary Tucker—Lived last Aueustat
544 Wacouta street. First saw Fleury
Aug. 8. Saw a young, smooth-faced
man named Henry Aug.S, the same day
1saw Fleury. He came between 12 and
1o'clock to my house aud Irented him
a room. [Erwin objected to all ot this
witness' testimony.]

The Court— The record speaks for
itself. You have not objected.

Erwin— Then 1object now.
Overruled and exception noted. Wit-

ness then went on to tell of a conversa-
tion with Henry when he agreed to take
the room, and how he had paid for the
room for two weeks witha ?io gold
piece, which she took down stairs and
chanted, and on returning gave him bis
change. Fleury and Meiggs were wait-
ing down stairs. The baggage was
brought to the iiouse that afternoon.
Myroomer came on the Bth and left on
the lGth. 1saw Henry Aug. 14, the day
of the robbery. Isaw him when he
left that morning. Saw him again
when he came back, about 11:30 o'clock.
When he came back he carried a satchel,
lie left my nouse on the ICth.

Butler—Did he remain in his room
the afternoon of the robbery ? Ob-
jected to, and objection sustained.

Cross-examined— Prior to the bank
robbery the only money 1saw him nave
•was that $20 cold piece I've spoken of.

Frank Murray, superintendent of
Pinkerton's detective agency in Chi-
cago, sworn: Have you ever seen any
of the baggage in this room in Chicago?
[Objecttd to, overruled and exception
noted.] Witness here identified Ex-
hibits XL and M. First saw this, point-
ing to exhibit, Aug. -24, in. Chicago; 1
Lad no search warrant;

nnd examined contents.
Butler—What did you see in the

trunk? [Objection overruled and ex-
ception.] Ans.— Clothiug, collars, cuffs,
[Objection overruled and exception.] 1
also found in the trunk a package, a
white handkerchief tied with a string,
containing 820 gold pieces.

The package was handed over to Mr.
Carney, of the United States Express
company, who locked itup.

Edward F.Carney— Have resided in
Chicago for twenty-Cve or thirty years.
Baggage show nlor identification. There
were iitty gold pieces tied up in the
package; 1 counted it and put itin a
canvas bag and handed itover as 1have
stated.

Mary Shaw—Know Howard; he en-
gaged room in my house up to fhe 15th;
heard him in his room on the afternoon
of14th; iirst saw him between 5 and G
in the afternoon :some person called
next day to see him. Before the 14th he
used to stay in his room up to about 10
o'clock.

Cross-examined— lthink itwas on 14th
between 5 and 0 o'clock; he rented room
for one week, and offered a £10 gold

piece in pay; he was arrested inmy
bouse.

John McGuiggan sworn: lam a po-
licpman of this city tor eight years.

Question by Butler— Did you arrest
Howard, and, ifso, when and where did
you make the arrest?

Erwin objected to any testimony
given by this witness, on the ground
that itwas subsequent to the commis-
sion of the offense and could not tend to
show a prinia facie case of conspiracy.
The court took the matter under ad-
visement, and the witness titepped
aside.

George C. Power sworn—lam assist-
ant cashier of the Merchants' National
Bank of St. Paul, and live on Laurel ave-
nue, this city. We have a bag of gold
brought into the bank by the agent of
the express company. ]Bag was here
identified by witness. Exhibits A.B.
C, D,E, F, G, 11, J. X, L,M,IS, O were
offered and received— most of tkem
without objection

—
the objection, when-

ever made, being overruled. AlllOll2
the exhibits was the Australian Ma-
sonic card found by \V.A. Pinkerton
on defendant's person. Erwin objected

to it being received, but was over-
ruled.]

AFTKKXOOX SESSIOX.
\V.J. McGuiggan, recalled: 1arrested

Howard. [Objection and exception.] I
arrested him at the house on Canada
street; it was at 7:45 in the evening;
took him to city hall and chief of police;
searched him there; found §300 in tSQ
gold pieces; the same evening saw him
again. Ali these questions were taken
under objection with exceptions noted,

and when witness concluded Erwin
moved to strike out all the testimony of
this witness. [Overruled and exception
noted].

