DID KORTGAARD DEFAULT?

EX-CITY TREASURER CHARGED WITH
EMBEZZLING CITY FU.DS.

ARCTANDER BHIS ACCUSER.

The Lawyer Files Objections to
the Claim of City Treasurer
Haugan Against the State
Bank—Says None of the City's
Funds Were in the Bank—As-
signee Hahn Denies the Claim.

Ex-City Treasurer Kristian Kortgaard
is now charged with an offense more
serious than that for which the grand
jury inaicted him. He is accused of
having betrayed his trust while city
treasurer, and of being unable to ac-
count for over £100,000 of the city’s
funds. Lawyer Arclander makes the
charge.

The affair eame to lizht yesterday
when Assignee Hahn, of the State
bank, refused to allow the claim of City
Treasurer A. C. Haugan for $106,655.
Mr. Haugan claimed that this amount
of the city’s funds was in the baunk at
the tiine it suspended. The claim was
disputed by Lawyer Arctander on be-
half of himself and cther creditors. In
Liis objections filed with the assignee,
Arctander makes this grave charge,viz.:

That the amount (3$106,655) did not
represent a sum due from the State
bank, but was a debt due Haugan per-
sonally from Kortgaard, who was the
president of the bank. Mr. Arctander
also asserts that this awount repre-
sented a shortage in Kortgaard’s ac-
counts as eity treasurer atthe expira-
tion of his term of office, and that the
State bank never received any consid-
eration for the amount in question.

City Treasurer Haugan will appeal to
the district court from the decision of
the assignee.

Mr. Arctander said to a GLOBE repre-
sentative vesterday:

“This revelation explains eertain
actions on the part of Kortgaard during
the last campaign that 1 could not ac-
count for then. Before election day
Korteaard exerted all the influence he
could to elect Haugan and knife Scan-
lan. the Democratic candidate for city
treasurer. le even came to me and
asked me to vote for Haugan. I expect
to prove that a secret agreement exist-
ed, whereby Haugan, if he should be
elected, would keep a certain amount of
money on deposit in the State bank.
When Koortgard went out of office last

January he was credited by Hau-
gan with having £116,000 of the
city funds on deposit in his

bank. Kortzaard gave Haugan a
check on the bank for £150,000, with the
understanding that the money was not
to be withdrawn within a certain time.
When that check was presented, Kort-
gaard’s sccount was charged with the
amount, and on the same day it was
credited with §116,000. The difference
between the £116,000 and the £150,000
was drawn out by Haugan. Now, 1
propose to show that Kortgaard did not
deposit this #116,000 in his bauk, but
used the money personally. 1 do not
say that Mr. Haugan was cognizant of
this, but none of this money claimed by
him will be repaid by the baunk if the
other creditors can help it.”

Mr. Kortgaard was seen by a GLOBE
representative yesterdav afternoon, and
asked what repiy he would make to
Arctander’s charges. Mr. Kortgaard
said:

I am very much surprised to hear that
1 defaulted when city treasurer. When
I transferred the office and city funds to
Mr. Haugan, all the city money that I
claimed was on deposit in the Siate
bank was there. 1 deny Arctander’s
charges absolutely, and declare that
there was no agreement whatever be-
tween Mr. Haugan and myself either
before or after his election regarding
the disposition he should make of the
city’s funds.”

FLOYD IN COURT AGAIN.

tis Bail Fixed at $5,000 and the
Case Continued.

Lou Floyd was arraigned in the muni-
cipal court yesterday afternoon on the
the charze of embezzlement, and his
case was once more continued—this time
for ten days. Bail was fixed at £5,000 in
spite of the remoustrance of Assistant
County Attorney Peterson. who wanted
the court to fix the bail at 10,000, as the
evidence against the prisoner was con-
clusive.

*1f that is the position taken by the
state,” saia Mare Hayne, Floyd’s at-
torney. ““we iusist on aun immediate ex-
amination.”

