But the few bullish influences of the
<?ay were not sufficient to stay the
downward course of the market. It
was expected that the government re-
port tomorrow will show a higher con-
dition of wheat than for the last two
years, and Statistician Robinson wired
that the reduced wheat acreage willnot

be a part of the report. The decline
continued, and threatened to develop
into a selling panic. There were ail
sorts of rumors. One was that the
market was raided by a few bigoper-
ators friendly to a former highroller
who was heavily short and trying to
get on his feet again. There were hints
that a big Inns line, held by small out-
siders ina certain big backet simp, had
to be shaken out.

Another story was that the bis fel-
lows, like Ream, Linn,Kent and others
who nave been on the hull side, eot part
af their wheat sola quietly and un-
loaded the balance with a great flourish
to smash the market and buy again at a
better .rice. Closing cables were firm,
but. caused but a slight reaction, and
closing trades were at the bottom. May
opened at 7;*e. declined >-?c, raided %c.
