OFFERINGS THE CAUSES.

ANOTHER DULL DAY IN STOCKS.

Comparatively Few Sales Were
dMade—There Was a Firm Un-
dertone to the Dealings, and
the Changes Were Generally
in the Advance Columu—Gen-
eral Speculative Gossip.

Cuicaco, Dec. 12.—1n spite of good
tables the wheat market today, largely
as the result of free offerings and the
exportation of gold, was lower and the
nther grain markets were wea k. Wheat
is {c and corn %c lower than on the
day before. Oats yielded oniy X¢e of
their previous value, but pork is 23c,
Jard 15¢ and ribs 171<c lower.

Wheat opened quiet at yesterday’s
closing fizures. For half an hour the
Yeeling was firm on light Northwestern
receipts and firm Liverpool advices.
May advanced e, but soon yielded to

bearish influvences. The offerings be-
came free and the bulls retired,
Jeaving the bears in possession
of the field. Lamson, Logan and
Pardridee and Leaming appeared as
heavy sellers and added to the

weakness of the market. The ship-
ment of §1,700,000 gold was a depress-
ing influence, and under it the down-
ward course of prices was continued.
Continental cables were Jlower, and
there seemed to be nothing in the news
of the day to encourage a rally on the
part of the bulls. The market ruled
dull and heavy during the afternoon,
and May closed but {c¢ from the bottom
figures of the day. Untounded reports
of the discovery of *‘weavil” on the
wheat in certain elevators were given as
one of the causes of the break, but the
free offerings of big dealers was the
otent influence in today’s decline.
May opened at 681<e, advanced 1ge, lost
¢e, advanced e, lost ge and rallied
L-c to close at 68%5c.

Trading in corn was moderate, and

rices ruled easier in sympathy with
vheat. May opened Xc’lower at 40Yec,
and, after delining *Jc to 39%{c, rallied
#5c to 89%c.

Oats were easier in sympathy with
corn and on liberal offerings by longs.
Fluctuatious were narrow, being con-
fined toa !{c range. May opened un-
changed at Sle, dropped lic to 30%{e,
and rallied 4¢c to close at 3074c.

The provision market opened easy,
but firmed up a trifle on lighter hog re-
ceipls than the estimates. Free selling

by T. J. Ryan and others caused a
reaction, however, and closing prices

New YoRrxg, Dec. 13.—It was a phe-
nomenally dull day oun the stock ex-
change, and there were periods of com-
plete stagnation, during which abso-
tutely no business was transacted. The
resulr is that the total sales of the day
do not aggregate more than on a brisk
market would be made 1n a single hour;
yet, withal there was a firm undertone
to the dealings, and the changes of the
day, though slight, were generally in
the advance column, At the opening a
firm tone prevailed, and some moderate
buying orders in the arbitrage special-
ties came 1 fromm London, whieh, to-
gether with advices of a better London
market for American securities, helped
the sluggish upward movement. The
rise was merely fractional except.-for
Lead preferred and Tobaceo,which sold
up 1 per cent, and, except in these two
shares, the improvement was quickly
lost. Before 11 o’clock another advance
had been recorded, Tobacco and Lead
preferred making additional gains of 1
per cent. General Eleetric and Colorado
Coal and Iron also advanced 1 per cent,
and the general list {@2{ per cent.
Then came one of the stagnant periods
during which the voice of the stock
ticker was heard at but rare intervals,
but toward noon there was some activ-
ity in the selling, Lead preferred losing
all the early improvement, Tobaceco and
Consolidated Gas receding each 1 per
cent, and Evansville & Terre Haute,
which puf out a very poor annual state-
ment yesterday, selling off 33/ per cent.
National Liuseed, on the contrary, was
strong, and advanced 21§ per cent.
During the early part of the afternoon
the transactions and the fluctnatiens
were unimportant, except in one or two
instances, notably New England, which
fell oft 1% per cent on liquidation of a
ool which had bought the stock for
election purposes and needed it no
longer: and Tobacco took a jump of 2}
per cent, and before 2 o’clock a frac-
tional reaction set in, and the specula-
tion was heavy until the last halt hour,
when the trading became firmer than
at any other time during the day, an
upward movement developing, which
was held to the close, the final prices
being in many cases at the highest of
the day, leading ad\ \nces compared
with the final sales of the year being:
Tobacco, 41¢; Rubber, 3; National Lin-
seed, 2%7: Cordage preferred, 114, and
General Electric 1. General list closed
at an advance of I¢@7¢ per cent, the
notable exceptions being Evansville &
Terre Haute, which is down 8%; Sk
Paul & Duluth preferred, 2;: Pullman,
2, and Consolidated Gas 1 per cent.

The railway and miscellaneous bond
market was firm during the greater part
of the day on a light volume of busi-
ness, the Atchisonjissues being the feat-
ures of the dealings. In the late trans-
actions there was active buyving,and the
market closed strong.

Today’s firmness in prices, in the face
of apathetic support, is attributable in
no small degree to the growing _convic-
tion in financial circles that the tariff
bill will be passed with little violent
resistance.
