AUDITOR BIEKMANN'S DE-
FENSE.

Auditor Biermann makes to the voters
of the state, to whom he 1s accountable
for thedischargze of his duties, a state-
ment giving frankly the methods of his
office in relation to the pine of the state,
his justification for selling the tract
about which so much political racket
has been made, and in which one ambi-
tious aspirant thinks an auditorship is
wrapped up for himself, and his reasons
for selling it at the price.obtained. With
this explicit statement, having nothing
to withhold or conceal, Mr. Biermann
appeals to the sense of fair play of the
voters of the state.

His defense of his action groups itself
under two heads. He claims that he has
the power, using his discretion, to sell
the pine at private sale; and second,
that he used this diseretion in this case
wisely, and in the best interests of the
state. He shows that private sale,
when the circumstances made it clear
that the state would probably suffer loss
if the sale were postponed to the date of
the general sale, has been the uniform
praetice of his predecessors. Gov. Pills-
bury testified that it had always been
done, and was done while he was gov-
ernor. More than that, the present at-
torney general of the state, who had
also been assistant attorney general
tor four years, we believe, was and is of
the opinion that the auditor has such
authority.

Whether he has such authority in
fact will be determined in the Smith
suit by the supreme court. Whichever
way it is finally determined, however,
whether that the auditor has or has not
the authority, the fact remains that Mr.
Biermann-had abundant reason in the
custom of the oflice, in the wording of
the act of 1885 and in the subsequently
given opinion of the attorney general
to believe that he had the right to make
the sale. The case does not run on all
fours with the pure assumption by some
officer of an authority unsupported by
an ambiguity in the law, precedent in
ofticial action or the opinion of the law
adviser of the office; but it is the case
where all of these conditions existed
aud support the action of the officer.

The second quéstion is: Was the au-
ditor justified in accepting 32 a thousand
feet as the fair value of the pine? No
one supposes that the state auditor has
any personal koowledge of the pine on
any of the state lands, or of the many

conditions which affect its market val-
ue. The law does nov require him to
have it. He has to rely on the judgment
of the sworn cruisers of the state, men
supposed to be competent and honest.
Their reports are entered on the records
of the office, and are the guide for his
judgment iz accepting offers of pur-
chase. If they are incompetent or dis-
honest, the auditor is helpless and the
state defenseless. Mr. Biermann found
on his records such a reported appraise-
ment, in which the value was placed at
$1.75 a thousand feet. The GLOBE
happens to know what the auditor
does not —that this appraisement
was made by the cruiser while sitting
in a saloon in Little Falls, who says that
it was *‘a great deal easier to make an es-
timate there than after trudging through
the woods.” Then there was the esti-
mate of the two land appraisers selected
bv the county commissioners of Mille
Lacs county, and sworn to appraise the
land, who made a sworn return of the
pine on the land at a value of $1.30 a
thousand. It bears somewhat on the
character of the witnesses on whom the
district court depended, evidently, that
one of these same appraisers testified
before the committee that the pine was
worth $4 a thousand, and, when con-
fronted with his sworn return, coolly
replied that it was always customary to
make a low valuation as a ‘‘starter.”
and *‘to give poor men a chance.” That
a man who will lie about one thing will
lie about all is a familiar maxim of jaw.

In addition to these evidences of
value, which were of record in his office
when he made the sale, was the subse-
quent estimate of the regular cruisers
of his office, who placed the value at $2,
and the testimony of every lumberman
who knows anything of the pine, its lo-
cation and the markets, that that sum
was its full value. But whether it was
or not, whether it was worth more or
not, the auditor was justified by the rec-
ords of his office in believing that the
pine was worth less thau what he got
for it. 2

1f, then, Mr. Biermaun made a mis-
take in regard to his authority uuder
tne law, it is a mistake the attorney
Zeneral of the state shared with him.
1t he made a mistake in regard to the
value of the pine, it was a mistake rest-
ing on the sworn estimates of the em-
ployes of the state appointed especially
to value lands and pine. This, we are
satisfied, will be the judgment of all
fair-minded men who care to get at the
facts aud base their judgment on them.

