The smoke nuisance ordinance, intro-
duced in the assembly by Assemblyvian

Lightner and paesed by that- bady, was.

taken up by the commiittee on streets of
the board of aldermen yrsterday. diob-
ert Welliseh, secretary of the South
Park Foundry company, residing on
Hague avenue, complaiszed of ihe nui-
sance from a number of apartinent
builtings-in the neighborhcod of his
home. He-was in favor of the ordinance,
and 1n answer to questions said he
knew of two or three "devices which
would do away with the smoke nuisance.
George H. Larkin, agent for a Chicago
furnace company, explained the ad-
vantage which the placing of the device
he represented would give, both in the
saving of coal and the doing away with
the smoke ruisance. ‘The device,
he said, was in use in Chicago
and other cities and had given general
satisfaction. The expense of putting it
in was about £500 for a sixty-ineh eight-
een-foot boiler. Ald. Conley.thought it
would be a good thing to pass the ordi-
nance and have it apply to the Seventh
ward. lis idea was that anything that
could be done to make expense to those
engaged in business just now should be
pushed, because the town was neariy
dead, and if tlivse who were here could
be driven to Minneapolis it would be all
the better. Ald. Markham thought the
remedy lay in baving the firemen in the
lJarge plants payv.more attention to the
firing of the furnaces. A letter read
from Ansel Oppenheim stated. thatat
the time he was in the council he was of
the opinion there was no device which
could be adopted that would do away
with the smoke nuisance. He, however.
bad changed his mind,-as the one now
in uperation at-the Metropolitan build-
ing had proven very satisfactory. Ald.
Franklin said the passage of the
crdinance would put the owners of
large plants to considerable expenpse,
which ought not to be done at the pres-
ent time. IHe wanted the ordinance
amended so as to allow the building in-
spector to Le the ouly one to make the
complaints against the violators of the
ordinance. This was objected to on the
ground that the inspector mizht have
his eyes closed to one ehimney and very
wide open to others. It was finaliy de-

cided to_return the ordinance to the
board without recommendation.
I'he resclution directing the city at-

torney to take steps to have the Chicago,
Milwaukee & St Paul Railway com-
pany build a bridge over their tracks on
Summit avenue was Jaid over two
weeks. One of the attorneys for the
company made the request for an ad-
journment ¢f the resolution, and. after
an argument with Assemblyman Light-
ner, who was an interested spectator,
the request was granted.

JONES' REPORT jJON HOSKINS,

The Doctor Thinks He Has Over=
stepped the Border Line of
Sanity.

As announced in yesterday’s GLOBE,
Dr. W. A. Jones, of Minneapolis, who is
regzarded an insanity expert, visited the
Fergus Falls insane asylum to inquire
into the coudition of Frank Hoskins, the
editor of the Alliance Advocate at Hen-
ning, who has been adiudged insane.
Dr. Jones’ report was submitted to the
governor yesterday, aund is as follows:

MinNEAProLIs, Minn., Dec. 28, 1803, —
To His Exceilency, Hon. Knute Nelson,
Governor of Minnesota—Sir: In com-
plianee with your request I have this
day examined into the case of Frank
Hoskins, a patient in the Fergus Falls
state hospital.

The most important point in his
physical condition: Ilis head is small,
below the ave and the measure-

ments show a deficieney of one site.
His hair is thick and coarse; his palate
is highly arched; the face, in the main,
expressionless and immobile. ‘There is
a marked tremer of his lips, tongue and
hands; the pupils react to light and
accommodation, but with the latter test
the left pupil is 1rregular in outline.
His heart is wealk, and it sounds in-
distinet; the arteries show changes,and
are hard and unyielding; the general
circulation is feeble and imperfect,
with mottled skin and cola extremities.
His refiexes are all increased and ex-
tremely irritable, and the presence of
ankle clonus is evidence of pathological
changes. All of these svmptoms are
mdicative of primary defect, or gradual
degeneration of the nervous system,

Mentally: He is quick and talkative.
always ready in argument, but argues
always from his one standpoint, that of
an extremist. le expresses no positive
delusions openly, but cunningly and
laughingly says he pelieves that he is a
victim of a couspiracy. IHis ideas of
referm are not based on reasonable
premises, and his line of argument is
founded upon his belief of faets, and
upon his Biblical quotations. He is
filled with suppressed excitement, and
is liable to outbursts of maniacal char-
acter from slight cause.

