ARRESTED IN ST. PAUL.
SICUX CITY MAM ACCUSED OF MUR-

DER TAKEN IN.

A HARD LOOKING .71OIITAL.

John Casey, Alias Ryan, Arrested
on Suspicion ofBeing the Mur-
derer of John Koherer, of
Sioux City —He Denies the
Charge, But Will Be Taken to

thu lowa City.

John Casoy, alias Ryan, was arrested
iv this city yesterday afternoon, and
willbe taken to Sioux City, 10., today
to answer to a charge of robbing and
murdering John Roherer of that city.
Casey and a pal, John Murphy, alias
Moran, were arrested at 180 South Wa-
basha street about 'J o'clock yesterday
afternoon by Sergt. llanft and Officer
McKinley, of the Ducas street police
station, and locked up. Casey is about
thirty years old, is tall and
sparely built, and has a very dark
complexion. He has a grayish mustache.
He is a rough- appearing man, and poor-
lydressed indark clothes and a woolen
shirt. He has the appearance of being
a river man and a man of loose charac-
ter. Casey was seen in the Ducas sta-
tion last night by a GIiOBE reporter, but
refused to discuss the muraer of
.Roherer, or to give any account of him-
self. He doggedly declared that he had
committed no crime. He will not pu
the authorities to the trouble of secur-
inga requisition, but will go to Sioux
City today with Chief of Police H.
EL Howard, of Sioux City, who was
telegraphed for, and will be in the city
today. John Murphy, alias Moran, who
was arrested with Casey, is supposed to
be a pal of the latter. He was locked
up on a charge of vagrancy, and willbe
taken to the municipal court to answer
as to his means of securing a livelihood.
It is not probable that Murphy willbe
taken to Sioux City, as he isnot charged
withoeing implicated with Casey in the
murder of ltoherer.

AT THF. SCENE OF THK CRIME.

Siorx City, Dec. 31.—Casey, alias
Ryan, -i<s believed to have shot and
killed John Roherer, an old citizen and
mechanical engineer, on a bridge in
this city on the nignt of Oct. 2. Roherer
was found dying with a bullet in his
breast. His cane was broken, and his
watch had been jerked off. There was
eveiy evidence that he had been held
up and robbed, and made a vigorous re-
sistance. Casey was seen across the
river, in Nebraska, the next morning,
with his head bandaged. The next day
he had it dressed at Norfolk,Neb. He
was a member of a bad gang of burglars
and thieves in this city.

Charles Hastings and Orin Johnson,
two of the men who broke jail at Phil-
lips, Wis., a few days ago, are now
lodged in the central police :station of
this city. Longway and O'Brien, who
escaped with them, are still at large;
but ifthey are in the city they will be
picked up. Orin Johnson was arrested
Saturday by a constable at South Park
and. turned over to Sheriff Eelliner, of
iPhillips, who was in the city, and who
locked him up. 1 The sherilf Ukeuvpaid
the constable the $50 reward that was
on the head of Johnson. s Hastings is a
relative.of Johnson, and the latter .told
what he knew as to", the location of
Hastings, claiming that he had given
him away so as to lead to the ar-
rest of Johnson, with the hopes
that he would escape himself. John-
son said that, the four,^of them
went from Phillips to Chippewa
Falls on a freight train. Langway and
O'Brien were put off there. Johnson
and Hastings came to this cityand were
here Saturday. He and Hastsngs then
went to South St. Paul, where they
separated. After his arrest Johnson
told the officers here that Hastings
would be found in the house of a
friend named Mike, who lived onPull-
man avenue at South Park. Detectives
Weirick and Mctiuiggan went to South
park yesterday and found Hastings as
Johnson said and ;brought him to the
city and locked him up. Sheriff Kel-
liher went to La Crosse "Saturday night
to look out for others of the men there.
He has offered 550 apiece ror the arrest
of the four men. From information
given by Johnson and Hastings it is
expected that the other two men willbe

HOSKINS' COMMITMENT,

HABEAS CORPUS PROCEEDINGS BE-
FORE THE SUPREME COURT.

