In the early dealings the ;common
stock rose IJ4 per cent on purchases in-
duced by Washington reports favorable
to an increased tariff on sugar, and also
by the improvement in the trade. But
tne improvement was short-lived, the
failure of a majority of the stocks to Da
reported at the annual meeting; having
a depressing influence on the shares;
and sending the' common stock down
Z% and the preferred \%. In the late
dealings the common rallied 3 per cent,
reacted %, recovering % at the close.
Various theories were offered to explain
the tact that a quorum of the stocK was
not on hand at the meeting. Itwas
suggested that by reason of the. large
increase in the number of stockholders
and the wide distribution of the shares
throughout the country it was more
difficult than usual to got in the
proxies, and this led to a rumor that
the large stockholders had been
quietly gutting rid of their shares, a
contingency which the traders on the
exchange did t.ot regard as entirely
favorable to the value of the property.
Itwas more generally believed, how-
ever, that the management of the com-
pany had arranged itso that a quorum
should not appear, being desirous that
the figures of the annual statement
should not be made public at this time,
and become available to the tariff mak-
ers, with the prospect ahead of their
being used against the company in its
tight for a reduction In the sugar sched-
ule, and for an increase in the figures
of the Wilson bill. This is the more
probable theory, and ifit be correct it
is an argument in favor of an apprecia-
tion in the shares rather than a bear
point.

The usual semi-annual dividend on
