The First of a Scries or Lectures. . Under the Auspices of the. -
Board or Trade

Dr. Washington Gladden, the manic
ipal reformer and political economist,
anil a man who has made; a profound
study of all matters bearing on the
enactment and enforcement of laws for
cities, delivered a highly instruct
and entertalnihz lecture on the sub-
jects indicated last night at the Lyceirn
theater. The lecture was under the
auspices of the board of trade, and it
was the first of a series to be riven dur-
ine the remainder of the winter season.
Dr. Gladden arrived in the ciiy yester-
day, and he was met by a delegation of
prominent citizens. During the day he
was the guest of D.Percy Jones, the
well-known real estate man. \u25a0<:•'\u25a0 \u25a0

The stage of the Lyceum contained a
number of prominent citizens, and the
audience was highly representative."

Dr. Gladden spoke for over an hour, .
his address in part being as follows: •

"What are the causes of the failure of
municipal government in the United
States? It is difficult to state these
causes logically. 1 will name a few of
them without attempting to define their
relation to one another. We must ad-
mit a considerable abasement of the
average intelligence and morality of the
urban populations, due to several
causes:

••To immigration, which drops its sed-
iment quite largely in the cities, and
leaves us great masses of people who do
not speak the language and have no
conception of the duties of citizenship.

"To industrial crises aud fluctuations,
which push multitudes over Urn bor-
ders of self-maintenance into the limbo
of irresponsibility aud sum.-mendi-
cancy.

"To the influxof ne'er-do-wells from
the neighboring country, who prefer to
take their chances of livelihood among
the odd jobs and the alms of a city
rather than to engage inany regular in-
dustry. .

"To a sentimental and indiscriminat-
ing charity, which creates an economic
demand for paupers and tends to the
degradation of character.

"To the abandonment by the churches
of large sections of the cities inhabited
by the less prosperous classes, leaving
them without spiritual or moral guid-
ance.

"To the absenteeism of large numbers'
of those who are the natural leaders of
the municipality, but who live in the
suburbs, and thus lose their citizenship
in the cities.

"To these, and doubtless to other
causes, we may trace that debasement
in the moral and mental quality of the
urban citizenship which now confronts
us, and to which the failure of municipal
government is largely due.

"Out of such conditions springs the
demagogue as naturally as, aud about as
quickly as, the toadstool sprints from
the compost neap. The demagogue has
been produced by these conditions. His
interest lies in perpetuating them.
Action and reaction are equal, and the
resultant movement is downward.

"We ought to have in every state
some constitutional limits upon the
power of the legislature to meddle with
municipalities.. The constitution ot the
state should itself furnish a few simple
rules to which all cities should conform,
and should prescribe the methods by
which the citizens of every city, in
conventions, should frame their own
law. submitting it to popular vote. The
legislature of Minnesota should have
no power to impose a charter on the
city of Minneapolis. Large liberty
should be allowed In the construction
of municipal machinery, that experi-
ments may be freely tried. Home rule
in the largest sense should be the right
of every city."

WILLIE OPENED THE DIET.
THE EMPEROR'S ADDRESS IN THE

CASTLE WHITE HALL.

HEAVY I»i.ilA\;>« ON EMPIRE

The German Treasury, Like Uncle
Sam's Cash Box, Somewhat
Short

—
I'laco for Financial Re-

form—Legislation Suggested
for the Benefit ofthe Agricult-

ural Claaseß.

Berlin, Jan. i«.—Emperor William
opened the Prussian diet today hi the
White hall of the castle. The emperor,
inhis speech to the members, pointed
out the growing deficiency in the esti-
mates, saying these difficulties, coupled
with the increasing demands of the
empire upon Individual states, could
only be removed by a reorganization of
the financial affairs of the empire and
an adequate increase of its own re-
sources. The government, the em-
peror added, continued its efforts to
promote the prosperity of the agricult-
ural classes, so as to enable them to
cope with bad times, and the govern-
ment would also endeavor to effect the
requisite changes in the law relating to
land, which were regarded as necessary
reforms.

la conclusion, the emperor declared
in favor of carrying out measures which
would improve the credit system and
remove the evils resulting from excess-
ive debts on lands, and which would
ameliorate the conditions under which
landlords and tenants labor.