Andrew J. Shirks— Am a detective
and live in Chicaco; know defendant
and saw him on West Madison street, in
Chicago: saw Miller Aug. 18 on the
same corner where 1 had seen Fleury;
saw him in the afternoon, also; saw
Millerthere the same day ;lsaw Meigirs
about half a block away, can't tell the
hour; it was not far from 3 o'clock: a
colored man was standing there and
carrying a leather grip; ttie colored man
went into the house and came out be-
fore Meiggs; he came iioin second floor
of the lodging house or hotel; saw him
an hour and a half after 1first saw him;
Isaw Meiggs at the window; 1 went to
the room which had been occupied by
Meiggs and found a trunk, a russet-
colored grip and about same size as that
carried by the colored man.

The trunk, which was in court,
was found to be locked, and the
key had to be sent for, which oc-
casioned a delay of some ten or fifteen
minutes. AH the testimony of this
witness was taken under objection, and
exception noted.

Meiggs and Miller were on same side
of street when they came out of the
hotel.

Ernest V.Lorenz—lam secretary of
Chief of Police Garvin, and have been
for over a year. Exhibits I,J,H,F identi-
fied. Exhibits F, G,H and Ishown wit-
ness. Iturned them over; all these
things were turned over to me for safe
keening when they were brought up
from Chicago. 1 put them in a box,
where they were kept until brought
into court. Don't remember when How-
ard was arrested; remember receiving
money on that day; Ithink it was in
the middle of the day Ireceived the
money

—
the day Howard was arrested.

[All this evidence was under ob-
jection and exception. J

John C. McGinn sworn
—

Saw Howard
the day ho was was arrested; received
on the day of his arrest £;>OO in gold;
there was, Ithink, some S3 ill silver
which was turned fiver also.

W. J. Cliffordsworn— Saw the money
taken from Howard; McGinn and my-
self took it from him.

Messenger Rinaldo Lares recalled for
further cross-examination : Know Wil-
lis Williams, the Pioneer Press re-
porter.

"Didn't you on Aug. 15 have an inter-
view with Willis Williams in the Mer-
chants' National bank in regard to the
robbery?

"Didyou not tell him you didn't see
the man that got the money and that
you didn't thiuk anybody else saw
him?"

"1dont know that Isaid so."
Erwin

—
Answer the question, Mr.

Lares.
Butler objected. Objection sustained

and exception noted.
Erwin to Lares— You know that gen-

tleman, Mr. Williams?
Answer

—
Yes, sir.

Did you have an interview with this
gentleman, Mr. Williams, in which you
said you didn't see the man that robbed
the bank, and that you didn't think
anybody else did?

Auswer—ldon't think Isaid that.
STATE BESTS.

Erwin then rose and addressed the
court, saying that counsel for state h ad
promised to produce sufficient evidence
to prove a priina facie case of con-
spiracy. He had failed to do this, aud
he now moved to strike uut the evi-
dence given by Miss Putnam.

Overruled and exception noted.
He moved successively to striice out

all of Mrs. Moe nnich's testimony relat-
ing to acts and admissions of the co-
defendants; also the testimony of Staf-
ford and Elliott, and also all testimony
whatever relating to anything occurring
alter 12 o'clock in. on Aug. 14 last.

Each motion overruled, and exception
ineach case.

The same motion was made as to the
testimony of W. J. Early, John King,
Cassaw, Bromley, John Malha, Marti n
Milon, Frank Murray, Mary Tucker,
John McGuiggan and McGinn.

Allthese were overruled, and excep-
tions noted ineach case.

Counsel Johns then rose, and opened
for the defense. He spoke nearly an
hour, and at times feelingly and elo-
quently. At the conclusion of his re-
marks he called Willis S. Williams, who
was sworn:

1reside in St. Paul; am reporter on
Pioneer Press, and was such last Au-
gust; have seen Lares; had conversa-
tion with him on Aug. 15 last inrelation
to the robbery; asked him ifhe saw the
man, and could identify him; he said I
don't think anybody could identify
him; he said he saw a man in black
clothes go out of the door.

Mrs. Quiun—August last Ilived at
2SS Tenth street; Mrs. Moenuich lived
next door; lsaw patrol wagon come to
her house; had conversation with her

on the porch about the robbery; itwas
the next or the day after.