Judge Mahoney said there was no ex-
cuse for delaying the examination any
longer unless the evidence azainst
Floyd could wot be obtained until the
return of Phil Scheig and Frank Floyd.
The.county attorney stated that nothing
could be done until their return. Floyd
went back to his cell in the lockup, ac-
companied Dby his mother, who spends
most of her time at the. central station.
Mrs. Floyd immediately set out to se-
cure bail.

The faet that President Kirby, of the
Bank of Minneapolis, who reached home
yesterday morning, did not appear in
court, caused some criticism. Floyd's
attorney claimed that Kirby, who had
accompanied the detectives in their
seareh, knew all about the case, and
shoula have been present to prosecute
the case. Judge Mahoney thought so,
too, but was obliged to continue the
case.

President Kirby, when seen later in
the day, said that the mere fact that the
Floyd boys were in the company of
Seneig did not imply that they were
guilty, too, as Scheig had long been in
the havit of flashing large sums of
money. Asked how much of the stolen
money the bank had recovered, Mr.
Kirby said that less than $10,000 had
been regained, including the camping
outfit valued at $3,000. As only 5,000
was taken from Scheig and Floyd in
England, Mr. Kirby believes that a
large portion of the money is secreted
somewhere.

A dispateh from England states that
Scheig and Floyd confessed their guilt
yesterday in the Bow street police
court, and that they waived the reading
of the depositions taken in America, as
they were anxious to get home as soon
as possible. Lou Floyd wasasked what
he thought of the report that they had
confessed.

*I don’t know anything aboutit. It
may be some newspaper dodege,”” was
the answer. It is the prevailing belief
that the case against Lou Floyd will be
dismissed.

THE HOSE IS TESTED.

Revere Company’s Hose Stands a
Greater Pressure.

The publie test of fire hose took place
yesterday forenoon at No. 6 engine
house, as directed by the council at its
last meeting. The test was made in the
presence of several aldermen, including
the fire department committee and Ald.
Lackey. the member of it who arzued
so strenuously in favor of the W. S.
Nott & Co. hose, There were & number
of city officials and eitizens present also.
The test resulted in a victory for the
Revere Rubber company, whose hose
withstood a pressure of 416 pounds be-

tore Dbreaking. This was fifty-
six pounds more than the Nott
& Co.’s hose withstood. There
was a wrangle Dbefore the test

came off, owing to the fact Nott & Co.
had on hand a new seetion of heavier
fire hose than that furnished the depart-
ment, ana wanted to submit it to a test.
To this the Revere company would not
agree, and it looked as if there would be
no test. But the aldermen were bound
to have one, so a selection was made
from the hose of both companies now
in the possession of the fire department.
Some Four-Ace hose of the Revere
company, which has been in use for
eight months, and some Black Test hose
of W. S. Nott & Co., which has been in
use less than two months, were sub-
jected to the strain, with the result
already stated.

This settles the question in the minds
of all the aldermen present, save Ald.
Lackey, who insists that the test was
nota fair one, inasmuch as the Nott&
Co. hose was not in as good condition as
that of the Revere company. Ald.
Lackey claimns that the Black-Test hose
had had severer usage. The Revere
company’s Four-Ace hose is offered to
the city for 875 cents a foot, and the

Black-Test hose for 87 cents.

THEEV ANGELIZATION OF FRANCE BY:
PERE HYACINTHE '

DISCUSSED BY THE WOMEN

Yesterday’s Session Draws Forth

Bright and Entertaining Pa-
pers by Mrs. M. R. Lewis ahd
Mrs. George E. Hayes —Alms-
giving as Considered Froma
Judicious Standpoint.