No intimation has come from any rep-
utable source that anything in this
case reflects on Mr. Biermann’s integ-
rity. The farthest that any have gone
in their inability to forget that Mr.
Biermann is a Democrat is the expres-
sion in mock seriousness of a hope that
Mr. Biermann may be able to elear his
skirts, ete., covering a covert insinua-
tion that he had acted dishonestly. In
the reputation which Mr. Biermann has
established in his long public service of
unflinching and unbending honesty, he
can safely 1gnore both the insinuations
of some and the more open charges of
smaller fry who hope to be the residu-
ary legatees of any feeling they may
create.

MORE ROTTEN
OUGHS.

The Democrats of the house are, per-
haps, a little too fast in seeking the ad-
mission of the territories to statehood.
They did well to admit Utah: in point
of population and wealth the territory
is entitied to a place in the galaxy of the
Union. But the endeavor to bring in
Arizona is a matier of questionable wis-
dom and propriety.

According to the last census Arizona
had a population of 59,620—less than any
other of the territories. To be sure.it has
more than the state of Nevada, but still
far less than what is required to entitle
a state to a representative in the lower
house of congress. Under the last ap-
portionment, made on the basis of the
census of 1890, the states were allowed
one representative for each 173,901 of

stheir population. It will be seen, there-
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fore. that Arizona has much less than a i -MINNESOTA SENTIMENT.

major fraction of the population re-
quired in the older states for represen-
tation in coungress. It would be mani-

festly unjust to admt her on a repre-

sentative equality with such states as-
Colorado, Delaware, Idaho, Montana,

North Dakota, Washington and Wyo-
ming, all of which exceed her in popula-

tion, wealth and geuneral intelligence.

It is argued by the Democrats, in jus-
tification of their effort to confer the
rights of statehood upon Arizona, that
worse conditions existed in Colorado,
Nevada and other states admitted to the
Union under a Republican regime, and
that the Democrats have a right to re-
taliate now that they have the power.
This is poor logic, bad policy, and still
worse morality. ‘The Democrats cannot
afford to commit a wrong, even 1f they
have the power to do so. It will be sure
to react upon them. If wrongdoing
could be justified upon such grounds,
justice would mnever triumph in the at-
fairs of the nation, for each party would
teel warranted in setting all law and
equity at defiance simply because the
opposing party had done so in the past.

The Democcratic party must be con-
tent to do right under all circumstances,
no matter how their opponents may
have transgressed. Hounesty may be
defeated temporarily, but in the end it
will prove the best policy. The public
know the circumstances that led to the
admission ot some half-dozen rotten
boroughs in the West to statehood un-
der Republican rule. 1t was done sim-
ply to retain that party’s ascendency in
the senate of the United States in order
that it might escape the cousequences
of its extra-constitutional acts. It
served that purpose for a time; but jus-
tice, though laggard, overtook it, al-
though the njury it caused has not yet
been repaired.

It is neither just nor expedient that
any other of the territories, save Utah
and New Mexico, should be admitted to
the Union. These have the population
required by law, but the intellectual in-
feriority of a majority of the inhabitants

of New Mexico raises a doubt as to the

expediency of giving that territory any
further privileges at present. With the
admission of Utah the work should
cease for the present decade. The two
parties are nearly evenly balanced in
congress. To zive either an overwhelm-
ing ascendency would be fraucht with
danger. The greatest seeurity the peo-
ple can have in the enjoyment of their
rights can be obtained under conditions
such as exist at present, when neither
party dare attempt legislation preju-
dicial to the public interest for fear of
the public displeasure.

VOORHEES’ SILVER BILL,
The cbarge, freely made during the

debate on the Dbill repealing the Sher-
man silver act, that Senator Voorhees
was in active sympathy with the silver
cranks, and secretly desired the defeat
of the measure which he assumed to
champion, receives confirmation from
the senator himself. On Thursday he
introduced a bili which provides for the
coinage of the silver seigniorage, for the
purchase and coinage ot £2,000,000 worth
of silver per month after the coinage
of the seigniorage, for the retirement of
paper currency of less denomination
than $10, for the retirement of all gold
coins of less denomination than #10, and
for th(j appointment of an international
commission.