From these facts, 1 believe that he
belongs to the great army of cranks,
and has overstepped the border line of
sanity, aud, in my judgment, 18 now in-
sane, and probably unsafe to be at
large.

My recommendation is that he be
kept in the hospital a few weeks for
further observation, and for the benefit
that he way derive from hospital treat-
ment.

THE BUILDING INSPLCTOR.

City Attorney Holds That It
Would Not Be Safe to Adjourn
the Meeting to Elect the
LRuilding Inspector and the
Official Pap2r—Will Probably
Go That Way.

Assemblyman Johnson, president of
the joint council,has called a meeting of
that body for Tuesday nightat S o'clock.
The president was requested to post-
pone the calling of the meeting for one
week owing to tne absence from the
city of Alds. Conley and Warren, who
desired to be on hand at the election of
a building inspector,which, according to
the charter, must take place at the first
meeting in  January. City Atitorney
Chamberlain was asked for an opinion
as to the legality of the postponement
by the president, and yesterday turned
out one stating that in his opinion the
law was directory, and under all the
circumstances it would be best to have
the meeting calied and the election of a
building juspector and official paper
designated.

Should an election not take place the
present incumbent would hold over
until his suceessor was elected and
qualified, and, as thirteen of the Repub-
lican members in caucus have decided
on F. A. Gauger for the place, there is
not much chance for the postponement
of the election.

Both the board of aldermen and as-
sembly are scheduled to hold adjourned
meetings Tuesday night to consider and
pass the tax budgzet, and it was sug-
¢Zested yesterday that arter the matter
of building inspector and city printer
had been dispused of the tax budget
could be taken up by the joint meeting
and an agreement reached on the
budget.

AIDING THE UNEMPLOYED.

The Ministers Meet to Consider
It—Capt. Castle Epitomizes the
Situation.

A meeting of the ministers of the sev-
eral churches 1n the city was held at the
chamber of commerce for the purpose
of considering ways and means to aid
the unemployed. Rev. Frank B. Doran
was chosen chairman. Rev. Connelly
addressed the throne of grace in prayer.
Rev. E. R. Edwards was elected secre-
tary.

Mr. Doran referred to the appointment
of the s=venty-tive committees who
have in charge the work of relief for
the unemployed, and urged that the
ministers mast not be indifferent to the
work, and while their personal subserip-
tions might not be great there were
other ways, as well as to subscrnibe per-
sonally, in which they might aid the
good work. They could commend the
work of the relief committee from their
pulpits and give their active 1ufiuence
to the work.

Capt. Castle, treasurer of the relief
committee appointed by the mayor. ex-
plained the work being done. They
left the work of pure charity to the
board of control and the rehef societies,
and only attempted to give work
to the unemployed at §1 per day.
From the park board and various
other city funds they had secured $29,-
000, which was mnearly exhausted, and
from the various soliciting committees
£1,300 more had been obtained. They
had 2,000 vames on their rolls and were
only able to give 250 work each week.
They ought to have money to employ
500 per week and then they would
have to be laid off until the other 1,500
had had a week’s work. A census had
been carefully made to see that they
were not imposed on.

W. L. Wilson, of the same committee.
rave furthef details,saying they needed
$3,000 per week to employ 500 men.

Rev. Mr. Freeman, of Arlington
Iills, Presbyterian; Kev. Mr. Haupt,
Episcopal, Rev. Mr. Connelly and others
spoke in general commendation of the
work, and the feeling was general that
they would aid by personal subserip-
tions and from the pulpits. A committee
was ordered to aid on the same lines as
other trades, professions and societies,
in addition to the general charity work
which every minister is doing.

trial.  They had a hearing before
United States Commissioner Bowen, at
Minneapolis, last Saturday, relative to
their identity, and were committed to
Jail in default of $2,030 bail. Joln
Casey anlJoin Murphy, who were ar-
rested aboat the sama time on the same
charge, were released by Commissioner
Bowen, as they were unot identified.