HIS < O.n^llT.vilCNT UIREGULAK

Tho Question ol" Keeping a Sane

Man In an Insane Asylum
—

Grounds Upon Which His At-
torney J-.ases His Petition

—
Donnelly's View —He Would
Ilavo Made Him Different— The
Globe's Decision.

When the state supreme court begins

its January term tomorrow a petition
for a writof habeas corpus will be pre-
sented in behalf of Frank Hoskins by
his attorney. Henry Johns, ot this city.
Mr. Hoskins is the editor of the Alli-
ance Advocate at Henuing, who was
recently committed to the insane asy-
lum at Fergus Falls.

In the. case of Mrs. Blaisdell, who was
recently ordered committed to tue asy-
lum, the supreme court dismissed toe
insanity proceedings because it ap-
peared by the commitment papers that
the certificate and recommendation was
made by two examiners in lunacy in-
stead of the finding of insanity by a
jury as directed by statute.

Mr.Johns claims that his client was
similarly committed, and under the de-
csion already rendered should bo re-
leased. "Mr.Johns' petition willsay:

That said Frank Hoskins is not com-
mitted or detained by virtue of the final
judgment or decree of any competent
tribunal of civil or criminal jurisdic-
tion, orby virtue ofan execution. issued
upon such judgment or decree:, that the
cause or pretense of such confinement
and restraint, according to the knowl-
edge and belief of the petitioner, is a
pretended order of commitment alleg-
irinir said Frank Hoskins to be insane,
which said pretended order of commit-
ment was made and issued out of the
probate court for the county of Otter
Tail and state of Minnesota, on or about
the 22d day of December. A. D. 1893.•

That the imprisonment and restraint
of said Frank Hoskins as hereinbefore
mentioned is illegal, for the reason,
among other things, that the pretended
order and warrant of commitment
"shows upon its face that the party-
alleged to be insane and ordered com-
mitted was so found by the probate
judge on the certificate and recom-
mendation of 'two examiners in lunacy'
instead of a finding of insanity by the
jury after due examination, as directed
by the statute;" all of which illegality
herein complained of fully appears
from an examination and inspection of
the exhibits hereto attached.

Second— 'fbat the imprisonment and
restraint of said Frank lioskms was
and is unlawful, illesal ana void, for
the further reasons that the same was
procured without due process of law.
and in furtherance ot' a conspiracy to
deprive Hoskins of his liberty, the right
of free speech and to abrige the liberty
of the press, inviolationof section three
(3) of article one (1) of the constitution
ot the state of Minnesota, inasmuch as
said Ilosktns was for a number of years
past, and now is, the editor of the "Al-
liance Advocate," a newspaper printed
and published at Henuing, Otter Tail
county, Minnesota, and. in such capac-
ity,published his views upon the con-
duct of certain banks in said county
during the late financial stringency.

The petition further sets forth that
E. E. Corliss, who prosecuted the case,
was not the county attorney, and not
authorized to act in that capacity. The
petition concludes by asking that
HoskiKs be brought oefore the. court
aud restored to his liberty.

Frank Uoskins in the Insane
Asylum.

Frank Hoskins, of Henning, Otter
Tail county.editor of the Alliance Advo-
C3te, attacked the bankers of Fergus
Falls inhis paper; he said their banks
ware unsafe, and that they themselves
were swindlers, perjurers, thieves, etc.
He was indicted for criminal libel. He
appeared in court and quoted the Bible
against usury and usurers. The idea
of auy man using the Bible as an au-
thority in any Minnesota court was
esteemed so absurd that it was at once
claimed that Hoskins was insane. He
was brought before the judge of probate
and a trial had of that issue. Hoskins
selected two doctors to examine him

—
one of them being Dr. Buchanan, ofhis
own town, who is probably the most
learned physician in Northern Minne-
sota, and a personal friend of Hoskins.
Hoskins claimed— so the daily papers
say— that there were extensive con-
spiracies to ruin him, and sent for fif-
teen or twenty witnesses to prove them,
but the witnesses all "went back on
him," and poor Hoskins was sent to the
Fergus Falls insane asylum, upon the
verdict of his own two doctors.