Emperor William was warmly greeted
when he took his seat udoii the throne;
he read his speech iviiloud voice, with
special emphasis upon the concluding
passage.

The Conservatives in theoberhansde-
clined to ask the government to take
measures.in addition to those announced
in the emperor's speech, in order to re-
lieve the increasing agricultural dis-
tress.

Several of the evening papers com-
ment upon Emperor William's speech
at the opening of the diet, and the agra-
rian papers hail with satisfaction his
reference to the condition of husbandry,
and dwell upon the proposed establish-
ment of chambers of husbandry.

The Liberal organs dwell chiefly upon
the situation of the finances, and com-
plain at the alleged retarding of social
reforms.

AN ANARCHIST RIOT.

Eight of tho Ke;l Flag Enthusi-
asts Killed in Italy.

Rome, Jan. 15.
—

The most sensational
news is being wired here from Carrara.
The inhabitants are terrified by the
sounds of long and fierce firingin the
bills near Tirano, where a band of from
GOO to1,000 anarchists are reported to be
fighting a pitched battle witha force of
infantry and gendarmes sent to hunt
them down.
It is believed t!a- the loss of life

must have been great, as the infantry,
according tothe report, has been firing
volley after volley at the anarchists.
The anarchists are said to have taken
up strong positions behind rocks aud
other points of vantage in the hills, and
to have made a desperate resistance to
the troops, but it is reported that they
were finally defeated and fled, leaving a
number of dead and wounded upon the
field.
Itnow transpires that an armed band

of anarchists gathered at Torana and
overran the village mentioned, com-
pelling the people to deliver up all the
arms and ammunition which they had
iv their possession. The anarchists
then secured all the wine and spirits
procurable, and prepared toinarch upon
Carrara. Later dispatches say that the
number of killed during the 'fight be-
tween the military and the armed band
of anarchists which sought refuge in
the hills near Massa is not so great as
the people of Massa at first reported.
The official advices state that only
eight of the anarchists were killed, and
that only from forty to fifty were
wounded. The people of Massa claim
that at least fiftyquarrymeu were shot
during the engagement.

A telegram from Parma announces
disorder in that city. The police have
dispersed the local branch of the Fasci
del Lavoratori (secret society), and
seized a number ot important docu-
ments, which, it is believed, will lead
to the airest of a number of conspir-
ators.

STILL FIRING ON RIO.

Shells Falling in the City Kill
Many People. '

Buenos Aykes, Jau. 16.—The fol-
lowing advices have been received from
Rio de Janeiro: Itis rumored that nu-
merous members of the national guard
are deserting.

The insurgent fleet continues its bom-
bardment. Many shells fall in the
center of the city and several persons
have been killed, including some Ital-
ians. When the Italian minister became
acquainted with this fact he demanded
reparation from the government. He
was informed, however, that as foivigu
residents had been warned of the
danger of remaining in the city the
eovernment could accept no responsi-
bility for anything that might befall
them. The government forts and bat-
teries are bombarding the insurgent
storehouses on Enchadas island. It is
reported that President Peixoto's fleet
has left Pernambuco. The insurgents
have received fresh supplies of pro-
visions and now possess a large quan-
tity. Sautos is beinsf blockaded by an
insurgent squadron. The clergy gen-
erally sympathizes with the revolution-
ists.