State objents,and objection sustained.
The last witness for the day was Mr.

Sanborn, who came to the city two years
ago; he is a priliter, and for three years
owned the Kenyon Leader in the town
of that name in Minnesota; he worked"
also in Minneapolis, and for the last
year and a half has been on the Pioneer,
Upon being sworn he told a most re-
markable story. He had occasion togo
to the First National bank on Aug. 14,
at 11:30 a. in., to eet change for a ss bill;
he detailed where and from whom he
got the billwith which he went to the
bank; he pointed from the plat of the
bank where he stood near the receiving
teller's window; he saw aman of middle
height; he stood directly behind this
man and saw everything; he was a
smooth-faced man, mustache and light
hair; he saw Lares and the porter when
they came with the satchel containing
the gold; Lares was on the left, the
porter on the right; they put the sack
down; a small fellow came in be-
hind them; he had on black
coat, white hat, and was thin;
lie was not one of the indicted, who
were required by the court to stand up;
he described the opening of the bag by
Lares and the porter; he was standing
near the other window, toward Jackson
street; the little fellow walked around,

took one of the sacks, and when 1
looked again, Isaw him going down
stairs. Lares did not see the man who
took the bag until he was on the stairs;
the colored man stood there, and Itold
him he had better come back and take
care of what was left. Ho then de-
scribed the heavy man, saying he was a
heavier man than Miggs, who had stood
upas directed; he was smaller than
Fleury and a thinner, Imean the man
that took the gold. Witness then stat-
ed that he went down on Jackson street,
saw a policeman, and told him what he
had seen; he also saw McGinn and told
him about it.

The cross-examination was then com-.
menced, but was almost immediately
interrupted by the adjournment of the
court until10 o'clock this morning.

The score made it necessary for Lewis
to winall three falls inorder to secure
the 80 per cent division of the $2,000
purse instead of the 20per cent division.
Lewis boasted that he would do it,and
would not take any pains tospare his
opponent's feelings. The crowd wit-
nessed a fierce battle. Lewis won the
first fall, Graeco-Roman. It was con-
ceded that he would win the next atcatch-as-catch-cau, but Ross, itwas be-lieved, had almost a sure thing at the
closing style, which was to be Cumber-
land. About this style Lewis knows
little, and he made up his mind towin "both falls in one." Whenthe catch-as-catch-can bout was an-
nounced he went at Ross like an infuri-
ated bull. Ina short time he had se-
cured the hammerlock, and slowly and
surely began to twist Ross' arms up
above his head, causing the latter the
most excruciating agony. Ross groaned
from pain, but said nothing indicating
that he wanted togive up the fall. Ref-eree Siler therefore remained silent,
while Lewis with brutal slowness low-
ered his shoulders to the floor. >"

The situation is very
favorable to the revolutionists, as the
country in which they are operating is
such that they feel at home in, and it is
difficult of access to the troops, both on
account of its natural roughness and a
snow two feet deep, which retards tl.eir j
movements.

Palomas and Concepcion have been
invaded and the former completely
looted.

President Diaz has ordered that all
the revolutionists caacht be shot like
dogs.

Inevery town alone the river secret
agents are enlisting recruits for the
revolutionists, and spies ot the govern-
ment marking suspects to be arrested
and put to death.

Word from Monterey says that Gen.
Reyes, in command of the Northern
troops, and governor of the state of
Nueva Leon, does not consider the
present trouble as anything worse than
a raid for the purpose of plunder, and
predicts that it willbe put down ina
few days.

PEDRO LEAVES PARIS.

The Would-Be Emperor ofBrazil
on His Way to Rio.

Paris, Nov.2o. -The eldest son ofComte
d'Eu, Prince Pedro, who is said to have
been proclaimed emperor of Brazil by
Admiral de Mello,has started for St.
Nazaire, a seaport near Nantes, where,

itis stated, he willstart for Brazil, ac-
companied by a suite of twenty persons.
Althoughno absolute confirmation of the
departure of Comte d'Eu's son for St.
Nazaire can be obtained, the officials at
the railway station are confident of his
ideutitv, and say that he was accom-
panied on the trari by five ladies, the
whole party numbering twenty.