The session of the woman’s congress
vesterday was opened with a paper by
Mrs. M. R. Lewis cn “The Evangeliz&-
tion of France Under Pere Hyacinthe.”
The paper proved very interesting, econ-
taining a description of how Pere Hya-
cinthe startled the religious world by
his protest against the manner of eon-
voking the Vatican council, arnd also his
defiance of the Roman church in con-
tracting his marriage with Mme. Loy-
son. She said this union of lives had
been a most perfect one. and that both
were working together for the success
ot this new religious movement. the
restoration of the Gallican church. Pere
Hyacinthe did not,said she,wish to bring
France within the Protestant fold. His
purpose was to make such reform with-
in the Catholie church as would retain
the evangelical features that primarily
pertain to it, and reject the harmful ex-
crescence of a later age. The Church
of Gaul, of which Pere Hyacinth is the
head, was never under Roman domina-
tion, since its foundation by St. John of
Patmos. It is Catholie, but anti-Roman,
and believes in the universal religious
brotherhood of man. The Gallie ehurch
labors under tne disadvantage of no
state protection, and until this last year
did not have a Bible which was not
either Protestant or Romarn. This last
year one has been compiled by French
savants and sanctioned by the arch-
bishop of Paris.

After the rendition of musical selec-
tions a bright paper on the subjeet ot
“Alms Giving™ was read by Mrs.George

.. Hayes.

In the course of her treatise she said:

*Almsgiving, while it may be the ex-
pression, is never the true essence of
charity. 1f a little interest for the poor
was shown Ly the giving as alms a lit-
tle heip to find work would they not
soon be beyond the need of alms? From
the beginning uuntil now, Christians of
all people have indulged in giving in-
discriminate alms, and by so doing have
hindered the work of sczientific alms-
giving. A very good motto to quote to
all people 1n the habit of almsgiving, is
this: *Help others, but help them to
help themselves.” 1 think thatin giv-
ing alms we should do five things:

*(1) Act upon knowledge acquirea
by investigation; (2) relieve worthy
needs promptly; (3) prevent unwise

almsgiving to the unworthy; (4) raise
into independence every needy person
if possible; (5) make sure that no chil-
dren grow up to be paupers—Wwe may
always expect to have the poor with us,
but there is no need of pauperism.”

A general discussion foilowed, after
which Dr. Adele S. Hutehinson read a
paper on “Medical and Hospital Work
by Women,”” which proved very inter-
esting. This was followed with a
paper by Miss McArthur on the subject
of “The Kindergarten as the Nursery
of the Spirnt.”

The music of this session was con-
tributed by Miss Elizabeth Cushmanp,
who rendered a double piano number, a
‘‘Ballade’” by Rheiuberger and a “Ro-
mance” by Tchaikowsky, and Miss
Charlotte Van Cleve, who gave as a so-
prano solo Mendelssohn’s *“Hear Ye
Israel,” from *“Elijah.” Last eveniog
the closing literary session occurred.
The programme included a paper by
Maria L. Sanford on *The Disposal of
Refuse,” a book review by Mrs. W. A.
Jounes, a dissertation on the literature
of the revolutionary perivd, and a ques-
tion table on methods of philanthropy.

The music was supplied by the East-
ern Star quariette.

ADVICE TO MINNEAPOLIS,

The Saloon Question as Seen by
the Chicago Herald,
Cbicago Herald.

The Minneapoiis people should In-
vestig ate the results of Sunday opening
iniChicago before condemning the Sys-
tem in their own city. Admitting that
flm saloon is an evil, it is better to min-
Imize 1t than to magnify it; and, al-
though the statement sounds paradox-
ical, open saloons on Sunday are less
harmful than are closed saloons. This
is because of the back door. All the
policemen between Baffin’s bay and the
Gulf of Mexice cannot abate the back
door nuisance, and the result is invari-
able. The man who, if the saloons were
open, might take one drink on Sunday,
will, 1f he has to sneak through an
alley, over a fence and into a back door,
repay himselt for his trouble with half
a dozen or more drinks, and reel home
drunk. This 1s a condition and not a
theory. In Chicago, where all the sa-
logus are open, on Sunday a drunken
man is rarely seen. In Pittsburg, where
the Sunday closing ana Sunday-every-
thing-else laws are the strictest in the
country, there are drunkards on every
block. It is the old forbidden fruit busi-
ness over again, and the Minneapoli-
tans will do well to consider the two
systems carefully before making a de-
cision.