In some respects Mr. Voorhees’ meas-
ure is far more pernicious than the
Sherman act, which it cost the country
somuch to get rid of, and from the
effects of which we are still souffering,
The seigniorage now in the treasury
amounts to about sixty million ounces.
1ts coinage would add more than fifty
million dollars to oar already abundant
silver coinage that can scarcely find
storage space in the federal treasury.
The monthly addition of two million
dollars to that coinage would still
further aggravate the situation, In-
stead of adding to, it would subtract
from the public convenience. The
withdrawal of paper currency of a less
denomination than ten dollars is not
demanded by the public; it is opposed
to the public 1nterest and couvenieuce.

Mr. Voorhees mistakes the publia
pulse if he thinks there is any neces-
sity or demand for an increased silver
coinage—or any silver coinage whatever
for the next fifty years. The silver
already coined is sufficient for. the
wauts of a population three time great-
er than that of the United States today.
The treasury vaults will not be cleared
of the surplus now lving there during
this zeneration or the next. There is
enough silver coin to give to each man,
woman and child a pound’s weight to
carry around. In some instauces this
might be no hardship, and, indeed,
would be regnrded as a privilege greatly
to be desired; but it would compel a re-
modeling of many business methods.
No one asks the retirement of bills of
small denominations; no one desires it.
They are a great public convenience, as
is proved by the preference shown to
paper silver certificates over the silver
itself.

The adoption ot the Voorhees bill
would practically restore the silver
status as it existed previous to the re-
peal of the Sherman law. It would be
the renewal of a dangerous experiment
—an experiment that has aiready failed,
and that has cost the country untold
misery. It is surprising that a man of
Mr. Voorhees’ intelligence should lend
himself to such a scheme—should epe
deavor to galvanize a theory condemned
and repudiated by the people in the
most emphatlic manner; should en-
deavor to restore conditions that he
himself declared were fraught with the
most imminent danger to our economic
system. The senator must know some-
what of the public sentiment: he can-
not be unaware of the evils that were
brought upon us by the enforced coin-
age of a base metal to an extent far be-
yond its available uses. 1t 1s to be
feared that by the introduction of his
untimely “and pernicious measure he
has forfeited-the good opinions he wen
by his eonduct during the pendency of
the repeal bill in the senate so recently.

SPIES ON TRIAL.

Results of Their Espionage to Be
! Given the French Government.

. LEipsig, Dec. 15.—The trial of the
two supposed French spies, De Gong,
alias Dubois, and Delgay, alias Dagnet,
was continued today behind eclosed
doors. The court during the day re-
ceived considerable expert evidence.
The pablic, later in the day, was read-
mitted to the court room and heard the
confessions of the accused. They said
that they intended to forward the re-
sults of their espionage to the French
government.

Public Prosecutor Treplin said that
the prisoners were not of the same class
as the bad characters he bad to deal
with at previous trials, The public
prosecutor added that he was favorably
impressed with the accused: but, in
view of the present extensive esplonage
upon the part of French officers, which
rendered the large sums of money ex-
pended upon German defenses useless,
he must ask that sentences of five and
iour years’ penal servitude be imposed
upon Sthe prisoners respectively, and
that the drawings and notes found in
their possession be destroyed. The
publie prosecutor, after all the evidence
was in, demanded a sentence of five
years’ penal servitude for De Goug and
a sentence of four years’ penal servitude
for Daguet,

RUSSIAN REFUGEE

Ends His Life in the Windy
City.

CHICcAGO, Dec. 15.—Sigmund Massa-
kowsky, a Russian refugee, committed
suicide in' Liucoln park last night. John
Weydsinski, a man claiming to be an
agent for a society that extends aid to
suffering Russians, told the coroner
today that the suicide had been an officer
in the czar’s army, but, being impli-
cated in a political plot, he had four
months ago been forced to flee the coun-
try in disguise. He left a famly in

tussia,and, fearing deteztion and being
without funds, he killed himself to es-
cape the terrible fate which the agent
sald awaited him should he be captured.
The ageunt said that the dead man re-
ceived secret intelligence that sentence
of Siberian exile had been passed upon
him, and that measures had heen taken
to compel his wife and family to remain
in Russia, Fearing capture and extra-
dition, and knowing that he could never
see his family again, the refugee told
Weyesiuski that he would kill himself,
and a few hours later was found with a
bullet in his brain.