They were then rearrested by
the chief of police of Sioux
City on a charge of Dbeing
implicated in a robvery there. These

are now in the llennepin county jail,
and 1t is probable that they will also be
transferred to Sioux City to stand trial.
It is said that there have been more
than a dozen postoffice robberies, or at-
tempts to rob postoffices, in the Dako-
tas, and there is believed to b2 a ganz
implicated in the work. ‘The arrest of
the four men mentioned was made upon
suspicion that they were implicated in
some of the deeds. Inman and O’Neill
were identified by two farmers named
Curtis as being in the vicimty of Went-
worth the night of the attempted rob-
bery of the postotfice there. ‘They took
supper at the Curtiz house that night,
and went in the direction of the town.
A letter addressed to Inmaan was found
near the postoflice, which was identified
as having been written by kis mother,
who lives near Minneapolis.

A Cloak Patent Suit Decided in
Their Favor.

A one cent damage suit has just been
decided in the federal court. At least
that is the amount that was awarded,
though more was elaimed. Abraham
Popkins and Alfred Hahn brought suit
against W. H. Elsinger & Co., proprie-
tors of the Golden Rule, to restrain
them from the sale of a certain cloak,
upon the pattern of which the plaintiffs
claimed to have a patent or trade mark.

ELECIION FRRAUDS,
Eleven Indictmeants Found Against
McKane.

BroorrLyxy, Dee. 30.—The extraordi-
nary grand jury which has been inves-
tizaung the alleged election frauds al
Gravesend was discharged by Judge
Cullen today. It was learned that
eleven indictments had been filed
against McKane. Six of these charges
are for eommitting telonies. The others
are tor conspiracy, contempt of court,
assault in the second degree, oppression
and misconduct of the registry offices.
Six other persons in Gravesend are
also charged with misconduet of
registry offices. Newtoan and Suther-
land each have two indictments
filed against then charging them each
with contempt of court and oppression.
Justice Cullen fixed MceKane’s bail at
$30,000, to be distributed among the in-
dictments, which would make it a little
over $2,500 for each indietment. For
Newton and Sutherland Justice Cullen
fixed bail at £5,000 each. All gave the
required bonds. Accompanying the Me-
Kane indictment wasa large batch ot
papers, seventeen documents in all.
They are said by some to coutain 100
indictments for persons in Gravesend
and Kings county, who are charged
with perpetrating election frauds. Just
who the persons are has not yet been
learnea.

THE SLATE MADE UP,

Ohio Republicans Have Things
Ready for Monday.

CoruMmBus, O., Deec. 30.-—-The Olio
lezislature will be organized Monday
with Senator McConica as president pro
tem. of the senate and Representative
Boxwell as speaker of the house. Both
were nominated by Republican caucuses
this evening. There was no opposition
to McConica, but in the house Boxwel
was recoznized as the McKinley candi-
date and Griffin as the anti-McKinley
candidate. Ex-Secretary of the ‘I'reas-
ury Charles Foster is reported to have
felt aggrieved because the Ohio delega-
tion at Minneapolis voted for McKinley
instead of Harrison. Although Foster
was formerly against Griftin, e joined
the members for Griffin as against
Boxwell. After a conference between
Hon. William M. Sahn, member of the
national Republican committee, and
Charles F. Dick, chairman of the state
committee, representing Boxwell, and
George B. Cox and Chales L. Kurtz,
representing Griffin, it was decided that
Griffin should witharaw and the nomi-
nation of Boxwell be made by acclama-
tion. At the conference it was shown
that Boxweil had 46 votes and Griffin 38.
In the same senatorial coutest two vears
ago Boxwell voted for Sherman and
Griffin for Foraker. Among the politi-
cians participating in the contest here
the past week 1t was thougiht that Mc-
Kinley and Harrison would be the lead-
ing candidates for the Republican nom-
ivation three years hence.

So
far the names of those men mentioned
as being likely to be selected as *-co-
adjutators,” as Mr. Croker calls them,
do not indicate what the make-up of the
new organization will be. ‘The names