Now Ihave no great love tor Hos-
kins. and no occasion for any. He will
be remembered as the man who made
such a wildand savage attack on me in
last winter's annual meeting of the State
Farmers' Alliance. He,has abused me
as savagely as Fish, for years past

—
in

fact, the mental constitution of the two
man is a great deal alike—Fish being,
however, the pror'ounder rascal of the
two. And yet itdoes look to me that
this incarceration of Hoskins as a luua-
tie is a kind of persecution. He is
eccentric; he is a crank; he is violent,
excitable, unjust and unreasonable; but
that does not constitute insanity; if it
did a great many of the world's bright-
est intellects would be in danger. He
was indicted for libel. He should have
been tried for that offense. To switch
him off to the insane asylum looks
like an attempt to dodge the
real issue, and whether lie is crazy
or not such treatment will very likely
soon make him so. The poor devil
should have a fair chance for his life
and liberty. IfIhad had the making
or Frank Iwould have introduced a
irreat many valuable" improvements in
him—and Fish Ishouldn't have made
at all- and yet 1don't like the look
this business. Itappears to me as if
power, wealth, social position and
political influence had all united to
crush a poor, struggling, impoverished
wretch; break up his business, aud
biast his life with unending shame aud
suspicion.
Itis due to the State Farmers' All-

iance to say that aUhoush Frank called
his paper "The Alliance Advocate" it
reaily had nothing whatever to do with
our organization. He refused to sup-
port the Peop!."^ party ticket last fall,
and advocated tne election of the Ke-
publican candidate for congress. Itis a
wonder that this was not brought up as
one of the evidences of his insanity. It
wouldhave iustilied the action taken!

All of the physi-
cians and insanity experts who have
come incontact with him say that he is,
but the editorial writer of the Globe
says that he is not, and, of course, his
opinion on this, as well as on other
matters, outweighs those who have
made the matter a life study, and is
final. AVhen a man selects his owncommission; when he is allowed to
summon all tho witnesses which he de-
sires at public expense; when he has a
tour days' public trial with his friends
present, as was the case with Hoskins,
he has not been railroaded into the
riJadhouse.

The death cf Williamp. Cullen, son
of Contractor James D. Cullen, was a
shock to his many friends, lie was an
exceptionally bright young man who
bad just attained his majority.

He had another case of au pkt
bachelor who was exceediugly aukious
to obtain a wife and heir, and he had an
old maid on the list who was also pin-
ing for ft companion; but when he got
them together she would no thave him
and he wouldn't have her, aud there
was another lot of labor aud a good fee
lost.

He said that there are many women
in the city out of employment and-
homeless .vho really desire homes aud
will seek to be good wives, and his
scheme wa.s to bring them and the men
who want wives together. They could
meet at his place and have his private
room for conference. Ho could not
give the names of any who had married
through his agency, though he alleges
that several marriages had resulted.

People who are in haste to marry
could doubtless find opportunity to do
so through this agency and have abun-
dant leisure to repent "afterwards. Lect-
ures on matrimony are seldom heeded.
The desire to marry does not always
originate from a longing desire for a
mate who shall share the joys and sor-
rows on the journey of life. Persons
seeking a matrimonial alliance do not
always reach out from the depths of
their souls for one who shall be closer
to them than father, mother, sister or
brother, who shall be ready to share
their prosperity or their reverses,cleav-
ing to each other in good repute and
through evil repute, helping each other
to bfcai their burdens, strengthening
each other in their hopes, helping to
allay their mutual fears, willingto wel-
come and to joyously bear whatever
responsibilities may come to them, with-
out this there can be no true marriage.

Can any hope to form such an alliance
through sush an agency? Can any one
who wold seek such an union afford to
take such chances? Marriage consum-
mated as a convenience is another thing.
These usually end in tne divorce courts.