A SERIOUS CHARGE.
Huntington Accused of Stealing a

Portion ofthe Stanford Estate. I
S.vx Fbaxcisco. Jan. 16.— The Ex-

aminer prints a dispatch from New
York saying that it is rumored on Wail
street that on account of trouble be-
tween Mrs. Leland Stanford and C. P.
Huntiiigtou, there was some doubt as
to the latter's aollity to control the
Galveston, Uoustou & Texas railroad,
and other roads in which Stanford is
said to have held large interests with'
Huntingdon. According to the story.
Mrs. Stanford discovered that Hunting-
ton withheld from her knowledge large
blocks of securities held by himself
and Sianford incommon, and that there
is a possibility of a suit against Hunt-
ingtou for over a million dollars. The
Examiner in a local article says the
story is substantially correct. Judge
Spencer, Mrs. Stanford's attorney, who
is reported to have written a sharp
letter to Ilunztoneton. demanding an
accounting, when asked about the story
said :

"1must decline to be interviewed on
that subject. IfMr.Iluntington wishes
to talk, he can do so. He may tell as
little oras much as he pleases. He is
not an attorney practicing other people's
business."

"Mrs. Stanford ascertained," says theExaminer, "that $300,000 to her late
husband's Indebtedness of the Pacilic
Improvement company had been paid,
by wuoin she did not know, as she had
not authorized such a payment. In-
vestigation showed that $3tj>,ooo. had
beeu made up by placiutj certain rail-
road securities. Thvse securities had
uoi baeu iv Mrs. Stanford's Lauds. It

was discovered that these securities had
not been included in the inventory ot
the Stanford estate.and began to Do sus-
pected that UunUpgtojD Ji^a sold the
stock to hiinselr, ana was keeping cprt-
irol of certain important securities.
Then itwas ascertained that a ionic line
of securities were in the same condition,
held by fluutington, but claimed by the
Stanford estate.

Hoxie backed down, and
the broker, insisting that it was a sale,
offered to pay the amount involved, and
appealed to the arbitiation committee.
Henrotin, when the decision was an-
nounced, took an apneal, and the case
Will be decided by the governing com-
mittee of the stock exchange, which is
ttie court of last resort.

Mr. Hoxie did not own al! the capital
stock of the "L"and did not intend that
his bluff should be taken literally,
though he said he would sell Henrotin
all hu wanted. The broker, however,
claimed that he had bought the entire
capital stock in good taith, was ready
to pay forit and insisted on the en-
forcement of the contract. Henrotin
figured prominently in the West and
North Side Cable company organiza-
tions and floated heavy blocks of
brewery and stock yard secuniies, the
latter deal involving $25,000,000 stock
and bonds.

Hoxie came into prominence in ISS6
when, ofter having amassed a large
fortune incattle at the stockyards here,
he took to plunging in the shares of theMissouri, Kansas & Texas Railway
company. He quit the game a loser to
the extent of §400,000, but went to
Texas, made money, and later appeared
on the Chicago exchange. He owns
many thousands of acres of Texas land,
not to mention his Chicago assets. He
is a sturdy old man of unquestioned
ability, and not afraid of his money.
When he was plunging on Wall street
he had, it is said, aoout $4,000,000 in
cash and collaterals up withhis brokers.

A NEGRO BOYCOTT.

Colored People Ordered to Leave
an Arkansas Town.

Little Rock, Ark., Jan. 16.—Gov.
Fishback has received information of a
reign of terror which exists among the
colored population of the town of Black
Rock. According to the eovernor's in-
formation, a very serious condition of
affairs exists there, which may result in
bloodshed. Black Rock is the center of
a large manufacturing and lumber dis-
trict, and owing to the present financial
stringency a large number of men are
thrown out of employment. Among
them are many lawless characters, who
have organized for the purpose of driv-
ing all the negroes out of town. They
have succeeded in the intimidation of
many factors owners so far that they
have discharged all of the negroes in
their employ, in fear of the possible
consequences which may follow their
refusal toaccede to thu demands of the
white caps.

On last Friday night, the following
notice was posted in a public place:

"Allnegroes must leave this town in-
side of ten days or take what follows;
and all who have houses rented to them
must fire them or we will fire the houses
inside of ten days. Negroes, don't let
this slip your mind."

This was followed by verbal and
written notices to the milland factory-
men that they must discharge every
negro in their employ, or their property
would be burned. Trie mills and facto-
ries are guarded, the streets are patroled
by men armed with Winchesters.

The other side claims that they have
promise of outside help, and serious
trouble seems imminent. The colored
population, which numbars about three
hundred, is completely cowed. About
one-third of them have left, and most of
the others willgo If the mill men should
follow the advice of the white caps.

DEMOCRATS WIN.

Gov. Werts, of New Jersey, De-
cides InFavor ofHis Party.

Tkentox, N. J., Jan. 10.—Gov. Werts
this morning sent to President Adraiu.
of the Democratic senate, and Presi-
dent Rogers, of the Republican senate,
the opinion of Attorney General Stock-
ton on the senatorial difliculty. Ac-
companying the opinion was a message
of some length. It was addressed to
"Hon. Robert Adraiu, president pro
tern of the senate." Init the governor
says. "1inclose herewith the reply of
the attorney general, whereby I"am
advised that the body over which you
have the honor temporarily to preside
is the constitutional Senate, and that
the body organized under the presi-
dency of Mr. Rogers did not represent
the senate of New Jersey."

AN ENGLISH VIEW.

Cleveland Pralacd lor His Posi-
tion on the Hawaiian Matter.

London, Jan. IC—The Times, in a
leading article,*snys: "itis prudent to
accept all uuoflicia! rumors from Ha-
waii withreserve. It Is possible that
the report that the ex-queen is in dan-
ger of death is well founded, and it is
easy to believe that also constitutional
weakness of heart must have been
severely aggravated by intense and
prolonged anxiety from her present
position. On the other hand, it is con-
ceivable that some persons concerned
in the intrigue of her downfall must be
interested in spreading false reports
in regard to her health. It is amusing
Bad instructive to observe ihat, although
the whole conspiracy which Mr. Thurs-
top. concocted and executed by the aid
of the American minister was simply a
plot to annex the islands to the United
States against the willof the Hawaiian
people, he imitates President Dole's
example and swaggers about the inter-
national rights of the independent re-
public of Hawaii." The article pro-
ceeds to praise Mr.Cleveland for his
firm attitude in the Hawaain matter
and continues:

"What the ulttmate issue willbe it is
not easy tosay, but, in the face of Mr.
Willis' dispatch, it is satisfactory to
know that there is a naval force avail-
able sufticitut to protect the lives and
property of the British inhabitants. It
is probable thai the risk of a violent at-
tempt on the ex-queen is not serious,
but itis both ludicrous and significant
to find tnat tne American minister re-
lies upon Ihe telephone from the ex-
queen's house to his room for protec-
tion.

"Although Liliuokalani Is no doubt
well advised inassenting to President
Cleveland's terms, itcannot be denied
that the objections she originally urged
against them have a deal of force. In
the dramatic conversation reported by
Mr. Willis, she exhibited acuteness of
understanding, as well as queenly dig-
nity, of a really striking kind."

LILiWILL.NOT SUE,

Oat She Will Maintain Her Claim
to the Throne.

Sax Francisco, Jan. 16.—1n corre-
spondence from Hawaii to a local paper
received by the steamer Australia there
was an assertion that the deposed
queen has given up the contest and will
sue the United States for damages for
the part taken by the former representa-
tives of this country attne time the pro- !
visional government was substituted for
the monarchy. Samuel Parker, prime
minister of the ex-queen and minister
of foreign affairs, and A. Patterson,
attorney general, two members of the
cabinet at Uie time of the change in the
government, came by the same steamer.
They briefly denied the statement,
deeming it unimportant. Last night
they noticed in the telegraphic dis-
patches from Washington that consid-
erable weight is given at the capital to
this report. In consequence of these
dispatches, Mr. Parker last evening
sent a strong telegram to the secretary
of state, Mr. Gresham, signed as prime
minister of foreign affairs, positively
denying these assertions and declaring
that the queen has submitted her case
tothe arbitration of the United States
and will patiently await that verdict.
Mr. Parker and Mr. Patterson said that

j they saw the queen half an hour before
they left on the steamer Australia, and
she was firm in her determination to
maintain her claim to the throve. At
no time did she or any of her advisers
mention the possibility of presenting a
claim to the United States for pecuniary
damages.
